Dangerous to Cause

The note suggested a Soviet belief 
that certain Japanese military au­
thorities in Manchoukuo were try­
ing to cover up—and justify in ad­
vance—a series of provocative inci­
dents.

"We are drawing the serious at­
tention of the Japanese government 
to this and shall hold it responsible," 
said the protest.

HUNDREDS OF CORPSES 
LEFT BEHIND IN 

IRUN

A desperate band of govern­

ment niilitiament cheeked a
sweeping!, advance of rebels on 
Spain's northern Irun-San Se­
bastian front today by recaptur­
ing the international bridgehead 
which leads to France.
The surprise counter-attack came 

while the fascist insurgents were 
raging through the burning and 
corpse-strewn city of irun, and 
pressing on to the Biscay Bay re­
sort of San Sebastian eight miles 
to the west.

Monks and other hostages, includ­
ing a bishop, were reported to 
have been executed by the retreat­
ing government defenders.

Meanwhile, pressing anxiously 
for a United European front on 
Spanish neutrality. Great Britain 
and France renewed efforts to have 
Germany and Portugal sit on an 
international non-intervention com- 

! mittee.
Lisbon and Berlinl were assured 

j  the committee does not intend to 
j  mediate the Spanish civil war.
| Two columns converged on San 
Sebastian at the double quick. Be­
hind them, in hard-defended Irun, 

i they left a city strewn with the 
bodies of their foes—killed in their 

l tracks or shot summarily upon 
their capture.

Socialists claimed some of the 
government troops were mutilated 

i  by Moors. Fire spread through the 
rain-drenched town.

Rebels seized the international 
bridgehead from France, and, some 

j  reports said, killed a score of 
French volunteers who were fight- 

j ing in the Irun defense.
Government militiament recap­

tured control of the bridgehead 
1 later but it appeared they could 
I not long hold their position for 
I superior forces o f rebels immed- 
| iately renewed the attack.

The northern battle was the 
only major conflict at the end of 
the seventh week of civil war be­
tween the Madrid government o f 

i socialists, communists, syndicalists 
and anarchists and the fascist army 
rebels.

New international complications 
arose, however, with an Italian 
cruiser foaming at forced draft to­
ward Barcelona to "protect Ital­
ians"—following the reported kill­
ing of the Italian father of seven 
children.

Rome announced it had con­
cluded that protests to Madrid 
were "useless.”

Bombardment of Irun began 
anew after the insurgent artillery 
was wheeled in from behind the 
hills of Behobia. Rebel shells were 
reported to have fired buildings in 
the city.

Under cover of darkness, the
little band of defenders in Behobia 
sniped at the overpowering rebel 
ranks. The attackers formed a 
ring around the socilist militiamen, 
outnumbered 40 to one.

Between shots, the socialist shout-

of the most nourishing of foods, but 
how many cooks serve them, over 
and over, in the same uninspired 
ways!

Boiled, fried and scrambled eggs 
are set before us again and again— 
which is a pity because there are so 
many less common and far more 
tempting ways, of preparing them. 
The three egg dishes for which 
recipes are given today are equally 
suitable for breakfast, luncheon or 
informal suppers. Serve them any 
time at all when you want a hot dish 
that is easily and quickly prepared.

Little Egg Dish for Two.
One tablespoon butter. 1 table­

spoon flour. 3-4 cup milk, */j cup 
American cheese, 2 eggs.

In a saucepan melt the butter, 
add the flour then blend in the milk. 
Add salt and pepper to taste.

Next add the cheese cut in quite 
small pieces and stir until the cheese 
has completely melted.

Put this rich, creamy sauce in. well- 
buttered ramekins or individual bak­
ing dishes.

Carefully drop one egg in each 
dish in the center o f the sauce, being 
sure not to break the yolk.

Set the dish in a moderate oven 
and bake for about five minutes, un­
til the egg has set.

This little dish is excellent for a 
simple luncheon.

