Wood Lott Important 
A t In Farm Economy
Tbs Importance of the farm wood 

lot In the economy, of farming has 
been largely overlooked, although 
it has some distinct advsntages, ac­
cording to E. N. Munns, chief of for­
est eiperlment stations, United 
States Department of Agriculture. 
One of ' the chief advantage! of 
the farm wood los is the part they 
might and occasionally do play In 
diversified farming.

The price of standing timber has 
always been more stable than that 
of any other land crop. In most 
regions timber values scarcely were 
affected by the recent agricultural 
depression. In fact, rotlou farm­
ers In the South faced by falling cot­
ton prices following the war were 
fortunate If they had wood lota to 
turn to. In many of the Instancea 
tliey were able to recover from the 
hard times by means of their farm 
woods where they found a valuable 
by product readily saleable for cash.

In many places In the South to­
day the wood lot Is an Impotant 
source of revenue. A few years ago 
It was reported that 100 sawmills 
of the portable type were operating 
In one county In (leorgla, all work­
ing upon farm wood lots. It Is 
quite probable, says Mr. Munns, that 
the present overproduction o f cot­
ton will stimulate the cutting of 
timber this winter.

There Is another advantage In the 
farm wood lot aays Mr. Munna, and 
that Is the possibility of winter em­
ployment afforded the farm owner 
at a time when other far mwork la 
relatively slack. Furthermore, It 
enables him to grow on his own land

Halkey Waffles
An electric waffle iron should nev­

er be greased. If your waffles stick 
perhaps you have not put In enough 
melted butter or other shortening In­
to the batter.

If you 
will but come to our town and in- 
reatlgste for yourself, we will atari- 
ly welcome you and be more than 
pleased to give you any information 
at our command.

Pampa la a growing town of ft (Hi 
inhabitants located on the flnnta f*e 
Uallroad, which Is the throuah line 
tor this system from Chlraao to 
California, th is means that this 
line of Railroad la to become sec­
ond to none in tha United States. 
Tha Raliroad equipment at Pampa 
la complete being supplied with 

vfater tanka, qoullng facilities and 
I f i  modern Improvements neceaary 
for handling large volumes of bus­
iness.

An official of tha oanta Pa Rail­
road recently made the statement 
that the receipts from the Railroad 
Office, at Pampa thla year were lar­
ger titan from any town of similar 
slse on the system In Tesas.

Pampa commands an eatenalve 
trade covering an (area of l.ooo 
square miles or more.

cal Surrey of the L’ nlfyfT States De­
partment of Agriculture has studied 
control measures against blackbirds; 
particularly tn the rlce-growlng re­
gion of the Oulf coast. It was found 
that no material reduction In the 
numbers of blackbirds In the area 
Is posible during the growing and 
harvesting seasons. Poisoning op­
erations during the early part of the, 
planting season did not giro uni­
formly conslstant results and were 
very espenslfe. It w*a found that 
If poisoning Is done at all It should 
be limited to the narrow tone of 
severe damage. The use of poison 
bait at sprouting time had a Per­
tain deterrant effect on the birds. 
Nothing but the use of grearms can 
curtail losses during the ripening 
and harvest periods.

Purebred Cows ShowWeather Reports Save 
Days Worth Dollars Excessive Production

In a study of 46.000 yearly Ind­
ividual production records of dairy 
cows, e comparison wea made of 
pure breads and grades of the seme
breed. The grades averaged 6.000 
pound* of milk a year per cnW. 
whereas porebreada exceeded this 
amount by 666 pounds, or about 
0 1-1 per cent. In production of but- 
terfat. gross Income per cow, and 
income over coast of reed, the pnre- 
breda excelled the grades by about 
IS per rent. It should be remem­
bered also that the average prod­
uction o f tke grades was ao high 
largely 1>ecaese of the Inflaeaoe of 
their perebred awcentry.
