New rule bars undocumented
workers from getting driver’'s licens-

es

HOUSTON (AP) — A new state regylation has
left thousands of undocumented immigrants
unable to legally drive in Texas.

The regulation, which took effect April 1, was
-enacted by the Department of Public Safety
without open debate or advance public notifica-
tion, the Houston Chronicle reported in
Monday’s editions.

The DPS rule requires first-time foreign apPli-
cants to prove le§a U.S. residency before getting
a Texas driver’s license. In the past, some immi-
grants could get licenses with JUSt a forelgn birth
certificate, the newspaper sai

Immigrant-rights advocates said the rule is an
effort to crack down on undocumented workers.

DPS officials said the rule was desxgned to
bring Texas in“line with other states’ rules and
did not target immigrants.

“We’re not in the immigration (control) busi-
ness,” said Tela Mange, a spokeswoman for DPS.

Ms. Mange said the rule is designed to prevent
people from getting licenses with phony docu-
ments, because the department can’t verify for-
eign birth certificates.

Managed care coming
to mental-health plans

DALLAS (AP) — Managed care, which has
taken over health care, is spreading to mental-
health plans for low-income residents of Dallas
and six surrounding counties.

Starting July 1, people served by Mental
Health and Mental Retardation centers or the
Texas Commission on Alcohol and Drug Abuse
will make the switch, intended to save the state
money.

Officials expect about 32,000 people in Dallas,
Collin, Ellis, Hunt, Kaufman, Navarro and
Rockwall counties to enroll in the new plan,
which already is required in some other regions
of Texas.

The National Alliance for the Mentally Il
-charged in a report that the managed-care indus-
try ““fails on the basic elements of care that peo-
ple with serious brain disorders need to survive.
Treatment dollars are being cut and hospital care
reduced.”

But proponents say safeguards have been built
into the new system, called NorthStar, to ensure
quality and a range of treatment options.

Negotiators, who began their talks in February,
were working against a 12:01 a.m. EDT Tuesday
deadline to reach a contract agreement for the
12,800 union truckers with the 17-company
National Automobile Transporters Association.

The union could target one or all of the com-
panies that contract with automakers to trans-
port new cars to dealerships from assembly
plants, ports and rail yards.

Steven Duchesne, a spokesman for the associa-
tion, said Sunday the two sides had made some
progress on echmpment and safety matters, but
there were still “substantial differences on the
major issues.”

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Tackling the isolation of mental illness

ROCHESTER, N.Y. (AP) — Tim Cassidy lives a mostl solitarﬁ
life. Alone in his studio apartment, planted in his armci:aix, he’
spend an entire weekend watching television. Heading out to his
Ea:t—time clerical job, he may greet a neighbor in the hallway with
ittle more than a polite hello.

And when his case manager calls, it's strictly business, the 37-

year-old Cassidy said with a shrug. “We don’t go out to the movies

”

or anything.

But Cassidy, a former Navy seaman’s apprentice who suffers from
chronic schizophrenia, is not entirely on his own. He has a friend in
David Miller, 41, a volunteer who's been coming by for a few hours
ev(e)xz couple of weeks for the last 12 years.

en, they’ll go to a hockey game, catch a movie or set off hiking.

The day frequently wraps up with an exuberant family meal wi
the Millers and their three children. “I look forward to 'ioin'g out
with Dave. When he calls, I'm excited,” Cassidy said with sudden
emphasis, as if rousing himself from a stupor.

assidy has lost years of his life to mental illness. He’s inching
back with the help of sophisticated drugs, community-based hous-
ing and a nation;l’ organization called Compeer Inc., which enlists
volunteers to befriend people with psychiatric disorders.

Breaking through the social isolation that commonly accompanies
mental illness can be a crucial step on the bumpy road to recovery.

“It’s the loneliest illness in the world,” said Bernice Skirboll, who
launched Compeer in 1977 and draws on 5,000 recruits in 30 states.
”Pero;gle are feeling so down about themselves, like they’re not
worth anything.

