Court Appointed Doctors
To Study Nixon’s Health

SAN CLEMENTE, Calif.
(UPI) — Richard Nixon is
ready to be examined by
three court-appointed
physicians to determine
whether he is physically
able to testify in the
Watergate cover-up trial.-a
spokesman says

A Nixon spokesman said
this weekend the former
president has no objection to
undergoing an examination
by a team of doctors
appointed by U.S. District
Court Judge John J. Sirica

“There's never been any
question about that,'' the
spokesman said. "'Of
course, they (the doctors)
are welcome to examine
him."

Nixon's attorney, Herbert
J. Miller, told Sirica Friday
he would fly to Nixon's
oceanside villa dyring the
weekend to confer with his
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client about the exam, and
would try to have a response
by Tuesday.

The spokesman said
Miller talked with Nixon by
telephone

Watergate defendants in
Washington contend Nixon's
testimony is indispensible to
their cases. The three-
doctor team was appointed
last week at the request of
attorneys for former
presidential aide John D.
Ehrlichman.

Dr. Charles A. Hufnagel,
one of the court-appointed
doctors.-told Sirica he would
not proceed with
examination until there is
assurance that Nixon
cosentedisented

Doctors who treated the
former president during a
23day stay at Long Beach
Memorial hospital said last
week that the exam could
prove stressful and raise
Nixon's blood pressure

Nixon entered the hospital
Oct. 23 for treatment of a
painful phlebitis condition
He wunderwent surgery
several days later, and
lapsed into shock, which
placed him on the critical
list for a week.

In the operation a clip was
laced on a vein above a

lood clot in Nixon's left
thigh to prevent it from

traveling to the heart or
lungs. i
Nixon then suffered from
post-operative
complications, including a
touch of pneumonia and the
partial collapse of some
tissue cells in the right lung.
Dr. John Lungren,
Nixon's -‘personal physician,
said the former chief
executive also suffered from
“labile hypertension,”’ or
fluctuating blood pressure
which could shoot up _in
stressful situations.
Lungren said Nixon would
spend most of his time in a
hospital bed at his estate
and -will wear a support
stocking on his left leg.

He added that the former

president would remain
under ‘‘watchful
observation'' during his
recuperation.

Lungre said it would be
several months before
Nixon would be well enough
to give testimony, either in
person or by deposition, at
the trial, which is expected
tobe over by Christmas.

The Mural
He Effaced

By GARRY WILLS -
Nelson Rockefeller's
return to the national scene
prompts me to take a look
back: on the first
controversy that made him
a public figure. The episode
is worth recalling, if for no
other reason, than because
it inspired one of the better

. satiric poems of our time,

E.B. White's "'l Paint What |
See."

In 1932 young Rockefeller
took over the building of
Rockefeller Center. It was
depression item, and the
rising towers represented a
great risk and show of
confidence on his part..To
add to the swashbuckling air
of it all, he indulged his love
for modern art -and
commissioned a bright
murla from Diego Rivera.
Young Nelson corresponded
in detail on the brilliance in
the colors that would be
allowed.

Rivera went to work on
the mural in the spring of
1933. Nelson gave the
project a great deal of
publicity, and despensed
tickets for artist and critics
to enter a viewing area and
watch the great man at
work. Nelson even came
himself, and got a good look
at a new face in the design,
one never mentioned in the
early correspondence
White's poem makes Nelson
ask innocently: *lIs it
anyone's head who we know
at all” A Rensselaer of a
Saltonstall?"

The head, it turned out,
was that of Lenin — which
should have come as no
great surprise. Rivera was
an outspoken Marxist
Rockefeller had presumed
he could buy talent on any
market. Businessmen may
not like Bolshies, but they
like to trade with anyone,
eventhe devil

Rockefeller wrote a very

tactful letter to Rivera,
praising his “‘trilling
mural,” and saying he did

not want to interfere with an

artist's work, but politely

demanding that he
“‘substitute the face of some
unknown man where
Lenin's face now appears.”
This became in_White's
poem . “And though youart
I dislike to hamper, [ owe a
tittle to God and Gramper."
Rivera offered to make
some concessions, but not to
remove Lenien: “I'll take
out a couple of people
drinking’ — And put in a
picture. of Abraham
Lincoln."

