Love has conducted more than 200 sessions using 
hypnosis, taking his subjects back through time to a 
certain point where they may remember things that 
will help solve a crime or chwge a behavior such as

out.
smoking or eating habits.

~  I ke - -
Based on the interview while under hypnosis, 

police were able to develop a suspect. He was 
arrested emd charged. Love's use of hypnosis was 
accepted by the court despite a vigorous defense 
that tried to discredit him.

In a murder case a couple of years, it was ques­
tioning a witness under hypnosis that led to a spe­
cific description of a pickup used in the shooting.

Not all of the cases in which Love uses his hyp­
nosis are as sensational, but they are generally as 
successful.

He video tapes the sessions for use in court and 
so the subject can see what they talked about. There 
are no secrets, no magic, just straightforward con­
versation.

Nor is Love limited to using his talents only in

'The key to the whole thing is I don't put you 
under h3q>nosis," Love said. "You put yourself
vmder. I'm only your guide. I can't make you do 

doianything you don't want to do."
Recently, he's been called upon to help investiga­

tors in the murder of a truck stop clerk. Love has
interviewed a number of people who were at or 
near the truck stop about the time the woman was

f people 
atx>ut the time 

murdered. There have been friends and relatives of 
the victim, truck drivers and tourists.

As with many murders, there appears lo be no 
quick and easy answers, but asking questions about 
seemingly minor details in a soft, soothing voice. 
Love hopes that he will be able to turn up the one 
key piece of the mosaic that will lead to solving the 
puzzle.

He's certainly done it before.

• Six and one-third trillion dollars. That's 
$6,336,234,000,000! .

According to the U.S. Treasury Department, that is what 
the national debt will be at the end of Fiscal 2003.

After nearly two decades of profligate spending that saw 
the national debt quadruple between 1981 and 1993, the 
government finished last nscal year with a $79 billion sur-
[)lus and is estimating there will be more than a trillion dol- 
ars in surpluses over the next decade.

Of course, these projections are just educated guesswork 
which assumes the economy will continue without interrup­
tion and the White House and Congress will hold the line on 
spending.

With visions of a trillion-dollar surplus dancing ui their 
heads, politicians on both sides of the aisle in Congress are 
fighting over hpw to spend the money. The Republicans 
want to spend the surplus on tax cuts; me Democrats want 
to spend the money on education. Social Security and 
Medicare.

Of course, the Republicans say they don't intend to spend 
the surplus,, they're just "returning" it to the taxpayers. On 
the other side of the aisle, the IDemocrats say they don't 
intend to spend the surplus either, they are just "reinvest­
ing" it. And if ifs and buts were candy and nuts, every'day 
would be Christmas.

Whether it is a return to the taxpaym  or a reinvestment, 
it is still spending money that is not yet in the treasury and 
very likely will not be. In fact, it is a phantom surplus.

On paper, the surpluses are mounting up year after year 
for the next 15 years; however, those surpluses are the result 
of appropriations from the Social Security trust fund. If the 
money Congress appropriates from the trust fund were not 
included, the result would be a $4 billion deficit.

Still, both the Democratic White House and the
Republican Congress deserve accolades for the 1997 budget 

lien ‘agreement which has played a significant role in the reduc­
tion of the budget deficits, which were approaching $300 bil­
lion when Président Clinton took office. Unfortimately, it 
appears that with the 2000 presidential cam p ais  well under 
\vay, both Democrats and Republicans are looking for ways 
to pad their way around the agreement.

In their efforts to either "return" or "reinvest" the extra 
trillion dollars, the politicians are ignoring some variables, 
Such as wars, natural disasters or economic downturns all of
which will have a significant impact on any surpluses. They

third trillion dollars of it.

Rather than spend the next several weeks arguing over tax 
cuts or reinvestment, our elected representatives could serve 
us best by using any surplus to pay down the national debt. 
But if they don't, we will all have to get ready to hear the 
term "quadrillion."

