Harvesting of Pampa’s greatest 
wheat crop to under full sway, with 
more than 100,000 bushels of wheat 
brought In the first three days of 
this week. The end of the week will 
probably see over 200.000 bushels 
shipped out or stored In local eleva­
tors.

The whe*t Is testing from 68 pounds 
per bushel to ns high as 65 pounds, 
the average around 61 and 62 pounds 
per bushel. |t Is Imposlble as yet to 
get accurate figures on the per Acre 
yield but farmers estimate tbe wheat 
at from twenty to forty-five bushels 
per acre.

C. W. Mowers of the Kepltng Com­
munity is among the largest wheat 
growers of this section this year, hav­
ing about BOO acres In wheat. He has 
Just Waited harvesting and is ex­
pecting the entire field to yield on an 
average of forty bushels or more.

Many others in this section report 
yields as high as forty-five and fifty 
bushels on smaller fields.

Harvest hands began arriving last 
week nd are now coming in In large 
numbers. They are finding employ­
ment aa soon as they get here. Oraln 
men and others report g  shortage In 
hands, bur hope that the Incoming 
stream that is daily arriving will 
handle the situation.

The extra switch engine that Is 
now aationed at Pampa greatly facili­
tates shipping, and It Is thought the 
wheat can be handled easily If there 
is not a car shortage

HOUSE JOINT RESOLUTION NO. 5*

It la pparently especi­
ally valuable for the wester apart o f  
the State where the^e are practically 
no sulteble shade trees native and 
where a dependabla tree pf these 
habits Is-so badly needed for butb 
city and farm planting. Its growth 
there up to this time Indicates that 
Chinese elm Is a'dUtlct and aviuahlar 
addition to the meagre.list of trees 
thriving Is this region and from trial 
planting* in other sections It also 
promises to be of conskierable impor­
tance as «  desirable shade tree In 
other parts of Texas.
