Unique Irrigation
System Is Used in
Gray Co. Acres

MeClean. --The  Aztecs, anclent
Keyptinne, and Aslatic races have
developed eystems of irrigation
which won the admiration of mod-
orn hydraulie engineers, But the
works of these people, remarkabl:
a8 they undoubtedly are, are hno
more pralseworthy nor unigue than
the system of Irrigation practiced
by Wilson Hrothers of this place,
who Irrigate & commercial apple or-
chard In & manner as unique as
that of any of the race mentioned.

‘Wilson Brothers' orchards are lo-
cated about three miles from Me-
Lean, in a valley formed by the
breaks of the Red river. In this
section water I8 secured at a depth
of six to nine feet. ‘The soll s
deep sand and unsuited for ordi-
nary methods of irrigating by ean-
als.  Wilson Brothers, however, Ire
rigate their lands in a method that
18 both economical and practical
and wonderful financial  returns
they reap from the orchard attest
the s=uccess of their methods,

With an ordinary post hole dig-
ger, they dig to the water bearing
sand six feet or so beneath the sur-

face of the earth. A wooden box
or other such simple method Is
used to “‘case” the hole and pre-
vent caving. These holes are

thickly interspersed throughout the
orchards and grape vineyards, An
ordihary windmill on a low tower
is mounted on skide. In dry weath-
ef the windmill is. skidded to onhe
of the holer and the pumping bar-
rel lowered into the water, The
slight irt will permit the mill to
run in even a light breeze. The
water in abundance is pumped to
the surface and used to irrigate the
apple trees or grape vines within
vonvenient distance of the shallow
well.
