According to Mr. Crawford, the
postoffice department has taken fa-
forable action on a request pre-
sented last September.

No details of the service are yet
available, since the plan to be adopt-

ed will depend upon the national
department’'s action upon maps to
be prepared by A. H. Doucette, city
engineer,and Mr. Crawford. These
plans are now being drawn, show-

ing the zones which can now be in-
cluded under_ the ‘‘village delivery”
classifieation of the postal regula-
tions.

It is' not known how many car-
riers will be placed here. The
“city’’ delivery system cannot be put
into use until sidewalks, lights and
street markers are up to postal
standards, but the carrier plan
known as ‘‘village’ will relieve con-
gestion in the local postoffice and
be of much value to the city.

The carrier zones may include
Cuyler from the old eorporate lim-
its on the south to Ballard street or
further, on the north, "and four
blocks east and west of this line.

| PILOT BAMLOONS -SUPPLY

. UPPER-ATR WIND DATA

The ;'ork of the Weather Bureau

of the United States Department of
Agriculture in studying upper-air
conditions by means of pilot balloons
has recently been compiled in the
form of an aerological survey of
the United States for benefit of avi-
ators. The direction and veloeity of
the winds at different flying leveis
have been carefully studied and tab-
ulated in such form that any given
region can bestudied separately. In
general, it has been found that sur-
face velocities differ little with seas-
on latitude, or wind direction. From
the surface to about 500 meters ele-
vation winds of all directions usu-
ally veer and increase in velocity,
these tendencies being most pro-
nounced with southerly winds. The
terms southerly, westerly, easterly,
and northerly are understood to
mean coming from those directions.
At high levels velocities contiffue to
increase above westerly wlnd's, but
they often decrease slightly above
easterly winds. These changes are
accompanied by continued veering
above southerly winds, but by a
backing or reversing above norther-
ly winds, the result being a fairly
close approach to a westerly direec-
tion, except that the winds above
northeast to east surface winds are
very rregular. The changes with
season and latitude, small at the sur-
face, increase decidedly with alti-
tude. In general, the highest vel-
ocities and. the nearest approach
