The election of next Wednesday 

wlh give another opportunity for 
eounty people to make use of the 
f t 4.000,000 or more of property val­
uations to construct good roads.

Based upon this large figure, the 
assessments in taxes to retire the 
bond issue over a long period will 
not be great, and as th& valuation in­
creases the tax rate may be lowered, 
it is pointed out.

There are in the county 02 miles 
o f 4 *tate-deeignated highways— 22 
miles on the Postal highway, 22 
miles on the Pampa-Jeri^ho-Claren- 
dan route, 28 miles on the Fort El­
liot highway, and 14 miles along the 
Sou&wiest trail.

The State and the Federal govern­
ment will give aid on the constr'uc- 
tlon of good roads .atonge the des­
ignated highways, asgSahtag -the 
amount the county spends. The bond 
issue will also build and maintain 
lateral roads from the interior of the 
county. The regular county road 
funds, whic> on account of the oil 
development will be large, may still 
be used for rural roads la various 
parts of the county.

Warrants may be leaned from time 
to time te build local roada, con­
struct bridges over the North Fork 
near Lefors and over the McClellan 
creek north of McLean.

Voting of the bond issue will 
quickly lead to the development of n 
rood prgram connecting every part 
of the county with the main htgh- 
ways.and making every community 
n desirable place in which to lire.

Pampa’s vote is expected to be tbe 
deciding one, since the population of 
the county is concentrated here and 
this city’s failure te east a large allr- 
matlve vote would b* very disapelnt- 
lng to the committees which are or­
ganising to promote the bond issue.

The committee has letters from 
McLean telling of the campaign op­
ening tbete, and urging Pam pa vo­
ters 'to cast a heavy majority for the 
bonds. A two-thirds majority is nec-

SHANGHAI. March 23.— A night 
of comparative qutet after two days 
and nights of chaos and disorder was 
followed today by a resumption of 
firing In the northern part of Shang­
hai, not far from the border o f the 
international settlement, where a 
small remnant of northern troops is 
still holding out.

| Magnolia Petroleum company’s car­
bon black plant about 4 miles south­
east of Pam pa.

The construction of this plant will 
provide employment for about 100 
men during the next two ttontha, and 
a smaller number for a greatef time.

A two-unit plant is being construc­
ted at this time. Seventy-two build­
ings, each 118 feet long, are being 
erected for the burners. The con­
sumption will likely be 15,000,000 
feet dally or more of gas from the 
south Pampa oil and gas pool.

The Magnolia company is complet­
ing its gasoline plant on the Mer­
ton lease 5 1-3 miles southeast of 
Pampa, and is starting a 10-inch pipe 
line into the field. A smaller line 
is ia use now, and casinghead gas­
oline has beta made tor several 
weeks. The gasoline is of such high 
gravity that ft Is sent to Beaumont 
Tor blending before being sold com­
mercially.

Six big Bessemer engines of 165 
horse power each are housed in tbe 
long, neatly kept power room of the 
plant, and these may be heard fn 
Pampa on any dlill day. The cost of 
the plant is about |360,000.

T ft  is  somewhat strange that 
so common a thing as the 
home should>be a dull, com­
fortless place in a mechanical 
sense, yet such is the case in a 
majority of American resi­
dences even today. With con­
veniences like electric lights, 
gas, hot and cold water, bath 
grooms, and built-in features, 
the wealthy classes have for 
several years been fortunate, 
but the Ameriean bungalow 
with these features is compara­
tively new.

The first American Homes 
congress was held recently in 
Dee Moines, where?- home­
builders, home-makers, and 
home-advisers gathered from 
all parts of the country. This 
meeting came to two major 
conclusions: 1. That the basis 
of American democracy is re­
ligion. 2. That proper com­
panionship of parents and chil­
dren in a home all are proud 
o f ta the basis of true religious 
worship. Breaking down of 
home companionship has deep­
ly affected religion.

A  beautiful, convenient res­
idence is no guarantor of a 
happy home, but the absence 
of comforts may eause enter­
tainment and pleasure to be 
sought elsewhere. This is 
particularly true of the rural 
home. Home building is a 
science, especially as it con­
cerns the mother.

Caldwell became a student in­
terpreter in Japan 21 years 
ago and was a consular officer 
in Yokohama, Dalny, Vladivo- 
stock, Kobe, Tokyo and Chita. 
He knows his Japan as well as 
Johnson knows his China.''

Willis Peck, another $7,000 
man in the division, was in­
structor to the governor of 
Chihli province in 1906-08. 
He was born in China and 
served with the consular ser­
vice in Peking, Tsintau, Han­
kow, Shanghai and Tientsin 
until 1924, when he was 
brought into the division.
