Gray county has oil, fine
wheat land and unlimited ag-
ricultural possibilities, but her
most valuable crop is her
children.

Despite modern conditions,
the average child will not
grow up into its full possibili-
ties without attention to its
all-round development. Coun-
‘ties which are examining their
school children are finding
ample reasons for health pro-
grams.

It is undeniable that every
child in Gray county has the
right to:

Be born under proper con-
ditions.

Live in hygienic surround-
ings.

Have properly selected and
prepared food.

Be given prompt and effici-
ent medical attention.

Receive primary instruction
in the elements of hygiene and
good health.

Every state in the nation is
taking steps along these lines,
but the county response - is
scattering. While efforts of
the various tes differ, there
is one common+aim—to devel-
op the six-point child.

By six-point is meant that
the <child has a minimum
health standard of normal vis-
ion, ‘mormal hearing, good
teeth, clean throat, correct
weight and proper posture.

Eighty-five per .cent of the
defects in children are relat-
ed to malnutrition, defective
vision, impaired hearing, en-
larged tonmsils, adenoids and
decayed teeth. It is a proud
boast of many counties that
they have hundreds of certifi-
children. No
school system -is complete un-
less its records show, from the
results of examinations, that
the children’ are physically
normal or are taking correc-
tive treatment.

To the average person a
definite program may seem
unnecessary, yet examination
of any group of school chil-
dren will prove the contrary.
Attention to growing children
provides the soundest basis of
future good citizenship.

The old-time Texas sheriff
conformed to a sartorial pat-
tern as standardized as a dress
suit. He wore a broad-brim-
med, high-crowned hat of the
two-gallon variety, a flannel
shirt, nondescript trousers
stuffed into stitched-top boots
and in summer he sported a
vest which, for some reason,
preferred to let hang unbut-
toned. His armament consist-
ed of a bulky .45-caliber six
shooter or sometimes two,
swung from a heavy cartridge
belt. His method of locomo-
tion for any distance longer
than around the courthouse
square was on the back of a
horse.

With the passing of years
this picturesque garb has been
modified, except, perhaps, in
a few of the western counties
that still retain a semblance of"
old frontier customs.

BERKELEY, Cal.—American mis-
sionaries in China are hopeful the
faction headed by Chang Kaishek
will succeed in maintaining control
of the Nationalist forces, says Miss
Jane Lawrence, missionary and in-
structor in the Riverside Girls’ Aca-
demy at Ningpo, south of Shanghali,
who is here for a visit,

“Chang Kai-shek leads the more
conservative wing of the victorious
Cantonese,’”” says Miss Lawrence.
“Opposing him is the radical group
influenced by Borodin, the Russian,
and the element that is against all
foreigners. Chang is friendly 'towards
Americans and we in China hope he
will prevail.”

An election won through a war
record but an administration of
eight years held through a firm
peace policy was the achievement of
Ulysses Simpson Grant, Civil War
general.

The 18th president was born at
Point Pleasant, Ohio, April 27, 1822,
and died July 23, 1885, near Sara-
toga, N. Y. Trained at West Point,
he was a natural choice for leader
of the Union troops. After his suc-
cessful campaigns under Lincoln his
popularity gained for Grant unari-
mous nomination an the first bal-
jot at the republican converition of
1868. His administration, 1869-
1877, was concerned with recon-
struction, with the problem of
bringing peace - to the .country and
adjuusting by arbitration and peace-
ful methods difficulties with foreign
powers,

The 15th amendment, granting
equal suffrage “‘without regard to
previous condm}m of servitude” was
passed in 1869, and Grant urged
the enforcement act which enabled
congrels to make laws guaranteeing |
the 14th and 15th amendments. The
Alabama claims against Great Brit-
ain were settled in the Treaty of
Washington, 1871.

During Grant’s administration
the balance of trade was changed
from $130,000,000 against to $130,-
000,000 in. favor of the - United
States. Amnesty was granted in
1872 to all but 350 of the most con-
spicuous confederate leaders.
America’s first transcontinental
railroad, an important link in the
cohesion of the war-torn country,
was completed under President
Grant.

“This is great” was an expression
heard many times as the voices
came in clear across a space of about
5,600 miles, much of which was by
wireless telephone. According to K.
S. Boehm, manager of the Pampa tel-
ephone exchange, who helped to
complete the cgll, the voices were
carried from Pampa by wire to New
York by way of Amarillo and Dallas,
then transmitted from the American
Telephone and Telegraph company
station at Long Island, N. Y. At Lon-
don the sounds are transmitted to a
big station at Rugby and are 5lcked
up at Houlton, Me., and re-
layed to New York—all simultan-
eously and without any breaks. It
was the first trans-continental call
placed from Pampa, and one of the
few filed in Texas since the remark-
able service was inaugurated.

Had Made Arrangements

The local Mr. Brown made arrang-
ments for the conversation several
days ago, and cabled his brother to
confirm the hours. This morning near
7 a. m. he was notified that all ar-
rangements for the call were made.
Eleven o’clock was set ‘at the time
to be ready to speak. At 11:10 Mr.
Brown and a small group in his of-
fice in the White Deer Land company
building heard the telephone ring and
the New York operator, asked if all
were ready, and at 11:32 a test call
was made with fine results by the
telephone company. The two parties
were connected at 11:36 and their
lively conversation continued un-
broken for more than seven minutes.
