The findings were reported in a 
recent issue of file journal Nature, 
just two weeks after another team 
of researdiers found basically the 
same fiunily of genes fiirough a dif­
ferent approadi.

The teams worked independent- 
but are both affiliated with the 

aid H u^ies Medical Institute.
Their woric suggests that 

humans have evolved a complex 
system for detecting the wide array 
of bitter-tasting compounds. And 
for good reason, since failing to 
detect toxic substances ooula be 
fatal.

How file brain processes the taste 
perceptions — mduding sweet, 
soui; oitter and salty —  sent from 
the tongue's array of sensors is still 
doakea in mystery, said Sue 
Kinnamon, a neuiosdentist at 
Colorado Stete Univeraty.

"We have no idea how taste is

coded in the central nervous sys­
tem, whether fiieie is any kind of a 
topographic map of tastes in the 
birin," said Kinnamon, who was­
n't invedved in file research. "These 
findings rive us file potential to 
now labd bitter pathways so we 
can lock at how fiiey target in the 
braia"

In an accompanying Nature 
commentary, Stuart Firestein of 
Columbia University said the 
research could eventually lead to 
better-tasting medicines and ways
to tweak foods that are gocxl 

goodyou so they also taste l
"The taste field has had quite a 

start to file millennium," Firestein 
wrote.

Both Howard Hughes teams 
were seddng out genes involving 
specific taste receptors by focusing 
on chromosome regions known to 
be invedved in taste unpaiiments in 
mice and humans.

They delved into the vast online 
database of the Human Genome 
Project, a government-funded 
e ^ r t to create a blueprint of 
human DNA, and also an online 
database that allowed them to 
compare the human and mouse 
diromosome structure.

SEQUIM, Wash. (AP) — Knitting sweaters for 
penguins?

It's no joke, say members of the North Olympic 
Shutde and Spindle Guild, who are cranking out 
tiny wool sweaters as part of an international relief 
effort for penguins affected by an Australian oil 
spill.

The spill soiled the penguins' home on Phillip 
Island, southeast of Melbourne, in early January. 
The oil is believed to have been dumped by an 
unidentified ship at sea, the Australian govern­
ment said.

The oil has rendered ineffective the fairy pen­
guins' natural insulation. In addition, they are 
ingesting toxic material as they preen, making the 
sweaters useful for both warmth and protection 
from poisoning.

The birds stand only about a foot tall — less 
than half the size of their emperor penguin 
cousins — and the sweaters are only about 9 or 10 
inches long and about 4 1/4 inches wide. Each 
sweater has openings for the birds' flippers and 
head.

"They look so cute," said guild member Pat 
Gallup, who heard the call for l^ tl 
penguins on a radio station and research« 
issue pn the Internet before enlisting the help of 
guild members.

M ore adults 65 and older die

from  fall-related  in juries each 
year tha|i from  any other kind 
of injury. Th^ CD C said 9,000 
such deaths occurred in 1^ .

A ccording to  the CDC, 
340,000 peop le 65  or older 
w ere hospitalized in  1996 w iüi 
a  broken nip. O f those, 80 per­
cent w ere w om en.

The report found that one in 
three o ld er ad u lts requires 
hospitalization for a fall each 
year; w ith a broken hip the 
m ost com m on and serious 
injury. H alf o f those w ho 
break a hip do not reeain their 
form er level o f m ooUity or 
independence, ending up in a 
nursm g hom e or m oving in 
w ith relatives, the CDC said.

"H ip  fractu res can really 
m ark the beginning of the end

Dams have an impact on four of the top five rivers on this year's 
list. The Snake's designation was based on four dams built in the 
1970s that have brought salmon runs to the brink of extinction.

Paul Johnston, a corps spokesman in Omaha, Neb., said recent­
ly the agency will consult with the U.S. Pish and Wildlife Service 
on restoring endangered species. The Fish and Wildlife Service has 
expressed concern that the Missouri River management proposal 
would threaten those species.
