WASHINGTON, Dec. 4— The 

show ing fo r ag ricu ltu re  in general 
for th e  year has been good. Secre­
tary Ja rd in e  told P residen t Cool 
idge in  h is annual rep o rt today, but 
much rem ains to  be done before the 
position of th e  fa rm er w ill cease to 
be a  problem .

"W hile  farm ers them selves a re  re 
ducing th e ir  costs of production 
th rough  increased efficiency," Mr. 
Ja rd in e  said, "public agencies should 
co-operate w ith them  in affecting  a 
b e tte r ad ju s tm en t o f production  to 
dem and. Also, e ffo rts  should be m ade 
to  d im inish  w aste, to  lessen m ar- 
ging betw een  p roducers’ add  con­
sum ers’ prices, to  reduce tran sp o rta ­
tion nnd d is trib u te  costs, and to les- 

th e  fa rm er’s overhead charges 
by low ering or red is tr ib u tin g  tax 
burdens and  by im proving ag ricu l­
tu ra l c red it facilities. F a rm ers  should 
be encouraged to enhance th e ir b a r­
gain ing power th rough  co-operative 
m arketing , and  the responsibility  ol 
tb e  public In help ing  to  reduce 
price fluctuations due to unavoidable 
g lu ts and shortages of ag ricu ltu ra l 
products should be recognized 'n  a 
practical m anner."

The need for un ity  of action in ag ­
ricu ltu re  is generally  recognized but 
opinions d iffer as to  m eans of g e t­
ting  it, th e  Secretary  said.

Solution Very D ifficult
“ Some would assign  the ta sk  o( 

d irectly  contro lling  th is  o r th a t phase 
of economic life to  th e  G overnnu n t,"  
he declared. "T hey would have the 
Governm ent e ith e r m erchandise farm 
products o r en te r in to  ag ricu ltu ra l 
business in some Other way. I ne“d 
not re ite ra te  my opposition to  th is 
view. Such a policy w ould l>e d e tr i­
m ental to  th e  fa rm ers  and in the 
long ru n  would jeapordlzc th e  legi­
tim ate  functions of G overnm ent.

" I  believe th a t w hat is necessary 
can be obtained by th e  joint e ffo rt 
of organ ised  farm ers , w ith th e  Gov­
ernm en t giving such assistance as it 
may safely give and protecting  the 
public in te rest by laying down broad 
ru les  of policy.”

T hat long-haired  one m ay rob  and 
cheat and sw indle and  cu ff an d  kick 
your savage; th e  la t te r  w ill n e ither 
m urm ur nor lift a  hand  aga in s t him.
