Recall of biotech-corn products widens
WASHINGTON (AP) -  The 

recall of food pntxlucts made with 
an i'r>’pp7GVcJ variety of biotech 
com is widening.

Texas-based Mission Foods Co., 
the largest manufacturer of tor­
tilla products, voluntarily recalled 
all of its tortillas, taco shells and 
snack chip>s made with yellow 
com because the flour may con­
tain gene-altered grain that is 
allowed only in animal feed The 
company also said it would 
switch from yellow to white com.

The move followed a decision 
earlier this week by Stifeway Inc. 
to remove all of Mission's taco 
shells horn its stores and an earli­
er recail of taco shells by Kraft 
Foods.

A sister company to Mission, 
Azteca Milling announced it was 
recalling all orits flour made from

yellow com. Azteca supplied th<» 
fo« 'uoih me Mission Foods 

and Kraft taco shells.
"Our guiding concern has been 

to protect the safety of the con­
sumer, our customers and our 
food products," said Steve 
Brunner, senior vice president of 
Mission Foods.

The com, known as StarLink, is 
not approved for human con­
sumption because of questions 
about its potential to cause allergic 
reactions. Federal officials say the 
health risk is remote.

Mission Foods is a subsidiary of 
Gruma S.A. of Monterrey, Mexico.

Daruels Midland Co.
Mission's recall applies to till of 

its tortilla products, which are 
sold under both the Mission name 
and under a variety of pnivate and 
generic labels.

The volume was not immedi­
ately known, officials said, and 
Mission declined to disclose the 
names of supx:rmarket chains 
that distribute its products. It 
will be up to the stores whether 
to I ell shopp>ers about the recall, 
said Peter Pitts, a Mission 
spokesman.

also music and physical education. 'These thin 
are playful while some things children have to do 
are more structured,' he explained.

'M y recommendation would be for Pampa 
(school district) to have a couple of art teachers to 
go to all the elementary schools and teach," Bell 
said. 'A  lot of (student) interest could be satisfied 
if art was taught at an elementary level here. Arts 
in the community would benefit from it, too."

Bell said he was introduced to art almost at birth.
'We had art all through school," he said, adding, 

"I've been around art as far back as I can remem­
ber. My mother was artistic."

For the first six years of his life. Bell said he lived 
in Europ»e where he learned about art through 
museums, castles and gardens.

Then his family moved to El Paso where he was 
introduced to a totally different form of artistic 
expression through Mexican anefSouthwestem art.

"Wow! This is different," he remembered think­
ing. The strong colors and style of Mexico and 
Hispanic cultures made a strong impression on 
Bell that remains to this day.

"I still live close to the (Mexican) border. Alpine 
is only an hour away," he said of his home. "It's an 
enormous geographic space -  not very populated 
-  with such a blending of cultures."

It wasn't until Bell was studying print making at

the University of Texas - San Antonio, however, 
that he settled on his preferred art forms -  paper 
making and print making.

'I  was doing etchings on metal plate," he 
explained. "After you completed the etching you 
had to make a proof plate with really high quality 
paper. I had a stack of proofs I had made and 1 
decided to recycle them by making my own paper.
I went on to teaching paper making.

MeBell has taught at the university level as well as

Írivately. As an artist-in-residence through the 
CA, he has been invited to teach at Pampa 

schools twice, as well as asked to share his knowl­
edge with student: at schools in Fort Worth, 
Corsicana, Waco and for the Chinati Foundation 
near Marfa.

While in Pampa, Bell sees each group of students 
for about an hour. At the elementary level, he 
works more with the third, fourth and fifth grade 
classes. He sees kindergarten through second 
grades one time, he said, explaining, "1 can't teach 
them a lot at this point. I just give them the mate­
rials and let them express themselves."

'Children are natural artists," Bell said. "When 
they get to middle school level they start question­
ing their abilities. What I want to do is inspire 
them at the elementary level.

"I don't think my job is to make artists. Artists 
make themselves," he added. 'I t 's  more of a mat­
ter of instilling confidence."

The Federal Trade Commission recently 
released its year-long study showing how 
Hollywood's film industry, the music industry 
and the video-game industry have been delib­
erately targeting and marketing all manner of 
filth and violence to America's children.

A lawyer who exposes 
wrongdoing in the name of 
truth and justice might be 
considered a noble creature 
indeed.

What if the wrongdoing is 
committed by the lawyer's 
client, whom the lawyer is 
duty-bound to protect?

Three recent cases involv­
ing whistle-blowing attorneys 
highlight the trouble lawyers 
can get into for revealing 
clients' secrets, even for good 
reason.

In California, a govern­
ment lawyer who exposed her 
boss' misdeeds spent seven 
weeks on leave and remains 
under investigation by the 
state bar. In Washington state, 
a lawyer who brought down a 
corrupt judge could have his 
law license suspended. In 
Dallas, no one involved in a 

'lawyer's allegation of miscon­
duct by a judge looks good.

The cases raise tough ques­
tions: How honest do we want 
lawyers to be when they learn 
of wrongdoing committed, or 
planned, by clients? Are they 
supposed to be guardians of 
the law or hired guns? Who 
gets to decide?

Welcome to the murky 
waters of legal ethics, where 
common notions of truth and 
justice collide with lawyers' 
rules of professional conduct 
and America's adversarial 
legal system.

