Judge Peet pwinted to a length of pipe which had 
previously been replaced with PVC pipe, as he 
described part of the piecemeal prefects which 
Andrus is faced with on a regular basis.

The plumbing problems will be corrected and the 
al\original electrical wiring will be replaced with the 

$3.8 million grant Gray County received from the 
Texas Historical Commission several months ago.

"So many people in the county don't realize how 
bad the situation is at the courthouse," said Peet. 
"They don't realize what we're lixiking at."

Original electrical wiring which dates back 70 
years is also still in use at the building. Some of the 
wiring has bet*n replaced as it has broken, but 
much of the original wiring is still in use.

The county judge said he and the staff are con­
stantly replacing blown fuses due to the wiring 
limitations.

Peet and the four Gray County Commissioners 
have been working towards the restoration preiject 
for over a year. Recently, the commission approved 
having office personnel move out of the court­
house in the spring so contractors can replace the 
plumbing and wiring.

Report: Elcierly sisters victims of 
carbon monoxieJe, hypothermia

WEISHAMPLE, Pa. (AP) — 
From their home at the bottom of 
a ravine in the stark coal-and- 
farm country of central 
Pennsylvania, the Knorr sisters 
could not see their neighbor 
across the stR'et, or the houses on 
the hill behind them.

The three elderly sisters went 
to schcxil for a time, and two once 
worked at a factory. Mostly, 
though, they spent their days 
working the land or sitting inside 
the dilapidated, two-story farm­
house, about 40 miles northeast
of Harrisburg. .........

That's 'where Ida KnWr, 82, arid
sisters Sally, 78, and Mildrexl, 73, 
were found dead Tuesday, 
around a coal-buming stove in 
the kitchen.

Roger Neumeister, a neighbor 
who farmed their land in recent 
years, found their btxiies after 
someone noticed newspapers 
piling up in the mailbox dating 
back to Jan. 3.

The sisters pR»bably had been 
dead for five or six days. The 
temperature in the house when 
police arrived Tuesday night was 
22 degRvs.

"This happened during the 
day — the lights weren't on," 
said Neumeister, 66. "Although 
they're the kind of people who 
would sit in the dark."

Preliminaiy autopsy reports 
suggested the sisters died of 
some combination of carbon 
monoxide poisoning and 
hypothermia, state police Sgt. 
David Shinskie said Wednesday. 
Scx>t had built up in the stove's 
pipe, causing carbon monoxide 
to back up in the kitchen, police 
said.

The sisters' youngest sibling.

71-year-old Margaret Wolfgang 
of Williamstown, said she last 
spoke with them before 
Christmas.

"I guess a cold spell or some­
thing came," she said. "I don't 
even know the whole story."

"They were peculiar, let's face 
it," said Wayne Wolfgang, whose 
brother is married to Margaret.

The three oldest Knorr sisters 
lived like hermits, growing most 
of their own foexi and venturing 
to the store only cKcasionally for 
necessities they could not grow 
or iTYidQ̂ . T h er racE^ectridty And 
a’s|̂ 'ii(?rF Heater in flie'livlH^ rc^rri, 
but apparently did not rely much 
on either.

The sisters, each of whom had 
health problems in recent years, 
were found on the floor — two
lying down, one sitting up. Two

tdeihad their feet tucked under the 
coal stove. Each had on several 
layers of clothing — sweatshirts, 
jackets, sweaters, blankets.

"I think they were holding 
hands," Neumeister said.

Although the sisters did not 
venture' out much, Neumeister 
said they were talkative and even 
feisty at times when he saw 
them. For the last 20 years, he has 
grown grain on their approxi­
mately 17 acres, paying them 
about $850 a year for the privi­
lege. He also plowed the long, 
steep, dirt lane leading to the 
farmhouse if more than an inch 
or two of snow fell.

But Neumeister had not come 
out for the latest snow. He didn't 
think they would take their car 
out, and also figured they could 
get to the mailbox through the 
light snow on the ground.

As young girls, the sisters had

helped their mother grow pro­
duce and make milk and butter 
from the farm. Their father 
worked the early shift in the 
mines, then p ick^  up the farm 
gcxxls and went on his "market 
route" to neighboring towns.

The older sisters dropped out of 
schcxil at an early age, although 
Margaret, the only sibling to 
marry, went to nigh scncxil, 
Neumeister said.

