SHANGHAI Aug. 22 (Sunday)

(AP)—Shanghai’s battle ebbed
ard flcwed today beneath the
sullen smoke of miles of black-
ened ruins while high above the
Yangtze toward Nanking a Chi-
nese fleet of airplanes fought and
won the biggest aerial battle of
the tragic war.

So complete was disorganization
of this great Iinternational com-
munity, caught in the vortex of the
undeclared Chinese-Japanese war,
that its governing council decided
(it cculd no longer be responsible
| for its own ward road jail, the
biggest in the world.

Tt prepared to turn the 7,000 in-
mates loose outside the boundaries
of the international settlement.
Murderers and narcotics traf-
fickers were included.

Japanese naval guns and Chinese
hatteries in Pootung early today
resumed the terrific artillery duel
across the Whangpoo river, Shang-
hai's cutlet to the sea.

1t was in such duelling that one
American seaman was killed and
17 wounded aboard the American
flagship Augusta Friday night.

Until the battleship guns began
roaring Shanghai had enjoyed the
quietest evening of its ten days
of war
| Great fires which raged un-

the contending armies, virtually
erasing the front in those areas.
Soldiers and marines, regardless of
the uniforms they wore, had to
flee before the flames.

Washington Letter

WASHINGTON—Many a New Dealer has
boasted that a major accomplishment of the
Roosevelt regime has been the moving “of the
real capital of the United States” from New
York back to Washington

Roosevelt partisans declared that be-
fore “the New Deal returned the plain peo-
plé to authority,” New York's financial barons
exercised a more or less control of
national governmental policies which they de-
scribed as amounting to a “dictatorship for a

With the Roosevelt “revolution the less
opulent South and West were said to have
leaped into the political saddle—riding a

strangely-hybrid Democratic donkey with un-

wonted disdain of the once proud and politi-
cally powerful financial East
In the 1936 race for the Presidency, with

its sharply divergent polls and prognostications
of voter preference, the political sharps as
usual—excepting Mr. Farley, of course
penciled New York state with its large
toral vote as a possible determinant of
who would be the winner

But when the Roosevelt juggernaut
to a new record in opposition-crushing, even
the Empire State's prestige as a political fac-
tor was eclipsed by a sweep that fastened the
Democratic label on every state except Maine
and Vermont

But now New York has moved back into
the very center of the political picture, with
the prognosticators predicting that the future

of the New Deal may depend in large measure
upon the outcome of the mayoralty fight in
New York City.

How’'s Your

Health?

There are certain species of human
beings which are naturally dwarfs
Thus, the average. height of the Cen-
tral African pigmies is 4 feet 6
inches for the male and 4 feet for
the female. The average. height of
the Norwegian Lapps is 5 feet. It is
cdoubtful that experiments have been
made on these naturally dwarfed
people to determine whether or not
pituitary extract. weuld increase
their height.

Usually dwarfism, due to lack of
pituitary gland, runs in families.
Associated with dwarfism there may
be a lessened sexual activity and an
underdevelopment ol sex character-
istics such as the beard in a man and
the breasts in a woman.

Certain dwarfs develop dispropor-
tionately. The trunk is relatively long
but the legs much shorter than they
ought to be. These are called achon-
droplasic dwarfs. In these dwarfs
there are also changes in the tissues,
Apparently in these dwarfs the pit-
uvitary gland is not definitely involv-
ed, nor indeed have any of the other
giands been found to be primarily
responsible.

Incidentally both the pituitary
dwarfs and those known as the
achondroplasic types may be quite
normal in their mentality; in fact,
they may be witty beyond the ordin-
ary or, at least, may seem so. d

Modern Menus

By MRS. GAYNOR MADDOX

If you are wondering why your
corn on the cob hasn’t been up to
snuff, try these methods of prepar-
ing it. Experts insict that there are

i just two ways to boil corn.

First Method

Plunge corn into boiling water.
The water will stop boiling. Bring
it back to boil then reduce heat so
that water merely simmers. Leave
corn in simmering water for from 10
to 15 minutes, Local corn will require
only 10 minutes; corn shipped needs
15 minutes

Second Method

Boil corn in husks. . Remove all
silk from husks and outer leaves.
Still wrapped in its own green leaves,
plunge corn into boiling water. Cook
as above, only give local corn 15
minutes and distant corn 20 minutes.
Add a little sugar to water if extra
sweetness is wanted

Sweet corn combines-amiably with
green peppers. Try this for proof.
Serve it with broiled steak

Green Peppers and Fresh Corn

(4 to 6 servings)

One tablespoon butter, 1 green pen-
per sliced thin, 2 cups fresh corn,
cooked and sliced from cob, 1-2 cup
heavy cream, salt and pepper, and
dash of paprika.

Melt butter in frying pan. Add
green pepper. Saute in butter 3 min-
utes. Add orn, saute 1 minute, then
turn in cream. Season. Simmer gent-
ly for 5 minutes and serve piping
hot. Corn fritters are necessary in
houses of hungry men.
