The new superintendent said the sch(X)l system 

would start the new school year next September with 
about $450,000 in the bank.

"Our monthly expenditures are generally between 
$240,000 and $260,(X)0," Ferrell said.

The state recommends having three times that 
amount available. That means the district should 
have between $720,(XK) to $780,(XX) on hand instead 
of $450,000.

"We're going to have to figure out a way to save a 
minimum of $240,0(X)," Ferrell said.

He explained that the White Deer schcxil system is 
not alone in such a
crunch. Ferrell said that a check of half a dozen school 
districts within 90 miles of White Deer were experi­
encing similar difficulties.

Ferrell said a decline in property values and in 
enrollment has hit a 
number of school districts.

"I know about four or five years ago at the high 
sch(X)l we had 179 kids," Ferrell said. "I believe we re 
down to 136 today"

Ferrell said he came to the school district nine and 
a half years ago.

"At one time, I believe we had 527 students in the 
district," he said. "We are down to 418 as of right 
now."

The property values in the district have dropped 
from $445,899,752 inl986 to $195,440,540 as of last 
July.

"We've had a drastic drop in value of property," he 
said.

Ferrell said in the past the White Deer Independent 
School District was considered a wealthy district by 
the state. Last year, the district smt some $60AXX)4»

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Sub captain reportedly was aware other ship nearby before collision
WASHINGTON (AP) — The captain of a U.S. submarine that ctJ- 

tided with and sank a Japanese fishing trawler two weeks ago told 
NalJy investigators he was aware of sonar soundings indicating that 
a ship was in the vicinity before the accident, a newspaper reported.

But the sub's skipper, Cmdr. Scott Waddle, maintained that when 
he looked for a ship throu^ his periscope before ordering a rapid 
ascent to the surface, he didn't see anything and was not warned of 
any danger by a sailor whose job it was to plot positions of nearby 
ships. The Washington Post said in Friday's editions.

The Washington Tunes, meanwhile, said a confidential Navy 
report outlines a series of errors  ̂made by the crew of the USS 
Greeneville, stating that the periscope sweep was too brief and not 
high enough to detect the Japanese vessel. The report also blamed the 
presence of civilians inside the sub's control room for disrupting 
communications between Waddle and a technician tracking the fish­
ing vessel in busy waters near Pearl Harbor, Hawaii.

A less crowded area around the periscope "could have dramatical­
ly improved this situation," the Times quoted the report as saying. 
The newspaper said excerpts of the report were read to it Thursday 
by a Navy source.

The Greeneville, a nuclear-powered attack submarine, had 16 civil­
ians aboard when it collided with the fishing vessel Ehime Maru on 
Feb. 9. The Japanese boat, on a cruise to teach commercial fishing to

B ush tries  to  nu rtu re  ‘s p e c ia l 
re la tio n s h ip ’ in B lair s u m m it
WASHINGTON (AP) — President Bush and British Prime 

Minister Tony Blair are going into their first meeting facing plenty 
of issues that could test the "special relationship" between Iheir 
countries.

Bush and Blair were holding their first face-to-face session 
Friday in bucolic mountains at the Camp David presidential 
retreat in Maryland. The hope was that the face time would help 
them establish a solid friendship "before they have to address 
issues as they come up," said Bush's national security adviser 
Condoleezza Rice.

The issues already have come up. The two leaders are getting
together after their recent joint action to contain Iraq's military and 
amid questions on how they should view Russia's sketchy plan for
a missile defense system and whether a possible European defense 
force will ruffle feathers in NATO.

Beyond that are the political contrasts between Bush, a conserv­
ative Republicaiv and Blair, head of Britain's Labor Party who pat 
temed himself att(er Bush's predecessor. Bill Clinton

The White House insisted that having such a tall order in a first 
meeting will not rock the "special relationship" cultivated by 
President Reagan and his fellow conservative, Margaret Thatcher; 
nurtured during the Persian Gulf crisis by Bush's father and 
Thatcher and, in midcrisis, John Major; then built up even more by 
Clinton and Blair.

"Those words really do mean something," Rice said. "Our rela­
tions with the British are broad, they are deep, they are of common 
culture and common history, not to mention common language."

The two leaders planned to talk about the idea of forming a 
defense force for Europe and worries in the United States that such 
a force would undermine the North Atlantic Treaty Organization 
alliance that has endured since early in the Cold War.

Rice said the United States and Britain are "on common’footing" 
about the force. "It really, now, will come down to implementa­
tion," she said.

"We believe this is a good thing, as long as it is consistent with 
the enhancement of NATO," Rice said. "We believe that we share 
that goal with the British."

