Recently in our Wednesday night journey 

through the book of Acts, we spent the 
evening on Acts 5, the stoiy of Ananias & 
Sapphira.

In preparation for the evening's lesson, 1 re­
exam iné some Quotes that I had discovered 
several years earlier on this text. The quotes 
were from Alexander MacLaren. Wnat a 
mighty man of God he was.

You'll probably remember that Ananias and 
Sapphira were the couple who, like Barnabas, 
sold a piece of land in order to help the needy 
in Jerusalem. The problem was that when 
they ^ v e  the money from the sale, unlike 
Barnabas, they only ^ v e  part of it and lied 
and said that it was all of the money.

They wanted to be thought of as Barnabas, 
but didn't want to give it all. Because of their 
lie God struck them both dead.

Commenting on Ananias & Sapphira as 
pretenders in the church MacLaren says, 
"There is always danger, in times of spiritual 
intensity, that mere imitators shall catch up 
the externals of sanctity and devotion. ... A 
fervent Church will always draw a crowd of 
pretenders. The Ananiases will seem to out 
give the Bamabases. The tendency to copy 
actions without possessing the true motive 
for them infects us all; and we need to guard 
against picking the outside signs of consecra-

tion whilst the inner crucifixion of self is 
unaccomplished."

Concerning the motive of their sin he said.
T h e  guild of the deed is stated presently by 
the Apostle; but we may here ask what were 
its motives, and we shall not go wrong if we
point to two strong passions, which are bad 
enough when working separately, but incom­
parably worse when joined together, 1- the 
desire to be reputed saintly, and 2- avarice 
(excessive desire for wealth). Either are 
enough to sweep a man away; but when the 
two unite, they run like a winter torrent in 
flood, and carry away all defenses in a wild 
nish."

ConceminK their temptation MacLaren
commented. T h e  double source of the sin is

strikingly set forth in the two questions, 
'Why hath Satan filled thine heart?' and W hy 
hast thou laid up this in thine heart/' 
Ananias, then, had furnished the occasion of 
Satan's work, or the first question would 
have been without meaning. But Satan had 
m ne in at the open door, and then the man 
had welcomed the temptation, and laid it in 
the secret innermost of his being. Ananias 
tempted the devil, and then the devil tempt­
ed Ananias, and he yielded. Satan in the sec­
ond place, but the man in the first and third. 
No man can lay the blame of his sin upon 
any supernatural tempter. The condemning 
question is always; 'Why did you let him in; 
and why, when he was in, did you usher him 
and his lies into the secret chambers of your 
heart?'"

Conclusion: May we seek always to be 
genuine in our faith, not a pretender. May we 
desire to be well thought of only by our 
Father in heaven, not necessarily by people. 
May our attitude toward wealth always be 
like God's. May we never leave the door to 
our heart open to the devil. But if we do 
leave it open and he enters, may we by the 
power of the Holy Spirit and in the name of 
Jesus order him to get out. May there be no 
Ananiases or Sapphiras in our churches; lest 
the Lord return to strike dead the liars.

allow blessing rituals for same-sex couples.
Then on Wednesday, liberals in the Presbyterian Church (U.S.A.) 

won a parallel triumph, defeating a ban on same-sex blessings. They 
will now work to repeal a four-year-old prohibition on actively 
homosexual clergy and lay officers at the nationwide church assem­
bly in June.

For the moment, at least, uneasy compromises have been reached: 
Both denominations still officially uphold Christianity's traditional 
teaching against same-sex relations. While the Episcopal church 
takes that formal stand, it lets dioceses do what they wish. 
Presbyterian conservatives won a 1997 ban on actively homosexual 
clergy, but now liberals have gained the right to bless same-sex cou­
ples.

Last May, the United Methodist Church decisively reaffirmed bans 
on both rituals and clergy, although dissenters olan to -continue 
same-sex ceremonies.

Can this inherently unstable situation persist?
These three closely related denominations, with 14.3 million mem­

bers and 54,215 local congregations among them, have struggled 
with this quandary for a quarter-century.

Elsewhere in U.S. Protestantism, the United Church of Christ has 
long followed an op>en policy on homosexual practice. Most other 
denominations are opposed.

