Instructions  on
Planting Trees Are
Given by Expert

The Chinese elm trees ordered from |

the state experimental farm at Lub-
bock through the chamber of com-
merce will arrive here within the next
‘wo weeks, ‘George Briggs announced

yesterday, More than 300 trees were
cvderad by local citizens,
Numevens_ citizens who ordered

for information on plant-
ing them. Donald L. Jones, superin-
tendent of the experimental farm,
gives the following directions:

Dig a hole at least 5 feet in diameter,
as grass roots around the young trees
tends to steal the moisture.

Trim the trees throughout the year
as the lateral growth becomes heavy-
a good way to do that is to pinch the
terminal bud. In this way the tree will
grow tall as well as branh out.

Water well, "don’'t water too often,
but when you do water around the
trees do it thoroughly.

Brace the young trees against the
forces of the wind so that they will not
grow bent and crooked.

Mr. Jones was also asked how to
kill locust trees. He stated in his letter
to Mr. Briggs that he believed the
pouring of arsenic solution in & cut in
the tree would kill it. He is causng ex- |
perments to be made along that line, |
he said.

GRAY COUNTY’'S gas re-
sources are tremendous, but
over a period of years the ter-
rific demands made upon the
subterranean stores will lead
to gradual exhaustion.

A bill likely will be voted
upon by the legislature 'to
limit sales of gas outside
the state. Such proposals have
often been heard in the past.
Restrictions placed upon use
of natural gas have effects of
far consequence.

Louisiana is said to have
imposed a tax which will cause
many of her carbon black
manufacturers to move their
plants to the Panhandle. Sev-
eral years ago a determined
fight was waged against estab-
lishment of carbon black
plants in this section, How-
ever, use of residue gas from
casinghead gasoline plants has
made the carbon black plant
almost an integral part of the
gasoline industry.

Much.of the residue gas of
Gray county is being used by
carbon black plants. But
there are millions of cubic feet
of residue gas going to waste
daily in Gray county. Of this,
carbon black plants under
construction will ‘use 70,000,
000 cubic feet when in opera-
tion. There will still be resi-
due gas enough available to
support several other plar]ts.
In the interest of conservation
all residue gas should be utiliz-
ed.

The only way to cut down
use of natural gas in this
respect is to limit the number
of gaseline- plants. But the
gas market will attend to that,
at least for the present. Cas-
inghead gasoline has a slow-
er market at present.

The importance of conveni-
ent fuel to the South is being
emphasized by those studying
the industrial situation. Ar-
thur Coleman, writing in Hol-
land’s puts it thus:

“It is the power that lies in
generated electricity, power
that moves the machinery of
the New South’s great indus-
tries. It is the power that lies
in her mountain torrents, in
her coal deposits, in her volu-
minoug natural gas. It is the
power that constitutes one of
the fundamental reasons for
the New South’s starting indus-
trial growth.

“It is the reason which will
justify, in all probability, the
existence in the South of-ap-
proximately 100,600 &square
miles of coal land, its five-bil-
lion-barrel oil reserves, its un-
told natural gas supply, and
its vast waterpower resources.”

The Argentinians themselves
however, have been more in-
dependent in their relations
with the United States than
any other Latin-American peo-
ple. They have not been dis-
posed to accept dictation from
W ashington nor to heed advice
when it didn't appeal to them.
They have stood on their own
feet, proud of their progress,
their wealth and the nationa-
lism which they have develop-
ed.

They have resented our
claims to special rights in this
hemisphere and have on oc-
casion defended the claims of
weaker republics based on sov-
ereignty. Argentina never has
and never will bow willingly
to any foreign nation which
adopts a dictatorial attitude
toward her.

Anti-American demonstra-
tions in Buenos Aires, however,

and ‘individuals are contribut-
ing heavily to carry on a pro-
gram through the haphazard
methods now employed.

Physicians tell us they are
glad to help those in destitute
circumstances and to perform
the other functions they are
asked to do, but that the work
is heavy enough to warrant a
county physican.

There
are now about 300,000 cars
and trucks here and one might
mention at this point that there
are 593 telephone instruments
per 10,000 inhabitants, more
than twice as many as in Chile
or Uruguay—next in line—and
that she has more telegraph
wire and more railroad mile-
age in proportion to area than
any other of the
American republics.

Argentine exports, princi-
pally, are corn, wheat, linseed,
chilled and frozen beef, wool
and hides. The big money
crops are wheat and linseed
and record crops are predicted
for this year.g4

American inyestment in
Argentina is above $500,000,-
000 and steadily increasing.
The British investment is
larger, controlling the railroads
among other properties, but
Argentina is borrowing more
and more in New York to
finance her development and
our bankers are always will-
ing to lend.

CHICAGO, Jan. 19. (#)—It was a
nip and tuck race for grain market
leadership today between wheat and
corn. Temporarily wheat was fore-
most, and the July delivery of wheat
went above any former high price
record this season. At the end of the
day’s trading, however, corn was dom-
lnsuna.andunrenmottmmﬂt-
taking and because of rain reports
from the drought district in Argentina
both corn and wheat finished unsettled
and lower.

Closing quotations on wheat and
corn alike were nervous, wheat at 1-4¢c
to 5-8¢ net decline, corn 1 3-8c to 13-4c
down, oats 1-8c to 11-8c off, and pro-
visions varying from 7c¢ setback to a
rise of 5c,

Evidence of a decided increase of in-
terest in wheat trading became mani-
fest shortly after business opened.
Active buying for some of the largest
houses here was in progress, and was
said to come from interests that were
outspoken in -asserting that price ad-
vances for all grain would be limited
only by the size of speculative demand.

FORT WORTH, Jan. 19. (#)—It only
took a very short session today to
clear the livestock yards here of the
few cattle and hogs offered. It was
strictly a clean-up affair and generally
lacking in quality.

A load of light steers that arrived
late yesterday sold this morning at
$10.25. The other cattle represented
by less than half a dozen loads of
mixed classes that sold about in line
with yesterday's offering.
