Into a bridge and burned last
north of Sis Spring early today,
killing Its driver, Francis Mich-

The accident occurred on the

from Big Spring about 5:30 a.m.
Kreldel was traveling alone.

The. empty truck was beaded to
ward Big Spring. It struck a bridge
abutment, overturned and burned,
aald Highway Patrolman Anion
Jones, who Investigated.

A farmer living near the scene
of the crash calledan ambulance,
and city police, highway patrol
and city firefighters answered the
alarm. It required more than an
hour to bring the fire under con-

trol.
Patrolman Jones said saddle

tanks on the tractor portion of the
truck, the cab and running gear
of the vehicle were burned. Body
of the driver also was badly
burned.

The traffic fatality was the sixth
for Howard County this year.

The truck was ownedby the Krel-
del Transport Company of Mid-
land operated by the driver.

Kreldel was born May 23, 1923

Senterfltt's radio speech last

night emphasized in outline some
of his beliefs on stategovernment.

The tax laws are
a hodge-podg- e that need to be sim-

plified, he said.
Teachers and other state work-

ers should be paid salaries com-

mensurate with tboso paid In In-

dustry. The natural gas tax now
In court will provide for Increases,
Senterfltt said, and If the law Is
held Imperfect, the Legislature
may see the defect and pass it
again.

Senterfltt said this about the up-
coming political battle:

"There Is going to be a fight
over the State Executive Commit
tee of the Texas Democratic
party next sear.

Up around the Tarzan Marketing
Association the fellers are laugh-
ing about a case, which they did
not themselves experience, but
of which they heard. A Mexican
National at another hiring center
saved his wages and bought him-
self a dismantled windmill. When
bis time came to be furnished
transportation for himself and his
personal belonging he met the bus
with all the parts of his windmill,
and under the contract there was
nothing for the bus driver to do but
load it, to the delight of the gentle--
merwrom South of The Border.

In U.N. Action
UNITED NATIONS, N. Y, U-V-

Ignorlng Israeli appeals, the U.N.
Security Council by a 9--0 vote last
night rebuked theJewish state for
the killing of 53 Arabs In Jordan's
Klbya village and called on her to
see that such actions donot bap--
pen again.

The resolution sponsoredby the
United States, and France

brought protests from both Jor
dan andIsrael.They do not belong
to the council and ' have no vote
there.

Israeli Delegate Abba Eban
charged that the censure was
loaded In favor of Jordan and
warned that It might torpedo the
direct Israeli-Jorda-n talks his gov
ernment has demanded.

Sources close to Jordan labeled
the resolution a "milk-sop- " which
merely chlded Israel and did noth
ing to punish her.

Charles Malik of Lebanon, only
Arab member of the
council, abstained on the vote
along with Russia. Malik explained
to reporters later he felt the reso
lution was not nearly strong
enough and did not call for com-
pensation to famines of the Klbya
victims.

Israel derived some consolation,
however, from the Big Three's
last-minu- change In their resolu-
tion to take note of Eban's Invok-
ing of Article 12 of the Israel-Jorda- n

armistice agreement to
summon both parties to obligatory
peace talks. One Israeli source
said this was the only constructive
result of the long, bitter Klbya
discussion.

Cost Of Living

Index Up Again
WASHINGTON lH The govern-

ment reported today that living
costs edgedup a bit In the month
ending in assuring a
million CIO auto worker of a two--
cents-an-ho- wage Increase.

The Increase,of two-tent- of one
per cent during the month, brought
the index of the Bureau of Labor
Statistics to another record high
for the fifth month In a row. It
stood at 115.4 per cent of the
1947-4-9 average, or 1.1 per cent
above a year ago.

Despite the new living cost
lnorease. Commissioner Ewan
Clague of the bureau said the na
tlon's inflationary period ppeared
to be at an end. He said that lower
food prices are likely in the com
ing winter months and may bring
the overall living cost levels down
from their present peak.

"I think the index will fluctuate
within narrow limits." Clague told
a news conference."But the period
of inflation appears to be ended."

During the month foods declined
slightly but this was more than
offset by increases in the cost of
housing, clothing, medical care,
personalcare, recreation and other
goods and services.

The index has been rising stead
ily since last March. But the
change has beenvery gradual. In
fact, the last figures for September
put living costs only 1 per cent
abovewhat they were a year ago.

Food prices are been holding
fairly steady through the spring,
summer and fall.

PARIS in Frenth parliamen-
tary deputies- in a new rebellion
against the proposed European
army threatened the life of Pre-
mier Joseph Lanlel's government
today, almost on the eve of the
Bermuda conference.

The Cabinet In a predawn ses
sion authorized Lanlel to demand
a vote of confidence from the Na
tional Assembly. The government
hoped, however, the deputies
would make this unnecessary by
approving a Socialist resolution en
dorsing'the army project In princi
ple but with certain reservations

Should this fall, the government
planned to put forward lta own mo-

tion on which it must resign If
defeated.

The assembly was to resume de-

bate today, on the Socialist resolu
tion and 10 other motions made
by various parties and deputies
during the week-lon-g foreign policy
debate.

Cabinet experts struggled over
a draft for the confidence resolu-
tion they may put forward. In gen-
eral, it was slated to pay lip
service to tbe Idea of European
unity but to cautiously sidestepany
support yet for the European
army.

Primary Election

DALLAS to Texas Republicans
are getting set to hold their first
primary In the state alnce 1934 and
their third In Texas history.

The first was held In 1926.
Chairman Alvln Lane of the

Republican State Executive Com-

mittee yesterday called a meeting
for his group Dec. 7 In Austin.

Usually the state GOP nominates
lta candidates for office In conven
tions, but state law says a party
polling more than 200,000 votes for
governor must nominate by pri-
mary In the next election.

Last year, the Republicans poll-

ed more than enoughgubernatorial
votes when Gov. Shivers' name
was cross-file- d on both Democratic
and Republican tickets.

Lane said a report from a legal
subcommittee headed by Carlos
Watson of Brownsville may give
Republicansa clearerIdea of their
rights under state cross-filin-g pro-

visions. They may or nfay not de-

cide that they can run candidates
In their primary who are candi-
dates in the Democratic party.

Many Texas Republicans are re
ported opposedto GOP primary
which under law would be held
the same day the Democrats hold
theirs. They fear thousandsof con--
servtrve voters would be drawn
from Democratic primaries with
liberal Democrats benefitting.
