Father eulogizes children 
allegedly drowned by mother

HOUSTON (AP) —  A fte r a 
short graveside service for his 
five  slain ch ild ren, Russell 
Yates walked to each o f the 
w h ite  caskets ho ld ing  the ir 
bodies and, as he crieci, softly 
touched them befoa’ they wea* 
buried in tw o graves.

"A n d  now we g ive  them 
back to (Cod)," m inister Byron 
Fike said d u rin g  a short graveside service 
Wednesday aftern ixin attended by about 100 peo­
ple fo r Noah, 7, John, 5, Paul, 3, Luke, 2, and Mary, 
6-months, all allegedly drowned last week by their 
mother, Andma. "M ay your hand o f mercy be on 
(Russell Yates)."

Yates d id  not speak at the gravc’side service but 
delivea'd a 50 m inute eulogy earlier Wednesday at 
a funeral service held at the Clear Lake Church of 
Christ, located a few bliK'ks from the fam ily 's home 
in suburban Houstoo.

"The Lord giveth and the Lord taketh away," 
Yates to ld about 300 mourners at the church. 
"  That's exactly what He's done."

During the service, he went to the caskets, which 
wea* arranged in an arc, and paused before each 
one, detailing what he remembea'd most about 
each child.

Mary was da'ssed in  a p ink sleeper. Her 3-year- 
o ld brother Paul was to her left and 2-year-old Luke 
to her right. Noah woa* a m ultico loa ’d sweater 
emblazoned w ith  a truck. John, 5, wore an orange 
and black sweate'r.

As Yates talked about each of his ch ild a ’n, start­
ing  w ith  Noah and proceeding dow n to his 
youngest, a pictua* o f the child appeaa’d on a large 
projection sca*en behind and above him.

He described Noah as intelligent, independent 
and a lover of bugs; John rough and tum ble w ith a 
ga'at smile; Paul the most well-behaved; Luke the 
taiublemaker, the one most like ly to challenge 
boundaries; and Mary, the "princess" o f the family.

Yates told a story of how Noah once caught a 
caterpillar that became a butterflv  when the fam ily 
was on a road trip . The fam ily quickly stopped on 
the side of the road and let the butterfly  go as it 
emerged from the cocixm.

Yates gazed down at Noah's casket: "  That is kind 
o f how I look at this. We've set you fa 'e."

"Orange County in California filed in 1994, but the 
only other city in this state was the city o f Westlake 
in 1997," Cease said.

Westlake, on the northern fringe  o f Tarrant 
County, has a population of about 230.

Kendleton's mayor, Camlyn Jonc'S, said the filing  
in U S. District Court in Houston w ill not d isrupt 
si'rvices to the city's 7(X) a'sidents.

Kendleton had a a'putation as a vSpt'ed trap dating 
back about 20 years — until the cit / along U.S. 59 
alxilished its 15-officer police force last summer du r­
ing an investigation o f impa>priefies.

The Texas affomey gent'raTs office obfained a w rit 
of garnishment against Kendleton several weeks 
ago. On June' 19, the state fmz,e the city's bank 
account, then a'moved all o f the funds.

The seiz.ua' o f the city's mcmey was based on a 
1997 court ru ling that Kendleton owed the state 
$660,0(K) as its portion of traffic fines collected 
b t'tw i’en 1990 and 19%.

CDC also recommends people to caU animal con­
trol to remove stray animals from their neighbor­
hood and to consider having pets spayed or 
neutered to prevent unwanted animab.

State’s school funding 
dips to  a 50-year low

AUSTIN (AP) —  The state's share of funding public education has 
dipped to its lowest level in more than 50 years, which means prop­
erty owners across the state could soon be paying more, according 
to a report by a business research group.

The state now pays 40 percent of public education costs through 
the Foundation School Program, which contains both state and local 
money. Local property taxes pay 60 (>ercent of the program, accord­
ing to the Texas laxpayers and Research Assodation.

The report comes just after lawmakers this past session babnced 
a new $113.8 billion budget without raising taxes.

"W hat will not be hidden from taxpayers, however, wiU be 
October tax notices that teU them their property taxes are going up, 
up and up," the report noted.

