“You can control whether the

options.”

Atter  receiving  numerous
complaints “about the civic cen
PA system, city otticials
began identitving the problems
and making changes.

Damaged speakers turned out
to be a part ot the problem,
Juengerman said. “We  tound
some blown speakers,” he said
Rewiring also helped.

'he city also purchased tour
new  wireless  clip-on micro
phones. Auditorium  personnel
spend more time demonstrating,
how the sound equipment s
used to persons using the PA tor
the tirst time, also.

“It's ongoing,” Stokes said ot
the civic center Improvements,
adding that keeping the 30-year-
old building in good repair is a
constant challenge to
Juengerman and 10 part-time
employees. And right now, he
said, two ot the part-time posi-
tions are open.

Maybe it's nostalgia for the image of a lone rider gal-
loping over the plains, unfettered by the banal rules of
sherift and schoolmarm. S

Whatever the reason, Texans have always assumed an
inalienable right to do whatever they please while dri-
ving their cars, trucks or sport-utility vehicles.

Seat-belt use took hold slowly here, and a few drivers
are still willing to make a federal case out of their objec-
tions. The notion that drinking and driving don’t mix is
gaining ground only gradually. Many drivers-wink at
laws against speeding. Proposals to use photos to con-
vict red-light runners arouse libertarian zeal.

It took well over a decade of effort to outlaw carrying
children loose in pickup beds on highways.

Driving with an open container of booze in the vehi-
cle becomes illegal in Texas this fall under a new law. A
ban on driving while using a hand-held phone should
be the next project. :

New York recently became the first state to ban talk-
ing into hand-held cellular telephones while driving. A
bill setting fines for violations was sent to Gov. George
Pataki, wﬁo favors it. Drivers will remain free to talk
while in motion on speakerphone sets that leave both
hands free. Hand-held sets may be used while a vehicle
is parked, and a special exception for on-road use is
made for drivers reporting émergencies.

Similar proposals have popped up in about 40 other
states, and a handful of local governments have enacted
local prohibitions. The Texas Legislature did not debate
the issue in the 2001 session and will not meet again
until January 2003 unless Gov. Rick Perry calls a special
. session.

The Texas Department of Public Safety, meanwhile, is
collecting data on -whether cell phone use has con-
tributed to accidents. An updated accident form also
has a spot for road rage as a contributor in accidents.

Local city councils, including Austin’s, should consid-
er pre-empting the state and acting immediately. The
West Lake Hills City Council, a trendsetter in banning
smoking and billboards in its small territory, could
improve safety in several busy shopping center parking
lots and curving roadways with a “motor-phoner” ban.

Opponents of cell phone bans point to the impossibil-
ity of banning every potential driver distraction.
lhey’re right. Accidents may be caused by drivers
whose attention is on eating or drinking, fiddling with
a radio or CD player, comforting a crying child or disci-
plining a dog. At least one local taxi driver tempts fate
by watching television soap operas while in motion,
and other drivers receive faxes and Internet data behind
the wheel. '

But it is drivers with phones at their ears that rou-
tinely create terror on the roads. The number of cell

phones is skyrocketing, and phone-impaired drivers .

have become frightening commonplace in the daily
commute. The sensible “shut-up-and-drive’” campaign
hasn’t made a dent.

Those who study highway safety say telephone con-
versation is more likely than most other trivial distrac-
tions to consistently suck attention way from the road.
Emotional conversations and those involving business
deals hold special peril. Fatalities are being blamed on
groping for a buzzing phone or looking away from the
road. =

Safety-conscious citizens yearn for a cell phone ban
cach time a distracted talker veers toward a pedéstrian
in a parking lot, when they see in their rear view mirror
a red-faced and gesticulating driver with a phone or
when they read of another fatality in which pEone dis-
traction was a factor.

Portable telephones are marvels of convenience and
contribute to public safety when used wisely. But when
misused by drivers whose attention should be on the 2-
ton vehicle they are piloting, they're a menace.

Come September, 'l'vxansiave to give up the right to
have open containers of alcoholic beverages in a mov-
ing vehicle. It took more than 10 years of furious
debates over driver “rights” to get a tough open-con-
tainer law enacted in a state that leads the nation in
alcohol-related deaths.

We should get smarter about cell phones sooner. And
we should accept that a license to drive is a privilege,
not a right. To keep the privilege, we need to put safety
ahead of our yen to be unfettered. We need to admit
that sometimes common sense needs a boost from the
law.

