Kaleb and his brother Jered were in ttie family 
pickup headed to Celanese for ice when they saw 
the little white dog in the ditch beside the cemetery.

"H e had seen the flyers and I had seen the flyers. 
We never thought we'd ever see the dog," Kaleb 
said.

"We saw (the dog) and I said, 'Isn't that the dog 
in those flyers?' and it was," J e t^  said.
'  Jered jumped from the truck and ran after the 
fleeing dog. ■

DNA evidence analysis ordered
DALLAS (AP) —  New DNA 

tests have been ordered in the case 
of death row inmate Michael Blair, 
who was convicted of killing 7- 
year-old Ashley Estell.

A  clump of hair found 2 1/2 
miles from a Plano park where 
Ashley was abducted in 1993 will 
be a focus of testing. Earlier DNA 
tests have disputed key hajr evi­
dence used against Blair during 
his 1994 trial.

The Texas Court of CriVninal 
Appeals sent the case back to a 
state court after DNA tests on 
other hair samples did nof link 
Blair with the Dallas girl's slaying.

The case against Blair, a previ­
ously convicted child molester, 
prompted passage of "Ashley's 
laws." The package of tough sexu­
al-predator measures in Texas 
remiire longer prison terms'and 
public registration for sex offend­
ers.

U.S. District Judge Royal

Ferguson of Midland in April dis­
missed a federal appeal by Blair, 
clearing the case to return to the 
original trial court. A  prosecutor 
has said the case would be retried 
if necessary.

Forensic analyst Charles Linch 
had testified during the trial that 
the hair clump contained strands 
that microscopically resembled 
the victim's hair and strands that 
resembled Blair's hair. He also 
said the clump contained the most 
microscopically distinctive hairs 
of any hair evidence in the case.

"We appreciate the court's deci­
sion to perform more D NA test­
ing, inasmuch as we are of the 
opinion that it is important to 
negate all hair evidence utilized 
by the state to convict Michael,"

Roy Greenwood of Austin, one of 
Blair's appellate attorneys, told 
The Dallas Morning News in 
Monday's editions. "We are confi­
dent that the test will come back 
negative on that hair also."

Norman is bid winner in Skins Game; Woods shut out
IND IO , Calif. (A P ) —  It 

seemed like old times to Greg 
Norm an as the Skins Game 
came down the stretch with 
everything on the line. He was 
striking the ball crisply, making 
key putts and beating the best 
in the world.

It would have been great in a 
major championship. As it was, 
it was only the made-for-televi- 
sion Skins Game.

That didn 't stop Norm an 
from pocketing a record $1 mil­
lion on Sunday, though. And it 
didn't stop from making him 
feel pretty good about himself 
once again at the age o f 46 after 
shutting out T iger Woods, 
Colin Montgomerie and Jesper 
Pamevik.

"It 's  not that you want 
T iger's scalp on thid mantrf,"'

Three years since he last won 
a tournament o f any kind, 
Norm an had plenty to be 
pleased about after sinking a 
birdie putt on the 17th hole to 
thwart Pamevik and then mak­
ing a routine par on the 18th to 
w in his first $800,000.

Tw o extra holes later, he 
pocketed another $200,0(X), and

M ontgom erie and Jesper 
Pamevik home empty-handed.

"A n y  win is a great w in, 
whether it's a Skins Ckime o r  a 
regular tournament," said 
Norman, whose last w in came 
in the 1998 G reg Norm an 
H olden  International in 
Australia.

Norm an, after making a 
birdie on the 17tti h c ^  to w in

all the previous skins, needed 
to only p>ar the 18th to become 
the b ig winner. That was- 
because a new rule forced a 
player to at least tie for low  
score on the next hole after w in­
ning a skin.

He did it w ith a conservative 
sand shot and_ tw o putts that 
allowed him to' cash in 17 skins 
worth $800,000.

'T 've  never had to make a par 
for $800,000 in m y life ," 
Norman said. "It was hard try­
ing to figure it o u t "

Norm an predicted after the 
front nine Saturday that all the 
skins could be in play on the 
18th hole, and he was right 
after a back nine where six 
holes w ere played before 
Pam evik w on his skin w ith a 
20-footer for birdie on No. 16.

Norm an' job on the 18th was 
made much easier after Wbods 
and M ontgom erie both put

their second shots in the water 
on the par-5, and Pam evik hit 
the lip o f a fairway bunker and 
was well short o f the green.

Norman hit an iron into the 
right greenside bunker and was 
faced with a long sand shot 
toward a pin w im  water just 
behind i t  Instead o f risking it 
all, Norman played his shot 
w e ll short o f the pin, then 
putted to four feet before mak­
ing his putt for par.

Montgomerie paired the hole 
out o f 'T O  water, meaning the 
players went to extra holes to 
settle the final skin.

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Analysis of DNA evidence ordered in condemned killer’s case
DALLAS (AP ) ~  N ew  D N A  t » t s  have been 

ordered in the case o f deadt row inmate Michael 
Blair, who was convicted o f killing 7-year-old 
Ashlev Eatell.

A  clump o f hair found in a Plano park where 
Ashley was abducted in 1993‘w ill be a focus of 
testing. Earlier D N A  tests have disputed key hair 
e v id «K e  used against Blair during his 1994 trial.

The Texas Court o f Criminal Appeals sent the 
case back to a state trial court after D N A  tests on 
odier hair samples did not link Blair with the 
Dallas girl's slaying.

The case against Blair, a previously convicted 
child molester, prompted passage of "Ashley's 
laws." The package of tough sexual-predator mea­

sures in Texas require lonMr prison terms and 
public registration for sex onenders.

U.S. District Judge Royal Ferguson o f Midlatul 
in April d is m is ^  a federal appeal by Blair, clear­
ing the case to return to the original trial court. A  
prosecutor has said the case would be retried if 
necessary.

Forensic analyst Charles Linch had testified dur­
ing the trial that the hair clump contained strands 
that microscopically resembled the victim'^ hair 
and strands that resembled Blair's hair. He also 
said the clump contained the most mi0x>scopically 
distinctive hairs o f any hair evidence in the case.

"W e appreciate the court's decision to perform 
more D N A  testing, inasmuch as we are of the opin­

ion that it is important to negate all hair evidence 
utilized by the state to convict Michael," Roy 
Greenwood of Austin, one of Blair's appellate 
attorneys, told The Dallas Morning News in 
Mondays editions. "W e are confident that the test 
will come back negative on that hair also."

Mary Scanlcm, Collin County's chief felony pros­
ecutor, said her office a g re^  to test the hair clump 
because such D N A  anal^is was unavailable at the 
time. *'

However, prosecutors are still confident that 
Ashley's killer is on death row, said Scanlon, who 
was not involved in Blair's trial.

Other evidence, including fibers from a stuffed 
animal found in Blair's car, have "never been dis­

proved or shown te disconnect him in any way," 
she said. "W e still feel we have a good conviction."

The appeals court in May ordered the original 
trial court to conduct evidentiary hearings on new 
D N A  evidence and on defense concerns about the 
competency of Linch's work. The appeal has been 
pending in the court of state District Judge Nathan 
White Jr., who simed the joint motion ordering the 
D N A  testing earlier this month.

Defense lawyers have said that if D NA tests 
come back negative on all the hair evidence 
against Blair, prosecutors are left with what they 
called "tainted" witness identifications that the 
defendant was in Plano's Jack Carter Park that day. 
Records show that no one saw him with the girl.
