NEW YORK (AR) — On a gray day exactly tha’e months after the 
Sept. 11 terrorist attacks, firefighters, police officers and construction 
workers paused at the site of the World. I'rade Center for an inter- 
faith prayer service.

As generators and engines hummed in the background, Muslim,
Jewish, and Catholic leaders stot)d on a stage decorated with poin- 
settias and a menorah, reciting prayers for the dead, the survivors 
and the recovery workers.

A faint smell of smoke lingered in the air over the rubble. Some 
of the recovery workers, many of whom work 12-hour days at the 
site, were visibly moved by the cemmony. One man, wearing a 
police emergency helmet and a yellow raincoat, buried his face in 
nis hands.

About 2(X) workers gathered for the remembrance, a'moving 
hardhats decorated with American flags as the service began with d 
vocal rendition of "I.et There Be Peace on Earth," sung by Broadway 
performer William Michael.

People gathered across the country and around the globe 
I'uesday at 8:46 a.m to mark precisely thme months since the first jet­
liner slammed into the trade center.

Flanked by Cov. George Pataki and Mayor Rudolph Giuliani, 
the Rev. James Loughran presented an invocation at the site of the

MALVERN, Pa. (AP) — Police 
were searching Tuesday for a 
man they say took his restaurant 
co-workers into the woods to see 
his gun, then opened fire, killing 
two and wounding a third.

The shooting began shortly 
after 9:30 p.m. Monday when the 
men began closing the restau­
rant, located in the Great Valley 
Center, East Whiteland Township 
Police Chief Frederick Rosato 
said.

The, five employees walked 
outside into some woods about 
100 yards behind the restaurant. 
Rosato said. There, Nichols fired
one round into the ground, thene en
opened fire on the others, he said.

Agency to, mònitor P^ntek facility 
after report of procedural faults

AMARILLO, Texas (AP) — 
The weapons operations at 
Pantex will monitored closely 
by a nuclear safety agency fol­
lowing a series of procedural 
failures this year, 10 of which 
involved worlc on nuclear explo-
sives.

BWXT Pantex and U.S. 
Department of Energy officials 
say they have taken steps to fix 
the problems cited by the 
Defense Nuclear Facilities Safety 
Board, a congressional watchde^ 
agency that oversees nuclear 
weapons plants.

In October, the safety board 
issued a report citing more than

50 "inadequate procedural com­
pliance" iiKidents in 2001.

Most incidents invoKred proce­
dural errors in moWng niiclear 
materials and explosives. bi the 
last 10 weeks, the plant has not 
had a similar incident, BWXT 
President and General Manager 

-Dennis Ruddy said.
The report detailed "missed 

steps, steps performed out of 
sequence, violations of procedur­
al requirements, use of wrong 
procedures.... Of particular con­
cern is the fact that at least 10 of 
these incidents involved work 
directly on nuclear explosives."

followed doesn't mean that an 
accident would occur, but proce­
dures do provide various levels 
of safety, Eggenbeiwr said.

Prayer controversy debated  in K errville
SAN ANTONIO (AP) — The 

separation of church and state 
has become a hot topic in 
Kerrville as both city and school 
officials debate the issue.

At city hall in the largely 
Christian town about 60 miles 
northwest of San Antonio, the 
mention of Jesus in the invoca­
tions before council meetings is 
being contested. At the school, 
officials have been asked to dis­
play the Ten Commandments 
with other historical documents 
in a case to be donated.

Councilwoman Nancy Banks 
said she doesn't want Jesus men­
tioned in invocations routinely 
given by Christian cleiw  before 
council meetings. It's illegal and 
excludes those of other faiths, 
she said.

'/Even if I agreed with the 
prayer, as a Jew I can't join in," 
Banks said.

Mayor Stephen Fine offered to 
ut a rabbi in the lineup of those 

eading the prayers, but dis­
missed Banks' plea that the 
prayers be directed at a 
"supreme being" such as God, 
Lord or Master.

"I don't think going to an ecu-

fe

menical prayer will satisfy the 
Christians' prayer needs," Fine 
told the San Antonio Express- 
News on Monday for its T\iesday 
editions. "Watering it down for 
everybody is a solution for 
nobody."

Officials of the American Civil 
Liberties Union agreed with 
Banks, saying the mention of 
Jesus makes the prayers illegal.

