Wind Ranch
Where the antelope play

WHITE D EER- When Anton 
Urbanczyk purchased 640 aca's 
of Texas Panhandle land in 
White Deer in 1914, he probably 
noticed the wind-swept plains 
and saw the opportunity for a 
family ranch and a way to make 
a living.

Eighty-seven years later, his 
grandson, Robert Bichsel, and 
nis wife Margie, are trying a new 
way of ranching. Eleven sleek, 
22-story-tall wind turbine tow­
ers of the Llano Estacado Wind 
Ranch at White Deer'̂ '̂ now dot 
their property.

"We always knew it was 
windy, but we never even 
thought about our land as a pos­
sibility for a wind farm," said 
Margie Bichsel. "Our family is 
so excited and happy about it. 
This is such a big change for the 
area. Our kids and grandkids 
love to come out here and see 
the turbines being built."

The Bichsels raise cattle and 
grow wheat, milo, and their own 
nay on their ranch. In addition, 
they have gas t>perations on 
their property.

"I don't think the wind ranch 
and the gas operations will

affect each other," said Bichsel. 
"We still see the antelopes in the 
fields, just like before. The wind 
ranch doesn't bother anything."

"We know how important it is 
to the landowners that their 
property is used with mspect," 
said Walter Hornaday, president 
of Cielo Wind Pt)wer.

"That's why we make sure to 
replant the areas with native 
plants once we finish construc­
tion and remain sensitive to the 
natural environment and the 
farming and ranching opera­
tions of the landowners."

Cielo Wind Power, LLC began 
construction of the 80- 
megawatt, 80-turbine wind 
power installation in October to 
provide energy for Xcel Energy's 
52,000-square-mile service area. 
Construction on the Llano 
Estacado Wind Ranch at White 
Deer is scheduled to be cc)mplete 
by the end of the year and w'ill 
be the first large-scale wind 
installation in the Texas 
Panhandle. Electricity produced 
by the new wind power project 
will be sold to Xcel Energy 
under a 15-year contract.

AMARI1.LO- Depending upon what hap­
pens in the beef export market, U.S. con­
sumers could be paying less for steak next 
year.

Jim Ciill, market director for lexas Cattle 
Feeders Association (JCFA), said 
Wednesday at a year-emd conference here 
that if export demand for beef mcovers early 
next year, U.S. consumers would probably 
be* paying an average of $3.38 a pound lor 
Jxvf, or about what they paid during the 
past year.

U.S. consumers could, however, be paying 
closer to $3.()6 pi*r pound for bevt, the 2(MM) 
level, if export demand R'mains low.

Reports in Sc’ptember of BSl:, or mad cow 
disease, in Japan, the United States' numlxT 
one Ix'ef export market, hit the U.S. cattle

feeding industry hard.
While BSE lias been reported in Tiirope 

and Japan, there have been no ri-ports of the 
disease* in the U.S.

Dr. Richard McDonald, TCF A president 
and chief executive ollicer, said Wednesda\' 
that the U.S. cattle industry along w ith state 
and federal otticials have taken extensive 
steps to prvvent the disease trom coming, to 
the United Stall's.

A recently-reli-asi'd Harvard study ri'porl- 
ed that is it unlikely BSF will infect the U.S 
beef herd because of the measures taken In 
cattli'men and various governmental agen- 
cii's.

"I thiiik wind power will do a lot for White I>eer, 
and the surrounding area," said Bichsel. "It pro­
vides hew' jobs and an increased tax base for the 
coimty and the school district.

"With gas oil sources running out aroimd 
here, it will be an important source of income for

our schools. All of the people eroimd here are real­
ly excited. It's like a new frontier is being opened 
up."

for beef earlv in 2001, and he's not sure it's 
dropped o ff mat much, althougjh the ejcport mar­
kets and toe hig^ end restaurant businesses have 
suffered. •

The terrorist attacks of Sept. 11, he said, hurt 
demand for high end cuts in the white linen table­
cloth restaurants, and about toe time, the industry 
was recovering from that, a case of BSE, or mad 
cow disease, was reported in Japan.

