Fire officials determined a
problem in the wiring of an
entertainment center proba-
bly started a fire that heavily
damaged a two-story home
while the family attended a
Christmas party Saturday
evening,

At 8:18 p.m. Saturday, five
trucks and 10 firefighters
responded to a report of a
structure  fire at 1105
Christine, said Capt. Mike
Day of the Pampa Fire
Department.

When they arrived, fire-
fighters found smoke coming
from the eaves of the two-
story brick residence near
Central Park. No one was in
the house at the time, Capt.
Day said. The owner, Charles
Smith, and . his family were
attending a Christmas party,
he said.

Heaviest damage centered
around a built-in entertain-
ment center in the dining
room, fire officials said. The
lower story of the home also
sustained heavy smoke dam-
age. Moderate smoke dam-
age was reported in the
upper story, according to fire
reports. Damage was estimat-
ed at $20,000 over all.

“The tire marshal (Gary
Stevens) investigated and
determined the cause of the
tire was electrical,” Day said.
The fire appeared to have
originated in the dining room
near the entertainment cen-
ter.

“One of the neat things
(about the fire) was it melted
a water line going up the wall
to the upstairs and that acted
like a sprinkler system,” Day
observed.

Israel to Arafat:

Arrest killers or stay home!

BETHLEHEM, West  Bank
(AP) — Despite European and
U.S. intervention, lIsrael said
Monday it would not let
Palestinian leader Yasser Aratat
attend  Christmas  Mass  in
Bethlehem unless he arrests the
assassins of an lIsracli Cabinet
minister.

In Bethlehem, Christmas tes-
tivities got under way in the
afternoon without the
Palestinian leader for” the first
time since 1995, ‘Scouts playing
drums and bagpipes marched in
a Manger Square procession led
by Latin Patriarch  Michel
Sabbah, the top Roman Catholic
clergyman in the Holy Land.

The mood was somber, and
many local Christians said they
were angry about Isracli Prime
Minister Ariel Sharon’s travel
ban. Manger Square was deco-
rated with Palestinian tlags, an
Aratat poster and a large banner
reading: “Sharon assassinates
the joy of Christmas.”

Aratat, a Muslim, has said he
is determined to make his annu-
al pilgrimage to Bethlehem. He
has been contined to his West
Bank headquarters in the town
ot Ramallah, 12 miles north ot

Jethlehem, tor weeks by an
Israchi blockade. Isracli troops
tightened the closure Monday to
prevent Aratat trom getting out.

It was unclear Monday after-
noon it he would attempt to go
to Bethlehem in time for the
Mass at midnight (5 p.m. EST),
which he attends annually at a
church near the spot where tra-
dition says Jesus was born.

“No one can humiliate the
Palcstinians or make them lose
their determination,” Arafat
said Monday of the Israeli ulti-
matum. When reporters asked
Aratat whether he intended to
dety the Israeli ban, Palestinian
Intormation  Minister  Yasser
Abed Rablm answered tor him,
saying: “Yes, ves, of course, see
you tonight in Bethlehem.”

Preliminary FBI tests discovered the
explosives in the man'’s sneakers, otficials
said Sunday. He was charged with the
federal crime of assaulting a flight crew,
and the FBI said more charges were like-
ly.

Texas town’s namesake
a subject of folklore

HOUSTON (AP) — The “Fred”
behind the East Texas town of
Fred isn’t in any history books,
but that doesn’t stop townsfolk
from recalling him the old-fash-
ioned way — through local lore.

“So many of our old-timers
have died,” said Tyler County
Auditor Joyce Moore, who keeps
tabs on the little town about 35
miles north of Beaumont. “I just
don’t know who he was.”

Scott Ivey, postmaster of the
Fred post office, which was
established in 1881, said curiosity
about the town’s namesake
spreads farbeyond Texas.

“I get letters from all over the

Officials search for missing 6-year-old Silsbee boy

CADD (AP) — Some firefight-
ers with handheld thermal
imagers helped rescuers search
Sunday night for a 6-year-old
Silsbee boy who wandered away
from his family while they hiked
Saturday on a trail at Possum
Kingdom State Park.

The search that had involved
more than 250 volunteers during
the day was scaled back to include
fresh search and rescue dogs
overnight. A full-scale search was
to resume Monday morning.

Ira Clutter was wearing only a
short-sleeved shirt, jeans and ten-
nis shoes when he disappeared
about noon Saturday.
Temperatures Saturday night
dropped into the high 20s in the
state park. The National Weather
Service predicted similar lows
Sunday night.

“They think he walked off after
some deer tracks,” said Traci
Bowen, a spokeswoman for the
Texas Forest Service. The family
was hiking in a group of nine peo-

Fle. Randy Clutter, the boy’s
ather, said they had only walked
about 400 yards when they real-
ized Ira was missing.

“The brush is so thick he would-
n’t have had to go very far and
they wouldn't have been able to
see him any more,” Bowen said.

