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THE U. S. HOLDS KEY POSITION

By virtue of being the world's greatest financial
power, the United States holds the key position to the
trend of \\mld business When this nation is enjoying
prosperity, the rest of the world is in fairly good con-
dition financially,

The reason for this is that America does one-half
of the wrold's financing, about the same portion of the
world’s business.  America is the largest manufactur-
ing nation in the world with England second and Ger-
many third.

Controllers of finance in the United States can
bring about the tall or rise in business in thé world by
manipulation of the gold supply. The three great gold
senters are New York, London and Paris, For better
business, the pold supply should be distributed pro-
partionally among these three places. The Bank of Eng-
land this week received a shipment of $250,000,000
from the other two centers to stabilize that institution.

Before the world will come out of the business
glump markets will have to be opened up both in this
pation and abroad. Exports and imports must be kept
about equal to effect better business. As world busi-

ness is done on a gold basis, this tends to keep the flow

of gold even from one country to another.

The United States can bring about prosperity by
doing several things. Loaps can be made to nations in
the market for our products, raw or finished. Since
this country does not make every article in the world,

it is necessary that we buy some of their raw apnd finish-
ed products in return. This creates labor in the United
States and in foreign countries at the same thme.

After loans or credits have been arranged in foreign
countries, workmen in this country could be put back

to work and with a higher wage scale to stimulate buy-
ing of both home and foreign products. There are cer-
tuwin products made in Czechoslovakia, Germany, lny-
lar.g, France and China that are not made in this ¢oun-
vy to tho extent of market demand.

In all the history of international relationa there
has been nothing asx encouraging as the unfortified fron-
tier between the United States and Canada; and the
dedication of the Perry memorial does both nations a
good turn by reminding them of this fact,

For this frontier hd‘- not remained unfortified simply
because there has never been any chance of war. Dur-
ing the Civil War, ;\mvri('u and Britain came close to
blows. War was a possibility again in the early '90s
when the Venezuelan boundary dispute become acrid.
A slight shift in events during the World War might

have brought the two nations into conflict. In the last
five years irresponsible firebrands on both sides of the
ocean have freely discussed the probability of a [ight.

In other words, the chances for hostilities have
been about what they usually are hetween two powerful
hboring countries. But the frontier has remained
ortlﬁed. and the white shaft of the Perry memorial
h & mohument to an enduring peace.
Why has it happened this way? Simply because
the two nations resolved that no matfer what happened
would not go to war with one another. The reso-
n has not been %0 hard to keep.

WASHINGTON, Aug. 3. (P— The
Wickersham eommission today cou-
pled a plea for $25000 to carry on
its incompleted study of the fed-
eral courts with a report that pre-
liminary investigation had shown
prohibition cases to dominate the
entire volume of criminal proceed-
ings in one state

In g letter to President Hoover,
Chairman Wickersham said the
commission had thought it “inexpe-
dient to apply to congress” for miore
funds. He indicated the needed sum,
if raised, would be turned over to
the American Law Institute.

The report included as a sample
a “tentative analysis” of conditions
in Connpecticut in which it was as-
serted that “th- total incCrease in
the number of crimes has been tak-
en up by prohibition cases.”

Warning that the results from one
district were not enough to justify
cenelusions for all, the report said
nevertheless that the prohibition
law had given rise to “a very special
treatment” of its cases in the courts
in which fines plaved a heavy role
as compared with actual imprison-
ment:

In his letter, Wickersham inform-
ed the president that the Rockefel-
ler Foundaticn had agreed to do-
nate half the 850,000 needed to car-
ry on the court study, provided the
other half would be raised from oth-
er sources and the American Law
Institute step “into the shoes” of the
now disbanded commission. -

Gandhi Dedicates
New Hindu Temple

AHMEDABAD, India, Aug. 3. ®
Mahatma Gandhi, dedicating a new
Hindu temple, described himself to-
day as neither sdint nor pelitician
but as a social reformer.

“I take a thousand times greater
interest in my work as a reformer
than in polities,” he sald. “If 1
dabble in politics it is only to stimu-
late my social activites.”

He pleaded that all Hindu tem-

ples shculd be thrown open to the
couptry's 70 000,000 “untouchables,”
declaring that the sins committed
against these social outeasts by high
cast¢e Hindus had beefl responsible
for Indian’s failure to achieve self-
government.
“It's thz memeory of
which led me to include the remov-
al of untouchability 215 a plank in
the” nationalist platform,” he said.
“God recognizes no difference be-
tween the high caste Brahmin and
the sweeper and neither should hu-
man beings. We shall not be fit
for indépendence until we make un-
touchables equal with ourselves.”

The grasshoppers are hopping right
along, with appetites that seem to
be insatiable,

Encouragefi however by the suc-
cess of some farmers in' North and
Scuth Dakota, Towa, Nebraska, and
Minnesota, exterminating the pests
with poison mixed =ith bran and
molasses, the Iowa Department of
Agriculture today prepared to spread
the mixture by airplane over the
wastelands of Jowa in an effort to
halt the invasion of th: pests.

In addition to playing hdavoc with
farm crops the insécts have been
eating everything from feathers to
fork  handles,
