“He didn't say it was drawn,
You'd have to have a thin piece of
peper. Well, where did he find the
original from which the jracing
was made?”

Berrie said he found the note in
a Bible which was brought to his
cell, from his home.

Defense Instructions Denied

Judge Crump said his instructions
would not allow for a manslaugh-
ter verdict. Oklahoma law provides
only two penalties for murder—
death in the electric chair or life
imprisonment.

Judge Crump refused instructions,
suggested by the defense, which
would have made evidence of posses-
sion of poison by the preacher es-
sential for conviction.

Mammoth Engine
Will Be Salvaged

From Pass Grave

BAKERSFIELD, Calif, Oct. 24.
(#)—Digging out a 285,000 pound lo-
comotive that was buried under 15
feet of rock and gravel after it had
been swept from its tracks by a
mountain cloudburst that cost 15
lives will prove, rail executive be-
lleve, one of the greatest pieces of
galvage work in American railroad
history.

The Santa Fe locomotive, lost
since Oct. 1, when a 45-foot wall of
water rushed through the Tehachapi
Pass and caused damage estimated
at millions,’ was one of two large
freight engines, with at least six
boxcars, which were lifted from the
tracks and buried in a grave of silt
150 feet away.

One of the locomotives, owned by
the Southern Pacific, was found
soon after the cloudburst, but the
Santa Fe engine’s resting place re-
mained a secret until October 12
when it was found with the aid of
a magnetic needle.

The needle, borrowed by Santa
Fe engineers from the high school
here, was the same as used in the
relief work after the St. Francis
dam disaster in locating turbines
buried by that tragic rush of water.
H. 8. Wall, mechanical superin-
tendent of the Santa Fe lines, said
he would construct a spur track
from the main line to one end of
the overturned engine. A 150-ton
crane will be placed on one end
of the spur, he said and a 200-ton
crane on the other. The two giant
cranes will lift the buried engine to
the improvised spur and pull it to
the main tracks.
