ORLEANS, Arril 18 (#—
A hund@red men with blood hounds
searched a swamp 30 miles above
New Orleans today for a negro who
shot a white man to death, wound-
ing eight negroes and another white
man.

Without warning, the negro, arm-
ed with an automatic shotgun and
two revolvers, appeared yesterday
at the drag line machine at work
on the Bonnet Carre spillway and
opened fire, instantly killing John
Haney of Algiers, and narrowly
missing his helper, G. Dunkel.

The negro then fled toward La
Branch where he shot and wounded
a2 merchant.
