LOCAL LABOR TO BE USEDIN

Labor for planting and other field
work on the plains shelterbelt proj-
ect will be obtained principally from
local residents, according to Paul H,
Roberts, acting director, with head-
quarters in Lincoln, Neb. The fed-
eral tree-planting project is de-
signed to serve as a drought-relief
measure as well as a permanent im-
provement measure, and this end
will be served through local em-
ployment.

Field work will begin in the spring
of 1935 and will consist of nursery
work, tree planting, and fencing.
Since nursery production must neces-
sarily precede large-scale field opera-
tions, planting on a large scale can-

|late winter and spring. Even
the project is expanded to its
