Jupiter is supplied by the . known

intense cold there and the spectro-

scope. which informs astro-physi-
cists of the nature of the substances
that reflect sunlight from Jupiter.

This evidence is set forth by Dr.
V. M. Slipher, of the Lowell obser-
vatory here. and A. Adel, of the
University of Michigan, in the phy-
sical review. At Michigan a giant
tube was set up to be filled with
gas and to simulte the depth of
Jupiter’'s atmosphere and the im-
mense pull of gravity upon it. In
the Michigan tube the gas was com-

. Ppressed to 45 times that of earth’s

atmospheric weight.

The gases thought to form, Jupi-
ter's atmosphere were put in the
tube. The spectroscope showed they
imitated in tell-tale fashion
light reflected from Jupiter's
mosphere.

» The reading confirmed the beliefs
that Jupiter's air is virtually all
coal damp—or methane, also known
on earth as marsh gas.

They led the scientists to con-
clude that there are other hydro-
carbons, below the methane atmos-
phere and to state:

MILLVILLE, N. J, Nov. 22 (#)
—A 31-year-old chauffeur's con-

fession that he battered in his
woman employer's skull with an
automobile jack and propped her

body against a tree at nearby

Laurel Lake because she refused

to give him $10 to buy liquor was

claimed by police today as the
solution of the 4-day-old mys-
tary of the sitin woman in “black.”

The chauffeur, George Pettit Jr.
of City View Heights, near National
Park, admitted the slaying, Police
Superintendent Richard Haines said,
within several hours of identifica-
cation of the woman’s body as that
of his employer and neighbor, Mrs.
Mathilda McGee, 55.

In a statement, Haines said Pet-
tit blamed the slaying on a drinking
party in which he, his father, Geo.
Sr., 65, of Porchtown, and an uncle,
Harry. 57, joined Mrs. McGee in a
Millville taproom on Sunday morn-
ing last. -

An argument developed among the
three men over how the woman
could be forced to give them $10 to
pay for more drinks, Haines quoted
the younger Pettit as saying, and it
was finally agreed that they would
take her ‘“for a ride” from which
she would not return unless the $10
was forthcoming.

The four got into Mrs. McGee's
automobile, the statement contin-
ued, and drove to Laurel Lake. There
the woman was killed.

In the afternoon, the three men
returned to the Millville taproom,
and took the McGee car back to its
garage in City View Heights.

The woman’s body dressed in
black, was found Monday. Efforts
to identify it through a plain gold
wedding ring were futule.
by James Pettit, of Millville. Ar-

home followed today. His father
and uncle also were held as mate-
rial witnesses. .

Before admitting the slaying,
Haines said Pettit told police Mrs.
McGee offered to marry him. Her
husband, John, was killed by a bus

Four Men Lose
Lives In Great

PORT HURON, Mich.. Nov. 22

The 5,200-ton freighter, Edward E.
Loomis, the survivor of the crash,
lay at the dock here with the bow
stove in after making a hazawdous
trip down Lake Huron with Captain
Alex McIntyre and 15 ether surviv-
ors of the crew of the freighter W.
C. Franz, which sank after collid-
ing with the Loomis in a fog.

A. D. Reeser of Toronto, wireless
operator on the Franz, told about
the crash.

“The crew attempted to lower one
boat with 12 men aboard,” he said,
“but the cable broke and the boat
tipped over throwing the men into
Lake Huron. That was the only
life boat lowered. I swam & few
strokes until I was able to cling to
& ladder which was floating in the
water. In about 20 minutes I was
picked up by a life bodt from the
Loomis,

“The water was cold and very
choppy, making swimming difficult.
The boat took two hours to sink,
going down first by the bow. I was
on the Loomis by the time the
Franz went down. None of us
know exactly what happened to
cause the accident and none of us
know exactly how our four ship-
mates lost their lives.”

WORLD WAR VETERANS ARE DYING |1 st
AT RATE OF ABOUT 30,000 YEAR

WASHINGTON, Nov. 22 (#) —
World war veterans are dying at the
rate of more than 80 every day or
about 30,000 a year.

These figures, with many others,
have been been furnished the bud-
f:t bureau by the veterans’ admin-

tration in conpection with appro-
priation estimates for the next fiscal
year,

The estimates will not be made
lic until submitted to gongress
January, but officials expect the

appropriation to be much higher
than for the current year—$596.748,-
000. The figure does nof include
the $100,000,000 estimated ,as neces-
sary to pay for benefits voted by
the last congress over President
Roosevelt’s gbjections.

This $100,000,000, which, will be
submitted in a deficiency estimate
for this year's expenses, also will be
carried in next year’s appropriation.

If deaths and disabilitjes continue
at the present rate, the increases
probably will shoot the 1935-36 cost
of veterans administration to around
$700,000,000 unless administration
expenses are curtailed further,

Official¢” expect pension costs to
grow for perhaps ‘another decade,
despite the drop in number of pen-
sioners for all wars prior to the
Spanish-American. This is based
on the fact that the average age
of World war veterans now is
around 40. Experience has shown
the heaviest mortality and. sickness
between 40 and 50.

Four members of the crew of the
steamer W. C. Fjanz were lost to-
day in a collision 30 miles south
by east of Thunder Bay - island,
Lake Huron, b\ween the MNanz
and the Edward E. Loomis.

A message from the steamer
Reiss Brothers, standing by, veri-
fied by O. K. Falor, operator of a
radio station =t Rogers City, said
the Franz sank and that 14 survi-
vors of its crew had been taken
aboard the Lommis, which was pro-
ceeding south under its own power,
with considerable water in its for-
ward hold.

The Franz had a crew of 18.
Radio messages said the Loomis was
badly damaged foreward in the col-
lision.

The sea was moderate, the mes-
sage said, but visibility still bad.
The collision occurred in the early
morning hours in a heavy fog.

The exact location of the collision
was given as 30 miles south by east
from Thunder Bay island, or 17%
miles east by south east of Sturgeon
Point light.

LITTLE AMERICA, Antarctica,
Nov. 22 (via Mackey Radio) (#)—
A vast new Plateau, “flat as the
plains of Kansas, " was added to-
,gny to the maps of the Byrd expedi

on. $

Rear Admiral Richard E. Byrd
said he believed the area was the
long-sought link between the Andes
ranges of South America and the
mountains of West Antarctica.

The discovery was made by an
aerial survey crew under Harold
June, chief pilot. Members of the
expedition said the flight broadens
American claims in the area, east
and south of the Edsel Ford range
and adjoining Marie Byrd land.

An airplane piloted by June
traveled for some 270 miles over the
plateau two days ago, on an eight-
hour hop from headquarters. He

'did not fly completely across it.

“As flat as the plains of Kansas,”
was the way June begam & descrip-
tion of the area in a radio message
to the base. But most of the glist-
ening land was at an elevation of
4300 feet, spreading in all direc-
tions.

The flight added to geographical
information gained by Byrd on a
flight Nov. 15 and extended and
consclidated discoveries of two pre-
vious Byrd expeditions,

In Admiral Byrd's opoinion the
discovery indicated the Andean
Mountain -system, which swings
eastward in the vicinity of Tierra
Del Fuego and runs in a sweeping
curve under the southern ocean to
Graham land, goes westward across
the rim of West Antarctica to join
the Edsel Ford range. A theory is
held it may pass again under the
sea and reappear in New Zealand.
