(A P )—Shooting their way to 
freedom in a sensational escape 
from Jill, two notorious (rang - 
liters under sentence of death for 

*  murder, today ivounded three o f­
ficers and tonight were being 
sought over a widespread area.

Mats, the criminals, drew pistols 
as they were being led from their 
cells in the Richmond city jail to 
confer with an attorney.

They shot Warden W. A. Moore 
end Deputy Sergeant John A. Delph 
rnd then ran through the front 
r ■ tption room, firing wildly.

Police Officer W A. Toots, rush­
ing to the Jail entrance from the 
outride, received a bullet through 
his chest, perhaps fatal, as the 
gangsters foroed their way through 
the Jail door.

Racing through an alley next 
to the Jail. Legenza and Mats held 
up a mail truck at Fourteenth 
street and forced Joe Richard°or 
and H. D. Moon, negro drivers 
cjft at the point of a pistol They

him from the seat, and drove away 
at a rapid oa e.

Although President Roosevelt 
has sftid recently that communities 
should share equally with the gov­
ernment the cost of feeding and 
clothing the unemployed, this pol­
icy would be a great hardship in 
Pam f», It was stated to Pampa 
Kiwanians Friday by Mrs. W H.

NEW YORK, Sept. 29. M V-A 
mystery woman witness entered 
the Lindbergh kidnaping Investi­
gation tonight with the direlosure 
by District Attorney Samuel J. 
Foley that she had given him 
“very important” information in 
the rase of Bruno Richard Haupt­
mann. accused of extorting the 
$50,000 ransom.
Foley said he had questioned the 

woman privately and she had not 
appeared before the grand Jury.

"She came and went as quickly 
as Lindbergh and nobody knew any­
thing about her," he said at a press 
conference.

The prosecutor declined to reveal 
the woman’s name, where she came 
from, or when he had conducted the
examination.

] To a suggestion that he might be 
withholding this Information to 
make her testimony at Hauptmann'S 
trial a surprise. Foley replied:

“That is true, but it is not the 
principal reason. This is one thing 
that will not leak out."

Foley's announcement started con­
jecture as to whether the woman 
might be the “Mysterious Marv” 
whose picture the Daily News said 
was in Hauptman’s album of snap­
shots. The department of Justice 
was said by the paper to be seeking 
the girl for questioning.

Discussing the case in general, 
Foley said:

“At present the only man against 
whom we have sufficient evidence 
to act In indictments is Hauptmann. 
We have no new leads We have no 
Information that might tend to 
identify anyone as an accomplice.” 

To Examine Hauptmann 
He had no idea, he said, as to 

where the unrecovered portion of 
the ransom money might be. Some 
of the bills were found In Haupt­
mann's garage.

Announcing that he was permit­
ting two physicians to visit Haupt­
mann in his celUn the Bronx coun­
ty pall. Folev said three alienists 
would give the prisoner a mental 
examination next week.

" I  cannot report on that,”  he 
said in replv to a question as to 
whether doctors had discovered enjr 
physical disability In Hauptmann.

Dr. Thurston H Dexter, family 
physician to Hauptmann's attorney, 

j examined the prisoner late In the 
day.

James M Fawcett, Hauptmann's 
counsel, declared the physician made 
only a physical examination and 
that no mental test was involved. 
He disclosed also that Dr. Dexter 
previously had examined Haupt­
mann last Tuesday.

“Our investigators have located a 
number of material witnesses in 
New York state," Fawcett said in  
discussing the case, “ and they have 
made affidavits extremely helpful 
to the defendant."

Handwriting Studied 
Fawcett added he was studying 

the qualifications of well-known 
pathologists, hand-writing And fin­
ger-print experts and some Of these 
would be called to testify at the 
trial.

He declined to answer questions
regarding the proposed defense for 
Hauptmann although he had indi­
cated previously that he would

believed the president too has re­
turned to the white house with new 
Ideas and firmer convictions for 
charting his recovery program.