Scrambled Egg Soubtsc for Two.
One-half cup minced onion, 2 

eggs. ‘A teaspoon salt, 1-8 teaspoon 
pepper. 1-8 cup milk. 1 tablespoon 
butter.

Melt the butter in a frying pan.

Tomorrow’s Menu.
Breakfast: Halves of grapefruit, 

corn muffins, broiled sausages, 
apple marmalade, coffee.

Luncheon: Scrambled eggs Sou- 
bise, salad of lettuce, cucumber, 
tomatoes and celery with French 
dressing, cup cakes, iced tea.

Be sure the lire Is low, cook, 
stirring with a fork until the eggs 
have set. Serve at once. Very, very 
good.

After all, this is nothing but 
scrambled eggs with onion. “ Soubise" 
on a menu means that the dish 
contains onions.
Scrambled Eggs With Mushrooms.
One-half cup undiluted mushroom 

soup, Vi cup warm water, 4 eggs, 
bacon.

Blend the mushroom soup (the 
canned variety is fine for this) with 
the warm water.

Add the four eggs, beaten until 
they are light.

Add pepper and salt.
Scramble this mixture in butter.
Serve with crisp slices of bacon.
Eggs, properly scrambled and with 

a novel twist of flavoring, are even 
appropriate for simple guest lunch­
eons. Don’t scorn eggs, for special 
occasions. Even the White House 
chef serves scrambled eggs to guests!

International Sunday School Lesson
TURNING TO THE GENTILES 

Text: Acts 14:8-13, 19, 20; 
Remans 10:8-13.

The method of Paul's ministry in 
his missionary journeys seems to 
have been to get in touch with those 
of his own race whenever he visited 
an ancient city.

Sometimes his Jewish bethren ac­
cepted Paul's interpretation of the 
filfillment of the Old Testament vis­
ions and prophecies in Jesus of

.Nazareth; at other times they were 
so opposed to Paul and his new 
teaching that they met him in the 
spirit of persecution in which he 
himself had at first confronted Ste­
phen and the early Christian disci­
ples.

But Paul did not confine his min­
istry and mission to the Jews. It  
quickly became evident to him that 
the Gospel was not limited to any 
race or nation, but that it was the 
power cf God unto salvation to all 
who believed.

In our lesson we find Paul in the

city of Lystra, outside the immediate 
Jewish circles. There sat a cripple, 
unable to walk, who had been ttfgt 
way from birth. This cripple, hear­
ing Paul speak, apparently had faith 
to be healed, and Paul, perceiving 
this, commanded him to stand.

The cripple leaped up and walked. 
And when the multitude saw what 
had happened, in the terms-of their 
own pagan religion*, they Were 
convinced that the gods had come 
down to their city in the likeness of 
men.

So they called Barnabas “Jupiter," 
and Paul "Mercury." And the priest 
of Jupiter brought oxen and gar­
lands to the gates of the city to do 
sacrifice in honor of these gods who 
had come among them.

But Paul and Barnabas protested,. 
"W e also are men of like passions 
with you and bring you good tidings 
that ye should turn from these vaip 
things unto the living God."

It  was the only thing that Paul 
and Barnabas could do. Neverthe­
less, it required very great courage, 
for in a sense they were rebuking 
the religious, ideas of these dwellers 
in the pagan city. They were expos­
ing themselves to the danger that 
quickly arises when a mob is divert­
ed from its purpose; when prais^ 
may be changed in a moment* to 
misunderstanding and hate.

The Owo Christian missionaries 
made the event the occasion for tell­
ing the story of the living God and 
of Jesus, the Savior of men, with

tha
under the power of the Hew religion.

But how quickly the attitude of a
mob can change! Jews who came 
from Antioch and Iconium, where 
Paul had been, so effectively misrep­
resented Paul and Barnabas that the 
multitude stoned Paul and dragged 
hitn out of the city, believing he was 
dead. Barnabas escaped and the next 
day Paul add Barnabas went on to 
Derbe.