“If you have friends who support you and nurture you, you can
overcome any obstacle, whatever curves life throws you. We have
incredible outcomes. People begin to believe in themselves; they
increase their risk-taking.

Dan Fisher, a psychiatrist in Lawrence, Mass,, once stricken with

schizophrenia, thinks isolation is a primary trigger in mental illness.
In his case, he said, a crucial factor in recovery was “having a sig-
nificant social role, being accepted and accepting oneself as a mem-
ber of a community one lives in.”

Breaking through the social isolation
that commonly accompanies mental ill-
ness can be a crucial step on the bumpy
road to recovery.

Compeer emerged when severely ill adults were leaving psychi-
atric institutions in droves, the result of a switch ih emphasis to
community care. “My goal was to make them less dependent on the
ins(tiitution by making the community a friendlier place,” Skirboll
said.

Nonetheless, stigma and discrimination remain pervasive.

“Mental illness has not come out of the closet like cancer or
AIDS,” she lamented. “We’ve been looking for a national
spokesperson for years. We’ve written to a lot of celebrities.”

Cassidy was diagnosed at age 20 with schizophrenia, an illness
typified by disordered thinking. His grip on reality came loose dur-
ing an eight-month cruise. Lying on his bunk, he began hearing
voices and seeing visions of “people and shadows and things.”

Recounting his four-year odyssey through hospitals and psychi-
atric wards doesn’t appear easy for him, as if the illness has blurred
his memories. But the locked doors, the strictness, the absence of
good food are vivid. “I had my share of cereal,” he joked.

Most days, he still sees “dark lines” on his apartment floor.
Periodicallg;she gets an uncomfortable feeling he’s about to step on
someone. Dislocated voices sometimes issue commands, but they’re
no longer negative, he said.

t his own place in 1997.

“Each step is better for me,” he said, although the $490 rent leaves
little for luxuries. He earns $60 a month at his job, and so he relies
heavily on Social Security and food stamps.

His friend Miller, a manager at a textile company, said, “All of us
experience depression or loneliness or some of mental illness
from time to time. I just think some of us pull out of it differently
than others.” .

In the Compeer program, Miller receives periodic training that
emphasizes building up interdependence in people who, after years
of inwardness, have lost social skills and contacts.

“I always look forward to seeing Tim,” Miller said. “The first cou-
gle of years, our visits were quiet. But as we’ve gotten more com-

ortable and sillier with each other, we spend more time talking.

“The friendship helps me slow down and keeps me focused on
the most important things in my life, too. I get with Tim and can
begin to imagine walking a mile in his shoes.”

Study finds rise in signs of eating disorders

BOSTON (AP) — Symptoms of
eating disorders have increased
fivefold among teen-age girls on
Fiji since television came to the
Pacific island nation, researchers
say.

The year TV was widely intro-
duced in Fiji in 1995, only 3 per-
cent of girls reported they vomit-

ed to control their weight,.

according to the study by
Harvard researcher Anne Becker.

Three years later, 15 percent
rePorted the behavior.

‘They look to television char-
acters as role models,” said
Bécker, who presented her find-
ings Wednesday at the American
Psychiatric Association annual
meeting in Washington.

“While it’s an everyday
concept to Americans,
reshaping the body is a new

concept to Fijians,” she said.

Though r cautioned that
the study does not establish a
definitive link between televi-
sion and eating disorders, she
said the increases were dramatic
in a culture that traditionally has
focused on the importance of
eating well and looking robust.

Other warning signs were high
in the follow-up study in 1998,
with 74 percent of the Fijian girls
reporting feeling “too big or fat”
at least sometimes and 62 per-
cent reporting dieting in the past
month.

Traditionally, Fijians call
noticeable weight loss “going
thin,” and see it as an alarming
sign of illness or lack of
resources, she said.

Fiji has only one TV channel,
which shows mostly
American, Australian and
British programs. Favorites
include “Melrose Place,” “ER”

and “Xena: Warrior Princess.”

One girl in the study said the
teen-agers . on television are
“slim and very tall” and that,
“We want our ies to become
like that ... so we try to lose a lot
of weight.”