So, since Rivera would not
remove Lenin, Nelson
removed the whole mural,
having it chipped off the
wall by his workmen. This
was not an act like book
burning since there are
other copies of most books
that get burned. This was
the destruction of a unique
work by the artist's own
hand-and-the-gravity-of the=
art is increased by the fact
that Nelson sincerely does
love art and tries, in most
cases to foster and preserve
it. not destroy

The episode was used,
later on. by Rockefeller’s
critics on the right because
he dealt with a Marxist-in
the first place, and by those
on the left to show that he
repressed free thought. But
what it really shows is the
presumption of wealth on a
scale knows that whatever it
cannot buy it can at least
destory

LLooking around New
York. a Rockefeller even
that -young could almost
paraphrase Lyndon
Johnson's later comment
and say. “'Son, they're all
my walls."" It would be nice
to think there are some
walls Mr. Rockefeller can
neither buy nor rent, to
decorate of deface — the

ON NIXON TAX RETURNS

dRS Has New Fraud Evidence

By CLARK MOLLENHOFF

WASHINGTON, D. C. —
The Internal Revenue
Service (IRS) is considering
formal demands on Richard
Nixon for more than $350,000
in back taxes and civil fraud
penalties for the years 1969
through 1973.

The new demands are a
result of new evidence that
fraud was involved in the
preparation of the former
president's federal income
tax returns in connection
with the backdating of a
deed for Nixon's vice
presidential papers which
were given to the National
Archives.

Although the gift was
disallowed by the Joint
Committee on Internal
Revenue Service Taxation
and the I1RS last April, the
firm evidence of fraud was
not available until a few
days ago when Edward L
Morgan entered a plea of

\lty to a charge of
{crik-inal conspriacty to
date the deed and to

conceal the fraud.

Morgan, a former deputy
counsel to President Nixon,
entered the plea of guilty
and has agreed to testify
against his co - conspirators
in the more than four - year

conspiracy of concealment. .

Now that Morgan has
admitted the fraud and is

ready to implicaté unnamed

co - conspirators in the
fraud, the civil fraud
penalities can be assessed
by IRS.

The civil fraud penalites
can be applied even though
there may be no direct
evidence that Nixon new of
the frauds wihch Morgan
admits were perpetrated in
connection with Mr. Nixon's
tax returns

Since the law requires
that Nixon sign the returns
as the taxpayer, he is
responsible for the accuracy
on those returns and is
likewise responsible for any
civil frauds that may have
been committed by Morgan
or any other agents in the

preparation for the return.
According to Treasury

Department sources, Nixon

has not yet paid a deficiency

.of about $148,000 for 1969.

This deficiency is beyond
the three - year statute of
limitations which applies
unless fraud is involved, and
fraud had not been firmly
established last April when
Nixon started to make his
settlement with the IRS on
the basis of ‘'negligence"
penalties of 5 percent o
In addition to formalizing
the demand for the $148,000
for 1969, the IRS is
considering imposing 50
percent fraud penalties on
tax deficiencies of about
$440.000 for the years 1969
through 1972 These
penalties would total
approximately $220,000.
These payments are in
addition to the amounts Mr.
Nixon has paid since last
April in taxes, interest and
negligence penaltiés for the
years 1970, 1971, and 1972.
President Ford'yTull and
unconditional \pardon
relieves the former
president from any criminal
liabilities in connection with
the filing of fraudulent
federal income tax returns
during the period he was-in
office, but it does not relieve
him of the responsibility to
pay civil fraud penalties.
Once the IRS makes a
formal judgment that Nixon

‘has the obligation to pay

taxes for 1969 as well as the
civil fraud penalties on the
basis of admissions of fraud
by Morgan, Nixon and his
lawyers will be faced with a
dilemma.

If he decides to contest the
claims of back taxes and
civil fraud penalties, he
must make affidavits or
give depositions, or
otherwise testify under oath
that he.had no knowledge of
the frauds committed by
Morgan and other co
conspirators.

If he testifies inaccurately
under oath, the former
president will be risking
prosecution for perjury or
giving false information to

If he chooses not to take
that risk, Nixon will-
undoubtedly have to sell his
Key Biscayne home or his
San Clemente home.

The plea of guilty by
Morgan, the 36 - year - old

~Special prosecutor Henry

whether he intends to use
Morgan's testimony in
connection with prosecution
of others for criminal fraud
or whether he will use it only’
in connection with the civil
tax frauds involving Nixon's
taxes.