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GM recalls more than 3.5 
million vehicles to repair 
antMock braking systems

WASHINGTON (AP) — General Motors Corp. 
is recalling more than 3.5 million pickups, sport 
utility vehicles and vans to fix anti-lock braking 
systems that consumers claim led to thousands of 
crashes, a federal safety agency said Wednesday.

The recall concludes one of the longest denct  
investigations ever conducted by the National 
Highway Traffic Safety Administration, agency 
officials said. All the vehicles will be fixed for free.

GM will ask owners of 1.1 million small pickups 
and sport utility vehicles from model years 1991- 
1996 to take them to mechanics so an anti-lock 
brake sensor switdi can be replaced. The vehicles 
are four-wheel drive Chevrolrt Blazer and GMC 
Jimmy SUVs and' Chevrolet S-10 and GMC 
Sonoma pickups, along with some Cyclone and 
Typhoon pickups, GM officials said.

If the vehicle is operating in two-wheel drive, 
the anti-lock brake system can erroneously behave 
as if the vehicle is in four-wheel drive, a condition 
that could result in extended stopping distances, 
NHTSA officials said.

Bob Lange, GM's engineering director for prod­
uct safety, said the stopping distance could W  as 
much as 10 percent to 30 percent longer. He said 
30 percent "could be too long" for a stop,

GM is recalling about 2.5 million additional 

pickups, sport utilities and vans with two-wheel

anti-lock braking systems.
When the vehicles move from a surface with 

good traction to a surface with poor traction, 
such as ice or packed snow, then back to a surface 
with good traction, there might not be enough 
brake pressure to the wheels, Lange said. Lange 
said it happened rarely but "can result in longer 
stopping distancés."

Those vehicles, all two-wheel drive, are: 1993- 
1996 Chevrolet Blazer and GMC Jimmy SUVs, 
1994-1996 Chevrolet S-10 and GMC Sonoma pick­
ups, 1992-1995 Chevrolet Astro and GMC Safari

vans and 1993-19% G-vans, which are full-size 
GMC and Chevrolet vans, Lange said.

GM was not calling the software fix for the 2.5 
million vehicles a recall, but rather a "special pol­
icy" campaim, since the company says there ^  
no safety d e t ^  in those vehicles.

The National (Highway Traffic Safety 
Administration described the switch replace­
ments as a "safety recall" and the sor^are 
changes as a "service recall."

But regardless of the wording, consumers were 
being asked to take in the more than 3.5 million 
vehicles so switches are replaced or computer 
software is changed.

NHTSA had received 10,861 reports of brake 
problems on the pickup trucks and SUVs with 
’'EBC4" brake units. Consumers reported 2,111 
crashes and claimed the crashes resulted in 293 
injuries, the agency said.

The announcement closes the book on the 
agency's longest outstanding investigation.

"This was probably the most challenging defect 
investigation we've been involved with, from a 
technical standpoint. It was very complex," 
Lange said.

'The investigation into anti-lock brakes on 1991- 
1997 Chevrolet Blazers, GMC Jimmy and 
Oldsmobile Bravada sport utility vehicles and 
Chevrolet S-10 and GMC Sonoma pickups began 
in October 1994.

A second investigation into 1992-1995 GM and 
Chevrolet Suburban anti-lock brakes started in 
September 1995.

The Suburbans are still under investigation, 
and GM is considering what action to take on 
those vehicles' anti-lock brakes, although the 
company "commits" to some action for con­
sumers on the issue, NHTSA and GM said. Some 
512,000 of the Suburbans are on the road, NHTSA 
officials said.

Consumers have reported 2,400 brake prob­
lems on the Suburbans. They have reported 782 
crashes and claimed those crashes caused 68 
injuries, according to agency statistics.

American Home Products marketed fenflu­
ramine and its chemical cousin dexfenfluramine 
until September 1997, when the U.S. Food and 
Drug Administration pushed for the drugs' with­
drawal. Phentermine, the other drug used in the 
fen-phen combination, was not pulled from the 
market.