"Legal ethics is kind of a 
misnomer," warns Brad 
Wendel, a , professor at 
Washington and Lee 
University Law School in 
Lexington, Va. "It's a set c>f 
rules regulating lawyers, and 
we'd all like to believe those 
rules will always point in the 
direction of right and justice. 
But sometimes, following the 
rules results in injustice."
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amount I. saw, I was more out­
raged," she testified in June 
before a legislative committee 
looking into Quackenbush's 
dealings with the insurers.

Ossias leaked audits to leg­
islative staffers. When 
Quackenbush found out, he 
placed her on paid leave 
pending an investigation of 
her actions.

Her job is safe, for now. 
Quackenbush resigned a day 
before he was scheduled to 
testify before the committee 
that heard Ossias, and he 
remains under criminal inves­
tigation. In August, acting 
commissioner J. Clark Kelso 
announced that Ossias was 
back on the job, after seven 
weeks of leave.

"She is to be cbmmended 
for her extraordinarily diffi­
cult, courageous decision to 
make a disclosure of informa­
tion when she thought she 
might suffer adverse conse­
quences," Kelso said.

Ossias is not off the hook. 
She says the California State

investigation. Investigators 
following Schafer's leads 
found that Hamilton had 
made payments of more than 
$31,000 on Judge Anderson's 
new Cadillac.

In July 1999, by order of the 
state Supreme Court, 
Anderson became the first 
judge in state history 
removed from the bench for 
ethics violations.

Schafer, for whom the 
"Cadillac Judge" case had 
become an obsession, felt vin­
dicated. Victory was costly.

At age 51, Schafer is now a 
pariah in his profession. His 
one-man law practice gets few 
referrals. Critics have ques­
tioned his mental stability 
and called him vindictive and 
fanatical. Even supporters call 
him a zealot. His wife of 24 
years kicked him out of the 
house last spring, weary of 
his crusade.

"She wanted to lead a low- 
key life — have a little fun, 
raise kids, no spotlights," 
Schafer says. "Whenever my

A sense of right and wrong 
landed Cindy Ossias in one of 
California's biggest political 
scandals in years.

A lawyer in the state's 
Insurance Department, Ossias 
could see the agency was 
going extremely ‘easy on 
insurance companies accused 
of mishandling claims from 
the 1994 Northridge earth­
quake.

Sh^ and other staffers sug­
gested fines in the hundreds 
of m illions of dollars. 
Insurance Commissioner 
Chuck Quackenbush allowed 
the insurers to settle for far 
less by making contributions 
to nonprofit funds, including 
one that financed public-ser­
vice TV ads featuring 
Quackenbush himself.

One company facing up to 
$119 m illion in fines was 
allowed to settle for just $2 
million, Ossias says.

"With each settlement

Bar is conducting its own 
investigation of her. As in 
most states, rules of profes­
sional conduct prohibit 
lawyers from disclosing infor­
mation that could harm 
clients. In this case, the client 
could be interpreted as 
Ossias' boss, Quackenbush.

Ossias prefers to think that 
she works for the people of 
California, although she con­
cedes the distinction didn't 
weigh heavily as she decided 
to blow the whistle. ' -

"I didn't do a lot of 
research about how safe I 
would be as a lawyer," she 
says. "No matter how this 
turns out for me, I think that 
sometimes it's more impor­
tant to be a good person than 
a good lawyer — even if it's 
hard."

Doug Schafer knows how 
hard. The Tacoma, Wash., 
attorney is suffering the con­
sequences of exposing a cor­
rupt judge involved in a 
crooked business deal involv­
ing a bowling alley and a 
Cadillac.

In 1995, Schafer was frus­
trated. He was representing a 
client in the courtroom of 
Superior Court Judge Grant 
Anderson, and the judge kept 
ruling against Schafer and the 
client.

It suddenly struck Schafer 
that he knew this guy. Three 
yea’<̂ before, Schafer had set 
up a single-person corporation 
so a client, a Tacoma banker 
named Bill Hamilton, could 
take quick advantage of a spe­
cial deal on a bowling alley.

Anderson, then a lawyer, 
was managing an estate that 
included the bowling alley, 
which he was offering 
Hamilton at a reduced price.

Schafer recalled Hamilton 
telling him he planned to 
"repay" Anderson "down the 
road."

Remembering that conver­
sation, Schafer Mgan digging 
into Anderson's business 
dealings. He shopped his 
information around to several 
agencies: the county prosecu­
tor's office, the state attorney 
general, the state bar associa­
tion, the FBI and the state 
commission on judicial con­
duct.

Only the commission fol­
lowed up with an extended

name was in the newspapers, 
there would be a stony silence 
around my house."

In August, a hearing officer 
for the Washington State Bar 
Association found that 
Schafer had violated attorney- 
client privilege in telling 
investigators about his 1992 
conversation with Hamilton.

"Schafer should be com­
mended for his extraordinary 
efforts and careful, meticu­
lous research in the public 
records," hearing officer 
Lawrence Mills wrote. He 
called Schafer's motives in 
pursuing Anderson "partially 
selfish" and said the docu­
ments he dug up would have 
been enough to root out 
Anderson's wrongdoing.

"In his zeal to expose cor­
ruption by Anderson, Schafer 
disregarded his duty to main­
tain the confidences and 
secrets of his client," Mills 
wrote.

He recommended that 
Schafer's license to practice 
law be suspended for six 
months; the bar's disciplinary 
board will review the recom­
mendation this winter. 
Schafer vows to fight any 
sanction.