As they entered middle age, Ida 
and Mildred Knorr got their first 
jobs outside the house, working in 
a garmentfacfoiy. ^

Neurtidlsfei' "'"l>dn§VlfS' Ihdy 
received some type of retirement 
income from those jobs. "I actual­
ly don't think they were quite as 

;x)r as they thought they were," 
said.

Neumeister had told Ida Knorr 
that he would no longer be farm­
ing their land after this season
because of declining grain prices.

■ haHe wonders if they had become
discouraged, and given up on life. 

'I pitied them," he said. "1 hope
they didn't die on account of 
this."

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] State releases report on prison escape

AUSTIN (AP) — The seven convicts who
escaped from a Texas prison systematically over-

ind
ig o

lenged in a prison vehicle, according to a report

systematically c
powered prison yard s’ and staff over a 2 1 /2-hour 
period, eventually driving out the rear exit unchal- 
len
released Thursday.

The convicts, who escaped Dec. 13 from the 
Connaily Unit about 60 miles southeast of San 
Antonio, are charged in the Christmas Eve staying 
of an Irving police officer and are still on the lose.

In an hour-long repori, Gary Johnson, director 
for the institutional division of the Texas 
Department of Criminal Justice, outlined the 
events of the escape in which the inmates over­
powered about a dozen employees and guards, 
several inmates and stole weapons and ammuni­
tion.

"In retrosp^, the events fit together like a puz­
zle. We just didn't fit them together fast enough to 
keep the offenders from escaping," Johnson said.

Johnson called Warden Tim Keith "a good war­

den" but acknowledged that he may face discipli­
nary action. "All of those types of personnel 
actions, we will be talking about."

The prison's "snitch system," where innutes 
inform on each other, also railed. "One of the things 
that puzzled us the most about this escape is that 
we did not know anything about it," Johnson said.

The escape was not a quick strike, taking place 
around the lunch hour as the inmates subdued 
their guards and maintenance employees practical­
ly one-by-one, binding them in duct tape and pil­
low cases over their heads and dragging them into 
a storage room.

A few of the inmates disguised themselves are 
maintenance workers to get unchecked access into 
the prison's entrance and exit area.

Once there, Johnson said, they managed to over­
power yet another guard and forced him at gun­
point to open a gate and they drove away in a 
maintenance vehicle.

Police have said they drove to a Wal-Mart in 
nearby Kenedy, ditched the maintenance vehicle 
and escaped in two cars. The report does not detail 
any events outside the prison's grounds.

Missing minister resurfaces 
after creating new Calif, life

Missing for more than 16 years and pre­
sumed dead, an ex-minister told family and 
friends after he was recognized last month that 
he knew nothing about his Central Texas past 
and had picked a new name and birth date 
after he emerged from a coma.

But James Simmons' name, birth date and 
Social Security number are the same as those of 
a Clarendon rancher, the San Antonio Express- 
News reported in a copyright story for 
Thursday s editions.

The ex-minister, formerly known as Wesley 
Barrett "Barre" Cox, has been studying and 
working at a California Baptist seminary for 
the past 10 years.

Rancher James Simmons told the Express- 
News he was audited by the Internal Revenue 
Service in 1987 and 1989 and had gotten calls 
from the FBI. He was told to put a notice in his 
credit file explaining that someone was using 
his Social Security number.

The former San Antonio minister was recog­
nized Dec. 10 by an ex-parishioner as he 
preached in a Texas church.

Beth Cox, the minister's former wife, said he, 
apparently remembered nothing of his life 
before 1984, when he said he was brutally beat­
en and left for dead in the trunk of a car in a 
Memphis, Tenn., junkyard. At the time, he and 
Beth had a 6-month-old daughter and he was a 
family minister at MacArthur Park Church of 
Christ in San Antonio.

Law officers haven't been able to confirm the 
description from Abilene Christian University, 
which publicized Beth Cox's account, of how 
Cox was found beaten and left with amnesia.

Vincent Higgins, a Memphis, Tenn., police 
detective, told the Amarillo Globe-News in 
Thursday's editions that searches for a police 
report on Cox's discovery in a car trunk have 
been unsuccessful.

"1 have not been able to determine if a police 
report has been filed," he said, adding that a

death and left in a trunk to be discovered later 
by children playing in a Memphis junkyard.