Like Canadian Prime Minister Jean Chretien, Blair has not taken 
a firm position on the national missile defense system that Bush 
has made a priority for his administration. The British want Bush 
to consult more with Russia before deciding.

Blair told Forbes magazine in a recent interview that missile 
defense "is definitely in the box marked 'handle with care' on all 
sides." But he held open the prospect of finding a solution that 
"meets America's objectives and other people's concerns," sug­
gesting Britain might serve as a bridge between the United States 
and other nations on the question.

Rice said Bush envisions that Blair can provide vital assistance in 
shaping European Union policies on defense or trade or other 
issues. But, she said, Bush does not expect Blair to serve as "some 
sort of intermediary" between the United States and Europe.

"I don't think the British would want to be put in that position," 
Rice said.

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Elder Bush, Schwarzkopf 
to mark anniversary of 
Gulf War

COLLEGE STATION, Texas 
(AP) — On the 10th anniversary 
of the start of the ground offen­
sive in the Gulf War, former 
President Bush, retired Gen. 
Norman Schwarzkopf and other 
top principals from the war 
planned to recount their experi­
ences. Former British Prime 
Minister John Major, former 
Deputy National Security 
Adviser Robert Gates and former 
press secretary Marlin Fitzwater 
were joining Bush and 
Schwarzkopf at Texas A&M 
University to share their recollec­
tions of the ground assault that 
began Feb. 23, 1991. After initial 
air strikes early in 1991, Bush 
approved a plan that would start 
the assault by forces of a 28-mem­
ber coalition he put together to 
eject Iraqi troops who had invad­
ed Kuwait. The American death 
toll for the six-week war was 79, 
including 28 in the ground bat­
tles. Iraq put its losses at nearly 
100,000, plus as many as 45,000 
civilians.

Activists continuing to back siave 
reparations, support federai study

NASHVILLE, Tenn. (AP) — From the campus of 
one of the nation's oldest historically black univer­
sities, politicians and activists are preparing anoth­
er call for a government study on what the country 
should do to make amends for slavery.

Fisk University's Race Relations Institute is 
holding a conference that is part of an ongoing 
effort to get Congress to study the impact slavery 
has had on generations of blacks.

"Some believe the institution of slavery is long 
gone, and we shouldn't be considering reparation 
for it," said Melvin Black, a Nashville city council­
man and panelist at the conference, wtdch starts 
Friday. "It’s an uncomfortable issue when it's cen­
tered around African-Americans —  even more so 
than when the same issue is raised by other races 
like American-lndians and the Japanese."

The government issued formal letters of apolo­
gy and $20,000 in reparations to Japanese- 
Americans interred during World War II, but 
Congress has repeatedly balked at proposals for 
reparations to blacks whose ancestors were kept in 
slavery.

Rep. John Conyers, D-Mich. has called for a 
commission to examine slaveiVs legacy and possi­
ble compensation during each of the last 12 con­
gressional sessions.

Nashville is among about a dozen cities, includ­
ing Chicago, Detroit, Cleveland, Dallas, 
Washington and Baltimore, that have urged 
Congress to pass Conyers' bill this year.

"We're certainly not putting forth any dollar

amount," said Black. "We're asking for a study. 
And if the results of that proposed study indicate 
the necessity of some form of reparation — those 
reparations could possibly come not in dollar 
amounts, but through some other program."

The Fisk conference follows the first National 
Reparations Convention that was held two weeks 
ago in Chicago.

Some activists there called for reparations in the 
form of free financial aid, education and medical 
care with no taxes for the next half century. One 
suggested million-dollar payments for blacks who 
want to leave the country. A high-powered group 
of attorneys also discussed plans for a class-action 
lawsuit in pursuit of reparations.

Enslavement of Africans in America began in 
the early 1600s and continued until the 13th 
Amendment was ratified in 1865. Newly freed 
slaved were promised 40-acre parcels and the loan 
of a federal mule in 1865, but President Andrew 
Johnson went back on the pledge.

Theeda Murphy, a spokeswoman for the Fisk 
University Race Relations Institute, said monetary 
compensation wouldn't be the only positive thing 
to come of a reparations study.

"Even if there is never a cent paid, if the discus­
sion is undertaken seriously and thoroughly it will 
play a large part in the healing this nation needs," 
Murphy said. "Don't get me wronfc I would like to 
be paia as much as any other Amcan-American, 
but the healing is much more important than any 
money."

The distribution of 
the items made the burden bear­

able by all. Those who could 
carry more did, but all carried a 
share of the load. Together we 
were able to carry everything we 
nq^ed.