While the Anglican leaders handled the dilemma at their North 
Carolina gathering with closed talks, arched eyebrows and ambigu­
ous communiques, Presbyterian delegates have engaged in public 
debate.

Last year's Presbyterian assembly passed the ban on rituals and 
sent it to 173 remonal legislatures, or presbyteries, for ratification. By 
Wednesday, 87 had voted no, killing the measure.

Conservatives needed the measure to overturn a ruling from the 
Presbyterians' highest church court. That ruling allows clergy to per­
form same-sex union services so long as they are not confused with 
marriage.

A survey by the denomination shows 57 percent of members at 
large and 61 percent of lay elders support a law against clergy giv­
ing same-sex blessings, but only 50 percent of pastors.

The Rev. Laird Stuart, a San Francisco pastor and co-leader of the 
victorious Covenant Network, says the voting on same-sex rituals 
has significance for the separate issue of actively gay office-holders, 
currently banned. The vote, he says, indicates that a change to let 
presbyteries and congregations reconsider that matter "would be 
very attractive."

"The quiet middle is beginning to speak up," Harris says. "In  a 
nutshell, people are getting tired of intolerance."

On the opposite side, the Rev. Joe R i^ tm y er of Presbyterians for 
Renewal in Louisville, Ky., thinks the June assembly will keep the 
ban on office-holders. And if it passes a repeal measure, conserva­
tives will prevail when the presbyteries vote.

But Rigntmyer sees the long-term scenario as troublesome. "Our 
denomination is sorely divided, and apart from supernatural inter­
vention we are headed for destruction or schism." He considers 
Presbyterian disagreements over the Bible's authority irreconcilable.

Rigntmyer is urging fellow conservatives to stick with the denom-

Within the United States, Hopkins is confident the next Episcopal 
Church convention in 2003 will move beyond the current laissez- 
faire situation and formally approve same-sex rituals.

As for clergy ordinations, Hopkins says, "We don't see the need for 
any legislation... It's a done deal." He estimates that a quarter to a 
third of Episcopal dioceses already allow op>enly gay and lesbian 
priests.

Canon David Anderson, president of the conservative American 
Anglican Council, acknowledges that changing the direction of the 
Episcopal Church "is  a formidable task, but with God all th in ^  are 
px>ssibie." He says that as a parish priest in Newpxjrt Beach, Calif., "I 
see things weekly that sure look like miracles."

Seeded low and ligjitly regard­
ed, Hampton, G e o i^  ^ t e  and 
Utah State rocked the NCAA 
tournament.

Upsets and close calls filled the 
first half of the toumeunent's 
opening roimd Thursday, with 
15th-se^ed Hampton punctuat­
ing a wUd four-game set in Boise, 
Idaho, in West Regional games.

Last year, three teams seeded 
10th or lower won first-round 
games. WiA just half the first 
round completed, five double­
digit seeds ^ v e  advanced to the 
second round.

Hampton beat second-seeded 
Iowa State 58-57. No. 11 Geor^a 
State beat sixth-seeded Wisconsin 
50-49, and lOth-seeded 
Georgetown stopped No. 7 
Arkansas 63-61. Third-seeded 
Maryland avoided an upset, hold­
ing on for a 83-80 win over George 
Mason.

The combined seven-point mar­
gin of victory in the Boise subre­
gional shattered the previous 
record for the closest four-game 
regional. The four games at the 
1998 East Regional in 
Washington, D.C., were decided 
by 17 points, as was the 1966 
Midwest Regional in 
Minneapolis.

In other first-round upsets. No. 
13 Kent State beat fourth-seeded 
Indiana 77-73 in a West Regional

game in San Diego, and No. 12 
Utah State stopp^ No. 5 Ohio 
State 77-68 in overtime in an East

Tarvis Williams flipped in a 4- 
footer in the lane witn 6.9 seconds 
mnaining as Mid-Eastern Athletic 
Confererure champion Hampton 
shmned Iowa State.

Jamacil Tuisley missed a layup 
with 1.2 seconds to go, setting oft a 
celebration as the Pirates (25-6) and 
their fans stormed the floor.

Hampton, making its first 
NCAA tournament appearance,