. Texas has neither income tax nor a state property tax. By law, 
school districts can coUect no more than $1.50 per $100 property val­
uation to run and maintain their schools. But alrout a ^ h  of the 
state's 1,000 districts have reached the tax ceiling and cannot raise 
more money to support their own students.

The association's chief economist. Dale Craymer, the report's pri­
mary author, predicted an 8 percent increase in school property tax 
collections this fall, down slightly from an 11 percent increase last 
year. The projection is based on higher property appraisals as well 
as changes in tax ratés.

The Houston Chronicle reported in its Thursday editions that 
President Bush, as Texas governor, persuaded lawmakers to 
increase state funding for educational programs and pay for $3 bil­
lion in local property tax reductions.

But Bush did little to increase the state's overall share of rising 
educational costs.

The state paid for about 45 percent of the Foundation School 
Program when Bush took office in 1995. The share increased to as 
much as 47 percent while he was governor but had slipped to 46 
percent by the tim e he was elected president last year.

The local share of school funding remains high because of sub­
stantial increases in property values in recent years that have 
reduced the draw on ]X)tential state aid under school finance for­
mulas.

Another factor, the report said, is the so-called "Robin Hood" 
school finance law, which requires the wealthier school districts'to 
share tax revenue with poorer schools and further eases the state's 
financial burden. Over the next two years, the association said, 
those shared local revenues may total as much as $1.5 billion, or 
almost as much money as the state lottery generates.

Craymer, who was deputy budget director for Bush in the gover­
nor's office, said the state's share of education funding would have 
dropped to about 37 percent in the new state budget if lawmakers 
hadn't spent $1.2 billion on a new health insurance program for 
teachers.

State aid for actual educational costs was reduced by about $100 . 
million in the new budget, Craymer said. /

He said the state's share of public education costs is at it$ lowest 
level since a major overhaul of the school finance system shortly 
after World War II.

Craymer said the state generally paid for more than half of the 
public school costs until me recession of the mid-1980s. Forced to 
cut spending and raise state taxes to balance budgets, lawmakers 
started reducing the state's share.

A sampling of editorial opinion around Texas 
Austin American-Statesman on addiction's deep effects:

Is addiction a disease or a bad habit? To answer that question, 
Dr. Garrett O'Connor plays a mournful harmonica tune, lays 
out his own eventful medical history, whips through overhead- 
pmjector pages at breakneck speed and cracks a few jokes.

He describes coming to this country from Ireland in 1960 and 
receiving a "resident alien" card. The cafd, he dryly observes, 
described both immigration status and personality diagnosis. 
For alcoholics like him and other addicts are society's true 
aliens, O'Connor says. He plays a bit of "Danny Boy," to cap­
ture a pervasive sense of loss and longing.

When he answers his opening question, O'Connor is emphat-
Idicic. Yes, the psychiatrist says, adcliction is a disease. It's a dan-

gerous, ugly, bio-psycho-sricial disease with cultural and spiri­
tual components. But because it is so rarely diagnosed by
physicians, it remains "the nation's No. 1 covert opreration."

The misdiagnosis of addiction is "extraordinary." O'Connor 
lays out a 17-year medical case history in which a successful
young doctor was treated for all manner of serious illnesses,

■ d\ 'injuries, disorders, family problems and personality dysfunc­
tions. The harrowing history was his own. In his case, as in nine 
cases in 10, doctors failed to diagnose the underlying disease.

Fifty percent of all hospital admissions are due to dcohol and 
drug use, O'Connor says. But only 5 percent of the time is 
addiction mentioned on the patient's chart. That's because 
addiction is "the great imitator," and because a diagnosis of 
addiction may cause insurance companies to reject the bills.

Addiction runs in families and in groups, O'Connor said. For 
instance, alcoholism is "culturally supported" in Ireland but 
not in Italy. Addiction accounts for 20 percent of all health costs 
and 30 jrercent of suicides. It's a factor in most accidents, fires 
and homicides.

O'Connor, who practices addiction psychiatry in Los 
Angeles, conceded during a speech here that the "disease con­
cept" ot addiction is not universally accepted.