Last month marked the 200th anniversary of
the birth of Frederic Bastiat. If one were to list
the top 10 advocates of liberty, French philoso-
pher-economist Bastiat would rank high on
that list. He’d easily outrank any one of the
founders of our nation.

I'm honored to have been invited by the New
York-based Foundation for = Economic
Education (fee.org) to give the keynote address
at a conference celebrating Bastiat’s birthday,
which was held in Carcassonne, France, near
where Bastiat spent most of his short life (1801-
1850). |

You say: “Williams, who's this guy, Bastiat?
We've never heard of him.” Frederic Bastiat
wrote several important works, among them
“Economic Sophisms” and “The Law.” In all of
his writings, he attacked tyranny, economic
ignorance and self-serving myths. His observa-
tions about human nature and government are
just as true today as during his time.

Bastiat warned: “Now since man is naturally
inclined to avoid pain — and since labor is pain
in itself — it follows that man will resort to
plunder whenever plunder is easier than work.

“History shows tEis quite clearly. And under
these conditions, neither religion nor morality
can stop it.”

What does Bastiat mean by plunder? Plunder
is when people forcibly take the property of
another. It’s legalized plunder when people use
government, such as our Congress, to do the
same thing. Or, as Bastiat put it, “The state is

After the National Academy of Sciences
report on climate change was released recently,
a reader wrote — somewhat smugly, I thought
— that now that this august body had settled
the question once and for all, I'd probably like
to write a ‘column confessing my error.

Well, actually, I wouldn't.

Instead, I'll let one of the authors of the
National Academy of Sciences (NAS) report
speak on my behalf. You will find that, con-
trary to press reports, he verifies my skepti-
cism about global warming.

In an editorial piece recently in the Wall
Street Journal, Richard S. Lindzen, professor of
meteorology at MIT, set the record straight.
The headline states, “The Press Got It Wrong.
Our Report Doesn’t Support the Kyoto Treaty.”

He cited a CNN news report that described
the report as “a unanimous decision that glob-
al warming is real, is getting worse and is due
to man. There is no wiggle room.”

Lindzen wrote, “As one of 11 scientists who
prepared the report, I can state that this simply
is untrue.” Number one, he stated, there was
no unanimity; NAS never requires that; the full
report represented a span of views. “This the
full report did, making clear there is no con-
sensus, unanimous or otherwise, about long-
term climate trends and what causes them.”

He states that about the only agreement is
that the Earth’s temperature is about half a

“degree higher than it was a century ago, that

levels of carbon dioxide have increased and
that carbon dioxide is a greenhouse gas,
though not the most important.

“But — and I cannot stress this enough,” he
states, “we are not in a position to confidently
attribute past climate change to carbon dioxide
or to forecast what the climate will be in the
future. That is to say, contrary to media
imptessions, agreement with the three basic

statements tells us almost nothing relevant to
policy discussions.”

Furthermore, he states, the NAS committee
concluded that the United Nations
Intergovernmental Panel on Climate Change’s
(IPCC) summary “does not provide suitable
guidance for the U.S. government.”

There is no
country in the world where the law is kept
more within its proper domain: the protection
of every person’s liberty and property.”’ If
Bastiat were alive today, I doubt whether he’'d
have that same level of admiration.

Trial unlikely for church bombing suspect

BIRMINGHAM, Ala. (AP) —
A former Ku Klux Klansman
charged with murder in the 1963
church bombing that killed four
black girls will likely never be
tried now that a judge has ruled
him mentally incompetent.

Circuit Judge James S. Garrett
said Monday that defense
lawyers presented enough evi-
dence during a hearing last week
to show Bobby Frank Cherry, 72,
wasn’t mentally fit to stand trial
in the bombing of the Sixteenth
Street Baptist Church.

“We're disappointed, but we
rest assured that we have done
all we could,” Prosecutor Doug
Jones said.

Jones said o appeal was
expected and the charges against
Cherry would likely be dis-
missed

The Sept. 15, 1963, bomb
ri}:)ped through an exterior wall

the brick church in
Birmingham. The bodies of
Denise McNair, 11, and Addie
Mae Collins, Cynthia Wesley and
Carole Robertson, all -14, were
found in the downstairs lounge.

The church had been‘a rallying
site for black demonstrators
seeking to end segregation in
schools and public accommoda-
tions. The bombing, the single
deadliest act against the move-
ment for racia% equality in the
South, was a galvanizing
moment of the civil rights move-
ment.