"The courts will not interfere 
with a prayer or spiritual 
moment if it is nonsectarian, but 
if it tends to endorse one relimon 
or another, it is a violation of the 
First Amendment's separation 
clause," said Will Harrell, direc­
tor of the group's Texas office.

City Attorney Kevin Laughlin 
refused comment.

The prayer issue is scheduled 
for discussion at Tuesday's coun­
cil meeting.

Across town, school trustees 
sought legal guidance after being 
asked last month to display the 
Ten Commandments at a school 
with other historical documents 
in a case that will be given to the 
school.

Joseph Fegenbush, pastor of 
the Faith Christian Church, made

the proposal. He said a mer­
chant bought the $1,700 case 
holding copies of the U.S. 
Constitution, the Declaration of 
Independence, the Bill of Rights 
and the Ten Commandments.

If the board backs the plan 
when it meets Dec. 18,
Fegenbush plans to raise money
to put one case in each school 
The board's attorney refused 
comment Monday.

WASHINGTON (AP) — The 
Bush administration sougfit to 
break the deadlock in Congress 
Ibesday over economic stimulus 
legislation by offering to com-.

Democrats responded 
favorably, but still oppose key 
GOP tax cuts.

"Doing the right thing isn't 

hard -  the difficulty lies in fig­
uring out what the right thing 
is. We're confident that we've 
done the right thing."

Speaker of the House is the 
presiding officer of the House of 
Representatives. The Texas 
Constitution requires the House 
of Representatives, each time a 
new legislature convenes, to 
choose one of its .own members 
to serve as speaker.

As presiding officer, the speak­
er maintains order during floor 
debate, recognizing legislators 
who wish to speak and ruling on 
procedural matters. The consti­
tution also requires the speaker 
to sign all bills and joint resolu­
tions passed by the legislature. 
As a member of the House of 
Representatives, the speaker 
may vote on all questions before 
the house.

The speaker also appoints 
members of each standing com­
mittee based on seniority, and 
designates the chair and vice­
chair for each committee.

The speaker is also responsible 
for referring all proposed legisla­
tion to committee.

Chisum is in his fourth term as 
Chairman of the House
Committee on Environmental 
Regulation.

A sampling of editorial opinion around Texas:
Waco Tribune-Herald on textbooks:
In 1995 the Texas Legislature rightfully took away much of 

the power of the state school board to dictate the content of 
textbtx)ks. Lawmakers didn't imagine that from the inch that 
remained for the board to maneuver, it would take a country 
mile.

1 he only authority left to the board by the legislature was to 
change or reject textb(X)ks based on factual errors. Recently 
the Republican majority on the board managed to reject an 
environmental science textbtxik for middle schools. It did so 
not based on factual errors but on viewpoints or impfessions 
that did not sit well with the majority of the board.

So doing, the board effectively limited the textbook choices 
for schcwl districts, even though the rejected textbook had met 
a high standard of review from the Texas Education Agency^ 
lexas A&M science faculty, the Science Teachers Association 
of Texas and the Texas Science Teachers Leadership 
AsscKiation.

Thttugh a school district can purchase a btxjk not appnwBd 
by the board, it cannot get state reimbursement for it. . ^

The board also bullied the makers of another textbook tb 
make changes or face rejection. Were these changes to correct 
factual error? No. They were to alter nuances or inferences 
that those in the controlling clique on the board decided were 
not their cup of tea.

Texas lawmakers need to revisit this matter once again to 
further reduce the school board's powers, powers which it has 
shown it can and will abuse.

Texas needs accurate and balanced textbooks. It can have 
textb(K)ks of that nature and not rely on the state school board 
to decide on them for Kxral schixtl districts.

To meet this goal, the legislature should borrow a page from 
Congress, which for years saw the issue of military base clo­
sures snarled by partisan and provincial sniping.

It decided to form a nonpartisan base-closing commission 
and have it make recommendations. Congress could not pick 
and chtHtse fmm among the recommendations. It would vote 
up or down on the commission's report.

Except for the final donnybrxwk at the state bttard, Texas' 
t&xtlxH>k process assures fact and balance. In the case of the 
science books it involved a panel of over 1(K) pteople, mainly 
teachers nominated by sch(x>l districts, reviewing a set of six 
textbmiks submitted by publishers. With the help of A&M fac­
ulty which also checked the botiks for fact, the pixKess win­
nowed the group to three.