"That really hurt our export market," Gill said, 
"and it has continued to hurt the export market."

Judge remands Dynegy lawsuit over Enron pipeline to state court
HOUSTON (AP) — A U.S. 

bankruptcy judge has set in 
motion the bidding process for 
embattled Enron Corp.'s once- 
dominant trading operation, 
which some Wall Street insiders 
say couid fetch up to $1 billion.

Enron said at a hearing 
Wednesday before Judge Arthur

Gonzalez in New York that it 
would allow parties to bid for all 
or part of the wholesale trading 
unit.

Enron lawyer Martin J. 
Bienenstock said none of the 14 
potential bidders to come for­
ward so far have expressed inter­
est in bidding for Enron's book

of contracts, which Enron values 
at $5 billion to $7 billion.

Bids are due Jan. 7; an auction 
will be held Jan. 10.

Bienenstock said bidders are 
wary of the potential liabilities in 
the contracts and that the short 
time frame does not allow for a 
full review of the books'.

The anxiously awaited tape of tenor leader Osama bin Laden 
discussing the Sept. 11 atnxrities over a cordial meal with friends 
and amiable fellow teirorists induces a spasm of revulsion.

It is an unqualified incrimination of bin Laden as a cold-heart- 
r*d killer who takes deep pleasure in destroying the innocent in 
the name of Allah. Anyone viewing the amateurish video will 
understand this about bin Ladt*n:

His guilt is unquestionc>d. He wears proudly on his hands the 
bUx>d t»f 4,(XX1 ptHiple who died in the attacks on the World Trade 
Center and the Pentagon and in a hijacked airliner that crashed in 
I’ennsylvania. * , /■

His pleasure in the death and destruction he orchestrated is 
undisguist'd. He pmudly asserts that the casualties were much 
higher than even ne optimistically had predictexi, and he thanks 
Allah for that.

His cruelty is undeniable. He discu.s.ses his one-day record for 
mass murxier as calmly as he had spoken of a soccer match 
between friendly rivals. His aintented smile and quiet laughter at 
the slaughter he directed will be etchc*d on the Ainerican psyche, 
much as the film of Adolf Hitler's little jig at the Nazi victory over 
France was for a previous generation.

If that snickering over mass destruction doesn't curdle the 
blcKxl of bin Laden's defenders and convince them of not only his 
complicity but his leadership in the Sept. 11 massacre, then they 
won't be convinced. If this compelling evidence doexin't move the 
Islamic world to -  at last -  ainderhn bin Laden, then it won't be 
moved.

The tape, mportedly made Nov. 9 and discovered in the house 
of an al Qaeda supporter in Jalalabad, Afghanistan, leavers no wig­
gle txKim for those opposing the American effort to defeat bin 
leaden, his al Qatxla organization and their Taliban defenders, 
rhea* is also cause to worry about future a.s.saults on the United 
State's farm the self-satisfied conversation caught on tape.

In the larger context, those men sipping and smiling at th  ̂
havoc they wmught make it clear that the democratic west, and 
the United States in particular, aa’ the enemy and will amtinue to 
Ix' tar)»ets for terrorists. They pmved that President Bush is right 
in going after bin Laden and al Qaeda with all the military might 
he can muster.

No one is safe as long as bin Laden and his fanatical followers 
aa> fa'e, for they will continue their terror as long as they are capa­
ble. Bush must oppose* this organization in every way, pursue it 
everywhea*, until it is crushed and its leaders can no longer joy­
ously scMul un.suspc'cting zealots to kill themselves in the name of 
mligious exta*mism.

It must not bc‘ lost on the world that the holy warriors caught 
on vidc*otafx* aa* discussing martyrdom -  of others -  in the rela­
tive comfort of a safe house, surrounded by worshipful devotees.
I hc“y chuckle at the* fact that the martyrs sent to thc'ir death * 
did not know exactly what to expect before the day of the hijack- 
ings.

rhe cold-bUxxIt'd discxission of mass murder, the hypocritical 
expressioas of a'ligious devotion and the cruel laughter at thpse 
they sent to kill and die provokes an undiluted anger ifl many 
Americaas who have stx’n the tape. It should have a.Similar reac­
tion in the Islamic world, at least that's the Bush admihi5trAtipri's- 
tc'rvent wish.

lo minimize mistakes and misinterpa'tations, Pentagrin offi­
cials had four nongovernment experts translate the tape into 
Fnglish. Using multiple private translators also blunts criticism 
that the administration fot '̂t'd the tape or faked the translation to 
disguise what was really being said.