The area where Ira disappeared
was described as nigged and cov-
ered in thick juniper trees and
boulders with steep hills and
some cliffs. The park is about 60
miles west of Fort Worth.

me critics, however, argue

that Pentagon officials aren’t
doing enough.

Steve Robinson, executive
director of the private National
Gulf War Resource Center, said
medical screenings required
since 1997 should include physi-
cal exams before, during and
after deployment.

“That is what will protect sol-
diers who are out there fighting
in Afghanistan,” he said.

Robinson said he learned dur-
ing visits to military installations
while working as an investigator
with the Pentagon unit that dealt
with the Gulf War Syndrome that
many troops failed to complete
the mandatory questionnaires.
He left the position on retiring
from the military in October.

Robinson said troop comman-
ders would rather put their
emphasis on areas other than
health protection.

“For them, it's more important
to talk-about how we’re going to
distribute (ammunition), or to
talk about where the enemy 15'
he said.

An estirhated 90,000 troops
who served in the Gulf War say
they suffer from a strange assort-
ment of maladies including
memory loss, anxiety, nausea,

balance problems and chronic m

muscle-and joint pain.

The government reported this
month that Gulf War veterans
are nearly twice as likely to
develop Lou Gehrig’s disease as
other military personnel. It was
the first acknowledgment of a
scientific link between service in
the gulf and a specific disease.

Pentagon  officials have

that a serious
health problem exists but insist
that no iliness is behind
what has beoome known as Gulf
War S
O’Donnell sald the medical
questionnaires have helped catch
K‘mblems that might otherwise
ve slipped through.

“This is something that got its

emphasis because of what hap-
with the illnesses in Gulf
ar veterans — the notion that
maybe we missed somethinﬁ
when we sent folks to the Gu
and brought them home,” he
said.

O’Donnell said other post-Gulf

War measures implemented to
prevent a recurrence of massive
mysterious symptoms include
environmental monitoring df
areas where they plan to send
troops.
Military officials learned that
Bosnia, for example, was an
“environmental  nightmare,”
O’Donnell said, referring to the
region’s waste from industrial
chromium and lead plants.

In 1998, the Pentagon also
required the collection of data on
non-battle injuries and diseases
for troops abroad. While yellow
fever or other infectious diseases
can wound troops, “dumb old
things like diarrhea from eating
the local fare” can disable more
troops than bullets, said Capt.
Jeff Yund, the Navy’s deputy
director of preventive medicine
and occupational health.

The data collection is “meant

acknowled

to give us the ability to monitor '

rates of illness and injury and
when things start to go awry, we
can detect it sooner rather than
later,” he said.

“The pu is to allow the
organic medical personnel to fol-
low trends and illness and
injuries in its own unit, and to be
able to detect early on when
those rates go up.”

The armed forces are moving
to convert the medical records of
each service member into an
electronic database.

Despite all recent efforts, no
one is saying such actions a
decade ago could have eliminat-

ed the symptoms linked to Gulf |

War Syndrome.

¥ “1t'is very challénging to draw
lessons from the Gulf War
Syndrome when its still an
incompletely defined syn-
drome,” said Dr. Donald
Krogstad, chairman of tropical
icine at Tulane University.
“That’s certainly the biggest bar-
rier to laying out a list of lessons
learned.”

Japan: Prime minister defends
shooting on mystery vessel

TOKYO (AP) — Japanese Prime
Minister Junichiro Koizumi
defended the shooting of a sus-
pected North Korean spy ship and
said Monday that the incident
underlined the need to bolster
national security.

An unidentified fishing boat
sank late Saturday after tradin,

machine-gun fire with coast
vessels after a six-hour chase that
began when it ignored orders to
stop for inspection off Japan’s
coast, Japanese officials said. The
bodies of two crew members were
recovered and 13 others were
believed missing at sea. Two coast
guard sailors suffered minor
wounds.

Koizumi praised the coast
guard for tracking and hunting
down the mysterious ship late
Saturday night, th he said the
chase took too long. He suggested
that laws nestnctmg Japan’s mili-
tary hindered the coast guard
from taking action earlier and lim-
ited coordination with other mili-
tary branches, such as the navy.

‘We should examine what we
need to do legally and realistical-
ly,” Koizumi said, adding that
equipment u grades should also
be consid “The ship had pret-
ty high strike capabllms and was
heavily armed.”

Japan’s pacifist postwar consti-
tution limits the usep?; force by the
military and coast guard to self-
defense and keeps troops largely
bound to Japanese territory.

Koizumi has been pushing
strongly for a wider role for the
military, although he has side-
stepped the largely taboo issue of
revising the constitution.

Japan Coast Guard officials
released  night-vision video
footage that seemed to depict the
unidentified ship firing a rocket at
Japanese gunboats. They said one

Japanese ship was hit by gunfire
132 times in the encounter.

“We fired shots in legitimate

self-defense, and I think we took
ap Empriahe actions,” said Tetsuo
okoyama, a ‘regional Coast
Guard operations chief.
Masao Kurusu, captain of the
coast guard cutter Amami, said

the unidentified trawler opened |

fire first, after the Amami and two
other Japanese ships surrounded
it.