That he should not hesitate to 
voice them tomorrow, bluntly re­
plying to critics and to what he 
calls the grist of the "rumor mill," 
was the call of many of his follow­
ers. Also It was a generally ex­
pressed desire that the chief ex 
ecutive elaborate on the future of 
government code partnership with 
business.

The president himself gave no 
hint of the subject of his address.

By October 15 the board headed 
by Clay Williams must advise Mr. 
Roosevelt on his temporarily stayed 
order cutting the cotton garment 
work week from 40 to 36 hours with­
out a wage slash. Before that re­
port goes in the American Federa­
tion of Labor will renew its demand 
on record for a 30-hour week. The 
chamber of commerce and the Na­
tional Association of Manufacturers 
undoubtedly will continue In active 
opposition to such a step.

Despite Mr. Roosevelt’s earlier re­
buff of its direct questionnaire on 
new deal policies—which the pres­
ident said reminded him of the law­
yer's question, "Have you stopped 
beating your wife,”—the chamber 
of commerce again today reiterated 
its demand for clarification of new 
deal policies to quiet "apprehension" 
which It believes is retarding recov­
ery.

The liberal movement of grain-fed 
steers and yearlings was due to the 
desire of com belt feeders to un­
load and thus escape high feeding 
costs. Another depressing factor to 
the trade on grain-feds was, the 
1.00-2.00 decline on the better grades 
of' steer beef at eastern dressed beef 
centers.

The outworn habit of "putting up 
with what we have” should disap­
pear under the housing plan.

ficient space must remain in the 
room for comfortable furniture to 
be grouped around the hearth.

DALLAS, Sept 29 (Special) Many 
Texans today to San Antonio, 
Houston. Goliad, Brenham. Nac­
ogdoches, Huntsville. Dallas and 
ether cities of historic Interest in 
the State, where celebrations of the 
Texas Centennial are being plan­
ned, possibly are recalling proudly 
the active participation of their 
forbears in the struggle for Texas 
independence. From the time Tex­
ans first fought to obtain their 
freedom from Mexico, the name of 
Slaughter is listed for remember- 
ance among those in the vanguard 
of the procession of men and wo­
men, who marched bravely on 
against all ods)

In Dallas, the Slaughter Build­
ing In Main Street, with its seven 
stories, was a pioneer among the 
Centennial city’s family of now 
famous skyscrapers. Built by Col. 
C. C. Slaughter, it stands today as 
a monument to one of the State's 
most successful cattle barons. His 
sons continue to carry on with the 
development of the former ranch 
in West Texas, now given to Inten­
sive cultivation.

Christopher Columbus Slaughter 
was born February 9, 1837—the 
first male child to be bom of a 
marriage contracted under the Re­
public of Texas.

Colonel Slaughter’s father, George 
Webb Slaughter, a native of Missis­
sippi, was a courier under General 
Sam Houston in the Texan army 
of 1836. Following the battle of 
San Jacinto, he Secured a furlough 
from the army in order that he 
might marry Miss Sara Mason. This 
marriage, which was performed May 
10, 1836, is credited with being the 
first legal transaction of the kind 
under sanction of the Republic of 
Texas.

as Is rather tellingly exemplified 
by the outcome of the conflict be­
tween Texas and Mexico when this 
state won Its independence and set 
up a separate republic.

For the seven years ending with 
the battle of San Jacinto, April 
21. 1836, there had been 11 changes 
in the head of the Mexican govern­
ment, that Is there were 11 changes 
of consequence and duration. Santa 
Anna, who at the time of the battle 
was both president of the republic 
and the commander of’ its army In 
the field, held the presidency for 
three of these 11 times of change.