Thus we see, in the beginning, the 
course of Paul being shaped for 
persecution. He was fulfilling in very 
truth the command of Jesus to his 
dlciples, “ When they persecute in 
one city, flee to another.”

But the necessity o f preaching the 
gospel had laid such hold upon him

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SLAUGHTERING THE DOVES
The opening of the dove season in North Texas brings 

an outpouring of able-bodied men equipped with artillery 
that looks sufficient for winning a good-sized war. The 
season will last nearly two months— if any of the birds 
survive that long.

The fact that Texans now hunt doves, which are too 
small to be o f any real food value, testifies to the virtual 
extinction of the fine game animals that once made Texas 
one o f the best hunting regions in the country. The buffalo, 
deer, antelope and other game animals once were so com­
mon in Texas that they were taken for granted. Wild 
pigeons and wild ducks were so plentiful that there 
wasn’t much market for them.

Slaughter by game hogs and tardiness in conservation 
have taken a heavy toll. The wild pigeon no longer exists 
anywhere in the country. Game animals in Texas are now 
almost unknown, except for the deer still found in some 
o f the more thinly populated counties.

This situation is by no means limited to Texas, but 
some states have taken more adequate steps to reverse 
the game trend. We need stricter and better enforced 
hunting laws, with a larger number of game wardens at 
work. More than that, there is need for restocking the 
wilder parts of the state with game animals that will be 
fully protected until there are enough of them to allow 
for restricted hunting. I f  these steps are taken, Texas 
hunters may no longer have occasion to waste tons of am­
munition on mere doves.— The Dallas News.

DOUBLY CERTAIN OF DEATH
Development of a new revolver with more than twice 

the striking power of the standard weapon presents a 
pressing problem.

For many years efforts have been made to restrict 
sales of revolvers and pistols, which may be obtained 
even by mail in some cases. This new gun, firing a .375 
caliber bullet, will drill through an engine-block or strike 
with terrific force of more than 800 pounds. It is a weapon 
for more terrible than those against which previous ef­
forts at control have been aimed. 4.

Such weapon in the hands of either police or criminals 
might kill twice as many innocent bystanders as the pres­
ent ones in the course of those running street battles which 
are all too Common. ^

Manufacture and sale 6 i' so deadly a weapon can 
scarcely be considered a matter o f purely private concern. 
It calls for regulation of the most stringent sort.

DAILY WASHINGTON LETTER
By Rodney Dutcher-

NEW YORK.— This year’s Labor Day will find a large 
group of organized workers embarked on the most im­
portant attempt labor has yet made to organize and wield 
its political power.

The American Labor Party will have a column on the 
ballot in New York state.-From several angles it is one of 
the most interesting factors in the national campaign.

The ALP leaders seek to get out a big vote for Roose­
velt and Governor Lehman in New York’s industrial cen­
ters. The two men are the party’s official candidates on 
the ballot. (ALP  is part of labor’s Non-Partisan League, 
which functions elsewhere for Roosevelt without form­
ing'll political party.)

The big idea of ALP, however, is to test whether it is 
practical now to form a national labor party in the United 
States. The leaders privately say that’s why they created 
it.

Most Roosevelt voters will mark their crosses in the 
Democratic column. But if enough of them take the trouble 
to sign up under the clasped-hands emblem of ALP, some 
of the ablest and strongest labor leaders in America will 
feel justified in spreading the party into the other states. 
They believe they can quickly find strong nuclei in the 
industrial east, Wisconsin, Minnesota, and the Pacific 
Coast. The test in New York state will cost more than 
$100 ,000.

Finally, a large part of whatever credit the ALP gets 
will have to go to a woman— Mrs. Elinore M. Herrick, the 
new party’s state campaign director. Mrs. Herrick is a per­
son who always goes places when she starts.