For the study, a total of 129
girls a 15 to 19 were inter-
viewed, said Becker, head of
research at the Harvard Eating
Disorders Center and assistant
professor of medical anthropolo-

. Researchers surveyed 64 girls
in 1995 and 65 in 1998 and did
not track individuals over the
three-year period.

The shift by young people
away from an acceptance ‘of
heaviness comes as Fijians and
other South Pacifi¢ peoples battle

roblems brought on by a high-
at, high-volume diet, like pig
meat and calorie-dense root
foods like yams, cassava and
taro.

Dietary supplement claims to aid in fertility

WASHINGTON (AP) — A
nonprescription fertility aid? A
company claims to found a
dietary supplement that may
improve a man’s sperm quality,
citing European studies that have
some fertility specialists cau-
tiously intrigued.

But the same doctors who plan
to experiment with the product,
called proXeed, warn that there’s
no proof yet that it works — and
are urging Americans to see a
doctor before trying it on their
own. There are many causes of
male infertility, occasionally life-
threatening ones, that proXeed
can’t help but that regular medi-
cine can.

“I'm anxious and excited to see
how it works, but I'd not at this
point tell patients it's going to
work,” said Dr. Lipshultz,
a Baylor College of Medicine
urologist and president of the
American Society for
Reproductive Medicine.

But ProXeed isn’t thought to
cause side effects, so “the only
thing you have to lose is the $100
a month you’re going to spend”
trying it, added Lipshultz, who is
giving it to patients.

Other options such as in vitro
fertilization can cost thousands.

Up to 40 percent of conception
difficulties are believed caused,
at least partly, by poor sperm.
That means 2.5 million American
couples potentially could try
proXeed, said Sigma-Tau
Consumer Products, which
begins marketing the citrus-fla-
vored drink mix Wednesday.

ProXeed contains two types of
L-carnitine, a compound natural-
ly present in the body important
for cellular metabolism. People
absorb L-carnitine mostly from
red meat and dairy products.

Scientists know L-carnitine is
hi§hly concentrated in sperm-
related tissues. The theory:
Perhaps men with low sperm
counts or poor Sﬁirm quality —
such as sperm that don’t swim
well — lack L-carnitine. Small
European studies suggest taking
specific amounts of L-carnitine
and a metabolite, acetylcarnitine,
for three to six months gave sub-
fertile men more no sperm.

It won't create super fertility.

“ProXeed’s not a miracle drug.
It does one thing: It optimizes
sperm quality, and it does that

very well,” said Brad Stewart of '

Sigma-Tau, an Italian-based com-
pany that also sells prescription
drug versions of L-carnitine,
including one sold in the United
States to treat a rare metabolic
disease.

The European research is
promising, but “it’s not all that
firm, in all honesty,” cautioned
Dr. Jon Pryor of the University of
Minnesota.

He will perform the first U.S.
study this summer, giving up to

‘80 men at his clini¢c and Brown

University either proXeed or a
dummy pill.

Doctors are reassured about
trying proXeed because the
Food and Drug Administration
says the prescription L-carni-
tine that treats metabolic dis-

ease has proved safe.

But L-carnitine also is sold as a
dietary supplement, and dietary
supplements are largely unregu-
lated. The FDA cracks down only
on dangerous ones, or those
claiming to treat disease like a
drug. FDA officials could not say
if “optimizing sperm quality”
would cross that line.

Consumers, however, can buy
su‘fplements without consulting
a doctor. :

Don’t do that, Pryor urged
infertile men. Much male infertil-
ity is caused by something treat-
able such as a hormone imbal-
ance that proXeed won't affect,
and a few men even may have
testicular cancer or another seri-
ous condition.

Becker also found that 84 per-
cent of village women in the
study’s sample were overweight
or obese, and New Zealand’s
National Heart Foundation has
said more than 70 percent of
Pacific Islanders suffer from
health problems related to bad
diet, including heart disease,
obesity and the highest diabetes
incident rate in the world.

Television, however, is just one
part of the cultural change tak-
ing place on the once-isolated
island.