In either case, it creates a
new crisis for Nixon that
could extend far beyond
United States District Judge
John Sirica's court.

The words were
on a tombstone pictured ina
full - page advertisement.

“In Business Week, the
man responsible for that

_advertisement, said, '*... the
governrient tells us that the
high sulfur coal that we can

< mine in-the East we can't

burn, and low - sulfur coal
that we can burn from the
West we can't mine. We
have the means in our own
country to take care of the
energy crisis if we only

wake up.’ He is Donald C.

Cook. chairman, American
Electric Power Company
AEP).

AEP owns seven major
utilities that operate “in
Appalachia and in the
Midwest — all connected in
one computer - controltled
system. It generates more
electricity than any other
private utility, most of it
from coal - fired plants. It
burns an average of only
9,256 Btu of coal to generate
one kilowatt hour of
electricity, compared with
the national average of
10,429 Btu. AEP has never
had a power shortage, and
has among the lowest rates
of any private utility.

‘‘Business Week' (Oct
26) reports that AEP's
record of strip mine
reclamation in Ohio goes
back 30 years, and that the
company built cooling
towers years ago-to avoid
thermal pollution. One fifth
of the company's total

assets are invested in
environmental controls. The
most advanced electronic
precipitators are being
installed in all its major
plants at a cost of $500
million. :

But electronic
precipitators remove only
the particulates from the
smokestacks, and do
notheing to remave the
sulfur oxides. For that, the
Environmental protection

Agency (EPA) has
prescribed ‘‘stack gas
scrubbers."”

Cook and his AEP fo not
believe that scrubbers will
work, and has decided to
stand up and fight back. He
has launched an advertising
campaign to tell his story
and has filed several
lawsuits challenging EPA's
enforcement of the Clean
Air< Act.” According to
“Business Week'', he call
the -scrubbers ‘‘monstrous
contraptions’’, and insists
they do not work and are not
needed.

The words quoted in his ad
in “*‘Forbes'' are from a 417 -
page report by the hearing
examiners for the
Environmental Protection
Agefidy of Ohio, which
“‘covéred every major
scrubber test the
Environmental Protection
Agency has ever bragged
about,”” and shows they
“failed to demonstrate the
degree of reliability
necessary for electric utility
use.”” Cook believes that
EPA rules are needlessly
discouraging the use of coal
and are raising electricity
rates. He believes it is his
duty to protest.

I am not prepared to say
who is right — Cook-or the
EPA. But the EPA has no°
more divine power fto
foresee .the future than the
engineers of AEP.

If Cook is right, and his
company is able to develop .
some other method of
elminiating the sulfur
dioxides, then he will have
saved his company and its
stockholders the expense of
installing the gas scrubbers,

A recent nre /destroyed
the John J. Williams school
in Boston. Though official
reports are as yet
incomplete, authorities
believe vandals were
responsible for the blaze.

Last spring, three youths,
wielding fire axes, broke
into Rex Putnam High
School in the Portland, Ore.
suburbs, broke up desks and
other materials, pushed a
piano through a soundproof
glass partition and
destroyed numerous
musical |nslruments
including the piano, which
fell through the floor of the

school. The tab for the
night's 'vandalism was
$25,000.

When apprehended later,
the youths told police they
had gone on the destructive
rampage ‘‘because we

* didn't have anything else to

Each year, millions of
taxpayers' dollars which
should be spent to educate
taxpayers' children have
been used by reluctant and
financially strapped school
districts to pay for damage
caused by vandalism and
for security programs
aimed at curbing
vandalism.

Nationally, authorities
say, school crime costs
$10.87 per pupil —about as
much as books. While the
figure includes other
crimes, a substantial
portion represents
vandalism

“‘Every night, somewhere

within the city, vandalism
oceurs,'’ said Richard
Green, chief of security for
the Los Angeles Unified
School District. -

The district has an annual
budget of $3.9 million for
security and its security
department is the third
largest law enforcement
agency in the -county,
trailing only the Los Angeles
city  police and county
sheriff's department in
manpower.

**Vandalism causes a
tremendous loss,"”” Green
said. “'It's a growing
problem. It does something
to the atmosphere around
schoeols that is not
conductive to education."’