Ex-wife: Suspect admitted fatai church biast role
BIRMINGHAM, Ala. (AP) — A 

woman once married to a suspect 
in the Sixteenth Street Baptist 
Church bombing says her former 
husband bragged of his involve­
ment in the 1%3 explosion that 
killed four black ghls.

Willadean Brogdon, 59, who 
was married to Bobby Frank 
Cherry for two years in the early 
1970s, spoke to The Birmingham 
News at the federal courthouse 
Wednesday. A grand jury is hear­
ing evidence there in a reopened 
investigation of the blast.

Ms. Brogdon joined several 
other estranged relatives of 
Cherry who said he had talked of 
participating in the dynamite 
explosion that sent shock waves 
through the nation on a Sunday 
morning in September 1%3.

"He adnutted it," she told the

News. "He bragged about it."
Cherry, 69, has repeatedly 

denied involvement in the bomb­
ing. The former Ku Klux 
Klansman is among those who 
have been questioned in the lat­
est investigation.

A woman who answered the 
telephone at Cherry's home in 
Mabank, Texas, Wednesday night 
declined comment to The 
Associated Press. "No, no 
response. We'll have a lawyer 
tomorrow," she said. "Call back 
tomorrow and you can talk fo quf 
lawyer."

The explosion killed Addie 
Mae Collins, Carole Robertson 
and Cynthia Wesley, all 14, and 
Denise McNair, 11, as they were 
preparing for church services the 
morning of Sept. 15, 1963. The 
powerful explosives blew down

an outside waU of the chiuch.
Cherry has been married five 

times. Ms. Brogdon was his third 
wife, married to him from-1970 to 
1972.

One of Cherry's granddaugh­
ters, Teresa Stacy of Dallas, tesh- 
fied before the grand jury last 
month. Afterward, she told 
reporters that she had heard 
Cherry admit his involventent in 
the crime more than 10 years ago 
at a family gathering.

Cherry told the AP he ^dn't 
know w hy^ s. Stacy would say 
that and he didn't recall any fam­
ily -gathering at that time which 
she attended. He called Ms. Stacy 
a "prostitute" and a "dope 
heacl."

Ms. Brogdon's daughter, Gloria 
LaDow, 39, was with her, at the 
courthouse and said she recalled

Cherry as a braggart.
"In certain circles, he bra 

about lighting the fuse, about 
being a big (Ku Klux) Klan 
leader," she said.

Cherry's oldest son, Thomas 
Frank Cherry, 45, who also lives 
in Mabank, was called before the 
grand jury Wednesday. He told 
the News that prosecutors asked 
him about the morning of the 
bombing «»nd whether his father 
ever mentioned names of people 
who his father said were respon­
sible for the blast.

Thomas Cherry, who was 11 at 
the time of the explosion, said he 
told the jury the names his father 
mentioned, but declined to give, 
them publicly.

Thomas Cherry said he tesh- 
fied that he was with his father at 
a sign shop six blocks from the

church on the morning of the 
Sept. 15, 1963 explosion. They 
heard the blast, he said. •

"People came in and said the 
church had been bombed and the 
blacks were all in an uproar," he 
said.

The younger Cherry said he is 
estranged from his father because 
of the renewed investigation into 
the bombing.

Bobby Frank Cherry has said 
his son is trying to stir things up 
because he w:ants tojvrite a book 
to make money.

Klan . member Robert 
Chambliss is the only person eyer 
convicted in the bombing. He 
died in prison in 1985. Other 
longtime suspects are Tommy 
Blanton, who still lives in 
Birmingham, and Herman Cash.

Minor league umpires ready 
to m ove up if necessary

NEW YORK (AP) — With 
commissioner Bud Selig set to 
accept their resignations, more 
major league umpires changed 
their minds about quitting.