He ran for a seat on the 
state Supreme Court this year, 
hoping to bring attention to 
his case and reform what he 
says is a broken legal system. 
In the Sept. 19 primary, he 
placed fifth among seven can­
didates. He says the loss 
won't affect his crusade.

"Either the message is 'We 
want corrupt judges report­
ed,' or the message is "Don't 
get involved,"' Schafer says. 
"Clearly, the message right 
now is 'Don't get involved.'"

If Schafer sees the world in 
black and white, one Texas 
case colors it muddy brown.

Attorney Jeffrey Robnett, 
representing Dallas County 
Judge David Gibson in a 
child-custodv case, was meet­
ing with Gibson over drinks 
in May when he witnessed an 
exchange he didn't like.

Robnett claims he spilled 
no secrets — he just recorded 
the conversation in an affi­
davit and gave it to a fourth 
lawyer for safekeeping. It 
somehow ended up in the 
hands of a fifth lawyer, who 
happened to be on the oppo­
site side of the case involving 
the second lawyer.

Got all that?
"It's  a mess," says Frank 

Newton, dean at the Texas 
Tech School of Law in 
Lubbock and past president of 
the State Bar of Texas. 
America's legal system is bet­
ter than most, he says, but it 
depends on public trust to 
work.

"Trust is fragile," Newton 
says. "If you get into a mess 
like this, it exposes the human 
side and how things operate. 
It's not always a pretty sight."

IBAT offers consumers a few basic rnortgage tips
If you are thinking of buying a 

home, shopping and comparing 
for a home loan or a mortgage is 
fundamental to securing the oest 
financing deal. The Independent 
Bankers Association of Texas 
(IBAT) urges you to consider the 
following when deciding on a 
suitable offer:

Talk to several lénders. 
Contact severed financial institu­
tions to broaden your selection of 
loan products from which you 
cancheóse. '

Ask bach lender how they will 
be compensated so you can com­
pare fees. When speaking with a 
financial institution, ask if a bro­
ker is involved and if so, will 
there be an added fee for that ser­
vice.

Some lenders charge an appli­
cation fee. Often this fee is not 
refundable but check if the insti­
tution has a reimbursement poli­
cy.

Don't be afraid to make 
lenders compete with each other 
for your business by letting them 
know that you are shopping for 
the best overall deal.

Research Money Issues. Ask 
about requirements for a down 
payment and special offers. 
Lenders usually e  ̂ ¿ct you to 
pay a down payment of 10 to 20 
percent of the home's purchasing 
price and closing costs, which 
range from three to six percent of

the loan amount. Conventional 
loans can be as little as five per­
cent down. If you do not meet the 
20 percent down payment mark, 
lenders will require you to pay 
for private mortgage insurance 
(PMI) as security m case you fall 
to pay.

If you have to buy mortgage 
insurance, know what the total 
costs will be, how much the cov­
erage will impact your monthly 
payment and how long you will 
be required to carry me premi­
um. Under state and federal law, 
it will be canceled once you 
reach a certain equity bench­
mark.

For estimate purposes, a mort­
gage loan written for two people 
can be approximated at two or 2 
1/2 times the family's annual 
income. Hence, a fanvily income 
of $30,000 can usually qualify for

a mortgage of about $60,000 to 
$75,000. Although this method 
can offer you a good starting 
point, know that lenders use 
many other factors to - precisely 
determine how much money 
they can loan.

Get Rates. A determining fac­
tor to look for when deciding on 
a mortgage is the annual percent­
age rate (APR). The APR takes 
into account all costs including 
interest, points, mortgage insur­
ance, broker fees and required 
credit r charges. The APR is 
expressed in a yearly rate and 
serves as a good gauge when 
shopping for a good deal.

Fixed-rate loans imply that 
interest rates and monthly pay­
ments will stay the same and will 
have a repayment term of 15, 20 
or 30 years.

Adjustable-rate loans charac­

teristically offer a lower initial 
rate and can fluctuate within a 
set minimum and maximum rate, 
based on the market. Know how 
your rate and loan payment will 
vary including whether your 
loan payment will be reduced 
when rates go down. Generally 
when rates go up, so do monthly 
payments. For a fee you can 
establish a provision in your con­
tract that will allow you to later 
convert an adjustable to a fixed- 
rate loan.

Judging from the abun­
dance of lawyer jokes and 
public-opinion polls ranking 
lawyers low on the integrity 
scale, many Americans seem 
to consider "legal ethics" 
something of an oxymoron.

Lawyers take ethics serious­
ly, especially those concerned 
about the profession's merce­
nary image. Balancing the 
importance of confidentiality 
against the morality of disclos­
ing criminal behavior has been 
debated by lawyers for decades.

An "Ethics 2000" task force 
convened by the American Bar 
Association is about to pro­
pose new model rules of pro­
fessional conduct. Due out in 
late October, those rules 
would create more exceptions 
to the confidentiality rule.

The model rules, used as a 
guide by state bar associations 
in w riting their own rules, 
now forbid any breach of con­
fidentiality except to prevent a

client from killing or seriously 
injuring som eone Hie pro­
posed rules would broaden 
that exception to rectify or 
prevent financial harm

Those proposals have 
drawn fierce debate

Lawyers exist to help peo­
ple navigate the complex 
world of law, and it isn't 
always obvious at first what's 
illegal, says Barrie Althoff. He 
is director of lawyer discipline 
for the Washington State Bar 
Association and, coincidental 
ly, was a candidate for the 
same Supreme Court position 
that Schafer sought Althoff 
placed sixth,^ right behind 
Schafer, in the primary.