"That would nave been a mandatory report," 
said Higgins.

The ex-minister's sister-in-law, Mary Cox, 
told The Associated Press late Wednesday that 
he was reunited with his mother and brother 
on New Year's Day. She said the minister did 
not recognize his 80-year-old mother or his 54- 
year-old brother, George. He spent a few hours 
with the family at their home in Frankston in 
East Texas.

Cameron Crabtree, director of public rela­
tions at Golden Gate Baptist Theological 
Seminary in Mill Valley, Calif., confirmed 
Wednesday that Barre Cox and Simmons were 
the same person, the Abilene Reporter-News

b(

first reported in a copyright story in its online 
edition.

The rancher, who goes by the name Jem, said 
he had never known Cox. Both men were stu­
dents at Texas Tech, but not at the same time, 
the Express-News said.

Mary Cox declined Wednesday to tell the AP 
where the former minister is living. She said he 
wants to get settled with his new congregation 
before talldng to reporters.

The minister was employed as director of 
housing at the seminary, but resigned last week 
when reports of his identity began surfacing, 
Crabtree said.

Cox, 49, disappeared July 12, 1984, when his 
car was found abandoned and ransacked on a 
farm road in Jones County north of Abilene. He 
was traveling between Lubbock and Abilene 
after finishing work on his doctoral disserta­
tion for Texas Tech University.

Three attempts by the AP to reach a Memphis 
police spokeswoman for comment Wednesday 
were unsuccessful, but Memphis police told 
the newspaper that they have been unable to 
confirm the minister's account and are 
researching microfilm from the summer of 
1984 to try to verify it.

Mary Cox said she immediately recognized 
her brother-in-law from "his looks, from his 
voice, his writing, his demeanor."

"It was just a blessing to see him and to hug 
him," she said. "It was just the answer to our 
prayers."

"We're happy for (his mother) because she 
never did give up on the fact that he was 
alive," she said. "It's more like a closure for her 
and she knows that he's doing well and is 
healthy. He has had some rough times but is 
doing well now."

His marriage to Beth Cox was dissolved after 
he was never fodnd. Neither remarried.

The news that Barre Cox had been located 
began circulating after Beth Cox, who now 
lives in Franklin, Tenn., notified Abilene 
Christian she had spoken with her missing 
husband. Both had worked at the university, 
and Beth Cox wanted to notify former col­
leagues that he had been found, an ACU 
spokeswoman said.

"Barre remembers nothing from before he 
was beaten, and we may never know exactly 
what happened all those years ago," Beth Cox 
said in a release through the university. "It  
doesn't really matter now. But I know God has 
been with him and with us. He brought Barre 
back to the ministry, and he watched over him 
when he was all alone in Memphis. No matter 
what happens now, God will help us through 
it."

Contacted at her home in Franklin, Tenn., 
Cox referred questions to a Tennessee attorney.

"I'm  really just trying to grasp the situation 
now," she told the AP.

Ashcroft: ‘Invite God’s presence’ 
into public life; protest planned

WASHINGTON (AP) — 
Attorney General-designate John 
Ashcroft says he tries to "invite 
God's presence" while making 
crucial decisions and compares 
his political victories and defeats 
to resurrections and crucifixions.

The former Missouri governor 
also wrote that he was anointed 
before each of his gubernatorial 
terms and on the evening before 
he was sworn into the U.S. 
Senate a friend brought out 
Crisco cooking oil for anointing 
when no holy oil could be found.

In his 1998 book, "Lessons 
From A Father To His Son," the 
son of a pastor makes clear his 
deep devotion to Christianity 
and details how it has shapjed his 
lengthy public career — from his 
view on race to his staunch 
opposition to abortion and sup­
port for the death penalty.

Since President-elect Bush 
selected the defeated Missouri 
senator to be America's next 
chief law enforcement officer, 
civil rights groups and abortion 
rights supporters have mobilized 
to oppose his nominations based 
on some of his views.

Democracy Group, a newly 
created advocacy group, plans to 
distribute about 3,000 posters 
and signs Monday at San 
Antonio s Martin Luther King Jr. 
march to protest Bush's choice of 
Ashcroft as well as the presiden­
tial election outcome.

Members of the group, a coali­
tion formed in response to voting 
irregularities in Florida, oppose 
Ashcroft's nomination because 
he does not support an investiga­
tion into the Nov. 7 election, said 
Tommy Calvert, the son of east- 
side San Antonio activist T.C. 
Calvert.