That's what the Church is 
about. All of us have burdens to 
carry in life. God has provided 
us with a wondrous group of 
people (the church) to help carry 
one another's burden. If I insist

on being a loner and carrying 
life's burdens by myself, I will 
miss the joy of the journey. 
However, if I will allow my 
brothers and sisters to share that 
burden 1 find it can be carried 
and life can be made more rich.

Women become consecrated virgins in rare Catholic rite

^NEW YORK (AP) — At the 
bridal shop, the saleswomen 
were puzzled.

Angela Scannapieco didn't 
want to register. Junette Romero 
didn't want a consultant. Both 
women were buying dresses, but 
not for a regular wedding.

Instead, they needed gowns for 
an ancient Roman Catholic rite so 
rare that fewer than 100 
American women have gone 
through it: The Solenm Rite of 
Consecration of Virgins for 
Women Living in the World.

The rite formally affirms the 
chastity of women who are 
devoted to the church, but who 
do not want to become nuns.

"The woman in the shop says, 
'OK, she doesn't want spangles, 
she doesn't want sparldes, she 
doesn't want a train. She's not 
getting married, she's being con­
secrated,"' Scannapieco recalled 
with a laugh. "The people in the 
store may not have understood 
what was going on, but I decided 
I was going to use every oppor­
tunity to tell everyoody."

Romero walked around the 
bridal shop for four hours pray­
ing.

"1 said, 'Lord, the way these 
young girls are fussing about 
$1,500 dresses. I'm going to walk

around here and pray that God 
be the center of their weddings 
— not the party, not the dress, 
but the actual church part of it,"' 
she said. "I was calling the holy 
spirit to enlighten these young 
girls' minds. 1 said, 'Lord, my 
marriage to you is going to last, 
but who knows what's going to 
happen with their marriages.'" -

The two women wore their 
dresses for the ceremony, which 
was performed Jan. 28 by Bishop 
Thomas Daily of the Brooklyn 
Diocese. And both now wear 
gold bands on their ring fingers 
to symbolize their marriage to 
Christ.

"Their calling is not to live in a 
convent or live a cloistered type 
of life, or wear a habit or be 
known as sister," Daily said. 
"Their calling is to remain in the 
world as lay people, but at the 
same time make this dedication."

The rite can be traced back to 
the year 500, but it was revived 
by Pope Paul VI in 1970.

The U.S. Association of 
Consecrated Virgins, based in 
Oregon, has 45 official members 
and estimates another 1,000 live 
around the world. Consecrated 
virgins have no formal obliga­
tions other than daily prayer, but 
most also have lay ministries.

Scannapieco works for an orga­
nization that sponsors Catholic 
youth retreats; Romero offers a

home. Both women teach 
Sunday school and are deeply 
involved in their parish church­
es.

As children, both flirted with 
the idea of joining a convent.

Growing up in Brooklyn, 
Scannapieco, 43, was taught by 
nuns, so the convent life was 
"attractive to me." But when she 
was in her 20s — the age most 
women enter convents — "1 was 
away from the church a little bit. 
1 did the bar scene. I went 
through that stage — 'I'm free 
now. I'm 21!'"

Still, there were limits to her 
partying. "I grew up with the 
idea that you didn't have sex 
until you got married," she said. 
"I wasn't planning on being a 
consecrated virgin when I was 
20, 21. I thought, 'OK, it'll hap­
pen eventually when Mr. Right 
comes along.'"

Then a friend asked her to 
teach Sunday school, and she 
loved it. She now works for 
Youth 2000 New York, organiz­
ing retreats for young Catholics. 
The wall over her desk is covered 
with photos of what she calls her 
"spiritual children" — girls who 
call her "Ma," send her their col­
lege graduation photos, and 
drop by to join her for Mass. Her 
relationship with them, she says, 
was a "big motivating factor" in 
consecrating her virginity.

"Things Uke this tell them that 
it's OK not to sleep around, it's 
OK that sex is not a recreation," 
Scannapieco said. "They're dis­
covering now there are other 
people out there trying to be 
chaste. ... Not that I want every­
one to be consecrated virgins! We 
have to have babies, too. We 
need good Catholic families."

Romero wanted to be a nun 
growing up in Trinidad, but her 
mother forbade it.

"1 have a maid!" she told 
Junette. "Why would I let you go 
to a convent and scrub floors?"'

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Romero, who moved to New 
York in 1979, found other outlets 
for her devotion. A wrong num­
ber dialed by a woman in tears 
led her to turn her home phone 
into a prayer line. She counsels 
unwed mothers to reject abor­
tion, and prays with the termi­
nally ill.