Participants in the workshop at which O'Connor spoke were
given msults of a 1998 nationwide opinion survey by Peter D.

A person vyith the passion 
and desire that runs so deep in their souls that 
tears well up inside of them because he or she 
believes this is the greatest, freest nation on 
earth. How many people in America still real­
ize flow great this country really is?

During the last four months, I have had the 
enormous privilege of working with interna­
tional trade in President George W. Bush's 
administration. On a special assignment over­
seas, I found myself talking to a group of 
Egyptian wpmeri whci are continuously 
encouraged by working women in America. 
They were incredibly excited about the possi­
bilities of opening up their own vvomen- 
owned businesses someday.

In Egypt, like many Arab countries, women 
do not nave the same opportunities as men do. 
These w^men look up to American women for 
leadership. These women are pioneers in a 
time and place where very few women have 
dared to go. Talking to these women, and 
understanding their situation, left an impres­
sion on me that fits the image in my head of 
my great-grandmother, Phebe K. Warner.

Mrs. Warner was a prominent leader for 
woman in the Texas Panhandle during the 
early parts of last century — she was a pio­
neer. She, like these Egyptian women, was 
educated and knew that women could accom-

plish greater things than what society told 
them they could. Just like Mrs. Warner Who
helped establish Palo Duro Canyon as a state 
park, these women are visionaries. In a few 
short months, these women will open up the 
first Wcimen's Business Center in the entire 
Middle East. Needless to say, they are very 
proud ladies! I think my great-grandmother 
would be proud of them, too.

Before I went to Cairo, I envisioned a place 
where people were always killing each other, 
missiles were being shot off by the hour, a 
very hostile environment. Nothing could_be 
further from the truth. The Egyptians we met 
were very friendly,- there was peace on the 
streets (but no traffic laws!), and I never felt
unsafe at any time. 1 also expected many peo- 

h i - . - -pie to show hatred towards the United States, 
it was the complete opposite. Egyptians were 
very friendly, very welcoming and everyone I 
talked to loves America.

While in Cairo, I enjoyed talking to some of 
tnat srthe taxicab drivers that spoke English. One 

had a law degree, one had a business degree, 
another had a wonderful family and a loving 
wife. All of these men had several things in 
common: They were educated, very proud of 
who they were, and they all had a dream — to 
live in America. They love America, "the land 
of the free," as one of them put it.

While Egypt has many problems, ranging

from mass unemployment to environmental 
pollution, it is a fairly educated society — for 
a third-world country. The devastating fact is 
that the Egyptian government hampers 
growth in tne private sector because of its 
mass bureaucracy. It is a drain on their econo­
my. This drain creates a difficult economic 
model that inhibits people from finding jobs, 
even people that have advanced education 
such as a law degree. It is a horrible snowball 
effect on their national economy. President 
Mubarak, of Egypt, has proposed some gov­
ernment reforms that will hopefully help 
Egypt's economy in the coming years.

Picture this — think of living in a place 
where the average income is $1,300 a year and 
where only four out of 10 people can read 6r 
write. Think of a place where 94 percent of the 
population is considered poor and freedom is 
not always an option. America is a dream to 
millions of people around the world. But why 
is it that non-Americans in third world coun­
tries are the proud ones? They are the ones 
that would love to have a chance to live in 
"the land of the free."

Maybe this Fourth of July, our nations 225th 
birthday, we can remember why we are proud 
to be Americans. Maybe we can remind our­
selves that we take so many things for grant­
ed in this country. Maybe we will remember 
that there are so many people around the 
world who would love to live where we do. 
Maybe we can live like pioneers and energize 
our younger generations to hold dear the 
country that has provided us with so much — 
1 am proud to be an American and 1 hope you 
are, too. God bless.

pa'miered on CBS. (While criticized for racial stereotyping it 
was the first network TV series to feature an all-black cast.)

In 1978, the Supreme Court ordered the University of 
California at Davis Medical School to admit Allan B^kke, a 
white man who'd argued he was a victim of reverse racial dis­
crimination.