Cherry, who was living in
Mabank, Texas, when he was
indicted last year, was indicted

on charges of being one of a
handful of Klansmen who
bombed the church. Two other
ex-Klansmen were ' eventually
convicted in the blast.

Garrett’s seven-page decision
issued Monday said the prosecu-
tion “was not able to meet the
burden of proof by clear, con-
vincing and unequivocal evi-
dence” that Cherry could assist
his attorneys and understand the
proceedings.

During the competency hear-
ing for Cherry, four experts who
examined Cherry agreed he had
dementia of varying degrees, but
only two of them said he was
incompetent.

Prosecutors claimed the retired
truck driver feigned mental
problems to avoid a trial. But a
court-appointed expert, Dr. Jack
Modell, said it would be virtual-
ly impossible  for someone to
fake such symptoms.

The judge appeared to give
Modell’s evaluation the greatest
weight. “The examination by Dr
Modell was considerably more
expansive than the examinations

of the other doctors,” Garrett
wrote.
Garrett * scheduled another

hearing for Aug
would order further testing by
the Alabama Department of
Mental Health. Jones said the
hearing is to decide how the
exam will be conducted, not to
reconsider the competency find-
ing.

MOSCOW (AP) — Jacques
Rogge, a Belgian surgeon and
Olympic sailor with a
squeaky-clean reputation,
was elected to succeed Juan
Antonio Samaranch as presi-
dent of the International
Olympic Committee.

IOC delegates overwhelm-
ingly chose the 59-year-old
Rogge for the most powerful
job in international sports on
the second of a possible four
rounds of secret balloting.

Rogge defeated Kim Un-
yong of South Korea, Dick
Pound of Canada, Pal
Schmitt of Hungary and
Anita DeFrantz of the United
States, who went out on the
first ballot.

SALT LAKE CITY (AP) —
A federal judge threw out
four of 15 felony charges in
the Olympic bribery case,
dealing a setback to prosecu-
tors.

U.S. District Judge David
Sam said federal prosecutors
improperly built their felony
racketeering case on a Utah
misdemeanor law prohibit-
ing bribery or kickbacks in
commercial dealings.

remarkable that the tour did
" so well,” IMG senior corpo-

rate VP Barry Frank said.

“At the same time, I've
been in the sports television
business 44 years, and only

Muhammad Ali, Michael

Jordan and now Tiger Woods

have had such an incredible

effect on moving the ratings
needle.”

In deals driven by Woods’
immense popularity, the
PGA Tour agreed to con-
tracts, announced Monday,
with ABC, CBS, NBC, ESPN,
USA and The Golf Channel
that run from 2003-06.

They are worth about
$850 million, according to
two industry sources who
spoke on condition of
anonymity.

That figure represents a
roughly 45 percent rise from
the tour’s four-year televi-
sion packages negotiated in
1997 and running from
1999-02. '

It also should mean a hike
in tournament prize money.

There are no major
changes in the golf sched-
ules for ABC, CBS and NBC,
although each network does
lose and gain tournaments.

“Everygody pretty much
kept their schedule intact,”
CBS Sports president Sean
McManus said. “I think it’s
a fair financial deal for us
and the tour.”

Under the new setu
which doesn’t include
Grand Slam events because
they are not sponsored bf'
the PGA Tour — ABC will
average 18 events per year,
CBS 17 and NBC five.

On cable, the biggest
mover was USA, which
more than doubled its golf
coverage by jumping from
15 tournaments this year to
33 per year for the length of
the deal. ’

“It has that greenish-brown
look to it, which says it all,”
Lehman said. “When it’s all
brown, that’s going to be wispy,
dry stuff.. When the bottom is
green, the ball is going to burrow
in there, and it’s not going to be
friendly.”

Friendly may not be the word
players attach this week to Royal
Lytham & St. Annes, which fig-
ures to offer a stiffer challenge
than it did in 1996.

He'll
have a tougher time this week on
a course that rewards accuracy
more than length.

“There’s bunkers for every-
body,” Lehman said. “I don’t care
how long or short you are. You
have to deal with bunkers some-
where.”

Lehman, of course, has fond
memories here, where he opened
with a pair of 67s and then took
command of the tournament
with a 64 in the third round.

It is his only major champi-
onship win, though in the days
before Woods began to dominate
the majors, he thought he’d have
more.

Lehman believes his game can
be just as good as when he won.

“My good is just as good, but
my bad is worse,” Lehman said.
“Therefore my confidence isn’t
quite as high as it was then. At
that time I expected to play well
every time I teed it up.”