Borrowing from the base-closure commission model, the 
state board should be given one choice after all of this: Up or 
down. Either the board approves the options available to 
schcKils or the textbtxik process must begin anew and deliver 
a new slate of chttices.

SchiHtl districts should have choices. State school board 
members have assumed a position of petty tyranny over those^ 
chitices. It should stop.

BOSTON (AP) — Two 
hurdles that have slowed 
baseball's offseason moves 
are getting closer to being 
resolved: the signing of Jason 
Giiunbi and contraction.

th e  New York Yankees 
moved closer fo finalizing a 
seven-year deal with Giambi 
that would be worth between 
$118 and $120 inillion, a base­
ball official and a lawyer 
familiar with the talks said 
on the condition they not be 
identified.

Owners and players also 
spent Monday trying to 
negotiate an agreement that 
would delay contraction 
until at least 2003. The sides 
were close to a deal, and 
recessed their talks until 
Tuesday.

On the second day of the 
five-day meetings, teams and 
agents seemed to be waiting 
for those issues to be settled 
before making their deals.

Only two moves have been 
aruiounced at the meetings. 
The Toronto Blue Jays traded 
shortstop Alex Gonzalez to 
the Chicago Cubs for lefty 
Felix Heredia and a player to 
be named, and the St. Loiiis 
Cardinals announced their 
$27 million, four-year deal 
with closer Jason 
Isringhausen.

"In general, the market is 
much slower than it has 
been in years past," said 
agent Jeff Moorad, who rep­
resents slugger Juan 
Gonzalez. "It's an unusual 
market in that respect. It's 
slow-moving for a lot of rea­
sons. It had a late start and 
there's the issue of contrac­
tion. Once one of the signifi­
cant free agents signs, a lot 
more will happen."

The Giambi deal is getting 
closer to being completed. 
While the contract wasn't 
finalized, the Yankees began 
making arrangements for 
Giambi to take a physical. 
When a player takes a phys­
ical, it's usually a sign that a 
deal is imminent.

At $120 million, the con­
tract would have an average 
aimual value of $17.14 mil­
lion. That would be t̂ »e fifth- 
highest’ in baseball behind 
Texas shortstop Alex 
Rodriguez ($25.2 million), 
Boston outfielder Manny 
Ramirez ($20 million), 
Yankees shortstop Derek 
Jeter ($18.9 million) and 
Chicago Cubs outfielder 
Sammy Sosa ($18 million).

Giambi's agent, Arn 
Tellem, did not return a tele­
phone message. Yankees 
general manager Brian 
Cashman has not comment­
ed on the Giambi talks. If 
there are no problems with 
the physical, the contract 
could be finalized later this 
week, the sources said.

Oakland general 'manager 
Billy Beane, ‘arriving at the 
meetings, said he hadn 't 
heard recently from Giambi, 
the heart of his lineup. The 
Athletics haven't moved 
from their $91 million, 
seven-year offer, making the 
Yankees confident Giambi 
will sign with them.

Texas Rodeo Hall will induct Akridges
Not many people outside the rodeo 

world have ever near of Eddy Akridge, 
but he was one of the most dominant 
bronc riders of his era.

Akridge won three consecutive world 
champion bareback riding titles in. the 
mid-1950s to go with another bareback 
title in 1961. He finished in the Rodeo 
Cowboys Association ’ top 5 all-around 
standings in 1953, '55 and 56. In 1953, he 
was the International Rodeo Association 
Champion bareback rider.

Pampans can claim him as one of their 
own,

He was bom here in 1929, and his fam­
ily moved to Meade, Kan. when Eddy 
was in his early teens. He started his 
rodeo career when the Akridges moved

to Beaver, Okla.

Early in his career, Akridge competed 
in the Top O' Texas Rodeo in 1945 and 
1946.

"1 still know people in Pampa. Buster 
and June Ivory are good friends of mine,^ 
Akridge said. "I remember Buddy and 
Lee Cockrell. They were tough cowboys."

Akridge, along with his brother, J.R. 
Akridge of Amarillo, will be inducted 
into the Texas Rodeo Cowboy Hall of 
Fame Feb. 9 in Belton.

"I'm pretty happy about it. It's nice to 
be honored," says the 73-year-old 
Akridge, who now lives in Las Vegas, 
Nev.

Akridge may be even more happy for 
brother J.R., who had a promising career 
cut short by a spinal injury.

"J.R. was a terrific cowboy. He could do 
everything. He never got to fulfill his 
dream, but there's no doubt in my mind 
that he would have been a champion," 
Eddy pointed out.