Still, the videotape will be dismis.sed by America's enemies and 
labeled a forgery by bin Laden's acx>lytes. Ignoring the facts is the 
price of fanaticism. But then* is no mistaldng the truth in that 
video, no hiding the satisfied smirks on the faces of the murder­
ers di.scussing their crime, no disguising the pure joy in their 
n'counhng the' death and dc'struction.

The world should a*membi'r those faces and understand that 
then* is a blcxxlthirsty and diabolical force kxTse in the world, and 
it must be defeatt*d.

The courage to minister to others during a 
time of personal crisis is a sign of great faith.

Last week, I witnessed one of thè most coura­
geous acts of ministering that I have ever seen 
in my life. 1 saw a town in bewilderment, a 
town in disbelief. I saw a community that was 
grieving and asking questions nobody could 
answer.

But the answers came -  faith stood strong. 
The grief will probably not pass quickly for 
many of us, but the healing process through 
Cod's divine word was heard at the First 
Baptist Church in Pampa.

I write this article not based on my experi­
ence in Washington D.C. I write in awe at the 
faith 1 saw in Lee and Brenda Comelison. Two 
days after the tragic death of their son Michael 
-  a friend of so many -  Lee and Brenda stcxid in 
front of an overflow crowd at the church, not 
just to grieve at the loss of their only child, but 
to minister to an entire town who was sharing 
in their sorrow.

Even through the trauma and shock they 
were experiencing, Lee gracefully and elo- 
ciuently talked about his son. There is no doubt 
that Michael made an impact on many lives; 
the enrollment at the funeral spoke to that 
truth. And through Michael's death, Lee made 
an impact on Pampa, tcxi.

With humble words, he asked the youth in 
the audience to go through their CD collection 
and destroy -  bum -  their CDs that proclaim 
there is no hope in the world or those that say 
there is no God or those that encourage some­
one that they would be better off dead. Lee said

he has heard these CD's and he has seen the 
effects of the terrible messages that come from 
them.

He urged the parents to love their kids and to 
not get upset with them over trivial things. 
And Lee continually gave praise and thanks to 
G ckI for the many blessings that Michael gave 
to he and Brenda. In their dark valley, he gave 
thanks to God. That is true faith.

Lee's beautiful remarks were followed by 
such a divine v/ord by'Dr. Randy White. He 
said, "We have all asked ourselves 'only if I 
could have done something or said something. 
Only if I would have... could have, or should 
have.' If you are asking those Questions, you 
are not moving 'through' the valley.'"

He was so right. For those grieving, find 
comfort that Jesus, too, wept. The minister was 
right on when he said the word "through" is 
the key to victory ov.er tragedy. We must move 
through the valley.

Michael was a friend of mine. In tact, even 
though Michael was younger than me, I looked 
up to him for his accomplishments in high

school tennis. My high school career was quite 
successful. In 1994,1 became the first boys sin­
gles district Champion in PHS history. I say 
that, because I know without a doubt, 
Michael's work ethic and talent surpassed 
mine during his high school career -  years after 
mine was over.

And yet, I still admired what he did and 
respected him tor working so hard to accom­
plish his success. He was a gentleman on the 
court cind a leader to many of his fellow stu­
dents. I, too, was a leader and captain of our 
PHS tennis team.

As a former captain and friend of Michael's, I 
want to urge all of his players and friends to 
never forget the lessoris we learned from him. 
Never fcM êt his work ethic and gentlemanly 
attitude. Never forget his love for the Lord. 
Continue on, knowing that life is fragile.