Japanese ships began chasing
the trawler when it ignored orders
to stop for inspection. It fled

China eventually sank
in the East China Sea just outside
Chinese territorial waters.

Beijing said it was “concerned”
about Japan’s use of military force
off its coast and said it w peti-
tion Tokyo for more information
about the incident.

Japanese defense officials and '

analysts said the boat closel
resembled two suspected No
Korean spy ships detected off the
western coast of Japan in March
1999. Those ships escaped.

A life jacket and a candy bag
found on the bodies of the two
recovered victims had Korean

wtiting on them, but it was |

unclear whether they were manu-
factured in communist North
Korea or democratic South Korea.

Koizumi and other Cabinet offi-
cials have not commented on the
identity of the boat. State-run
media in North Korea have not

about the incident.

Japan and North Korea, which
do not have diplomatic ties, are
divided by history and ideology.
Japan took over the Korean
Peninsula in 1910 and ruled it as a
colony until 1945. North Korea's
official media y lambastes
Tokyo for harboring what it calls

Latest loss seals tie
for last in NFC East

TEMPE, Ariz. (AP) — The
Arizona Cardinals used to have a
long-term lease on the NFC East
basement. They gladly will move
out to make room for the Dallas

Cowboys.
With Sunday’s 17-10 loss to
Arizona, the Cowboys clinched

at least a tie for last in the divi-
sion they dominated for so long.
The best Dallas (4-10) can ho
for is to finish tied with tE:
Cardinals (6-8), who would have
to lose their final two while the

Cowboys win both of theirs.

The meeting was the last
between the teams as division
rivals. Arizona is moving to the
NFC West next season.

“Beating Dallas at home, or at
any time for that matter, is
sweet,” said Arizona wide
receiver Frank Sanders. “But
realizing we won’t be playing
these guys any more twice a year
is also a solemn note.”

As usual, about half the fans in
the stadium were rooting for the
Cowboys, who always -generate
the bigger crowds at Sun Devil
Stadium. -

“Idon’t care if it’s the Cowboys
or another team, but around here
it seems to have a little extra
interest,” Arizona safety Pat
Tillman said. “I assume that’s
because there are so many
Cowboys fans around here. And
depending on who’s winning,
you can’t tell whose stadium it
ls.”
The Cowboys had a 21-11
advantage in first downs and led
343-209 in total yards against
Arizona, but Emmitt Smith’s
80th _ career  100-yard rushing
game- conldn’t. overcome their
mistakes.

Smith got his Christmas wish
for more more carries with 128
ﬁrds in 26 attempts. The No. 2

FL career rusher behind Walter
Payton, Smith is 16 yards short of
16,000, and he needs 182 in the
last two games to reach 1,000 for
the 11th straight year.

“They made the mistakes, and
we didn’t,” Arizona quarterback
Jake Plummer said. “We didn't
have a turnover all game, which
is huge. We haven’t had that hap-
pen that often.”

Trailing by seven with 3:19 to
play andg facing fourth-and-2 at
the Arizona 23, Dallas coach
Dave Campo elected to go for a
41-yard field goal, and Jon
Hilbert's try was wide left.

“We felt it was six of one and
half a dozen of the other,”
Campo said. “We felt we could
get the field goal and were going
to kick the ball off.

Giuliani carries Olympic
torch through New York

The cauldron will keep the
flame buming until Wednesday,
when the torch will head for
Connecticut and Rhode Island on
its 65-day, 13,500-mile journey to
the Feb. 8-24 Winter Olympics in
Salt Lake City.

The flame arrived in midtown
Manhattan after a ferry carried it
from Queens past the Statue of
Liberty.

Fourteen people — police offi-

cers, firefighters and relatives of
Sept. 11 victims — each held the |

torch as the ferry paused in front
of the statue.

With the statue’s flame lighting
the sky in the background, sever-
al of the Olympic torchbearers
held up pictures of lost col-
leagues and loved ones. The
torchbearers, Olympic committee
members and other guests sang

“God Bless America.”
Connor Geraghty, who lost his
firefighter  father, Edward

Geraghty, on Sept. 11, carried the
torch off the ferry with his moth-
er, Mary Geraghty.

“I'm not doing this just for my
husband but for all of the victims
— the rescue workers and the

civilians — for every single one
of them. We want them to know
that we represent all of them. |

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Tate highlights season with 5A player of the year honors

Former ballboy

All of Tate’s years serving
as a ballboy, watching reel
after reel of game films and
throwing until his arm was
sore have cultivated one of
the Lone Star State’s most
decorated quarterbacks.

This season, Tate complet-
ed 256 of 403 passes for 3,371
yards with 41 touchdowns
and just three interceptions.
His yardage and touchdowns
both led Class 5A.

Tate, a junior, has already
set the career statespassing
record with 8,575 yards in his
three years as a starter.