These rapid changes to leadership 
reveal that the Texas colonists were 
far more fortunately endowed with 
leaders who desired a stable govern­
ment designed to serve all of the 
people rather than to serve a favor­
ed few who were in positions of 
power.

historic shrines. Its romantic past, 
with the neighborliness of its people, 
should attract to its Centennial 
celebration a minimum of 20 million 
tourists. Granting them the same 
average stay and daily expense 
shown in other states, there would 
appear to be to prospect the stag­
gering total of one and one-half 
billion dollars of new money to be 
spent to Texas during the year.

Auxiliary Gives 
Children’s Books

Rustling Taffeta

Fifty-five thousand c h i l d r e n ’ s 
books have been placed on the 
■helves of American libraries this 
year through the activities of the 
American Legion Auxiliary, it has 
been announced by Mrs. S. A. Burns, 
president of the Pampa unit of the 
Auxiliary. One hundred thirty-four 
new libraries have been opened 
under Auxiliary sponsorship and 
Increased financial support for ex­
isting libraries has been gained thru 
AuxlUary efforts. ,

Results of the year's 
the Auxiliary In support of public 
libraries have been compiled by Mrs. 
Boyce Flcklen Jr. of Washington, 
Ga.. chairman of the national com­
munity service, Unit activities and 
trophies committee, who directed 
the work. The activity was un­
dertaken as a special part o f the 
Auxiliary's community service work 
to, help meet the difficulties under 
which libraries have been struggling 
this year.

"Study of state surveys made by 
the Auxiliary in 27 states Indicates 
the library situation has not been 
exaggerated* In regard to the per­
centage of the population without 
access to books,” Mrs. Flcklen stated, 
"In the number of libraries forced 
to close their doors by lack of f i ­
nancial support ; the struggle for ex­
istence o fcall libraries, city, county, 
and town; inability of libraries to 
add new books and equipment: de­
pletion of library staffs, especially 
in children's department; the In­
creased circulation of books during 
the depression years, and the de­
mand for books and magazines by 
the general public, old and young.

“Since December 1, 1933, 22 of 
the Auxiliary department^ working 
In the library program havB~estab- 
llshed 134 new libraries sponsored 
by AuxlUary units which have un­
dertaken their equipment, book sup­
ply and maintenance. These libra­
ries are located in Lotion homes. 
In vacant buildings, community 
rooms and fire stations. Some of 
them will have the services of full 
time paid librarians, others being 
operated by volunteers from the 
American Legion Auxiliary.

“No figures are available on the 
number;,of public libraries receiving 
AuxlUary interest and aid but as 
1,600 Auxiliary units are actively 
working In the program that figure 
might-be taken as a, rough estimate 
of libraries benefited by AuxlUary 
support th l* year. Most of the 55,- 
000 volumes donated to libraries are 
children's books, and the story of 
their reception by eager, small hands 
Is a colorful and dramatic episode. 
Selection of books has been care- 
fuly made in order that only the 
best might be provided, and in­
cludes travel, biography, history, 
mythology, poetry, and story books. 
In addition to valuable reference 
works. In 32 state* subscriptions to 
current magazines also were do­
nated to libraries.’’ __________

No longer can mod­
ern parents leave the character 
formation of children In the hands 
of school teachers, Sunday school 
directors, or heads o f character 
building organizations. These are 
excellent agencies, but they are not 
enough. The problem rests squarely' 
on the shoulders of adults taking 
upon themselves the responsibilities 
of parenthood. The child should be 
an integral part of the life of the 
heme—-not only as a social but as a 
constructive unit. He should be 
made to feel that he “belongs.” He 
should find there the sense of emo­
tional and mental balance, and no 
matter how young he should have 
a developed sense of responsibility 
toward the dally functioning o f his 
home life. This constitutes a par­
ent’s Job. It  cannot be shirked by 
thoughtful and understanding fath­
ers and mothers.