The party platform calls for defeat of “ the combina­
tion of reactionary anti-labor and anti-social forces headed 
by Gov. A lf M. Landon and election of candidates spon­
sored and approved by the American I>abor Party of New 
York State and committed to the political, social, and 
legislative program and objectives.”

It also calls for securing “ the enactment in the com­
ing Congress and the state legislature of an adequate and 
effective program of social legislation.”

The big men of Labor’s Non-Partisan League, of course, 
are the driving forces behind ALP— John Lewis of the 
United Mine Workers, Sidney Hillman of the Amarga 
mated Clothing Workers, George Berry of the Pressmen, 
David Dubinsky of the International Ladies’ Garment 
Workers, and others— although none of those named is an 
official of ALP.

The ALP is now struggling to assure itself a place on 
the New York state ballot— a complicated and tricky pro­
cess requiring 50 signatures of especially qualified cit­
izens in every county.------

Luigi Antonini, picturesque vice president of the gar­
ment workers’ union, is chairman of the party. President 
Rose Schneiderman of the Women’s Trade Union League 
is vice president.

Jacob S. Potofsky. assistant president of the Amalga 
mated, is chairman of the executive committee, which in­
cludes many of New York state’s most important labor 
leaders.

Investigation reveals that in New York City 17 dead 
men were carried on W PA payrolls.

THE PROSTATE GI.ANO
At the outlet of the bladder in 

the male there is located a structure 
first discovered in the sixteenth cen­
tury by a Venetian physician, called 
the prostate gland. While much is 
known about the physiology of this 
gland, a good deal still remains to 
be determined.

Here, however, we are interested 
not in its physiology but with pros­
tatic enlargement. It is known that 
one-third of the male population 
ever 60 years of age suffers from 
enlargement of the prostate gland. 
This enlargement, It should be noted, 
contrary to the belief widely current, 
is hot due tb “ infections of early 
youth."

The cause of prostatic enlargement 
Is as yet unknown. After life’s merid­
ian, the gland begins to enlarge. Be­
tween the ages of 50 and 60, 20 per 
cent, and between the ages of 60 and 
70, 30 per cent of men are afflicted. 
One out of every three of these re­
quires treatment, surgical or other­
wise, to conserve their health and 
life. -------— -

Enlargement of the prostate may 
render the complete emptying of the 
bladder impossible. This gives rise 
to urinarjr retention. The first symp­
toms of retention are frequency and 
urgency in voiding, particularly dur­
ing the night and early hours. Dur­
ing the afternoon the patient may

feel relieved, but as thi? obstruction 
increases, the symptoms extend 
throughout the day.

The health of the sufferer may 
become seriously affected, so that 
his complexion turns pasty or putty­
like in color, he develops an unusual 
thirst, his tongue is scarlet In ap­
pearance, he grows less alert men­
tally and feels washed out physically. 
These developments are the result or 
decreased activity of the kidneys and 
consequent retention of waste prod­
ucts.

The above signs and symptoms 
are danger signals which should not 
go unheeded, for they are a warn­
ing that the individual is being 
threatened with sudden and com­
plete retention. Should this occur, 
the consequence may prove disas­
trous, if  not remedied at once.

The treatment fer enlargement of 
the prostate gland may consist of the 
removal o f a sufficient amount of 
the obstructing prostatic tissue, by 
means of electric resection, to per­
mit free voidance. Or, more radical 
treatlnent may be necessary, in 
which case the gland is surgically 
femdved.

I f  treated In time, the operations 
indicated are not dangerous, but if 
the condition remains uncorrected 
the sufferer’s kidneys may be ir­
reparably damaged and his health 
and life menaced.

HIGHEST IN HISTORY 
ARE RECORDED A T  , 

DALLAS

DALLAS. Sept. 4 (/P)—The Texas 
Wbather historian treads softly be­
cause ghosts of e x t r a o r d i n a r y  
achievements of heat and cold, and 
rain and wind, long embalmed in 
tradition, peer over his shoulder and 
chill his belief that current highs 
and velocities make history.