“Television is part and parcel
of this rapid change and expo-
sure to global values and media
images,” she said. “In a commu-
nity such as Fiji, adolescents are
particularly vulnerable.”

“They're trying to emulate a
lifestyle: Western-style clothes,
haircuts and slim bodies,” she
said.

Dr. Lil- Nguyen at Stanford
University said the findings
don’t surprise her.

“There is very Kossibly a corre-
lation between how the media
portrays women and how it
affects the value girls place on
their bodies,” said Nguyen, who
works with young women who
have eating disorders. She had
not seen the Harvard study.

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CDC recommends chickenpox
vaccine for schoolchildren

ATLANTA (AP) — Federal health officials recently récom-
mended that all states require chickenpox vaccinations for
all children entering day care or elementary school.

The requirements are recommended because the highly
contagious disease is most prevalent among children ages 1
to 6, said the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention.

Some 4 million Americans, mostly children, get chicken-
pox every year. Caused by the varicella virus, it typically
just causes severe itching and rash in children.

The CDC estimates that about 100 people from 1990 to
1994 — before the vaccination became available — died
from complications such as pneumonia, hemorrhaging and
blood infections. As many as 11,000 are hospitalized annual-
ly. '
y“There is data out there to suggest that deaths are contin-
uing to occur,” said Dr. Jane Seward of the CDC’s National
Immunization Program. “It’s not a lot compared to other
vaccine-preventable diseases but it's too many when you've
got a way to prevent them.” -1,

The vaccine is 80 to 90 percent effective, and protects
against the most severe symptoms of chicken pox in all
cases, according to the CDC. :

The Food and Drug Administration approved the nation’s
first chickenpox vaccine, Varivax, in 1995 and the CDC and
the American Academy of Pediatrics had recommended vac-
cinating children for chickenpox at 12 to 18 months.

Colorado, Maryland, = Massachusetts, = Michigan,
Oklahoma, Oregon, Rhode Island, Tennessee, Texas,
Virginia and Washington D.C., have already passed laws
requiring vaccinations for children.

haven’t been to the Super Bowl
since 1985.

“I've got a feeling about
the team. We've got some new
faces and some good draft picks,”
he said. “I'm looking forward to
playing the Cowboys. We're
going to be in Dallas on
Thanksgiving Day. I'm hoping to
get a little revenge from my rook-
ie year.”

For the present Thomas is
focused on staying in shape and
remaining as healthf\: as possible.

“It’s hard to stay healthy in the
NFL,” Thomas added. “That
stands for Not for Long. I'm 25
years old and I hope I can stay
around for a long time.”

INDIANAPOLIS (AP) —
Twenty-two years ago, with more
hair on his head ‘and less girth
around the middle, A J. Foyt won
his fourth Indy 500 and sauntered
into Victory Lane like he owned
the place.

He still does.

The 64-year-old Foyt, his name
virtually interchangeable with the
world’s most famous racetrack,
took the checkered flag for the fifth
time Sunday.

His other drivers, Billy
Boat and Robbie Buhl, finished
third and sixth, respectively.

Founded in 1962 by the late entertain-
er Danny Thomas, the hospital treats children with more than 200
forms of cancer and other catastrophic diseases.

Today, more than 70 percent of all children with cancer will survive
their bout with the disease as the survival rate for most forms of pedi-
atric cancer have risen dramatically. St. Jude’s credits the successful
treatments to students at Pampa Middle School and around the
world who support the efforts of the research hospital.

Local volunteer coordinator Linda Forman said, “We are very
proud of our students for working so hard on the Math-A-Thon.” She
continued, “With their help, St. Jude Hospital will be able to create
new treatments that may one day lead to a cure for many forms of
cancer that will benefit the children of our state, our country, and
around the world.

“I also want to extend our thanks to the Pampa community for sup-
porting our students. It takes all of us to make a difference in the lives
of children with cancer, and we can all feel proud of our response,”
said Forman. .

The Math-A-Thon program is sponsored nationally by Six Flags
Theme Parks, who provides free passes to their parks for each stu-
dent raising $35 or more.