The district presently is
spending millions of dollars
to equip schools with alarm
systems to ward off vandals.

Thus far, 175 schools have
been equipped with alarms
and Green says they have
cut vandalism by 95. per
cent.

The _district also uses a
dog patrol, with five agents
and five dogs patroling
vandalism hots spots, and

there is a ‘‘parent patrol,"”
mainly for reporting
vandalism.

In Houston, Tex., where
vandalism cost more than
$351,000 last year, alarms
and a large security force
also are the prime tools of
fighting vandalism.

electronic devices, locks or
barbed wire. There's not a
lock'or an alarm that a kid
with an exploring mind
can't deactivate." he said.

Salt Lake City also hasa -

somewhat unorthodox
approach toward curbing
vandalism.

The district has
decentralized vandalism
replacement funds and has
a program under which
money normally earmarked
to pay for vandal-inflicted
damage is given directly to
each school's student body.

*If vandalism decreases,
the students can spend the
money any way-they like,™
said Salt Lake School Supt.
Don Thomas.

“We've found that people
surveillance is much more
effective than electronic
surveillance. Having the
money give the students an
incentive for cutting down
on vandalism by observing
their own school.™

ABOARD AIR FORCE
ONE (UPI) — Secretary of
State Henry A. Kissinger
believes chances are better
than even that a 10-year
treaty limiting offensive and
defensive missiles will be
signed by the United States
and Soviet Union next year.

Kissinger said President
Ford's meeting with Soviet
leader Leonid . Brezhnev in
Viadivostok next weekend
could make progress
“‘maybe on numbers, maybe
on the approach™ of a new
strategic arms agreement.

**I thinkthere is a slightly
better than even chance of
an agreement in 19757
Kissinger told reporters
aboard Air Force One on the
first leg of Ford's trip to
Japan, South Korea and the
Soviet summit meeting.

The new strategic arms
limitation treaty. SALT Il
would be more
comprehensive than the
SALT I interim agreement
signed in Moscow in 1972.

U.S. officials hope it will
head off new and costly
escalations of the nuclear
arms race and to continue
the era of detente.

Besides the SALT negotia-
tions. Kissinger said, Ford

and Brezhnev will discuss
the Middle East situation
and Soviet desires for ‘a
European Security
Conference.

Kissinger is known to
believe chances for a U.S.-
Soviet arms agreemenl are
improved by the fact that
the Watergate scandal is
now largely a thing of the
past.

Soviet officials are
believed to have been leery
about reaching any new
SALT agreement with
Richard M. Nixon in
Moscow last summer.

The Russians are thought
to view Ford now as a
potential six-year man in
the White House, whereas
they had rightly feared that
Nixon was serving his last
weeks as President whenw
they saw him last summer.

Kissinger said Ford is
well prepared for his first
meeting with Brezhnev.

**l have spent many hours
with President Ford,"
Kissinger said. 'l think he's
tough. 1 think he's steady
and totally unflappable on
foreign policy. And he's
really interested iniit.

Hints from Heloige

Heloise

Dear Folksies:

Several years ago I wrote an
article on cooking by color. We
have had - so many requests
from home economists to repeat
it that it seems like a must. And
I consider it the greatest when
home economists write and ask
me for something—especially
when I am NOT one. And not
qualified to ever be one

Neither do I have a Phi Beta
Kappa key hanging over the
kitchen sink! The key I keep
there is to the tool shed and
laundry room. How about that?

One young mother wrote
recently that every time she
looks at her Phi Beta Key she
wishes she could trade it for a
eourse—in—How—to—Wash

Diapers and Laundry the Easy’

Way."” But says they never even
taught these things in college.
So it goes

And here goes our topic:

‘When you cook the main meal
in your little domain, there is
one way to balance your diet
without getting out your adding
machine and health book. .. and
it takes no college degree.

Cook by color!

We usually have meat. As an
example: this is usually
“brownish” color. I do not
consider meat a color when
using this simple method. If it's
fish. .. it's white and that’s not a
color either.

When we want to have a
balanced diet at any meal, we
must-have at least two tolors
Better yet. .. three or four

If you have potatoes or rice,
which are white, then you need
something green and red.