Selig hasn't set any deadlines 
for umpires to withdraw their 
resignations, which are effective 
Sept. 2. But baseball officials 
have said Selig is prepared to 
move on and hire new umps, 
several management officials 
said. '

Even though their Triple-A 
counterparts are ready to step in, 
it was too early to say how many 
would be needed.

Five AL umpires who reversed 
themselves earlier this week and 
as many as 8-10 more umpires 
might be withdrawing their res­
ignations, two baseball officials 
said. But umpires said baseball 
might be exaggerating the num­
ber to sway wavering umps.

Three NL umpires have 
changed their minds about 
resigning, said NL umpire Bruce 
Froemming, a union board mem­
ber. Wally Bell's reversal was 
received by the National League 
on Wednesday and rookie 
umpire Jeff Nelson told the 
league his will be arriving short­
ly, one baseball official said.

A top minor league official said 
Triple-A umpires decided they 
would work major league games 
if they are called up. However,

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Kennedy’s ashes scattered 
in early morning ceremony

FALMOUTH, Mass. (AP) — In 
a farewell at sea, a Navy destroy­
er carried family members today 
to a ceremony to scatter the ashes 
of John F. Kennedy Jr., his wife 
and sister-in-law at a site not far 
from where they died.

A group of about 15 family 
members carried the cremated 
remains of Kennedy, Carolyn 
Bessette Kennedy and Lauren 
Bessette onto the USS Briscoe. 
Their ashes were to be scattered 
off Martha's Vineyard about 
three miles from where the bod­
ies were recovered Wednesday.

Dressed in dark clothing, fami­
ly members boarded the Coast 
Guard cutter Sanibel, which took 
them to the Briscoe, shortly 
before 9 a.m. at Woods Hole port. 
The mourners included 
Kennedy's sister, Caroline 
Kennedy, his uncle. Sen. Edward 
M. Kennedy, and cousins Maria 
Shriver and William Kennedy 
Smith,

The Bessette sisters' relatives 
also were attending, including 
their mother, Ann Freeman, step­
father, Dr. Richard Freeman, and 
Ms. Bessette's twin sister, Lisa 
Ann Bessette, a family source 
said.

Three folded American flags 
and three wreaths with red, yel­
low and white flowers had been 
placed on the ship. -

Defense Secretary William 
Cohen approved a request by the 
senator and the Bessette and 
Freeman farhilies for Navy assis­
tance for the ceremony, the 
Pentagon said this morning. Two

and a civilian 
priest were to 
ceremony. the

Navy chaplains 
Roman Catholic 
officiate at the 
Pentagon said.

Navy divers recovered the 
three bodies in murky waters off 
Martha's Vineyard, 116 feet 
below the surface and 7 1/2 
miles from shore.

"Today we were able to bring 
closure to two families and that 1 
think we realize is very impor­
tant," said Coast Guard Rear 
Adm. Richard M. Larrabee, who 
added the bodies were raised "in 
a way that respected the situation 
they were in. It was something 
we were very sensitive to."

The plane's debris reflected the 
speed at which it struck the 
water, with pieces spread more 
than 40 yards from the main 
crash site, Larrabee said.

Working with visibility of 5 to 8 
feet, divers encountered twisted 
wreckage, with wires and seats 
askew, "the kind of thing you can 
imagine that would be the result 
of a nigh-impact contact with the 
w ater," he said.

To ■ keep TV cameras away, 
flights were banned within five 
miles of the recovery effort led by 
the USS Grasp, a Navy salvage 

' ship. Sen. Kennedy and his sons, 
Patrick and Edward Jr., were 
aboard'the Grasp when the bod­
ies were recovered and accompa­
nied the remains to Woods Hole.

The victims' families endured a 
five-day vigil before the bodies 
were brought to Cape Cod on 
Wednesday night for autopsies.