Althoff likens a lawyt t s 
role to that of a priest in con 
fession.

"If people don 't have confi­
dence that what they say will 
remain confidential, they 
won't tell lawyers what they 
need to know to represent 
them effectively," Althoff 
says.

Even a law yer trying to 
expose a corrupt judge 
shouldn't resort to betraying a 
client's secrets, he says. 
Playing by the rules some­
times means the bad guy does­
n 't get caught

" I t 's  not sim ple," Althoff 
acknowledges. "Integrity  of 
the judicial system is certainly 
an im portant value. F̂ ut it 
doesn 't trum p everything 
else."

It should, retorts Doug 
Schafer. He believes his case 
shows that some questions 
simply are not debatable.

"If we ever reach a point in 
this profession that a lawyer is 
prevented from exposing a 
corrupt sitting judge, then we 
no longer have a profession," 
Schafer says. "I will fight, to 
the bitter end, anyone who 
says what I did was wrong."

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Chicago project uses plants to remove lead from soil

CHICAGO (AP) — A smattering of small 
sunflowers adds a touch of gentle prettiness to 
the urban back yard where Hipólito 
Martinez's grandchildren play.

Forget aesthetics. These flowers are locked 
in a mighty battle with the dirt they're planted 
in behind Martinez's tidy brick home. The 
invisible enemy is the toxic metal lead, satu­
rating the soil in West Town, a low-income, 
largely Hispanic neighborhood a few miles 
west of downtown Chicago.

Sunflowers are among a number of plants 
called hyperaccumulators that research has 
shown can suck toxins from contaminated soil. 
Goldenrod, fescue and corn are some others, 
and they're all part of a federally funded study 
designed to find inexpensive ways to remove 
lead from residential soil.

With the highest number of lead-poisoned 
children in the nation, Chicago is the perfect 
battleground. More than 20,000 Chicago chil­
dren aged 6 and younger are identified with 
excessive lead in their blood each year, at lev­
els high enough to cause permanent intellectu­
al impairment. Public health officials think far

more are affected since fewer than half t^e 
children in that age group are screened.

Some 20 percent of youngsters 6 and under 
screened in the West Town neighborhood 

'alone have elevated blood lead levels, putting 
them at risk for a range of learning and behav­
ioral problems.

"This is an enormous health concern," said 
Dr. Helen Binns, a researcher at Children's 
Memorial Hospital who's co-leading the study. 
"Lead poisoning in young children can cause 
permanent damage to the central nervous sys­
tem and reduced intellectual capability.

Young children are particularly susceptible
;ir hato soil exposure because they put their hands 

in their mouths so often. They may also be 
exposed by inhaling dirt particles or tracking 
dirt inside their homes, said co-|'esearcher 
Kimberly Gray, a Northwestern University 
environmental engineer.

Dirt is considered child-safe when soil lead 
levels are less than 400 parts per million, but 
testing of soil in yards on Martinez's street 
found lead levels of more than 1,000 parts per 
million.

Researchers suspect paint dust contributed 
to the neighborhood's soil contamination, 
blown by wind or washed by rain into yards 
from homes where leaded paint was used. Past 
use of lead in gasoline and emissions from 
now shuttered factories are other likely cul­
prits.

Leaded paint was banned for residential use 
in 1978, but more than half the homes in 
Chicago were built before 1950...

Phytoremediation, the use of lead-sucking 
plants, has been used for several years to help 
clean up contaminated industrial sites, though 
it is still considered somewhat experimental 
and results in many cases are not yet known, 
according to the U.S. Environmental 
Protection Agency.

Examples include sunflowers planted to 
remove radioactivity from ground water after 
Ukraine's Chernobyl nuclear power accident 
in 1986 and poplar trees used at a U.S. Army

intensive since plants need to be tended for 
several years.

It works in a number of ways. The simplest is 
using plants such as grass as a barrier to cover 
up contaminated soil.

More intriguing is a process called phytoex­
traction — using plants that actually absorb 
lead from the soil into their roots. The plants 
can then be harvested and the site replanted 
until acceptable soil lead levels are reached.

In some plants, the absorbed lead may even­
tually travel from the roots into the above­
ground foliage, which can be trimmed rather 
than removing the entire plant. The Chicago 
researchers say ideally that will happen with 
their perennials.

Like many in West Town, Martinez's home is 
100 years old, and when researchers first iden­
tified his neighborhood as contaminated a few 
years ago, he learned that the window sills and 
doors were covered with leaded paint.

They were replaced in an earlier lead abate­
ment program, and this summer, the 
researchers' gardening crew planted perennial 
sunflowers and goldenrod in the back yard. 
The plants and soil will be tested at the end of 
the growing season to see how much lead was 
absorbed, and planting will resume next 
spring.

Martinez's home is one of 60 in the neigh­
borhood involved in the two-year, $900,000 
stu< ŷ.

"I think it's great," said Martinez, 52. "It'd 
be good to get the lead out."

Nearly 1 million U.S. youngsters aged 1 to 5 
have levels of at least 10 micrograms — high 
enough to cause permanent health damage, 
according to the federal Centers for Disease 
Control and Prevention.