Civil rights leader Jesse 
Jackson had said demonstrations 
protesting "the chaos and the 
debacle in Florida" would take 
place Jan. 15, the legal holiday 
celebrating the King's birthday.

"It is against my religion to 
impose religion on people.... But 
I also believe that I need to invite 
God's presence into whatever 
I'm doing including the world of 
politics," wrote Ashcroft, who is 
Pentecostal.

The mixing of politics and faith

D-Conn., an Orthodox Jew, often 
spoke of his faith during his cam­
paign for vice president and 
strictly observed tf\e Jewish 
Sabbath from sundown Friday to 
sundown Saturday.

"There are more today in high 
places who unashamedly express 
their faith in God than I have 
known in my 50 years in the min­
istry," Falwell said. "John 
Ashcroft is one of the most gen­
uine and committed Christians I 
have ever met."

Ashcroft's book is a tribute to 
his late father, J. Robert Ashcroft, 
who was a pastor and college 
president. The former senator 
credits his father with teaching 
him the moral values that shaped 
his life as a state and federal 
officeholder.

"My theory about elections is 
mirrored in what I hold about all 
of life; for every crucifixion a res­
urrection is waiting to follow — 
perhaps not immediately, but the 
possibility is there," Ashcroft 
wrote.

He used the same analogy to 
describe his first defeat for 
Congress in 1972.

"My congressional election 
loss did not end at a crucifixion; 
it became a resurrection, and an 
open door to my lifelong voca­
tion of public service. But other 
crucifixions lay ahead."

Ashcroft, a former Missouri 
attorney general, addresses in 
the book some of the issues he 
would face in the Justice 
Department and at his confirma­
tion hearing next week before 
the Senate Judiciary Committee.

Ashcroft is criticized by black 
leaders for his role in halting the 
nomination of Missouri Supreme 
Court Judge Ronnie White, thé 
first black on the state's high 
court, to a federal judgeship. 
White has agreed to testify.

Of race, Ashcroft wrote that he

learned discrimination was 
wrong when he asked his father, 
"What would you say if I told 
you I wanted to marry a black 
woman?"

His father replied: "John, what 
would be trouble was if you 
married someone who didn't 
share your faith." Ashcroft 
recalled, "This was my father's 
way of telling me that what real­
ly mattered was not skin color 
but the condition of a person's 
heart."

The Cabinet designee has said 
he considered White to be soft 
on criminals, and noted he had 
supported 23 of *he 26 nomina­
tions of black judges during his 
Senate tenure.

The man who would have a 
major say in selecting judicial 
nominees was harshly critical of 
judicial activists.

He wrote that such jurists 
"refuse to accept the inactivity of 
the legislature or the silence of 
the framers of the Constitution 
as evidence that the ignored 
issues should not be addressed 
or were purposely not covered 
by the law or the Constitution."

"What these activist judges fail 
to see is that where the 
Constitution is silent, that 
silence expresses the vrill of the 
people."

As governor, Ashcroft said, his 
religious beliefs did not prevent 
him from allowing executions — 
even when a condemned prison­
er went through a religious con­
version.

"Just because a murderer has 
learned to love the Lord does not 
mean the state should pardon 
him," Ashcroft wrote. "As a 
Christian, 1 am willing to forgive 
him; but as governor, it would 
have been inappropriate for me 
to pardon him unless a mistake 
had been made in the judicial 
prcKeedings."

ARLINGTON, Texas (AP) — 
The death of a teen-age inmate at 
a North Texas boot camp from a 
sudden disease has prompted 
questions about quality of med­
ical care at the privately operated 
correctional facility.

Bryan Dale Alexander died of 
lobar pneumonia Tuesday, 
according to an autopsy by the 
Tarrant County medical examin­
er's office.

His father, Rick Alexander, is 
asking law officers how his ,18- 
year-old son could have died 
from the fast-acting, severe strain 
of pneumonia after asking for 
medical attention from officials 
at the Mansfield boot camp.
The teen was sent to the boot 
camp in November for drunken 
driving and assault convictions.

The teen requested to see a 
nurse on Jan. 4, said Randy Tate, 
the boot camp administrator. The 
nurse said she decided to see him 
the following day.