"People walk up to me and talk 
to me and I find myself spread­
ing the word pf God," she said. "I 
always say, 'Carry yourself prop­
erly because sometimes you 
might be the only Bible a person 
reads'"

Romero, who would not reveal 
her age, works at an investment 
bank in Manhattan near St. 
Patrick's Cathedral, where she 
prays daily. But much of her spir­
itual life revolves around her 
parish church, St. Jerome's, 
where she teaches first commu­
nion classes and serves as lector, 
reading Biblical passages during 
services.

On a recent Sunday, St. 
Jerome's pastor. Monsignor Guy 
Sansaricq, congratulated Romero 
and held her up as an example.

"There are many young ladies 
and men who marry and give 
themselves to each other," he 
told the congregation. "But one 
can also offer his or her life and 
body and soul to Jesus."

The St. Jerome children's choir 
followed with a hymn containing 
the line: "Who will bear my light 
to them, whom shall 1 send?"

Hearing it, Romero noted that 
the same hymn was sung during 
the consecration ceremony. 
Smiling, she recalled, "I would 
scream out, 'Send ME!"'

Harmony Music Outreach 
seeks community support

Pampan Paul Searl hopes to turn a vision he's held for 10 years 
into a reality.

For years he's dreamed of sponsoring a series of non-derKxnina- 
tional Christian music concerts for Pampa and area citizens.

"This is something I've had on my heart for 10 years," Searl 
explained.

Searl, a longtime member of the Harvesters Four a cappella 
gospel quartet, said he wants to bring top name Christian musi­
cians to Pampa once a quarter in a free or low-cost concert for the 
public.

"I don't intend for it to be associated with any one church," he 
said. "I'd like to think of it as a morale booster for the whole com­

Searl and a group of Pampans who share his dream have begun 
planning the project with informal meetings at 1 he Coffee Shop in 
downtown Pampa. They've chosen a name for the project -  
Harmony Music Outreach based on Psalms 133.

"I call it HMO for the soul," he said with a smile.
They've also established a board of directors and selected offi­

cers, Searl said. Searl has been elected as the first president, with 
Alan Snapp as the vice president and Phyllis Jeffers as secretary- 
treasurer.

"We've filed for a tax number and we are going to try to get a 
501(c)3," Searl added.

"The kids have been »vorking 

out very hard for this tourna­
ment," said Youth.

"Trainer Abel Rios and coach 
Chaney have been working 
extra hard to prepare the boxers 
for the tougn competition in 
Lubbock. This was the day they 
had all been waiting for. They 
knew they had a tough day 
ahead of them."

Sean Connolly's game-win­
ning 3-pointer for Ohio State 
made a lot of people at 
Michigan State happy.

Connolly's 3-pointer with 30 
seconds left gave Ohio State a 
63-61 upset of No. 3 Illinois on 
Thursday night and tightened 
the race for the Big Ten title.

The mini (21-6, 11-3), who 
had a five-game winning 
stre.ak snapped, lead Michigan 
State by a half-game in the 
conference. Illinois can clinch 
a share of the title by beating 
Iowa and Minnesota in its 
final two games.

"This will just make us more 
hungry," Illinois' Sergio 
McClain said. "We still control 
our own destiny."

In other games involving 
ranked teams, it was No. 1 
Stanford 75, Washington State 
64; No. 2 North Carolina 95, 
Florida State 67; No. 15 UCLA 
88, Oregon 73; and No. 25 
Providence 119, Binghamton 
58.
* With Illinois on top 61-60, 
the Buckeyes' Brent Darby 
was guarded by Sergio 
McClain in the backcourt and 
couldn't find an open man. 
But he was able to toss a pass 
to Connolly, who broke open 
along the baseline. He turned 
and nit the 3-pointer to put 
Ohio State ahead 63-61.

"1 came off a couple of 
screens and just came open," 
said Connolly, a transfer from 
Providence in his first year 
with the Buckeyes. "It felt like 
it was going in when it left my 
hand."

Brian Cook missed a 3-point 
attem pt with 9 seconds 
remaining for Illinois. The 
Buckeyes' Tim Martin 
rebounded and was fcniled, 
but missed both free throws.

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Saying goodbye to The Intimidator
CHARLOTTE, N.C. (AP) — 

They came to celebrate the life of 
CBle Earnhardt the race driver, 
and instead heard about the man.

Dale Beaver, a chaplain with the 
Motor Racing Outreach ministry, 
eulogized Earnhardt during 
Thursday's memorial service.