Ten years ago: In Detroit, a white woman was attacked by a 
group of black women at a downtown fireworks display in an 
incident captured on amateur video. (Five women later plead­
ed no contest to charges stemming from the assault.) Two peo­
ple were killed when an earthquake of magnitude 6 shook 
Southern California.

Five years ago; The Citadel voted to admit women, ending a 
153-year-old men-only policy at the South Carolina militEuy 
school.

One year ago: Seven months-after he was cast adrift in the 
Florida Straits, Elian Gonzalez was returned to his native 
Cuba. The Supreme Court struck down Nebraska's so-called 
"partial-birth" abortion law. The Supreme Court ruled the Boy 
Scouts can bar homosexuals from serving as troop leEKlers.

It's a heck of a note when you find that reason 
and logic are on the side of the Russians and 
Chipese. But that's the case in regard to George 
W. Bush's desire to build an anti-ballistic mis­
sile-defense system.

Let's look at the facts. Bush says we need the 
system to protect us from the launch by small 
rogue nations of one or two ICBMs. He often 
mentions North Korea and Libya.

This argument is absurd. It is impossible to 
launch an intercontinental ballistic missile with­
out the United States knowing precisely where 
it came from. Any small country that launched 
one against us woyld face certain and total 
annihilation.

For this scenario to occur, you would have to 
haVe a suicidal lunatic willing to destroy him­
self and his country for the dubious pleasure of 
inflicting what would be, from the United States 
point of view, relatively minor damage. And 
since no one man can launch an ICBM, you 
would also need a chain of command of mili­
tary officers willing to .sacrifice themselves and 
their families for, in effect, stinging an elephant. 
That is simply not believable.

Furthermore, Bush is .saying that while the 
threat of retaliation deterred tne Soviet Union 
when it had thousands of missiles and war­
heads, it will not deter some little two-bit coun-

lying and has another reason for wanting to 
build an ABM system.

The latter is the far more believable. And, if I 
were a Russian or a Chinese, 1 would infer that 
his real reason for wanting this system is to nul­
lify any nuclear deterrent by both China and 
Russia. In other words, 1 would conclude that 
Bush seeks to have the United States in a posi­
tion to dominate the world without fear of chal-
lenge.

Tnat being the case, the solution is obvious.

That doesn't make 
sense. It is far more likely that, if some small
country wished to do us harm, it would simply 
load a warhead on a rusty freighter and deto­
nate it in the harbor of an American city. That 
way, the United States would not know who 
had done the deed.

I truly cannibt understand Bush's reasoning 
on this issue. I pray he is not so njd've as to 
believe that the Russians and Chinese are going 
to believe him when he says he's willing to 
spend billions of dollars to protect the United 
States from small countries. They have already

reason for scrapiping the ABM Treaty Emd pro­
ceeding to build a defense system is nonsense,

made it clear that they are not buying his story. 
Nor should we make the mistake of thinking

ycni are faced with two disturbing inferences. 
One, the leader of a superpower is stupid as is 
his whole top echelon of advisers; or two, he is

the Chinese and the Russians are too broke to 
add missiles to their arsenals. Command 
economies have the advantage that they can 
ignore the sacrifices a military buildup would

impose on other areas of the economy. The 
Russians are already producing a new road- 
and rail-mobile ICBM. They could up the pro­
duction, especially if the Chinese agreed to buy 
some.

For a country that always depicted itself as 
the champion of peace and democracy, we have 
acted strangely since the end of the Cold War. 
Instead of disbanding NATO, we expanded it 
and used it to launch an offensive war against 
Yugoslavia. Instead of bringing Russia into the 
family of Western nations, we nave deliberately 
poked it in the eye at every opportunity. We 
have launched military operations against 
Panama, Iraq, Sudan ancl Somalia. And we con­
tinue to peddle advanced armaments all 
around the world.

From the outside Iqpking in, America must 
present a picture of an arrogant bully intent on 
establishing hegemony over the rest of the 
world. That is the road to endless conflicts. It is 
not the road to peace.

If Bush is sincere about fearing smairnatioos, 
then he should propose that Russia, China arid 
the United States pool their money and talent 
and work jointly on .an ABM system all three 
countries could deploy. I doubt ne will do that 
I fear he will take steps that in the long run will 
lead the world to the misery of war.