Woods, of course, feels that
way now. Perhaps so does Retief
Goosen, who followed his U.S.
Open win by taking the Scottish
Open on Sunday.

Castilla making big
impact for Astros

HOUSTON (AP) — Vinny
Castilla hasn’t taken long to
make a big impact on the
Houston Astros.

Castilla’s tiebreaking, three-
run double in the eighth
inning against John Rocker
helped ‘Houston come back
from five runs down to beat
the Cleveland Indians 10-8
Monday night.

“l think everybody knows
we have a great team here,”
Castilla said. “It's a great
atmosphere and we have a
chance to win any game, even
when we're behind.
Everybody pulls for every-
body no matter what the situa-
tion.”

Castilla has 39 RBIs in 53
games for Houston since being
released by Tampa Bay on
May 10. He had only nine RBIs
in 24 games with the Devil
Rays.

“When you talk about being
accustomed to a team, it takes
time to get comfortable,” clos-
er Billy Wagner said. “Now it’s
like he has been playing here
all along.”

The Astros trailed 6-1 before
rallying with three runs in the
fifth, one in the sixth and five
in the eighth. It was the largest
deficit Houston has overcome
since May 9, 2000, when they
rallied from six runs down to
beat Colorado.

Julio Lugo walked against
Paul Shuey to lead off the
eighth and stole second as Jeff
Bagwell struck out. Rocker (2-
4) then came in and gave up a
game-tying double on his first
pitch to Lance Berkman to tie
the game at 6.

Rocker intentionally walked
Moises Alou and gave up a
single to Richard Hidalgo to
load the bases. Castilla, who
had four RBIs, then drove in
all three runs with a double to
left field. Castilla grounded
out wit the bases loaded in the
third inning.

“I wasn’t thinking about
that, [ was just trying to do my
best,” Castilla said. “It was
another situation, another at-
bat. I was just trying to con-
centrate and come through. 1
wanted to make contact and
find a hole.”

Craig Biggio added an RBI
single, knocking out Rocker,
who shouted a profanity at a
fan as he walked off the field.

“He’s getting hit and he's
not getting anybody out,”
Indians manager Charlie
Manuel said. “I just wanted
him to get one guy out. I want-
ed him to get Berkman out.”

Rocker has struggled since
coming to Cleveland from
Atlanta on June 22, blowing
two of four save chances and
posting an 8.31 ERA. The
Indians have lost three straight
games.

“l don’t know anything
about a tired arm, [ just think
he’s going through a period
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when he’s not pitching well,”
Manuel said.

Ron Villone (3-3) pitched the
eighth for the win. The Astros
have won 12 of 15 to move
within two games of the
Chicago ' Cubs in the NL
Central their smallest
deficit since they trailed by 1
1/2 games May 23.

The Astros, who have the
second best road record in the
NL at 28-18, improved to 23-22
at home.

“This was so meaningful
because we came from behind
and won at this ballpark,”
manager Larry Dierker said.
“We're up over .500 and that’s
extremely important for us to
win here if we're going to
make a run for a playoff spot.”

Wagner allowed a two-run
homer in the ninth to Roberto
Alomar — his second of the
game.

A two-run homer by Kenny
Lofton and Alomar’s solo shot
off Scott Elarton in the third
inning put Cleveland up 3-0.
The Indians made it 6-1 in the
fifth on a two-run single by
Thome and an RBI single by
Travis Fryman.

“They battle,” Cleveland’s
Jim Thome said. “That’s a heck
of a team. They are so deep
that they keep coming back.

Bagwell led off the bottom
half against Charles Nagy
with his 25th home run.
Castilla added an RBI double
and Tony Eusebio hit a run-
scoring single in the inning to
make it 6-4.

Houston cut the Cleveland
lead to 6-5 in the sixth when
Biggio doubled, went to third
on a wild pitch by Danys Baez
and scored on Berkman’s
groundout.

Nagy led off the third for
Cleveland with a single and
scored on Lofton’s sixth

homer. One out later, Alomar
hit his 11th.

Houston scored its first run
in the bottom half on a sacri-
fice fly by Berkman.

Nagy gave up four runs and
nine hits in five innings.

Rob Bell wasted no time having an
impact for the Texas Rangers.

ince acquiring Bell (3-0) from
Cincinnati in a June 15 trade, the
Rangers have won all five of hus
starts.