J.R., who is three years older than Eddy, 
was bom in Megargel, Tex. After serving

in the Navy during World War TWo, J.R. 
started his rodeo career in 1946, compet­
ing in bareback, saddle brtmc, bullriaing 
and steer wrestling.

J.R. joined the RCA in 1949 and placed 
consistently in rodeos from Texas to 
Canada. In 1954, a horse flipped over on 
him in the chute and severed his spinal 
cord in three places.

J.R. is currently in Veterans Memorial 
Hospital in Amarillo.

Ottier honors have come Eddy's way in 
a long and distinguished rodeo career.

He was inducted into the Cowboy Hall 
of Fame in Denver, Colo, in 1979 and the 
Rodeo Hall of Fame (National Cowboy 
and Western Heritage Museum) in 
Oklahoma City in 1999.

Cotton Bowl tickets going fast
LITTLE ROCK (AP) — As 

sports information director at the 
University of Arkansas, Kevin 
Trainor has a couple of unpub­
lished numbers for the 
Razorback ticket office.

First thing Monday, he got a 
busy signal just like the public 
dialing 982-HOGS.

"The phones are ringing off the 
hook," said ticket manager Mark 
Scobey.

Arkansas vs. No. 10 Oklahoma 
in the Jan. 1 Cotton Bowl is a hot 
ticket.

Before the office opened, more 
than 100 students lined up to buy 
the $70 tickets. Inside, 500 ticket 
orders were on the fax.

"People are very enthusiastic 
about gping to Dalla6>" Scobey 
said.

"It was the kind of thing we 
expected, but it goes to show the 
enthusiasm Razorback fans have 
for Dallas and the Cotton Bowl," 
Trainor said.

Until Saturday night, it looked 
like Arkansas (7-4, 4-4 SEC) was 
headed for the Dec. 27 
Independence Bowl in 
Shreveport, La. That was before 
LSU beat Tennessee 31-20 in the 
SEC championship game and

moved out of the Cotton Bowl 
and into the Sugar Bowl.

United in their support for 
LSU, more than two dozen 
Razorbacks watched the SEC 
championship game at ^ e  home 
of teammate Scott Summers. 
After the game, the players start­
ed calling the hogs in the front 
yard.

Even though No. 16 Georgia (8- 
3) was available when it came 
time for the Cotton Bowl to pick 
its SEC team, officials opted for 
the unranked Razorbacks. First of 
all, the Cotton is positioned as an 
SEC Western Division bowl even 
though Tennessee played in 
Dallas last January.

Arkansas' years in the 
Southwest Conference helped, as 
did the huge throng that traveled 
to Dallas two years ago when a 7- 
4 Arkansas team beat Texas 27-6. 
Plus, Arkansas fans want to go to 
Dallas.

"People have their favorite 
restaurants, places they used to 
go," Trainor said. "They remem­
ber going to Dallas for the 
Southwest Conference basketball 
tournament. In many ways, it's a 
trip down memory lane for a lot 
of our fans."

In light of the Sept. 11 terrorist 
attacks, driving to a bowl appeals 
to many. Again, a plus for 
Arkansas — a 5 1/2-hour drive 
from Little Rock to Dallas.

All those factors add up to tick­
et sales.

Each school gets 12,500 tickets 
and can ask for more. "We will 
ask for more," Trainor said. He 
said he expects at least 20,000 
Arkansas fans.

For certain, the Cotton Bowl 
surprised some Georgia officials. 
Despite their record and ranking, 
the Bulldogs wound up in the 
Music City Bowl.

"This wasn't among the plans 
we had expected," said. Georgia 
athletic director Vince Dooley.

"They didn't have to pick us, so 
let's make the most of it," 
Arkansas coach Houston Nutt 
told his players who attended the 
bowl news conference.

Going against Oklahoma puts 
Arkansas in an enviable situa­
tion. As a two-touchdown under­
dog, the Razorbacks have a free 
shot at a Top 10 team only a year 
removed from a natiorfal champi­
onship.

"We have an awesome respect 
for Oklahoma," Nutt said.

Dolphins rout Colts

LAS VEGAS (AP) — Red 
Lemmel grabbed a share of hfe 
third saddle bronc victory in four 
rounds, scoring 79 points aboard 
Blood Brother on Monday night 
in the National Finals Rodeo.