Often when we experience a bad situation, 
good can almost certainly follow. Let's take 
Lee's advice, Brenda's example of faith, and Dr. 
Randy White's words of healing, by remember­
ing to keep moving through the valley.

I salute you, Mr. and Mrs. Comelison, for
your courage, strength, and faith. Pampa is on
bended knee praying with you. I tim confident
good *will follow from this tragedy because of
your strong faith and your incredible ministry
to others during your time of crisis.***
f.B. Horton is a Pampa native who ivas appointed by 
President George W. Bush  ̂to the United States 
Small Business Administration on Feb. 23.

Now that Eric Crouch has won the Heisman 
Trophy in a veiy close vote, we can turn to 
another award that this year is also without a 
slam-dunk winner: Time magazine's Person of 
the Year.

Insiders are reporting that Time is in a 
quandary. Its criteria for picking Person of the 
Year are selt-confessedly amoral: ”he winner 
should be the biggest impact playei of the year. 
By that standard, Osama bin Laden is a no- 
brainer.

Time's marketing folks, though, arc reluctant 
to have a cover that won't inspire many buys at 
.supermarket check-out counters. Also, a bin 
Laden choice would lead to criticism of the 
magazine tor contributing to the inspiration of 
future terrorists.

Time could have bin Laden on the cover and 
still sell lots of copies only it two things hap­
pen. First, the United States very quickly will 
have to find him and give him what he has 
inspired many young men to seek. Second, 
Time will have lo be willing to show bin 
Laden's dead bt>dy on the cover of a macabre 
"Corpse of the Year" issue.

That would give the magazine immuriity 
from the charge of encouraging terrorism. Few 
people wanted to emulate Mussolini after they 
saw photos of his dead-body. Bui bin Laden 
may be- more slippery than past evildoers, so 
Time's best bet to cover the event that had the 
biggest impact is by naming the World Trade 
Center its Towers of the Year.

A better selection would be Todd Beamer 
and other passengers who fought the hijackers 
on board United Flight 93 and kept it from 
crashing into a Washington landmark.

Or maybe the choice should be Beamer's 
brave widow, Lisa, who says she knows 
"where Todd is, where I'm going to be some­
day, and I know who's in control. ... I get com­
fort in knowing that'Cod knows my story. He 
knew it was better for Todd to be on that plane 
that day than to spend the rest of his life on 
Earth."

Other options are possible. President Bush is 
a deserving candidate, but since he was Person 
of the Year in 2000, editors will be reluctant to 
repeat’ themselves.

Future-orianted Time might give us a Clone 
of the Year. Manhattan-centric Time could put 
Mayor Rudy Giuliani on the cover, but the nre-̂  
fighters of New York would be a better choice 
— and a popular one.

But here's the alternative that my newsweek­
ly, World, will present in its D ^ . 22 issue:

Attorney General John Ashcroft, the person 
charged with bringing terrorists to justice and 
not letting them abuse our judicial process.

He showed guts recently by refusing to kiss 
up to those senators who have not come to 
grips wjth what is needed to fight terrorism. 
He's doing his job as he has all-year, and not 
backing down in the face of scorn heaped on 
him by the academic and media high priests of 
our established religion, secular liberalism".

That Ashcroft believes in and demonstrates 
Cod's sovereignty river lives and careers drives 
The New York Times crazy. Its columnist 
Maureen Dowd muttered last month: "It's 
weird what tricks fate plays. The great hope of 
the Christian right who was toppled by a dead 
man and his widow has re-emerged as a colos­
sus bestriding the country."

Ashcroft didn’t try to Core his opponent by 
instituting legal action after his very narrow 
defeat for re-election last fall. He accepted the 
loss and ended up in a position that, since Sept. 
11, has become more important than ever.

I particularly appreciate the way he has not 
tried to cuny favor by curtailing prayer. One 
of the scandals at the Department of Justice 
this year, according to liberal reporters, is that 
the attorney general prays with staffers, as he 
did during his senatorial term. The horror! 
'lime won't make him Person of the Year, but 
most Americans see him as something far bet­
ter — a person of integrity in a capital city 
where that quality is exceedingly rare.