I Slowly the Pampa that was changes to the Pampa 
Ihat is.
I Landmarks pass away. Milestones are set up. His­
tory is made. Lives are lived. Good deeds live on. Pio­
neers move on to the Great Frontier.
I B. E. Finley died quietly, as he lived. He passed 
w ith enthusiasm fo r Pampa and Pampans on his mind. 
[This enthusiasm, restrained but genuine, was a char­
acteristic o f his life. He did not live to see that first 
[touchdown, but in his lifetime he saw and helped make 
possible much that was good fo r  Pampa and Gray 
county.

Great as was the shock in his sudden death, it was 
recognized that his was not a bad way to die. Though 
he had been unwell for a fortnight, he felt much better 
Friday and decided to see the game. Death sent no 
messengers; the attack which stopped his heart was 
mercifully brief.

Mr. Finley was truly a Pampa pioneer; a builder 
in all the ways that a good banker could build. The 
bank was tremendously real to him. He knew every 
part o f it. He had been with it almost from the start. 
He was conservative in the best sense o f the old school. 
1*0 him banking was a public trust, with the depositors 
to have first consideration.

The banking moratorium was a trying period for 
l ir .  Finley. Knowing the strength o f his institution, he 
fe lt that to close it was unnecessary. Yet, patriotic in 
the extreme, he obeyed the president’s orders to the 
letter. During this period he called the writer into his 
office and with great patience and pride explained every 
working of the institution, and o f how eaeih department 
was under instant control.

On last Sunday he was in his habitual place at the 
Preajbyterian church. His regularity o f attendance Was 
known to all. He seemed a bit pale as be talked o f an 
ear ailment which temporarily had affected his hearing.

Mr. Finley took pride in saying that he was “ one 
o f the boys”  of the original Pampa. He liked to talk o f 
the oM days when there was more leisure than bus­
iness, but when wants were fewer. But as oil was dis­
covered, railroads and highways were built, and new 
civ'ic institutions were reared, he had an important part 
in it all. Never an obstructionist, his habit was to ex­
press his opinion and abide by the will o f the people.

Members o f The NEWS staff share the grief of 
the family in the passing of Mr. Finley, who was truly 
one o f the pioneer builders o f Pampa and the Panhandle.

In that election, there were no poll taxes or voting 
lists. No long term of residence was required. Anyone 
who wished to vote did so, regardless o f where he hap­
pened to be at the time, this situation being due to so 
many persons being then in the service o f the military 
and naval units o f Texas and to the unsettled condition 
of the country. The total votes cast in that first elec­
tion, compared to more than a million cast in Texas this 
year, Indicate how the state has grown.

LUBBOCK, Sept. The tenth 
annual regular session of Texas 
Technological College begins with 
registration of freshmen for the 
fall semester on October 1, with 
classes starting at 8 o’clock on 
the morning of October 3; upper­
classmen will register October 3. 
According to Dr. Bradford Knapp, 
president, the two new dormi­
tories will be ready for occu­
pancy and students who have made 
reservations will be allowed to 
move in Sunday afternoon at the 
earliest.

W. P. Clement, registrar, has 
completed registration plans which 
will follow the procedure of last 
year In being held In the gym­
nasium with the entire faculty and 
staff o f the College on duty. Clem­
ent announced that. "Freshmen 
will be required to follow master 
schedules, given at registration 
time and in line with the de­
partments in which they are ma­
joring, which has not been the 
custom heretofore. These master 
schedules have the courses listed 
whtch a student should take' his 
first year, and will prevent his 
missing a course or taking the 
wrong one to apply on his degree.”

Each student must have his 
physical examination before reg­
istering. The Lubbock Sanitarium 
will have charge of these exam­
inations, which will be given there, 
and the expense is included in the 
(4 medical fee.

All students are urged to reg­
ister on time as those who defer 
enrolling until later will encoun­
ter conflicts due to closed sec­
tions and over-crowded classes. 
Late registration fee of $2 may be 
charged those who fall to register 

[thin three days of the regular 
registration period.

Former students will be required 
to have their grade books and all 
new students and transfers will 
be required to present entrance 
cards, which are issued from the 
registrar's office.