Notwithstanding. August heat re­
cordings may become the landmark 
o f the historian who builds upon 
official tabulations begun here 23 
years ago. On the 10th, the official 
high for the Dallas region was 110, 
the scorching wave lingering into 
the next day with a top reading of 
107. The mean average for the month 
was 87. one degree lower than the 
mean for August, 1934. but more 
destructive to fauna and flora.

The August highs in this area are 
representative of the state at large, 
and the dizzy ascent the 10th, re­
placed the old record of 103.2 logged 
at the United States Weather bureau 
here July 14. 1925,

A more serious factor was the 
absence of rain, only .20 of up inch 
showing on the weather bureau 
tables. Dr. J. L Cline. ' Dallas 
weather forecaster, says the defici­
ency in moisture through Sept. 3. 
stands at 15.9£r inches. -

As meteorological data here dates 
only to 1913. no suitable contrast is 
in the record. Folklore, however, 
meets the emergency with an empty 
barrel, n wind and rain storm in 
the Panhandle. Both ends of the 
barrel had been knocked out, but 
the wind blew so hard and the rain 
forced so much water through the 
bung the barrel burst.

A miniature tornado did minor 
damage August 20. but the unwrit­
ten record of a tornado in a West 
Texas oil field sucking a horse to 
the top of a derrick, and workmen 
riding down unharmed on its back, 
is an extreme in Texas weather that 
makes the historian hesitate to be 
specific.

August 23 was the only day of the 
month having enough rain to meas­
ure. contrasting with the legend of 
a rain storm on the plains so heavy 
a tub was running over three hours 
after it closed.

There appears to have been enough 
early season moisture to mature the 
cotton crop—cash to Texas farmers.

ence a “ memorandum" embodying 
the views of his opponent in the 
November election. Gov. A lf M. 
London of Kansas.

Before the chief executive headed 
for Hannibal. Mo., on his special 
train and the Republican nominee 
pointed his automobile toward the 
Kansas capital at Topeka. Gov. 
Landon said;

“There was an exchange of views. 
That is always productive.”

He added that " I  left a report, but 
it was largely covered by the Pres­
ident's own line of inquiry at the 
conference."

Neither principal in their epochal 
meeting disclosed the nature of the 
report, but Gov. London’s aides re­
called liis letter of 1934 in which he 
recommended to President Roose­
velt a federal-state water conserva­
tion administration.

The letter held, that any plan for 
the construction of dikes along the 
lower Mississippi « s  a flood control 
measure would be worthless with­
out a coordinated program calling 
for reservoirs and dams along-the 
upper Mississippi and its tribu­
taries to slow the flew and conserve 
water resources of the great plains 
area.

At a luncheon. Mr. Roosevelt and 
Mr. Landoil sat two places from 
each other. At the President's din­
ner for the seven governors, Lan­
don sat at Roosevelt's left and Her­
ring at his right.

A White House assistant summed 
up the dinner conversation as the 
kind you would expect from In­

telligent people."
Participants in the drouth discus­

sions said Mr. Roosevelt took an ac­
tive part and that the subject mat­
ter covered WTA funds for farmers, 
water conservation projects, feed 
and seed loans and reduced freight 
rates in the stricken areas.

The President declined to make 
any speeches. He waved his hat and 
smiled to throngs which hailed him 
on the streets on his way to and 
from the state house.

Jury Deliberates
In Newton Trial

NEWTON, Tex., Sept. 4 (/P) — A 
Jury continued deliberations today 
in the trial of Albert (Pete) W il­
liams for the six-year old slaying

Testimony was completed yester­
day after several character wit­
nesses testified.

Vernor Wells and Bowie also are 
charged with the slaying.