When we say green, this could
mean green cabbage, Kkale,
peas, broccoli, lettuce,
asparagus, spinach, green
beans, or anything you hap-
pened to have on hand that is
green

Now when we say something
red, it doesn't mean that you
have to have a fruit or vegetable
that is actually red. So long as it
comes from a family that is
“‘attached’ to red. It.could even
be orange. Take sliced (or
canned) tomatoes, cooked (or
raw) carrots, beets, cranberry
sauce, tomato aspic etc

Another color is yellow. This
could mean pineapple, which
can be dressed up by topping a
slice of it with grated cheese
(orange'!) and some wonderful
mayonnaise (yellow!) and a
little paprika for color. This
makes a wonderful salad when
placed on a lettuce (green!)
leaf.

Another yellow example is
hard-boiled eggs. Most of us use
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eggs. They can be cooked ahead
of time and placed in our
refrigerators and used for so
many things.
Examples: When you have
-some leftover ham, bacon,
dried beef or tuna fish (and my,
are these wonderful fill-ins for
the days when you are tired or
in a hurry), chop up the meat
and the whites of the hard-
boiled eggs. Put these in some
cream Sauce and pour over a
piece of toast. Then grate the
yellow of the egg through a tea
strainer and sprinkle it on top of
the toast. Yellow again!

If all you have for salad is
some- lettuce... try buying an
egg slicer (less than forty cents
at your dime store), peel that
hard-boiled egg, put it in your
slicer and then lay the slivers
across the top of that hunk of
sliced or diced lettuce. I like
mine shreddéd for a change.

Beautiful. .. and really profes-
sional!
Top this with Thousand Island

or French dressing, or
mayonnaise. And don’t forget

the paprika. It's inexpensive
and goes a long, way.
Makes it appetizi ain
you have your co Vary %our

pickled beets or ¢

As long as you have any three
colors, preferably four, on your
dinner plate. .. then you are not
going to be too far off when it
comes fo-a balanced diet.

Learn to mix your colors for
the dinner table. When you have
meat and mashed potatoes,
always serve something
colorful with it. Add a dash of
red, yellow, or green. I am of
the opinion that every supper
‘able should have something
rom the greem and red
‘family”’ on it.

Color (for those like me who
lon’t know or haven’t the time
0 get books and study)-is the
inswer to serving simple,
balanced meals. Learn to cook
by color and see with what
relish your meals are eaten..

When you stop to think about
his, it's pretty simple, isn’t it?
Tomorrow I am going to tell
ou how to arrange your kitchen
ihelves. by color. So be sure to
‘ead my column tomorrow!

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Caramanlzs Elected President Of Greece

ATHENS - (UPH -
spokesman for! Premner
Constantine Caramanlis,
runaway victor in Greece's
first free elections in a
decade. said today a new
Greek cabinet will be sworn
in Wednesday:

Caramanlis, most pro-
American of the candidates,
won the biggest popular vote
in any elections in modern
Greek history. The
spokesman said he would
start consultations. for
forming a new cabinet later
today.

The Interior Ministry an-
nounced that with 95 per
cent of the vote counted,
Caramanlis' New
Democracy party polled 54.2
of the popular vote and will
control 213 seats in the 300-
member parliament

The ministry said the
Center Union, with 20.2 per
cent of the vote, was getting
65 seats. The Panhellenic

Socialists Movement of
U.S -educated politician
Andrea Papandreou
received 13.2 per cent of the
vole and was expected to
take 12 seals. The
Communist coalition, Unit-
ed Left, polled 9 per cent and
won 10 seats.

Caramanlis' sweeping
victory, even in the large
urban centers of Athens.
Piraeus and Salonica.
prevented such popular
artists as Melina Mercouri
and Mikis Theodorakns from
winning seats.

Both artists were running
in the working class
neighborhoods of the port of
Piraeus Composer
Theodorakis was a
candidate for the United
Left while the actress of
“Never on Sunday" fame
ran on the PASOK ticket

“This was a national
election. The people ignored
partisan considerations and
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gave their votes a national
character,'' Theodorakis
said.

Former Foreign Mlnialer
George Mavros, leader of
the Center Unfon, said his
party “will continue the
struggle for the completion
of democracy."

PASOK said in an
announcement to newsmen,
“the results did not meet our
expectations but they show
that a considerable portion
of the people has decided to
go forward to a Socialist

transformation of the
country. ™
Harilaos Florakis, first

secretary of the Greek
Communist party, said,
“the elections proved that
the left was able to
withstand the test and to win
its first post-junta victory."'