The Cape Cod Times reported 
today the  ̂Kennedy family had 
asked that no photographs be 
taken during the autopsy of JFK

President Clinton recalls JFK, 
Jr.’s visit to the W hite House

WASHINGTON (APJ — President Clinton says 
it was "the right thing" to aùthorìze an extensive 
ocean search for John F. Kennedy Jr.'s crashed air­
plane.

He said initial rescue and recovery efforts 
"were consistent with what would have been 
done in any other case" and that Coast Guard 
officials told him they could locate the plane and 
its passengers if given more time.

"If anyone believes that was wrong, the Coast 
Guard is not at fault, I am," Clinton said. "It was 
because I thought it was the right thing to do 
under the circumstances."

Clinton said he based his decision to authorize 
extraordinary government efforts to recover the 
private plane on thè Kennedy family's role "in 
our national lives, and because of the enojmous 
losses that they have sustained in our lifetimes."

Meanwhile, the White House said Clinton and 
first lady Hillary Rodham Clinton would attend 
the Friday memorial services in New York for 
Kennedy and his wife, Carolyn Bessette Kermedy. 
She and her sister, Lauren Bessette, also were 
killed in the plane crash.

It was during Clinton's first term, in 1994, that 
Kennedy visited the White House inner sanptum 
for the first time as an adult, Clinton said.

Kennedy also was at the White House during 
Richard Nixon's presidency for a private dinner 
with his mother and sister, and again at a public 
ceremony honoring the late Robert F. Kennedy in 
1981 when Ronald Reagan was president. -

Clinton said took Kennedy to the Oval Office to 
show him the desk under whi^h Kennedy had

playfully crawled as a boy while hiS father 
worked.

"I'm  not sure he wanted to come back to the 
White House before he did," Clinton said in a 
melancholy tone. "In light of everything that's 
happened. I'm glad he had a chance to come back 
here one last time. I'm grateful that happened."

After the 1994 visit, Kennedy return^ to the 
White House in February 1998 as a guest at a state 
dinner for British Prime Minister Tony Blair. A 
month later,*on March 5, 1998, Kennedy and his 
wife attended a screening for the HBO series on 
the Apollo space program, "From the Earth to the 
Moon."
'When most of the guests had gone home, 

Clinton said he, and the first lady offered 
Kennedy a personal tour of the White House res­
idence, "which he*^had not seen since he was a 
tiny boy."

"We had a very nice evening, and I sent him the 
pictures from it,'' CHnton said. "He arid Carolyn," 
they were delightful young pjeople.

loved having them here."

Mrs. Clinton said in her latest newspaper col­
umn that Kennedy struck- her as "elegant and elo-

Hundreds of people have left 
flowers, prayer cards, candles, 
notes, poems, balloons and 
newspaper clippings at the site 
since Saturday. Kennedy,- his 
wife, Carolyn, and her sister, 
Lauren Bessette, died Friday in a 
plane crash off the Massachusetts 
coast.

A separate shrine of cards and 
flowers grew outside the 
Manhattan office building where 
Kennedy's magazine, Geoige, is 
located.

Dinah Lopera of Phoenix said 
she and her family flew to New 
York just to keep a vigil. Sheleft a 
note at the apartment, saying; 
"God bless you. We've always 
been with you and your family.

and we will always be with 
them."

Other notes included these 
, messages: "Love always from 
Israel" and "Descansen en paz" 
— Spanish for "rest in peace." A 
Thai restaurant where Kennedy 
liked to get takeout sent a tall 
Wreath with a menu attached.

The Irish flag was taped to the 
building, along with the Irish 
Echo- newspaper'^—front-page 
headline; "Good night, sweet 
prince." The city's Irish commu- 
ijity planned a public memorial 
tonight at a Manhattan church.

Fanny Salvador left a tiny. 
wooden airplane, a card with the 
names of every Latin American 
country printed on it ^ d  this 
message: "A  prayer for John,' 
from all Latin America."

"They were so nice to all of us," 
she said. "President Kennedy 
helped the poor people and the 
developing countries."
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