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Check Points. Points are fees paid to the lender 

for thè loan. One point equals one percent of the 
loan amount. Points are usually paid in cash at 
closing. In some cases, the money needed to pay 
points can be borrowed, but doing so will increase 
the loan amoimt and the total costs.

Ask for points to be quoted to you as a dollar 
amount to eliminate confusion on what you are 
expected to pay.

Know Fees. Every financial institution must give 
you an estimate of all fees involved in underwrit- 
i i ^  transactions, settlements and closing in a 
“Good Faith Estimate of Closing Costs." 
Remember to try to negotiate all fees.

Know payment due date for the fees. Will you

pay when you apply for the loan or at closing? 
Even though you can borrow money to pay these 
additional fees, you will increase your loan and 
total costs.

Closing the Deal. Once the contract is laid out on 
the table, ask if it is possible to reduce or even 
waive one or more fees. Strive for a lower rate or 
fewer points. Make sure you do not accept an offer 
that will lower one fee while raising another charge 
or point.

Obtain a written lock-in form that will guaran­
tee a specified interest rate and the points to be 
paid at closing.

On the other 
hand if rates fall, try to negotiate and compro­
mise with the lender.

SWCD districts support 
Texas Water Code %

FORT WORTH — Directors representing the state's 216 soil and 
water conservation districts recently passed a resolution s u i^ r t-  
ing protection of certain water rights within the Texas Water Cocode.

Referred to as the "junior water r i o t s '  provision, Texas Water
does safeguards to protect per­

mitted water users against inter-basin water transfers cluring times
Code Section 11.085 (s) and (t) provic

of water shortage.
"What this means is that inter-basin traiwfers of water cannot 

supersede the rights of water rights holders in the basin of origin,' 
said James Moore, director of conservation programs, Texas State 
Soil and Water Conservation Board.

"As the demand for surface water is growing dramatically, there 
are more proposed sales of water rights permits to municipalities 
and industries that would transfer water outside the water oasin," 
said W.S. Edwards, chairman of the Trinity Bay SWCD.

Current Texas law mandates all water subject to inter-basin 
transfers would be junior in priority to all existing water r i^ ts  
within that originating basin. When water rights are sold to a new 
entity for inter-basin transfer, the new entity becomes junior to all 
older permit holders on that watercourse. During times of water 
shortage, all obligations to permit holders within the basin would 
be fulfilled before any water could be transferred out of the basin.

"This resolution is intended to ensure that agricultural interests 
are given fair consideration by future changes to the junior water 
rights provision," Edwards said.

Efforts in the Texas legislature to repeal the junior water rights 
provision passed in the Senate in 19W, but cUed in the Natural 
Resources Committee of the House of Representatives.

The right to withdraw surface water is a permitted activity in the 
state. Currently, thousands of acres-feet of surface water are
pumped each year from rivers, streams and bayous for cropland 
irrigation and livestock i 

SWCDs are responsible for promoting and carrying out a con­
servation program by assisting landowners and operators plan, 
apply and maintain appropriate conservation and resource man­
agement plans.

A romantic, comK)rtable building of Pueblo 
Mission Style architecture was what Di-borah 
Summers saw when she and her husband, 
Larry, drove by the 75-year-old Panhandle Inn 
in November, 1999.

Not occupied for many years, the building 
had fallen into disrepair. Windows were broken 
out, and vandals fa‘t]uently visited the twt>- 
story stfuctua* inflicting further damage to the 
building. But it didrr't stop the Summers' inter­
est in the structum.

When in Panhandle, the couple continued to 
drive by the Panhandle Inn on numerijus occa­
sions. In Jan., 2000, they stopped at 
Beddingfield Insurance Agency which is locat­
ed acarss the street from tne former Panhandle 
Inn, to inquim about the trwnership of the build- 
ing.

While the couple didn't know anything about 
the Histoi^ of the building, something kept 
drawing them back to the building.

The couple was iri the pmeess of mstoring a 
historic hotel. Miss Anna's, in Stinnett, and was­
n't sure they wanted to commit to another long 
term project of restoration. They had purchased 
Curley's Hardware in 1994 which was a long 
standing business in the community since 1948. 
They operated the hardware store until 1998,
they closed the business and began restoring the-building to the authentic 1926 historic hotel 
which includes a ballroom and cigar bar on the 
ground floor.

Above the ston. were several nxims which 
had functioned in previous years as hotel n>oms 
in a rtmming house and hotel environment. The 
history of tne building went back to the boom 
days of the 1920s, and the building was 
rumored to have housc'd a house of ill-a’pute 
and bcxitleg whiskey during prohibition days.

Several weddings, proms and meetings have 
been held in the bottom area of the stoa*, the 
rooms will be opened this mt>nth.

‘̂ The two facilities had distinctly different 
backgn>unds, but being lovers of history, both 
wea’ very appealing to the Summers.

They found a little bit of Santa Fe, N.M., in 
the Panhandle Inn, and sensed thea* might bc> a 
connection between the LaFonda in Santa Fe 
and the Panhandle Inn in Panhandle.
' After purchasing the Panhandle Inn, Deborah 

was curious about the history of the building. 
As she a'searched back issues of the Panhandle 
Herald she discovered Col. Ernest O. I hompson 
of Amarillo announced in Aug., 1924, he would 
build a new modern hotel at a cost of $50,(XX).