Written requests for medical 
attention are put "into a ItKked 
box, and she goes around and 
collects them daily," Tate said. He 
declined to name the nurse.

The nurse, he said, then deter­
mines whether immediate atten­
tion is needed or can wait.

"1 think 
it was appropriate for a 
Super Bowl coach. This man 
has been successful at every­
thing he's ever done."

Vermeil, who retired after 
coaching the Rams to last 
year's Super Bowl title over 
Tennessee, said he, too, was 
pleased.

"I thought they made it 
fair.

Peterson and Vermeil 
were coaches together at 
UCLA more than two 
decades ago.

Peterson tried to talk his 
buddy out of retirement 
when he was first put in 
charge of the Chiefs in 1989.

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Prosecutor: Guards allowed inmates to have sex at governor’s residence
By AMY GEIER 
Associated Press Writers

COLUMBIA, S.C. (AP) — In the latest twist in 
the state's ongoing prison sex scandal, two 
guards have been charged with allowing 
inmates to have sex at the governor's residence.

The South Carolina Corrections Department 
has been under fire since August when news 
accounts emerged of employees having sex with 
inmates.

Wednesday's charges involve ^ a rd s  Freddie 
Priester and Demont Gilbert and tour minimum- 
security inmates who worked at the governor's 
mansion complex and temporary residence, han-

dling maintenance, housecleaning and cooking.
Gov. Jim Hodges' office said personnel 

changes at the Corrections Department may be 
made.

"W e're shocked, disgusted, furious," said 
Hodges' spokesman Morton Brilliant.

The charges also prompted an outcry from a 
top lawmaker.

"It's  long past time that the ultimate in disci-

Bline be levied against those employees in the 
•epartment of Corrections," said Sen. Greg 

Ryberg, chairman of the Senate Corrections an̂
'An example has to be set. 

We need to get this ship back on a level course." 
Neither guard is charged with having sex with

the inmates, and prisoners told investigators 
they did not use the Hodges' bedroom or have 
encounters while the rovemoi; the first lady or 
their two sons, ages 5 and 7, were home, said 
Richland County chief prosecutor Barney Giese.

Priester allegedly left his post at the temporary 
residence while Nancy Mulwee and Antoine 
Frazier had sex, according to an arrest affidavit.

Priester and Gilbert are also accused of failing 
to report sexual encounters between those pris­
oners and inmates Michelle Mathias and Todd 
Johnson. The encounters began in April and 
ended in December, the affidavit said.

Mathias became premant, and Priester tried to 
arrange an abortion to r her, the affidavit says.

Gilbert allegedly advised hpr to drink bleach to 
induce an aTOrtion.

Corrections Department spokesman John 
Barkley said he aid not know the status of 
Mathias' pregnancy. He said he was unsure what 
discipline the inmates might face.

Barkley said women prisoners will no longer 
be assigned to the governor's home or buildings 
on the mansion grounds.

He said Johnson, Mulwee and Frazier were 
serving time for possession of crack cocaine, 
while Mathias was serving five years for arson.

Priester, 49, and Gilbert, 22, spent Wednesday 
night in jail. Both were suspended without pay 
on Dec. 13.

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Helms proposes aid be channeled through private groups

WASHINGTON (AP) — Sen. Jesse Helms wants 
to replace the "cold, heartless" U.S. foreign aid 
agency with taxpayer-supported religious and 
other nongovernmental organizations that do 
humanitarian work overseas.

Helms, chairman of the Senate Foreign Relations 
Committee, said Thursday that if his proposal is 
implemented, he will support for the first time an 
increase in foreign aid allocations. Helms always 
has been skeptical of the efficiency of the U.S. 
Agency for International Development's foreign 
assistance programs.

"1 intend to work with the Bush administration 
to replace AID with a new International 
Development Foundation, whose mandate will be 
to deliver block grants to support the work of pri­
vate relief agencies and faith-based institutions," 
Helms said. *

As groups worthy of support, he mentioned 
Catholic Relief Services, World Vision and 
Samaritan's Purse, based in Helms' home state of 
North Carolina.

Helms, a Republican like President-elect Bush, 
spoke of his ideas in a speech prepared for delivery

at the American Enterprise Institute, a conservative 
research group.

He said he wants to build on a campaign pledge 
by Bush to look first to religious institutions, chari­
ties and community groups when his administra­
tion sees a responsibility to help people.