Drivers, crew members dressed 
in black, friends and sponsors 
gathered with Earnhardt's family 
to say goodbye to The Intimidator, 
but ^ aver talked about a different 
side of the stock car racing icon.

Beaver described his anxiety 
when he first met him, interrupt­
ing Earnhardt's lunch to get per­
mission for the driver's youngest 
daughter, Taylor, to go on a camp­
ing trip.

"I thought, 'He's eating bear and 
Tm going to be dessert,'" Beaver 
said. But, he recalled, "1 didn't 
come into the presence of a racing 
icon or an intimidating figure. I 
came into the presence of a dad, a 
father who was corxremed about 
his daughter."

It drew the only laughter and 
smiles of a service marked by long 
faces, but few tears a day after 
Earnhardt was buried in his home­
town of Kannapolis, about 25 
miles from Charlotte.

Maybe this is the way Earnhardt 
would have wanted it.

A simple, solemn, brief memori­
al. And when it was over, every­
body got ready for the next race at 
Rockingham.

"If Dale was shll here, he'd be 
going to Rockinghan» to race as 
hard as he knew how," driver and 
friend Rusty Wallace said. "That's 
what racers do."

The nationally televised service 
at cavernous Calvary Church last­
ed 22 minutes and extolled the rac­
ing great, who was killed at 49

SuTKlay in a wreck on the final turn 
of the Daytona 500.

Tthere was almost nothing corv; 
necting the service to a seveivtime 
Winston Cup champion. No pic­
tures, memorabilia or references to 
his storied career save for a red, 
white and black floral arrange­
ment in the shape of "3" near the 
pulpit.

Perhaps the greatest connection 
was the sight of his son. Dale Jr., 
walking into church with Michael 
Waltrip, who won Daytona while 
driving one of Earnhardt's cars. 
Little E, as his youngest son is 
known, has been mostly silent 
since his father's death, but had a 
scheduled press conference Friday 
at the Rockingham track.

The only speakers to address the 
2,500 invited guests were two min­
isters. Longtime friend Randy 
Owen, from the country band 
Alabama, sang and played his 
acoustic guitar.

At the end of the service, 
Earnhardt's widow, Teresa, 
walked to the front of the church, 
turned toward the crowd and 
blew two kisses.

'Thank you, thank you," she 
whispered before she arid 12-year- 
old Taylor were escorted out.

Wallace said he attended the ser­
vice to properly say goodbye to his 
friend and rival. Like the rest of the 
NASCAR community, Wallace left 
for Rockingham after the service to 
prepare for Sunday's race.

"None of us were ready to let 
Dale go, and we will miss him ter­
ribly," Wallace said. "God only cre­
ated one Dale Earnhardt and no 
one will ever replace him, neither 
in our sport or in our hearts."

Teresa Earnhardt expressed her 
gratitude to fans in an open letter 
published Friday by USA Today.

"It would be easy at this time to

lo'
;et lost in the sadness of losing a 
iving husband, fiither and g ia ^ -  

father," she wrote. "However, I 
and our family, as well as everyone 
at Dale Earnhardt Itk., have cho­
sen to take this time to reflect not 
on the sadness we feel today, but 
on the joy Dale Earnhardt the man 
brought to us and Dale Earnhardt 
the driver brought to so many fans 
for so many years.

"It is a joy that will carry us 
through the sadness and grief of 
this day and many days to come. 
For liis fans, there simply was no 
one more sensational aird with 
that I agree."

She called herself "blessed" to 
have krxjwn both the public arKl 
private Earnhardt.

'T h e public Dale Earnhardt 
wanted to be the best," she said. 
'T h e  competitive drive that 
burned inside of him gave him the 
¡>assion to win. If he was racing, 
he wanted to win the most races 
and championships. If he was 
fishing, he wanted to catch the 
most fish.

"The private Dale Earnhardt, 
the husband and father and son 
and brother, wanted to be the best 
as well. He struggled vrith that at 
times. Emotions didn't come as 
easy to this man who stirred so 
much emotion in other people. 
But as his children grew and 
began making decisions of their 
own, he saw fliat most of the time, 
they made the decision by asking 
themselves, 'What would Dad 
do?"'

She thinks she knows what 
The Intimidator would want to 
be remembered for.

"Remember the things about 
him that made you happy that 
you were his fan," s«® said.

Wizards trade Howard to Mavericks in eight-piayer deai
WASHINGTON (AP) — 

Michael Jordan still has some 
last-second moves left.