Americans have traditionally not paid much 
attention to foreign policy, but it is by far the 
most dangerous area. What damage bad 
domestic policy does can usually be corrected 
with a new election and without bloodshecf. 
Mistakes in foreign relations, however, ceui 
have very nasty consequences. Ten million peo*- 
pie died in World War I, which not a single on* 
of the nations involved wanted to happen. A 
chain reaction judgments^
delays and misuloOT^ndings led to that 
destructive war.

If someone is having problems swimming, get 
the lifeguard right away or call 9-1-1. If you do 
call 9-1-1, follow instructions that are given to 
you. Be sure to stay on the line until you are 
told you can hang up the phone.
Know your limitations and do not try to 
exceed them.
Avoid swift-moving water. If you do get caught 
in a current, swim in the same direction and 
angle toward the shore until you reach safety.
If you cannot swim very well, do not rely on 
inner tubes or other inflatable objects to protect 
you. Instead, use a life jacket, life vest or a 
personal flotation device approved by the U.S. 
Coast Guard.
Before you dive, check how deep the water is.'If 
you are not sure how deep it is, enter feet first. 
Never dive in an above-ground pool.
Do not chew gum or eat while swimming.

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Rival carnpaign finance bills 
go head-to-head In House

WASHINGTON (AP) —  Rival campaign tinance 
bills are going head-to-head in the House, with 
Democrats who want a ban on "soft-money" 
donations trying to stop defections and beat back 
a GOP-led contender.

The House Administration Committee is to vote 
Thursday on the two main bills — the proposal by 
Reps. Cluistopher Shays, R-Conn., and Marty 
Meehan, D-Mass., which is close to a campaign 
spending bill that passed the Senate in April, and 
another by the committee's chairman. Rep. Bob 
Ney, R-Ohio.

The House GOP leadership has promised a floor 
vote on the issue in the week after the July Fourth 
recess.

While the Ney bill is certain to garner more 
support from Republicans, who generally oppose 
the soft-money ban, it is also tailored to appeal to 
the Congressional Black Caucus and other liberal 
Democrats who are dissatisfied with Shays- 
Meehan, traditionally the choice of Democrats.

The Democratic minority and their Republican 
allies pushed versions of Shays-Meehan through 
the House in 1998 and 1999 but were thwarted by 
Senate inaction. This year, however, their Senate 
counterparts. Sen. John McCain, R-Ariz., and Russ 
Feingold, D-Wis., succeeded in winiring Senate 
passage, setting up the best chance in years to 
change quarter-century-old campaign spending 
rules.

Shays and Meehan said their bill would be as 
close to the McCain-Feingold bill as possible so 
that, with House passage, it can go back to the

Senate for quick action and avoid the obstacle of a 
House-Senate conference.

The basic tenet of their bills is a ban on soft 
money, the unlimited contributions that unions, 
corporations and individuals may donate to polit­
ical parties for use other than expressly advocat­
ing a candidate's election or defeat.

McCain-Feingold also bars uiuons, corporations 
and some independent groups from broadcasting 
certain types of poUtical ads within 60 days of an 
election and increases the "hard money," or regu­
lated, contributions that individuals can make to 
candidates per elections, from the current $1,000 
to $2,000.

The black caucus and other House liberals 
oppose the hard-money increase, saying it will 
hurt candidates in poorer districts.

A black caucus statement of principles, obtained 
by The Associated Press, said the group was 
adamantly opposed to doubling the limit. "We 
carmot fathom how increasing the amount of 
money that can be raised constitutes reform."

Ney, who has been in contact with black caucus 
members, said that while he was still grappling 
with the hard money issue, he was amenable to 
keeping the current limit, with an adjustment for 
inflation.

He also said he was in agreement with the black 
caucus that soft money should be limited but not 
banned. He said his bill would bar contributions 
to political parties that are used for advocacy ads 
but would allow soft money donations for get- 
out-the-vote and voter registration drives.

LUBBCXZK (AP) — Members of 
a coalition pushing for a new 
trade route from Mexico to 
Denver say it would fuel econom­
ic development in West Texas, 
where the number of residents 
has been declining for years.