The latest was a 2-0 win over the
San Francisco Giants on Monday
night. Bell came within one out of
his first career shutout and the first
complete game of the season for
the worst pitching staff in the
majors.

“I'm sure these guys weren't
sure what they were getting,” said
Bell, who was winless in nine
starts for Cincinnati this season. “I
hope this isn’t a defining point. |
hope there are a lot more games
like that.”

Bell scattered six hits, struck out
five and issued five walks — three
to Barry Bonds. After striking out
the first two batters in the ninth,
Bell left after giving up a ground-
rule double to J.T. Snow.

Bell is making it easy for the
Rangers to forget about Ruben
Mateo, the young outfielder .who
was starting for Texas at the begin-
ning of the season before being
traded to Cincinnati. Mateo
remains in the minors for the Reds,
while Bell is paying immediate
dividends.

“We are going to give him a
chance to pitch. He doesn’t have to
worry about being sent down or
looking over his shoulder,”
Rangers manager Jerry Narron
said. “That's probably as big as
anything for him. He knows we
really wanted him here.”

Jetf Zimmerman, who combined
with Ryan Glynn for a 2-0 win
over the Chicago White Sox in
Narron’s first game as manager
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May 5, got the final out for his 14th
save.

Mike Lamb went 3-for-3 with an
RBI single and scored the other
Texas run. _

Lamb was recalled from Triple-
A Oklahoma on June 17, taking
over at third base for Ken
Caminiti. Lamb is hitting .409 (18-
for-44) in his last 12-games. *

Lamb’s single in the fifth off
rookie Ryan Jensen (0-1) came
after Michael Young's leadoff dou-
ble. Lamb scored on Rafael
Palmeiro’s RBI single in the sev-
enth.

The Giants had their opportuni-
ties against Bell, leaving seven
runners on base the first five
innings. Jeff Kent, last year’s NL
MVP, stranded six in his first three
at-bats — all after Bonds walked.

“We were forcing the issue and
not getting the hits,” Kent said.
“We just didn’t have it, and I'll be
at the top of that list.”

Bonds was 0-for-1, grounding
out and increasing his major
league-leading walk total to 92. He
has just one homer in 18 games,
but with 40 in 93 games, he still has
the same total as Mark McGwire
did in 1998 when he hit a record
70.

“Bell looked more like he was
teasing him than not wanting to
have anything to do with him,”
Giants manager Dusty Baker said.
“He was working the outside.”

The. Rangers left runners on in
each of the first five innings,
including the bases loaded after
scoring in the fifth. They didn’t
score in the third when Alex
Rodriguez popped out and
Palmeiro grounded into a double
play after Frank Catalanotto and
Lamb singled.

A unique home care setting
for patients needing continu-
ous care is offered in Pampa.

Pjcare has been in opera-
tion in Pampa for two years,
and is owned by Peggy
Miller.

She said it provides a solu-
tion for many families who
don’t want to put their loved
ones in a nursing home but
are unable to care for them in
their own homes.

“We offer 24 hour care,
seven days a week for our
patients,” she said.

as well as hospice patients.

“When we have home
health care patients, the
home health medical
providers visit the patients at
Pjcare,” she said. She added
the patients’ doctors also call
on the patients at Pjcare.

“We provide three meals a
day for the patients. We also
provide laundry services,”
she said. “Snacks are provid-
ed for patients depending
upon dietary restrictions by
their doctor.”

She said when weather
permits, the patients go out-
side and enjoy the outdoors.
“Lately it has been too hot
for them to go out very often,
but when the weather gets
better they will.”

The home care setting
agency can care for up to
three patients. At present
they have two patients in
their care.

Miller lives in the home
with the patients on a 24-
hour basis. She is assisted by
Vickie Goheen.

“The patients have a lot of
fun,” said Goheen. “They
like to play games, especially
Tic-Tac-Toe. This home set-
ting is really good for the

patients.”

Miller said she has been
involved in similar patient
care work for over 30 years
before she opened Pjcare in
Pampa.

“I have worked in nursing
homes and also cared . for
patients in private patient
care settings,” she said.

“We have an open door
policy here,” she said.
“There are no set times for
visitation. Families and
friends are welcome to come
and see their loved ones any
time they choose.”

She said she does not lock
the doors even  with
Alzheimer patients. “Fve
found that if you watch them
very closely they won't
leave,” she said. “I’ve never
had one to leave.”

Monitors are in all bed-
rooms of the patients at the
home so that Miller and
Graham can hear if the
patients need assistance.

Miller said all her patients
are private pay.