"It wasn't a pretty ride, but it 
was a ride," said Lemmel, of 
Faith, S.D. "It was an awesome 
pen of horses. The fans really like 
that and as long as’everything's 
even, the cowboys like it texj."

Jesse Bail of Camp Crook, S.D., 
matched Lemmel with a 79 and 
Rod Warren of Big Valley, 
Alberta, was third .at 78 as only 
six of the 15 cowboys lasted the 8 
seconds.

Lemmel, who also has a third- 
place finish and has won $44,601 
in the first four rounds, was 
bucked off by Blcxxl Brother in 
his only other attempt on the 
horse. "A world champion 
should be able to ride all kinds of 
horses," he said.

MIAMI (AP) — Peyton 
Manning trudged to the sideline, 
shaking his head while trying to 
explain his third interception. 
Seconds later. Jay Fiedler raced 
off the field, celebrating his third 
touchdown pass with coaches 
and teammates.

The night belonged to the 
quarterbacks.

Manning didn 't throw a 
touchdown pass for the first 
time this season and raised his 
interceptions total to a league- 
high 20.

Fiedler, meanwhile, played 
mistake-free football for the 
third consecutive game, throw­
ing three TD passes and running 
for «mother score as the Miami 
Dolphins overwhelmed the 
Indianapolis Colts 41-6 on 
Monday night.

The Colts (4-8), who had not 
lost this badly since a 44-6 defeat 
against the New York Jets on 
Sept. 20, 1998, dropped their 
fifth straight game. And they 
probably can forget about mak­
ing the playoffs, especially with 
an 0-4 record against division 
foes Miami and New England.

"In the football world, these 
are tough times," Manning said.

The Dolphins (9-3) have won 
three in a row and extended 
their AFC East lead to 1 1/2 
games over the Patriots and two 
games over the Jets. And they 
did it by scoring six offensive 
touchdowns and a season-high 
in points.

"This was by far our best game 
Ileioverall," Fiedler said. "Run, pass 

— we executed well in all phas­
es. We were fired up coming out. 
It was a little more electric. You 
could see the excitement we had, 
the energy, and we came out and 
pounded them early."

Fiedler, who had 15 intercep­
tions and three fumbles in 
Miami's first nine games, has 
seven touchdown passes in his 
last three games without an 
interception or a fumble. He was 
18-of-26 for 191 yards Monday 
and improved to 10-0 with the 
Dolphins when he doesn't throw 
an interception. The team is 9-7 
when he gets picked off.

"I'm just focusing on it, mak­
ing sure to take care of the ball," 
F i l le r  said.

Fiedler threw two TD passes 
to rookie Chris Chambers, one to 
Oronde Gadsden and ran for a 9- 
yard score as the Dolphins 
notched their most lopsided vic­
tory since a 52-14 win over the 
Jets on Sept. 3, 1995. Chambers 
has seven toucluiown receptions 
this season, breaking Miami's 
rookie record of five set by 
Andre Brown in 1989.

"I say it every week: He's a 
special talent," Fiedler said. "His 
confidence level is sky high right 
now. There's no doubting the 
ability that he has on the football 
field and he keeps making plays 
week in and week out."

And Manning keeps throwing 
interceptions.

Both he and Ivanov said after 
the session that Russia and the 
United States were close to an 
agreement for drastic cuts in 
long-range nuclear arsenab, one 
that might be firmed up when 
President Bush visits Moscow 
next spring.

However, the two sides 
remain at odds over U.S. desires 
to modify the 1972 Anti-Ballbtic 
Missile treaty so it can build a 
national missile defense, cur­
rently banned by the landmark 
pact.

"The positions of the sides 
remain unchanged," Ivanov said 
at a joint news conference with 
Powell at the Kremlin.

So deep b  the U.S.-Russian 
disagreement over missile 
defense, that Ivanov said Russia 
is bracing for the possibility of a 
U.S. withdrawal from the ABM 
treaty.

Despite the mbsile-defehse 
impasse, both Ivanov and 
Powell were upbeat about 

.prospects for wrapping up a 
deal for reducing nuclear war­
heads.

Powell said he was taking 
home to Bush a Russian recom­
mendation on arms cuts that 
responds to Bush's aimounce- 
ment last month that the United 
States would cut ite nuclear arse­
nal over the next decade by two- 
thirds, from just under 6,000 
now to between 1,700 and 2,200 
warheads.