COUNTY'S DEMO CAMPAIGN QUOTA 
IS FIXED AT $1,038 BY BODY

AUSTIN. Sept. 4—District and 
county organizations are now active 
In raising their quotas for the
6260.000 campaign fund in behalf 
o f Roosevelt and Garner, it was 
announced by Ho.v Miller, director 
o f organization and fi:iance for the 
Democratic national campaign in 
Texas. Dinners, luncheons and 
other meetings have been planned 
all over the state. Indicating the en- 
thuaiasm with which Democrats are 
launching the drive.

Already two counties. Duval and 
Boaque, have turned in their full 
quotas. $560 for the former and $988 
foe the latter. Archie Parr, former 
State 8enator, who looked after the 
Duval collections, is one of the 
original Roosevelt men in Texas. 
Vice President Garner and Miller 
held a conference at Uvalde when 
tha state-wide drive started and he 
approved the Texas plans, predict­
ing Roosevelt will be elected with 
ease, but that Texas must and will 
do her part.

No oounty has been allocated less 
than 6100 Harris is highest In the 
114L with $30,000, while Dallas is 
second with 625.000; Bexar third 
with 620.000 and Tarrant fourth 
with 615.000. The campaign com­
mittee based each county quota at 
20 cents a vote cast in the July 
Democratic primary.

Even before the drive began many 
contributions were received at head­
quarters. all the way from $1 to the
616.000 given by Mrs. Clara Driscoll

Sevier, national committeewoman 
from Texas.

An unusual development, and yet 
not surprising to Miller. Garner 
and Chairman Myron Blalock, has 
attracted attention. Republicans 
here and there over the state are 
bolting and organizing clubs for 
Rdoesvelt, the first having been 
formed in Dallas, these Republi­
cans believing since they shared in 
the benefits of the Roosevelt Ad­
ministration they owe him support 
as a matter of gratitude and loy­
alty: And to prove it one leading 
Republican sent in a check for 
$500 for the Roosevelt campaign.

BLOODSTAINED CLUB IS 
FOUND IN LA JOLLA 

CRIME

LA JOLLA, Calif., Sept. 4 (A*)— 
A  blood-stained, club-like piece of 
wood became the pivotal clue today 
in the iiunt for the lust killer of 
Ruth Muir.

Detective Captain Harry J. Kelly 
revealed discovery of the possible 
death weapon as previous "import- 
apt clues" faded one after another 
into nothingness. .

Strands of hair which were found 
clutched'in the hand of the 48-year 
old Y. W. C. A. secretary, which in­
vestigators had supposed came from 
the head of her assailant, proved 
to be from Miss Muir’s own head.
• Kelly turned the piece of wood 
oyer to scientists to determine whe­
ther the stains were Miss Muir's 
blood.

He did not indicate whether he 
was already positive the stains were 
from human blood or whether fin­
gerprints had been found on the 
stick. Jt was nearly two inches thick 
aqd 14 inches long, and, Kelly said, 
"could have been the death weapon."

Three men were held in Jail at 
Lqs Angeles, Oceanside and T i­
juana as the investigation spread.

A  man wearing women's clothes 
was jailed in Los Angeles. Police 
Captain L. L. Curtis said he gave 
the name of Joe B. Smith, wore a 
pink skirt, blouse, brown wig.-lip­
stick and rouge. Other women's 
clothes were found In the hut where 
he lived. *

Police Chief Paxton of Oceanside 
booked a man as Archie Best who he 
said was ‘‘very scared." His arms ap­
peared to be scratched. Sam Isaac 
was jailed at Tijuana after tele­
phoning he “had something of inter­
est regarding the Muir case,”  Kelly 
said, but failed to tell anything of 
importance.

A. In 1826, about 40 men under 
Haden and Benjamin Edwards, be­
cause of a misunderstanding of em- 
presario rights, proclaimed the "Re­
public of Fredonia,” but failing to 
get support of the colonists, the 
movement was merely a short-lived 
fiasco.