Caramanlis appealed for
the support of every Greek
in dealing with the nauon s
problems.

“‘Because the problems of
the nation are many and
crucial, victors and
vanquished alike,
respecting the people's
decision and the rules of
democracy, must assist in
the calm development of our
national life, ' he said.

The final vote count was
expected to be released
later today, but .advance

-official estimates indicated

Caramanlis’' party received
55 per cent of the ballots in
the general election.

The Center Union-New
Forces party, which has
ruled in coalition with the
New Democrats since
Caramanlis returned from
self-imposed exile four
months ago, was expected to
receive about 20 per cent.

" The anti-American
Panhellenic Socialist
Movement, led by Andreéas
Papandreou, a former
Berkeley economics

professor, was expected to
ick up 13 per cent of the
allots.

The other major election
participant, the United Left,
a left-wing coalition
including the Communists,
was likely to wind up with 8
per cent of the vote.

As the Caramanlis
landslide became certain,
supporters gathered outside
his party headquarters in

downtown Athens, singing
and carrying lighted
candles.

The four-time premier
took over the government
last August, returning to
Greece from 11 years of
exile when the military
junta collapsed during the
Cyprus crisis.

Consumer'
Alert

AUSTIN — Older citizens-
often face special consumer

“problems.

Recently, attorneys from
our Consumer Protection
Division participated in a
statewide seminar that
looked into the types of
consumer problems that
such senior citizens
experience and analyzed
methods of getting
information about these
problems to older citizens.

We found that retired
persons sometimes find
themselves caught in a
double bind. Their income
from Social Security,
pension or retirement plans,
savings, or
may not be enough to
maintain the same standard
of , living they previously
enjoyed, yet it may be
enogugh to tempt
unscrupulous merchants
into using various means to
relieve them of it.

A national consumer
center maintained by two
organizations of retired
persons reports that mail
order offers are a major
source of complaints from

older persons, although mail-

order purchases can be a
great convenience for them.

Persons who. may be
hoasebound because of
health problems or lack of
transportation oftef find it
easier to shop by mail for
their own needs and for
gifts. But it is true that
millions of dollars are lost
each year in fraudulent mail
order offers.

Federal officials say that

~some mail order swindles

are specially aimed at
senior citdézeins.
Unscrupulous mezghants
may try to sell them health
cures. investment deals in
land, stock, or franchises:
retirement homes. extra
income plans: or other
things by mail.

Our Consumer Protection
attorneys adviSe. persons
who want to purchase
through the mails to deal
with a reputablé,
established mail order
house that provides written
guaranteeson items

Check any claims for
health cures or medical
devices with a doctor before
purchase. Check any
investment offer first
through a banker, attorney.
broker, or other
knowledgeable person

Always go to see any land
or retirement home before
purchasing. and have an
attorney handle the details
of the sales transaction for
you to be sure.papers are in
order and that you will get
INETY pe of deat youexpect
» Any extra income plans
offered through' the mail
should be examined
carefully. Never send

Y

money before receiving
detailed information about

- such a plan. Many such

offers require a sizeable
investment of cash before
you will be sent materials or
instructions, and offer no
assurance that you will
make any money on'your
investment.

A better alternative might
be to investigate local
chapters of senior citizens
groups to see if part - time
employment bureaus are
maintained for senior
citizens who want to
supplement their income.

* Typical positions are for

investments -
-carpenters,

family aides, seamstresses,
home repairmen or
typists,
bookkeepers, gardeners,
and landscaping experts.

Home improvement is
another area in which older
citizens are often gypped.
We -have found that many
consumer complaints about
home improvements or
repairs result from not
getting IN WRITING a

description of the work to be

performed.

Our attorneys urge senior
citizens not to pay money in
advance for such work.
Most reputable individuals
or firms require payment
only after the job is
completed according to
specifications.

It's also very important to
deal with established firms
or persons with a good Tocal
reputation, since itinerant
home improvement

salesmen may not be around!’

to make good on guarantges,
We advise checking with
Better Business Bureau
before agreeing to any home
improvement project.

Our Consumer Protection
Division has also received
complaints from some older
citizens alledging that some
dance studios engage in
various deceptive or

misléading sales practices.