A former mayor of Amarillo, I’hompsim 
became well-known throughout the state, 
nation and world for his many interests and 
contributions. He was also owner of the 
Amarillo Hotel.

Upon making the announcement of building 
a hotel in Panhandle, Thompson said he intend­
ed for it to become "Panhandle's meeting 
place." When the hotel opened on New Years 
Eve, 1924, over 5(X) people attended the opi'ning 
gala affair. It was a societal event in the Texas 
Panhandle.

According to old timers and written accounts, 
the first few wevks the Panhandle Inn was in 
operation it was always occupied and millitins

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A griculture
Alpacas mean added income for farmers

URBANA, Ohio (AP) -  About a 
dozen alpacas graze and frolic in 
Tim Weller's front pasture, 
hemmed in only by a wrute rail 
fence.

Their doe-like eyes, sh ag ^  
bangs and friendly bleating malw 
the farm seem more like a petting 
zoo. But Weller doesn't keep 
alpacas because they're cute. Their 
warm fleece brings in cold cash.

Farmers frustrated by low mar­
ket prices for crops arid livestock 
have discovered that the gentle, 
furry creatures can be a good 
investment for breeding, too. The 
animal's popularity has been 
growing in Ohio and across the 
country, with membership in the. 
Alpaca Owners and Breeders 
Association up from 350 in 1993 to 
about 2,000.

"This is the best alternative live­

stock I know of," said Weller, who 
is raising 68 alpacas on a small 
slice of his 240-acre farm near this 
western Ohio city. "We wanted to 
find something to do on the fami­
ly farm that was profitable, which 
is hard to find t h ^  days."

Eighteen months ago, Weller 
was a marketing executive with a 
big-city insurance company and 
rented out much of his famfly 
farm to other farmers. After com­
ing across a newspaper article on 
alpaca breeding, he lef^iis high- 
stress job and returned to the 
farm to try his hand at the alpaca 
busiiiess in hopes it would turn 
into an early retirement career.

"1 still work long hours, but it 
doesn't feel like it," said the 46- 
year-old Weller. "This has always 
been my dream -  to come back 
and do something on the farm."

Alpacas can sell fcv anywhere 
from $1,500 to $30,000 apiece.

Weller recentiy paid $20,000 for 
a female alpaca. He said the ani­
mal's baby, or cria, will brir^ at 
least $20,000 and that the offspring 
probably will produce at least 15 
more babies.

About half of the alpacas on 
Weller's hum are his, witn the rest 
owned by investors. He said they 
are getting at least a 20 percent 
annual rehum.

"It's kind of like a furry mutual 
furxl that performs real well," he 
said. ^

Weller makes most of his money 
selling alpacas, some as pets, but 
also profits from their fleece.

He said the cashmere-like fleece 
is lighter and warmer than wool, 
is not itchy, and comes in 22 natur­
al colors. It is used to make

sweaters, mittens, socks, scarves, 
blankets and other items.

Both a sheep artd an alpaca will 
produce about 8 pounds of fiber a 
year. But while a sheep farmer 
will get about a penny an ounce 
for the wool, an alpaca fanner gets 
about $4 an ounce, said Weller, 
who has made about $6,400 from 
the sale of fiber so far this year.

Rob Leeds, a local agriculture 
extension agent, urged farmers to 
have a market for alpacas and 
their fiber before jumping into the 
business.

"There's a decent market out 
there, but the pendulum swings," 
he said. "What happens after sev­
eral years when it becomes satu­
rated?"

First imported commercially 
into United States in 1984, alpacas 
now number about 25,000 in this 
country and Canada.

Weller said -South America 
began limiting the export of 
alpacas about two years ago to try 
to keep th^ price up.

"If you're a breeder, you don't 
want thousands of alpacas being 
imjx)rted into this country every 
year," he said. "Matter of fact, you 
don't want any."

Ohio is home to several large 
alpaca breeders. Magical Farms in 
Litchfield has about 1,000 alpacas, 
and Camelids of Delaware in Port 
Clinton about 500. There are other 
smaller operations.

Weller said alpacas generally 
live for about 25 years and are 
low maintenance. They eat hay 
and grass and do not challenge 
fences.

"If they have another alpaca to 
keep them company, they're 
happy," he said.

Farm Scene
Railroads concerned 
about grain stockpiles

OMAHA, Neb. (AP) -  For a second straight year, low grain 
prices are keeping farmers and grain elevators from selling and 
shipping their product.

Some railroad officials worry that if prices rise, the rush to move 
two years worth of grain will cripple the nation's transportation 
industry.

Normally busy grain-hauling rail cars are not seeing much 
action this fall. Union Pacific Railroad spokesntxan Mark Davis 
said.

"We're in probably year four where prices -  along with weather 
conditions and export issues- are affecting the movement of 
grain," Davis said. "With the low prices, producers and elevators 
are holding grain."

Union Pacific uses 30,(X)0 rail cars for transporting grain. This 
week, 2,5(X) remained in storage.

Burlington Northern Santa Fe, on the other hand, is pleased with 
the volume of grain it i* moving. The railroad based in Fort Worth, 
Texas, has 29,000 grain cars, with about '6(K) currently in storage.

"Considering we usually have between 5,000 and 6,(XX) of those 
cars in storage during the off-season, that's pretty good," 
spokesman Steven Forsberg said.