Bush plans to establish an "office of faith-based 
programs" in the White House to tap resources of 
the nation's religious organizations to deal with 
domestic social problems such as poverty, alcohol 
and drug abuse and affordable housing.

"1 submit to you, my friends, that the wisdom of 
this 'compassionate conservative' vision must not 
stop at the water's edge," Helms said.

Religious leaders and analysts meeting 
Wedne^ay in Washington discussed the idea and 
questions it is raising, such as the threat to church­
es' independence and the separation of church and 
state.

A poll released at the meeting by the Pew Forum 
on Religion and Public Life underlined a delicate 
balance between government financing of religious 
groups and fears of government money being used 
by them.

Just under half, 44 percent, said giving govern­
ment money to religious groups is a goc^ idea, 
even when their programs promote religious mes-

Government weighing steps to speed 
switch to new digital technology

?ut it hasn't yet delivered brisk

WASHINGTON (AP) — Digital television 
promises clearer pictures, more channels and new 
data services — bi 
sales.

The industries involved are all pointing fingers 
at one another. Now, the government is looking at 
stepping in to speed up the process.

Broadcasters say digital lV  sets are too expen­
sive and argue their digital programming must be 
offered immediately on cable systems to reach a 
wide audience. TV makers assert that broadcasters 
have not produced enough compelling content to 
make people want to buy digital TVs. And cable 
companies say carrying digital broadcast channels 
right now — while they must still offer the same 
programming in analog format — could force 
them to drop popular cable programs from their 
lineup.

The Federal Communications Commission, 
which has set a soft deadline of 2006 for the switch 
from analog to digital TV, is expected to address 
some of these issues Thursday.

Broadcasters want the commission to require 
that all new TVs be capable of receiving digital sig­
nals, saying this would give them a large enough 
audience to spur the development of new digital 
programming. Currently, digital TV sets are sold 
separately and cost several thousand dollars.

Broadcasters are supposed to return their analog 
channels by 2006 or when digital television reach­
es 85 percent of the market — whichever is later. In 
the interim, stations vrill have two channels— one 
in digital and the other in analog format — so peo­
ple can still watch broadcast shows on their exist­
ing analog TVs.

"Reaching the 85 percent digital penetration level 
that Congress required before analog television 
broadcasting comes to an end will require that new 
receivers be capable of handling digital signals," 
Edward O. Fritts, the broadccist industry's chief 
lobbyist, wrote commission members this month.

FCC Chairman William Kennard last year rec­
ommended that Congress order the agency to

adopt a 2003 deadline by which all nei^ TV sets 
can receive digital simals. TV makers argue that 
any requirement would limit choice by driving up 
prices.

"It's an unnecessary tax on consumers," said 
Michael Petricone, vice president of technology 
policy for the Consumer Electronics Association. 
He said consumers already have a number of ways 
to upgrade to digital television, including integrat­
ed TV sets and special set-top boxes.

The FCC also plans to address Mother thorny 
question raised by broadcasters, who want botn 
their analog and digital signals carried by cable
companies during the transition.

Currently, cable ojjerators are legally obligated 
to carry analog broadcast TV channels in their 
cable lineups. That ensures that cable customers 
can still see over-the-ciir programnung— like NBC 
or Fox —  they would normally receive for free.

Broadcasters say that during the move to digital, 
when they are sending out signals in analog and 
digital format, cable companies should pass 
through both of these to consumers. About two- 
thirds of Americans get their television signals via 
cable.

Cable companies say they don't object to carry­
ing digital signals, once broadcasters complete 
their conversion. But they argue that carrying lx>th 
analog and digital channels on their systems 
would use up too much of their capacity and force 
them to knock some popular shows on their sys­
tems.

"We oppose having to carry duplicate versions 
of every broadcast station because it would come 
at the expense of cable programnung network 
with a strong following," said Dave Beckwith of 
the National Cable Television Association.

Industry sources expect that the FCC won't force 
cable operators to carry both broadcast signals. But 
the agency may grant a petition by a station in 
Stuart, Fla. — wjuch broadcasts only in digital — 
to be carried in analog format on area cable sys­
tems.

AID officials were unavailable Wednesday night 

for comment on Helms' suggestions. The agency 
has cooperated for years with private voluntary 
organizations, including those amliated with reli­
gious groups, presently involving some 300 such 
groups.