With the clcKk ticking toward 
the NBA trade deadline, Jordan 
pulled off an improbable deal to 
get his Washington Wizards on 
the road to salary cap solvency. 
Juwan Howard, thought to be 
untradeable because of his huge 
contract, was sent to the Dallas 
Mavericks on Thursday in an 
eight-player swap.

"We've still got a long ways to 
go. I'm pretty sure you guys are 
going to stay on (me) until we 
start winning," said Jordan, who 
has endured a tumultuous first 
yeai as the Wizards president of 
basketball operations. "We've 
just made a step in the right 
direction."

Howard, Calvin Booth and 
Obinna Ekezie were exchanged 
for Christian (.aettner, Courtney 
Alexander, Loy Vaught, Hubert 
Davis, Etan Thomas and $3 mil­
lion Ehe Mavericks get a for­
ward who's been playing like an 
All-Star recently to help their 
drive to the plavoffs, while the

Wizards get younger and cheap­
er with room to pursue big name 
free agents possibly this summer 
— and definitely next summer.

"It puts us in a good situation 
year after next from a cap stand­
point, which is what we were 
looking for — to pursue free 
agency a year and half from 
now," Jordan said.

. Dallas' Mark Cuban said the 
cap wasn't a concern for him, 
which made him the perfect 
owner to assume the two full 
seasons — worth about $40 mil­
lion — remaining on Howard's 
contract.

"It was not a consideration in 
trying to save cap room," Cuban 
said. "When you're over, you're 
over. It doesn't really matter."

To make room on the roster for 
their new players, the Wizards 
released Gerard King, rookie 
Mike Smith and Felipe Lopez 
and placed R o í Strickland on the 
injured list. Laron Profit was acti­
vated from the injured list.

Jordan, who received a smat­
tering of boos at a recent home 
game, had been working franti­
cally to trade one of the three vet-

erans — Howard, Strickland or 
Mitch Richmond — whose huge 
salaries and long-term contracts 
were paralyzing the Wizards' 
ability to acquire free agents.

"Sure, everyone said Juwan 
was an untradeable situation," 
said Jordan, who was swinging a 
baseball bat in his office as he 
negotiated on a speaker phone 
hours before the trade. "But you 
never know — when you get to a 
situation where a team needs a 
particular player. ... He played 
well enougn to create interest for 
himself."

Howard had been a disap­
pointment since signing a seven- 
year, $105 -million contract in 
1996, often showered with boos 
by home fans who felt he wasn't 
earning the money. However, he

He and Thomas, who is out for 
the season with a toe injury, are 
tht only two players in the trade 
who would appear to figure in 
the Wizards' long-term plans.

Booth has been a pleasant sur­
prise with his gritty play this sea­
son, and at one point displaced 
Jahidi White as a starter. He is 
averaging 4.5 points and 4.3 
rebounds in 22 starts.

But the big winner is Jordan, 
whose stock as a front office 
executive has surely shot up in

the eyes of his peers.
"Michael Jordan has made a

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Hilary decries brother’s taking money for pardon work

WASHINGTON (AP) — Sen. Hillary Rodham Clinton called her 
brother's decision to take money to lobby for pardons a "terrible 
misjudgment" as a House committee began investigating whether 
President Clinton's brother, Roger, influenced the last-minute exec­
utive actions.

Mrs. Clinton said Thursday she "did not have any involvement" 
in the pardons her husband granted on his way out of the White 
House. However, she said she was "very disappointed" with her 
brother, lawyer Hugh Rodham, and the $400,000 he received for his 
work on behalf of a prison commutation request of Carlos Vignali 
and the pardon of Almon Glenn Braswell.

"I was just heartbroken and shocked by it and, you know, imme­
diately Said it was a terrible misjudgment and the money had to be 
returned," the former first lady said.

Rodham returned the money to the families of the men.
As Mrs. Clinton, D-N.Y., was expressing her dismay, the House 

Government Reform Committee was sending a letter to the former 
president's brother asking him whether he was involved in any of 
the pardons.

"The committee has received reports that you were involved in 
representing individuals seeking pardons from President Clinton," 
the committee's chairman. Rep. Dan Burton, R-lnd., wrote.

Burton asked specifically for Roger Clinton to explain whether he 
was involved in the pardons or commutations of Vignali, Braswell, 
Phillip Young and Mitchell Couey Wood before the committee holds 
its next hearing March 1.

Committee spokesman Mark Corallo refused to comment on the 
letter.

The former president's office confirmed late Thursday that Roger 
Clinton lobbied the president on behalf of several friends and asso­
ciates who were seeking pardons. The president turned down all of 
them, a Clinton spokeswoman said.