No money has been set aside 
for the project, which would cre­
ate a four-lane divided highway 
and cost $800 million for the 
Texas section, said Gabriela 
Garcia, a spokeswoman for the 
Texas Department of 
Transportation.

Federal highway officials have 
designated the corridor a high- 
priority international route, simi­
lar to Interstate 35. Once 
approved, the state would be eli­
gible to compete for federal fund­
ing and use state highway funds.

State transportation officials are 
scheduled to vote on a route' 
through Texas at "a meeting; in 
Austin today. They must pick a 

jroute by Sunday or federal offi­
cials will chose one for them. 
Officials in Oklahoma, New 
Mexico and Colorado have made 
no decisions about their proposed 
routes.

Completion of the corridor 
could take 20 years.

Last week, a congressional com­
mittee approved $2 million as part 
of the 2002 Transportation Bill to 
fund a corridor management plan, 
which would identify and coordi­
nate needed improvemaits along 
the corridor, said Kevin Evans, 
president of the coalition.

HOUSTON (AP) — A small 
town southwest of Houston has 
filed for bankruptcy court protec­
tion after state officials seized the 
town's bank account and with­
drew all remaining money.

. As Sampras said, they 
could have been watching 
"the upset of the century."

Instead, they saw the top- 
seeded player in the top ten­
nis tournament reach back 
with his experience and pow­
erful serve and barely hang 
on. And they gazed at the 
world's 265th-ranked player 
fight to the end of 
Wednesday's 2-hour, 52- 
minute thriller.

When it was over, Sampras 
had a 6-3,6-2, 6-7 (5), 4-6,6-3 
win in the second round, and 
his hopes for a record eighth 
V^fimbIedon title intact. 
Cowan had gained respect.

"A s soon as I walked off 
court, 1 was disappointed," 
Cowan said, "but the more I 
reflect and think about the 
match I've got to be pleased."

Entering the tournament, 
Sampras was 53-1 at 
Wimbledon since 1993, while 
Cowan was 0-5 there in his 
career. Sampras wins almost 
e v e ^  year. Cowan had to get 
a wild-card invitation just to
play in each of his six years.

"You always respect who 
you're playing. It doesn't 
matter what he's ranked," 
Sampras said. B u t "I never 
really felt like I was in danger 
of losing."

'The difference in skill was 
obvious as Sampras easily 
won the first two sets.

PAMPA — Pampa Youth 
and Community Center will 
be the site of the Strength 
and Conditioning Challenge 
near the end of July.

The challenge is being 
organized by Daniel Silva, a 
certified personal trainer 
with the National Stren^h 
and Conditioning
Association (NSCA). The 
NSCA is made up mostly of 
professional coaches, train­
ers, doctors and other pro­
fessionals in the health-relat­
ed fields.

About three years ago, 
Silva said the weightlifters 
held a simple contest among 
themselves in the Youth 
Center gym.

"The contest was a test of 
both strength and condition­
ing," Silva said. "A very 
strong athlete can lift a 
heavy weight one time. A 
well-conditioned athlete can 
lift a moderate weight many 
times. Our contest combined 
both."

Silva said the goal was to 
lift the maximum weight the 
lifters could handle as many 
times as possible. He said 
the lifters multiplied the 
weight used by the number 
of repetitions.

"To level the playing field, 
we then divided the previ­
ous number by our body 
weight. That way, a small 
person weighing 135 pounds 
does not have to lift as much 
as a larger individual weigh­
ing 215 pounds. Yet, both 
have to lift a weight propor­
tional to their body weight," 
Silva said.

He said the goal of the con­
test was to motivate the 
lifters to train harder than 
usual. He pointed out that 
everyone who participated 
reached new strength and 
conditioning peaks.

Silva said the Challenge is 
a contest to determine a per­
son's physical fitness based 
on both strength and condi­
tioning. The contest consists 
of five exercises: bench
[>ress, military press, front 
at pulldown, squat and leg 

curls.
He said the scoring formu­

la for the Challenge is a sim­
ple one.