Recently. we got a court
injunction against dance
studios which practiced
“relay salesmanship.” in
which a team of salesmen
pressured _persons to buy
dance lessons. The studios
also engaged in several
other deceptive practices

In the Attorney General’s -

“Practieal Primer for the
Texas Consumer,”’ we urge
that persons be careful
about high fees for dance
clubs. and suggest talking it
over ,with a friend or
relative before signing a
contract,

Science Today

DALLAS (UPIl) -
Physicists at the University
of Texas at ‘Dallas are
testing -the world's first
nitrogen-ion laser which
they hope will turn out to be
the “‘match” that ends the
energy shortage forever.

Dr. Carl B.'Collins Jr._, 34,
who heads the team, said
their laser also is the
world's most efficient
visible laser.

““That augurs well for
making. it the most
wonderfuk''  Collins said
“*But the iquestion is, is it
going to get better or worse
when we make it bigger?"

Collins' team and other
scientists throughout the
world are looking for a laser
system that will ignite
hydrogen in controlled
fusion and provide a power
source like the sun on a
small scale.

To succeed, they must
produce a laser ‘that will
provide for a billionth of a
second, a temperature that
approximates the 100
million degrees of the sun

The 20-foot electrobeam
gun of the system has a peak
power of 100 billion watts, or
100,000, amperes at one

million volts, over 10
billionths of a second
At the instant of

discharge, this is 10 per cent
of the U:S. instantaneous
power usage. It sounds as if
it would make lights blink
oveér several states, but it
doesn’'t. 'Electrical line

power is taken out very
slowly and accumulated in
the electrobeam gun before
the charge is unleashed into
the laser.

The unique principle of
the laser being tested by
Collins, Dr. Austin
Cunningham and Dr. Steve
Curry, is the ‘‘pumping"’
mechanism. When scientists
talk about “‘pumping’ in
relation to lasers, what they
mean is transferring an
electrical charge from one
gasto another.

The laser now being tested
is a second .generation
model. When it is raised to
top efficiency, the team will
build a bigger, third
generation model.

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Impaired hearing is one of
the most common health
handicaps in the US.. it
affects millions of people
Some hearing problems can
be corrected medically or
surgically. For other types
of impairments, a hearing
aid can help

If you suspect you have a
hearing loss. the Better
Business Bureau suggests
you first go to your family
physician or an ear
specialist (otologist). not to
a hearing aid dealer. A
dealer i1s not equipped or
licensed to evaluate your
hearing as well as a doctor
can

The -dealer cannot
prescribe "any medical
treatment or remedies
Some disreputable dealers
have been known 1o
prescribe hearing aids for
people who didn't need
them

If your doctor thinks a
hearing aid would help you.
you may then be referred to
a hearing aid dealer

When you select a hearing
aid. do not be overly
influenced by the
appearance of the aid or the
price (although it is wise to
shop around — pfices can
vary from dealer to dealer)
An inexpensive aid of poor
quality is of no use if it
constantly needs to be
repaired

Also. a tiny hearing aid
that is inconspicuous will
have little value if it doesn 't
amplify sound adequately to
suit your needs. The main
goal is to select an aid that
will provide .you with
maximum help

Evaluate The Aid
There are some questions
you should ask before you
buy
—How is the quality of the
sound” — Does it help you
understand spegch jn noisy

places?

Does 1t help you
understand speech in noisy
places”?

—Are the controls (tone
control, volumé control.
telephone switch) easy to
operate”

—Can Thé aid be handled
easily. especially by, an
infirm or elderly person?

—If it is to be worn by a
child. isthe aid sturdy?

—What are the costs of
upkeep?

You can get some of the
answers by arranging either
a trial_or rental period with
the dealer, ranging from
two weeks to several
months. Within a few weeks

Even though you may
have to pay a rental fee, a
trial period is the best way
for you to make an
intelligent decisiori about
the aid

Unless you are
immobilized or live ina very
remote area, avoid
purchasing’ a hearing aid
through the mial or from
itinerant salespersons. You
require expert assistanct in
selecting an aid, which
rarely can be provided by a
travelling salesperson and
can't be provided at all
through the mail

Furthermore, the sale of
hearing aids by mail is
prohibited in some states

The Dealer

Remember that when you
buy a hearing aid, you also
are selecting a dealer
Beware of dealers who
make extravagant claims
' that their aids “‘operate on a
new scientific principle’’ or
that they can cure your
hearing loss

A good dealer should

—Have an established
office

—Have a license if your
state required it

—Clearly spell out a

- warranly or guarantee, .