Union Pacific has garnered criticism for recently increasing its 
shipping costs by about 3 percent. UP and Burlington Northern 
also have upset farmers and elevator operators by increasing 
penalties from $50 to $75 per day for grain elevators slow in filling 
grain cars.

Rising fuel costs led to UP's rate increase, Davis said. Fines for 
late movement of rail cars had not significantly increased since 
1992, he said.

As long as grain prices remain low, farmers will keep their crops 
in storage, said Pat Ptacek, executive vice president of the 
Nebraska Grain and Feed Association. «

"They'll be holding onto their crops as long as they possibly 
can," Ptacek said. "No one can fault them for that."

Corn can be held for about three years before it spoils.
Farmers are able to hold onto crops by taking advantage of gov­

ernment marketing loans in which producers borrow money while 
storing their crops to wait for higher prices.

The borrowing period lasts nine months, usually ending in 
October. When prices are low, farmers often forfeit their stored 
crop to the government, buy it back with another government loan 
and then continue to store it until prices go up.

Farmers also may take advantage of the federal Loan Deficiency 
Payment program, which pays farmers the difference between the 
price per bushel for which they contracted with the government 
and the market price of the grain.

For example, if a farmer contracted to sell corn to the govern­
ment for $2 per bushel, and the market price for corn ends up 
being $1.80, the government simply pays the farmer the 20-cent 
difference.

The farmer keeps the crop, which can be sold or stored to sell 
when corn prices rise.

State farmers had 136 million bushels of grain from last year's 
crop stored on their farms as of Sept. 1, while elevators had 220 
million bushels in storage.

How much of this year's harvest is being stockpiled is not 
expected to be known until December.

State crop inventories iess than previous year
AUSTIN -  According to the 

Texas Agricultural Statistics 
Service, Texas had 114.7 million 
bushels of wheat stored in all 
positions on Sept. 1, compared 
with 143.3 million bushels a year 
ago.

This inventory is 20 percent less 
than last year Farm stocks totaled 
6 million bushels, down 1.5 mil­

lion bushels from a year ago, with 
off-farm slocks at 108.7 million 
bushels, down 20 percent from 
lasi year.

In Texas at the end of the mar­
keting year there were 10.1 mil­
lion l^shels of corn stored off the 
farm. This was 36 percent less 
than the 15.7 million bushels 
stored a year earlier.

WASHINGTON (AP) -  They don't debate. Their 
names are not on the ballot. But the election results 
will propel one of two women into a position that has 
grown for two centuries alongside the presidency- 
itself.

It even has an unofficial acronym, FLOTUS, for 
First Lady of the United States.

From Martha Washington to Hillary Rodham 
Clinton, the women who nave been married to pres-

idents offer plenty of perspective for the next first 
lady, whether she be Laura Bush or Mary Elizabeth 
"Tipper" Gore.

Sifting through old letters, memoirs and biogra- 
hies, news arhcles and presidential archives, author 
illiam O. Foss has pulled a lot of collective first lady 

insight together in "First Ladies Quotation Book," 
published by Barricade Books.

Some first ladies have seen themselves as virtual 
state prisoners. Some like Eleanor Roosevelt, who 
served as her paralyzed husband's "eyes and legs," 
were actively engaged in issues. Others echoed 
Dolley Madison, who said in 1811 she was seen as

Eisenhower who once said, 
and its name is Ike."

Many have expressed their opinions vividly.
"The one thing 1 do not want to be called is 'first 

lady;' It sounds like a saddle horse," Jacqueline 
Kennedy wrote in a 1%1 staff memo.

-"For eight years, I was sleeping with the presi­
dent. If that doesn't give you special access, I don't 
know what does," Nancy Reagan said in 1989.

Most modern first ladies have been linked to caus­
es; roadside beauty and Lady Bird Johnson, literacy 
and Barbara Bush, mental health and Rosalynn 
Carter, illegal drugs and Nancy Reagan,

Last February, Hillary Clinton radically expanded 
the possibilities of being first lady when she 
launched her candidacy for a Senate seat from New 
York.

"1 hope you'll put me to work for you," said the 
first first lady to run for public office.

From Foss' book, here is a sampling of quotations 
by first ladies on their evolving position;

-"Being the first lady is the hardest unpaid job in 
the world," Patricia Nixon, 1972.

-"If I had known this was going to happen to me.

I would have efumged my nose and nickname," Lady 
Bird Johnson, 1963. She later said: "'I'he first lady is 
and always has been, an unpaid public servant, elect­
ed by her husband." ,

-"...the practice of calling the president's wife the 
"first lady' was always a disagreeable one to me. I 
think that if some clever person would start a little 
crusade against if in the newspapers it would be 
ridiculed to death," Edith Wilson, in her 1939 mem-
oir.

-"There is certain bounds set for me which I must 
not depart from -  and as I carmot do as I like, 1 am 
obstinate and stay at home a great deal," Martha 
Washington, 1789.

-"I'm taking the veil. I've had it with being first 
lady all the time, and now I'm going to give more 
attention to my children. I want you to cut off all out­
side activity -  whether it's a glaæ of sherry with a 
poet or a coffee with a king. No more art gallery ded­
ications -  no nothing -  unless absolutely necessary," 
Jacqueline Kennedy, memo to her social secretary, 
January 1%3.

-"No man ever prospered in the world without the 
consent and cooperation of his wife," Abigail Adams, 
1809.