"Roger did ask the president to consider a list of less than 10 
names of friends and acquaintances," the spokeswoman, Julia 
Payne, said. "None of those pardons were granted nor did he 
receive any money."

Young, of Little Rock, Ark., was convicted of interstate trans­
portation and sale of fish and wildlife, while Wood, of Sherwood, 
Ark., was convicted of conspiracy to possess and distribute cocaine.

Vignali, the son of a major campaign contributor in Los Angeles, 
was serving a 15-year sentence on a drug conviction; Braswell was 
convicted for fraud and other crimes stemming from false claims in 
198.1 about the effectiveness of a treatment for baldness.

Roger Clinton, a singer, got his own pardon — one of 140 the pres­
ident made on his final day in office — for a 1985 drug charge. Roger 
Clinton was arrested Monday for investigation of drunken driving 
in Los Angeles. His personal manager, Vickie Crawford, refused to

comment.
President Bush said he believes Congress has a right to investigate 

the pardons granted by his predecessor, and Burton insisted on '^11 
compliance" with a subpoena for records from the William J. Clinton 
Presidential Foundation.

The group, chartered to establish Clinton's presidential library, 
received $4^,000 in donations from Denise Rich, the ex-wife of fugi­
tive financier Marc Rich, who was one of Clinton's pardon recipi­
ents.

In addition, there was a fresh disclosure Thursday that Mrs. 
Clinton's campaign treasurer was paid $4,000 in legal fees to prepare 
two pardon applications that were sent to the Justice Department. 
William Cunningham III said he had never contacted tW White 
House about the cases, or spoken with either of the Clintons about 
them. Cunningham's law partner is  Clinton adviser Harold Ickes, 
but he, too, said he never spoke to the couple about the cases. 
Cunningham said Ickes referred two Arkansas pardon-seekers, both 
Republicans, to him about a week before Clinton left office.

The two men, Robert Clinton Fain and James Lowell Manning, 
were convicted in the 1980s on tax charges.

The former first lady described Curmingham as a "fine law]rer and 
a> fine man. ... Lawyers from all over the country were involved in 
these matters."

Mrs. Clinton is struggling with an issue that has contributed to a 
drop in her popularity as well as her husband's, and has overshad­
owed the beginning <n her Senate career.

She refused to answer questions about the pardons themselves, or 
whether her husband should appear voluntarily before Congress to 
respond to questions about them.

Bush commented somewhat gingerly, telling reporters he had 
other issues to attend to. Asked what acivice he would offer his own 
relatives — who include a former president and a sitting governor — 
the president replied sharply, "My guidance to them is TChave your­
self —  and they will."

Co-workers say spy suspect left trail of clues
WASHINGTON (AP) — 

Veteran FBI figure Robert Philip 
Hanssen left a trail of clues that led 
authorities to arrest him and 
charge him with spying for 
Moscow, say former co-workers 
and intelligence experts.

Russian documents and letters 
that Hanssen allegedly sent to his 
Soviet handlers contained hints of 
his identity — from his code name 
"B" (Hanssen went by Bob) to 
using the name of his hometown 
Chicago as a signal, these former 
associates said in interviews.

FBI officials would not publicly 
discuss how they came to pinpoint 
Hanssen as the agent whose 
alleged spying activities were 
detaUed in internal Russian docu­
ments they obtained.

But two former FBI counterintel­
ligence agents who worked with 
Hanssen said his letters and other 
bits of evidence made public in the 
100-page affidavit filed in the case

E
rovided many dues about what
ad transpired.
"He increased his chances of 

getting caught" said Paul Moore, a 
former FBI counterintelligence 
aruilyst who has known Hanssen 
for 20 years.

Until Hanssen was targeted by 
the FBI last year, federal investira- 
tors focused on a QA agent wno 
may now be deared b ^ u s e  of 
Hanssen's arrest. The Washington 
Post reported.

The CIA official has been sus­
pended on paid leave for the pcist 
18 months, the newspaper said in 
a report for its Friday editions. He 
had passed several polygraph 
tests and some offidaLs told tW 
Post the evidence agamst him was 
marginal.

An intensive search for spies 
began in 1994 when QA officer 
Aldrich Ames pleaded guilty of 
spying for the KGB, the newspa­
per said.

loopholes in the investigation.
Moore said Hanssen was never 

polygraphed. The FBI has 
dedinecl to comment on whether 
Hanssen took the test. Not only 
that, Hanssen was meticulous 
about checking to see whether the 
bureau was aware of his activities, 
FBI officials have said.