"On each of the five exer­
cises, the weight lifted will 
be multiplied by the number 
of repetitions and then 
divided by your body 
weight," Silva said. "The 
number of points you get on 
each exercise will be added

together. The winner is the 
one with the most points."

Silva emphasized that a 
person's size doesn't matter.

"The contest is really a 
contest with yourself. If you 
remember, points are award­
ed base on the weight you 
use and your body weight. 
So, it doesn't matter what 
others lift," he said. "You are 
trying to increase your 
points by using your body 
weight as a guideline. As an 
example, if you bench pfess 
your body weight 12 times, 
you would get 12 points."

Silva also pointed that 
women will be allowed to 
compete.

"Pound for pound, women 
have demonstrated that they 
are just as strong as men," he 
said. "An example is Tara 
Nott. She was an Olympic 
medalist weight lifter. "Tara is 
5-1 and weighed in at 104 
1/2 pounds. She lifted 225 
pounds over her head dur­
ing competition."

Silva said the conditioning 
portion of the contest comes 
into play with the repeti­
tions.

"Using myself as an exam­
ple, if my goal is to average 
my body weight on all five 
exercises with 12 repetitions 
each time, then 1 would get

60 points. Also, 1 would do 
two sets or each exercise to 
warm up using 50 percent 
and 80 percent of my body 
weight,'^ Silva said. "So, 1 
would have almost 80 points 
during my warm-up and 60 

oints during my contest 
ifts. Remember, each points 

means that 1 lifted my body 
weight once. So, during the 2 
to 3 hour contest, I would 
have-Jifted mv body weight 
140 times. If I weigh 160 
pounds, that means I lifted 
22,400 pounds during the 
contest. An average car 
weighs approximately 3,000 
pounds."

Entry fee for the contest is 
$10 and the overall winner 
gets the entry fee pot.

"Not a lot of money, but a 
lot of satisfaction," Silva 
said.

Contest rules are as fol­
lows:

1. Once you enter the con­
test, there is no dropping 
out.

2. All nutritional supple- 
«ments are allowed if pur­

chased at a grocery store or 
GNC. No illegal substances 
are allowed.

3. Decision of the spotters 
is final.

4. Contestant must be at

least 18 years old.
5. Contestants enter at 

their own risk. A contestant 
is responsible for injuries as 
a result of the training or 
contest.

Diamon(dbacks defeat Astros as 
Shilling is first 12-game winner

PHOENIX (AP) — Nobody 
has allowed more home runs 
this season than Curt Schilling. 
Nobody has more victories, 
either.

Schilling gave up four home 
runs Wednesday night, two to 
Moisés Alou, but still pitched a 
seven-hit complete game to 
become baseball's first 12-game 
winner as the Arizona 
Diamondbacks ended a three- 
game skid with a 7-5 victory 
over the Houston A.stros.

"I feel great. The last three or 
four starts I don't know if I've 
thrown as well as 1 feel," 
Schilling said. "But the fact of 
the matter is we're winning. 
We're scoring runs and we're 

'playing great defense."
Of the 23 home runs Schilling 

has allowed, 20 have been solo 
shots, including the last 14.

"I'm  not walking people," 
Schilling said. "Walks tend t*  
be the things rallies center 
around, and 1 didn't just want 
to do that today."

Jay Bell's second-inning 
grand slam gave Schilling a 5-2 
lead he never relinquished.

Lance Berkman and Jeff 
Bagwell also homered off 
Schilling, who gave up five 
runs and seven hits in his fifth 
complete game of the season, 
most in the majors. He walked 
one.

"I'm  not sure how they're not 
in first place with the way 
they're swinging the bats," 
Schilling said of the Astros, 
who hit 10 home runs in the 
three-game series.

Bell said that the No. 3 
through 5 hitters in the 
Houston order — Bagwell, 
Berkman and Alou — are as for­
midable as any trio in the 
league.

"Those three guys are linbe- 
lievably good," Bell said. 
"They've got a terrific baseball 
team and you have to play very, 
very good baseball to beat 
them. In my mind, they're 
probably the best team in the 
Central Division. Chicago's 
done it all on pitching. This 
club has some guys who know 
how to swing the bat and I 
think they're pnibably the team 
to beat."