—Provide rapid and
efficient repairs if your
hearing aid needs to be
serviced

If you are in doubt about a
dealer,’s reputation. ask the
Better Business Bureau how
long the firm has been in

business and what its
servicerecord is
If you need financial

assistance to obtain a

hearing aid. contact your

local United Fund or other
social service organization

NEW YORK (UPI) — The
use of aluminum instead of
wooden hulls in this year's
America’'s Cup contest has
given the metal another
boost in popularity as a
boat-building material.

Industry sources report
increased interest among
potential pleasure boat
buyers in aluminum hulls,
especially in the field of
larger craft such as stock
cruisers, houseboats, one-
design sailboats and custom
yachts, power and sail.

While the advent of alumi-
num .in America's Cup
competition is a first
—permitted by a rule
change in 1970 —use of the
metal in boat construction is
not new. The first aluminum
craft, a 17-foot launch, was

- built in Switzerland for lake

use in 1891’

A year later, the French
produced the 40-foot steam
yacht Mignon, the first all-
aluminum seagoing vessel,
and in 1893 a U.S. firm in
Illinois was building and
selling stock aluminum

“duck boats.

But in its battle against
wood and fiberglass hulls,
the metal did not really
forge into a highly
competitive position until
the start of this decade..
Even then, its use was
confined mostly to portable
type craft— dinghies,
cartoppers, john boats,
canoes, utilities, runa-
bouts’

It was not until a few
years ago that aluminum
began making inroads into
the big boat field, especially
in sail. And then suddenly it
began wiping out its wood
and fiberglass competitors
in such ocean racing
classics as the Bermuda
Race, -the Annapolis to
Newport. contest and the

Probably the most
important step in the
emergence of aluminum as’
a popular hull material wag
the discarding of aluminum-
copper alloys in favor of a
combination of aluminum,.
and magnesium or
aluminum, magnesium and
silicon.

The new combination did
away with the biggest
problem 'produced by the
aluminumcopper alloy,
corrosion, especially in salt
water., The new alloys
produced a highly corrosion
resistant, more workable
metal.

United Press International
There are quite a number
of figures in rock today whc
are full-fledged students of
the mystique of “stardom.’
They have, most of these
folks, watched and analyzed
the stars of screen and stage
from childhood.
childhood. <
lan Hunter of Mott th
Hoople is likely the most
extreme example of that —
literally a worshiper of the
great film stars and the kind
of person who would —and
did — sneak into the grounds
of Elvis Presley's mansion
just to be physically close to
his hero. -

An odd thing about this
kind of rock 'n’ roller is that
nearly all of them_ have
decided, somewhere along
the line, that the way to
become a star is simply to
start calling youself a star.
Repeat it enough /and
everyone will get-so used to
the idea they begin taking it
for granted.

This, of course, is a basic

propoganda technique—and .

it seems to work, so long as
the newly created star never
lets his guard down.

The biggest stars in rock
didn't do it this way—they
got to be stars because they
were exceptionally good at
what they did, or they
created sharply original
music, or were particu-
larly bizarre, or were very
lucky. Most likely, a
combination of the above:
they did their own thing, and
the public made them stggs -

But there are a lot of such
self-created stars
around—some of them quite
talented. Hunter, for
example, has both a greal
voice and a hatful of
charisma

The best self-made star of
them all is David Bowie:
and he is so good he likely
would have made it without
the propaganda, though it
probably would have taken
a bit longer. He is one of the
best four or five lyricists
around; he has the kind of

unique voice that has
always done well in rock,
and a stage -presence

—unmatched by anyone, Mick

Jagger included.

Unfortunately, except for
his classic '"Ziggy
Stardust.” Bowie has been
less than successful at
putting himself across on
record. Most of his albums

are good, but not great
there are flashes of
brilliance. hy is  not
sustained or nt. It
often’ require &t vou
already appreciate Bowie

before you- can appreciate
his records

His newest effort, "David
Live!' (RCA CPL2-0771) —
despite being one of the