"I don't know what they expect me to do, har^ up 
my wash in the East Room like Abigail Adams," 
Grace Coolidge, on entering the Whute House in 
1923.

-"I see some of my ideas put in practice. I'm ix)t 
sure Lyndon remembers where he got them," Lady 
Bird Johnson, 1963.

-"Always be on time. Do as little talking as human­
ly possible. Remember to lean back in the parade car 
so everybody can see the president. Be sure not to get 
too fat, because you'll have to sit there in the back 
seat," Eleanor Roosevelt, on campaign behavior for 
first ladies.

-"If the president has a bully pulpit, then the first 
lady has a white glove pulpit. It is more refined, per­
haps, more restricted, more ceremonial, but it̂ s a 
bully pulpit all the same. ...,I suspect there are those 
who tnink first ladies should be kept in attics, only to 
say our lines, POur our tea and then be put away 
again," Nancy Reagan, 1987.

-"The position is such an odd one. In our country, 
we expect so much from the woman who is naarrie^ 
to the president -  but we don't really know what we 
expect... I think the answer is to just be who you are 
and do what you can do and get through it ..."

Police in Redlands go from patrol 
cars to the playground to help youth

REDLANDS, Calif. (AP) — 
Four-year-old Angela Valdez 
peeked out from behind her 
mother, eyeing the police officers 
as they rolled into ner neighbor­
hood with six police cars and a 
SWAT bus.

Had they come again to take 
somebody away for something 
bad — drugs or mns?

No, her mother said, they 
came to play with her.

"She didn't believe it," 
Anrala's mother, Sonya Valdez, 
said recently. "To her, the police 
take people away — arrest 
them.'

But week after week, mem­
bers of the Redlands Police 
D epartm ent came, bringing 
lows, games and snacks as part 
of a first o f’its kind policing 
program  aimed at reducing
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crime through prevention.
"I was tired of beii^ the bad 

said police (mief Jim 
"I wanted a way to

guy,
Bueermann. 
serve the public in a more deeply 
meaningful way. It had to be 
about more than enforcing the 
law and arresting people."

The weekly play dates are the 
latest addition to Redlands' 
Risked Focus Policing program, 
which uses statistics — compiled 
from school, hospital and police 
records — to target areas in the 
San Bernardino County city 
where residents, particularly 
children, have the highest expo­
sure to drugs, gang violence, 
poverty, domestic instability and 
other factors long believed to 
p l ^  a role in criminal behavior.

Once the troubled neighbor­
hoods have been identified, 
police offer recreation and edu­
cation programs each week — 
organized cleanups of neighbor­
hoods, mini-carnivals, study 
groups, parenting classes — and 
constant friendly contact with 
residents.

The policing program was con­
ceived in 1993 as an outgrowth 
of Community Oriented 
Policing, a movement that put 
officers on bicycles and in 
schools as part of a nationwide 
crime prevention program.

But Bueermann wanted his 
department to understand even 
better what problems communi- 
ties faced.
. Under his program, police offi­

cers now serve as part social 
worker, part housing officer and 
part law enforcement agent, with 
a dash of playmate thrown in.

The payoff, he says, has been a 
50 percent drop in crime in the 
Valdezes' neighborhood, once 
high in crime, and a 36 percent 
drop in crime overall.

Officers say the program 
makes it easier to solve crimes in 
neighborhoods that were tradi­
tionally uncooperative.

"When there was a problem 
here, we'd roll in and ask ques­
tions and people would just give 
us blank looks. Nobody ever saw 
anything," said Officer Stephen 
Crane. ^Now when something

happens, p>eople give us descrip­
tions."

On a recent day. Crane attend­
ed a mini-carnival in the 
Valdezes' neighborhood and was 
challenged by the children to a 
potato sack race, which he easily 
won.

"He's too big," said 11-year- 
old Qnantrell Knight. "They 
should make him use one foot or 
something."

The officer agreed. But when 
he won the second race on one 
foot, the children applauded him 
and then tackled him.

"When I gjow up I want to be a 
police officer," K n^ht said. 
*'They help people. Tney have 
fun.'

In addition to playing games, 
the police have turnecT their 
SWAT bus into a mobile tutorial 
unit where children can get help 
doii^  homework.

"They help me with my sci­
ence, because I got a bad aade,” 
said 11-year-olcfAntonio Valdez.

The department is a finalist for 
the Ford Foundation's 
Innovations in American 
Government Awards program.

But critics of the program say 
police may be trying to do too 
much. Working as an officer is 
one thing; serving as social 
worker, tutor and welfare case 
officer is another.

Some also question the practi­
cality of trying to make a pro­
- a m  designed for a community 
of 70,000 work in large urban 
areas, such as New Yorlk City or 
Los Angeles.

But Bueermann says thé key to 
success is changing fne tradition­
al view of policing.

"Most Americans don't live in 
large cities. They live in cities 
like Redlands and ... have the 
same kind of problems," he said. 
"We're kidding ourselves by 
thinking that if we put drug dogp 
and police officers on campus 
and patrol neighborhoods we are 
going to solve the problem....

"You can't just arrest some­
body and think the problem is 
finished. All you've done is 
removed the person, not the 
problem."

Brian Germany, manager and 
store team leader of Mervyn's 
California Amarillo store, recently 
attended Mervyn's first 
"Breakthrough Leadership
Conference" at Hayward, Calif.