FBI offidals have said that 
Hanssen's identity was not known 
to the Soviets. The letters and doc­
uments about Hanssen refer to 
him as "B". But these documents 
had details about the information 
that Hanssen was accused of leak­
ing, which the FBI could then use 
to narrow its search.

"They had a lot to work with," 
said Richard AIu, a retired FBI 
counterintelligence agent who 
worked with Hanssen for several 
years.

The FBI said Thursday that 
tighter controls over top-secret 
documents, and other improve­
ments recommended after the 
Aldrich Ames spy case, helped it 
to apprehend Hanssen, a 20-year 
FBI countintelligence agent 
accused of passing top-secret 
information to the Soviets and 
Russian for 15 years.

Bureau management had been 
cautioned four years ago by the 
Justice Depcirtment inspector gen­
eral to enhance training and com­
munications. The FBI was criti­
cized at the time by the Justice 
Department inspector general for 
not doing enough to find out how . 
Ames leaked sensitive informa­
tion to the Soviet Union. Ames 
pleaded guilty in 1994.

FBI spokesman John 
CollingwoocI said recommenda­

tions made in the inspector gener­
al's 1997 report were implemented 
and had a direct bearing on the 
arrest of Hanssen.

"The IG's recommendations 
were constructive and incoqxirat- 
ed into the FBI's counterespionage 
program," CollingwoocI said. 

'̂The post-Ames focus on the pos­
sibility of additional compromises 
led directly to the charges against 
Hanssen. Substantial resources 
and expertise are being afforded to 
this effort."

Despite the improvements, 
Hanssen's spying went undetect­
ed for 15 years.

Meanwhile, President Bush said 
he was "deeply concemecT about 
the Hanssen case and said he 
would wait for an independent 
review of internal FBI security 
procedures to be completed before 
considering whether FBI agents 
should be given routine poly­
graph tests.

"We ought to be ooncemed 
about espionage in America," 
Bush said, responding to ques­
tions about the spy case it his first 
news conference since his inaugu­
ration.

He said he has confidence in FBI 
Director Louis Freeh and maised 
him for asking former rol and 
CIA Director William Webster to 
head the review. "1 Icxik forward
to seeing what Judge Webster has 
to say. I presume he's m ng to 
review that issue and wu mal^ a
recommendation to the director 
and to me."

Bush sidestepped a question 
about whether he believed U.S.- 
Russian relations were damaged 
by the Hanssen case.

Insurance companies to raise rates 
despite state effort to lower them

DALLAS (AP) — Many of 
Texas' largest auto insurance 
companies have opted to raise 
rates this year despite a move by 
the state's top insurance regula­
tor to force rates down slightly.

Filings by the 10 largest insur­
ance companies last month indi­
cate that seven are raising premi­
ums statewide in 2(X)1.

Three companies lowered rates 
slightly, but not as much as the 
1.3 percent reduction recom­
mended by state Insurance 
Commissioner Jose Montemayor.

The increases have prompted 
the Texas Department of 
Insurance to examine whether 
the higher rates being charged by 
some of the companies are justi­
fied.

The commissioner can direct 
companies to revise their premi­
ums if he feels they are excessive.

Insurers are given some leeway 
in setting their premiums, which 
under state law may be as much 
as 30 percent above or below the 
standard —  or "benchmark" — 
rates set by the commissioner.

But the vast majority of compa­
nies in Texas charw more than 
the state benchmarks, which are 
supposed to reflect rates that 
allow them to earn a reasonable 
profit.

Consumer groups said they are

not surprised by the rate increas­
es.

"For the past five years, insur­
ance companies have been mak­
ing hundreds of millions of dol­
lars in excess profits in Texas," 
D.J. Po\yers, a lawyer for the 
Center for Economic Justice and 
former general counsel for the 
Texas Department of Insurance, 
said in Friday's editions of The 
Dallas Morning News.

The center represents low- 
income consumers and small 
businesses in insurance inatters.

"We are seeing the largest prof­
its that insurance companies 
have ever made in Texas, and yet 
every year we see them charge 
higher rates," he said.

Farmers Insurance, for exam­
ple,. raised rates at two of the top 
10 companies it owns.

Its preferred-customer compa.> 
ny, Mid-Century Auto Insurance, 
had one of the largest statewide 
rate increases this year — 9.5 per­
cent. Texas Farmers raised rates 
1.3 p>ercent.

A spokesman for Farmers said 
the higher rates are needed to off­
set losses in Texas.

"The increase was attributed to 
the higher costs for repairing 
damage to cars'as well as rising 
medical costs," said spokesman 
Bob Huxel.