David Dellucci also homered 
for the D iam ondbacks, who 
snapped Houston's four-game 
winning streak. ’

Berkman and Alou homered 
in all three games o f  the series. 
They hit consecutive homers 
Wiponesday night and Monday 
night. Alou also homered in the

ninth, was 7-for-13 in the series 
and became the National 
League's leading hitter at .363.

Berkman, who also doubled 
in the sixth and scored on 
Alou's single, extended his hit­
ting streak to 11 games. He has 
batted .512 (22-for-43) in that 
span.

Berkman's 21st homer and 
Alou's 17th put Houston up 2-0 
in the second.

Scott Elarton (4-8) walked 
Reggie Sanders to lead off the 
second for Arizona. Sanders 
stole second, moved to third on 
catcher Tony Eusebio's throw­
ing error, then scored on 
Damian Miller's single.

Tony Womack singled and 
Craig Counsell walked to load 
the bases with two outs, then 
Bell smashed Elarton's 2-2 pitch 
into the Diamondbacks' 
bullpen in left field to make it 5- 
2.

Arizona manager Bob Brenly 
said Counsell's walk was the 
key.

"It's  just another example of 
what he's done for the team this 
season," Brenly said. "If he 
doesn't drive in the runs, he'll 
get on base and give somebody 
an opportunity to drive him in. 
Jay Bell took advantage of a bad 
breaking ball that just kind of 
hung up over the inside of the 
plate, and that really gave us a 
big lift."

It was Bell's sixth career slam. 
His previous one, on July 11, 
1999, won $1 million for a fan in 
a Bank One Ballpark contest.

Elarton's struggles have been 
one of Houston's major prob­
lems.

'You go out there on a night 
when you've got a chance to 
score four or five runs off 
Schilling and you're a starting 
pitcher, you'd better win that 
one," Houston manager Larry 
Dierker said. "The next time 
you face him you're not going 
to get those runs."

Bagwell's 19th homer with 
two outs in the third cut the 
lead to 5-3.

Arizona added a run in the 
fifth. Counsell led off with a 
double, moved to thiitl on a 
ground out, then scored on Luis 
Gonzalez's sacrifice line drive 
to right field. Alou dropped the 
ball while preparing to throw 
home, but umpire Rob Drake 
ruled he held it long enough for 
the out.

Dellucci's seventh homer of 
t)te season made it 7-4 in the 
sixth.

NEW YORK (A P) —  Already 

young and bad, the Chicago 
Bulls got younger and w orse 
—  at least for the short term.

In a stunning trade com plet­
ed m idway .through the first 
round of the NBA draft, the 
Bulls sent their best player, 
Elton Brand, to the Los 
Angeles C lippers in exchange 
for the draft rights to 18-year- 
old center Tyson Chandler.

The W ashington W izards 
used the first pick on high 
school senior Kwam e Brown 
of G lenn A cadem y in 
Brunswick, Ga., m arking the 
first tim e an NBA team has 
selected a high school player 
No. 1 overall.

FC Barcelona forward Pau 
Gasol w ent third to Atlanta, 
which will send him to the 
G rizzlies as part of a yet-to-be- 
com pleted trade for Shareef 
Abdur-Rahim . No player from 
a foreign team had ever been 
drafted so high.

The B u lls also selected  a 
high school player with the 
fourth pick, grabbing  Eddy 
Curry of Thornw ood H.S. in 
South H olland, 111.

C urry and C h an d ler will 
m ake the Bulls even younger 
than they w ere last season 
when they had the greenest 
roster in league history.

"1 doil't rem em ber starting 
two freshm en when 1 w as a 
coach in college," Bulls coach 
Tim Floyd said. "1 guess I'm 
going to get a chance in the 
NBA.

"W e've gotten younger, and 
it's going to be very dim cult to 
replace Elton's 20 (points) and 
10 (rebounds) im m ed iately  
next year. We recognize this 
whole draft is based on poten­
tial and who these guys could 
becom e."

Indeed, this draft w as all 
about the allure of potential.

Three o f the first four players 
chosen 'Were high school 
seniors, and the college player
