PHILADELPHIA, Nov. 20. (#—
The 24-day-old kidnaping of Wil-
liam Weis,, prominent Philadel-
phia night life figure, kept a fam-
ily secret_since his disappearance,
was being pieced together today
by United States department of
Jjustice agents.

Weiss vanished from sight after
leaving home for his office in down-
town Philadelphia on the morning
of October 26, the federal agents
learned. and notes d°manding $100,-

000 ransom from his family fol-
lowed.

“It will not fafl to uphold funda-
mental Americanism against sub-
vérsive theories and alien doc-
trines.”

Shouse’s opinions on NRA and
AAA, though underscored as only
his views, indicated for the first
time the possible standpoints of
the league. Declaring that “in
many regards” NRA has served a
useful purrose and that he would
not *“ruthlessly sacrifice every-
thing” coraected with it, he said:

Predicts AAA Fallure

“That the NRA has indulged in
unwarranted excesses of attempted
regulation there can be no doubt.
That its poliey eof price-fixing is
detrimenta] to the best interests
of the great mass of the people
is my firm belfef. That its attempts
to write codes for every little bus-
dness of the country was absurd
and ridiculous there is small ques-
tion.”

Of the AAA, Shouse said:

“I am not one of those who is
unconscious of, or unsympathetic
with the Agricultural problem. I
recognize the ills with which ag-
riculture has heen afflicted. I

storing the buying power of farm-
ers. I recognize the necessity to
attempt to achieve a price for
farm products that will justify
their production.

“The farm board experiments of
the Hoover administration did not
succeed. I am unable to see that
the regimentation of production
undertaken by the present ad-
ministration will succeed. Nor is it
either justifiable or ultimately
beneficial. Moreover, in the ex-
perimentation that has been un-
dertaken in this connection there
is a grave challenge to constitu-
tional liberty.”

TABASCO SAUCE

in 1882 a man by the name of
| Gleason (who had been with Gen
| Scott during the capture of Mexico
| City in 1847 and who had remained
in Mexico after the close of the
;Mexican war with the United
States) came to New Orleans, and
{while there gave to Mr. E. McIlhenny
{the seeds of some peppers, which he
aid had an especially fine flavor,
|and grew in the State of Tabasco,
{Mexico. These pepper seeds were
[planted by Mr. Mcllhenny at the
family plantation Avery Island, near
| New Iberia, and the quality of the
peppers was so good that he con-
tinued to grow them year by year
in the kitchen garden for table use,
as both he and his father-in-law,
Judge Very, were fond of highly
seasoned food.

During L.zc war between the north
and south, and after the occupation
of Louisiana by the federal troops,
the Avery and Mcllhenny families
| were banished from their home
|state and sent by Gen. Banks to
Austin, Texas, but returned to their
| plantation home at Avery Island at
|the close of the war. Like all south-
| erners tiyse two families were |
|financially ruined by the war, and |
being without funds with which to |
buy the things that help to make
food tasty, Mr. Mcllhenny began
|experimenting with making condi-
ments from the herbs and peppers
found growing about the old home.
| Among other plants that had sur-
|vived the lack of cultivation during
{his absence were some pepper bushes
|like those that grew from the seed |
| Gleason had given him. With the
pulp of these peppers as a base, he
,made hot aromatic sauce for table
|use, and gave some of it to his
| friends, who liked it so much that
|Mr. MclIlhenny continued making
(lt. Among those who tried the
|sauce and liked it was Gen. Hazzard,
|who was federal administrator for |
| southwest Louisiana. Gen. Hagzard |
induced Mr. MclIlhenny t0 make a |
sufficient amount of the sauce, sO |
ihe could take some north on his
|next trip. This was done, and Gen.
| Hazzard gave some of the*saude to

his brother, H. C. Hazzard, who was
|head of the largest wholesale gro-

cery house in New York. Mr. E. C.
| Hazzard, was so impressed with the
{value of the sauce as a food ,sea-

soner, that he got in teuch, with
|McIlhenny and induced him to pack
|the sauce for market, and give his
firm the agency for its distribution
in the United States. Mr. McIlhenny
Icon.scnt,ed“w do this, and in 1868,
| Tabasco sauce put up in New Iberia,
| Louisiana, was offered the public.

Since that time, Tabasco, through
|its high value as a piquant season-
ing has become world wide in its
| distribution.

At dinner time: Heat broiler. Slice
squash, but do not peel. Young
summer squash has very few and
very small seeds; these need not
be removed. Only very young
squash should be broiled. Dot over
with butter, sprinkle with salt and
pepper. Cut tomatoes in halves;
sprinkle with salt, pepper and sugar
and put small piece of butter on
each slice. Place salmon steaks,
squash and tomatoes on broiler pan.
Cock 12 to 15 minutes, turning sal-
mon once.

Morning preparation: Make ice
cream mixture to be frozen in a
mechanical refrigerator.

portance, a loss of life of around 10,000. Because we
were careless with matches, $29,000,000 of property
went up in smoke. Because we let stoves, furnaces and
boilers deteriorate to a dangerous condition, 18,000,000
was destroyed. Because we misused one of the most valu-
able of man’s servants, electricity, $15,000,000 was re-
. daced to ashes. And so-it goes, throughout a long list
of hazards.
*  :These figures tell only the least of the story. They
represent only direct losses. Indirect loss, such as unem-
ployment, loss of business, destruction of taxable prop-
erty, and so on, amounts to several times as much.

Fire waste is a black mark on the record of Ameri-
can civilization. More than 80 per cent of fires are pre-
ventable—they occur because someone is careless or
ignorant—because, figuratively speaking, someone tries
to put out a match in gasoline.

SCIENTIST ANNOUNCES DISCOVERY
OF NEW KIND OF HEAVY NITROGEN

BY F. C. COLTON,

CLEVELAND, O., Nov. 20 (#)—A
new step toward artificial creation
of elements, the manufacture of the
ordinary oxygen of the air by bom-
barding nitrogen, a lighter-weight
element, with neutrons or parts of
atoms, was reported today to the
National Academy of Sciences.
This represents the most difficult
kind of transmutation of the ele-
ments, the building up of heavier
elements out of lighter ones, a
dream of the old alchemists. It has
now been accomplished on small
scale by Dr. William .D. Harkins of
the University of Chicago. He re-
ported it to the opening session of
the academy's autumn meeting
here.

He has found that neutrons, form-
erly used only in bombarding and
breaking down atoms to unlock
secrets of how they are put to-
gether, also can be used to build up
new afoms by the same kind of bom-
bardment. It is roughly like finding
that the same cannon-balls used to
destroy a fort can also paradoxie-
ally be used to build up a different
and stronger point.

Dr. Harkins has discovered a new
kind of nitrogen, slightly heavier
than ordinary nitrogen, such as is
taken from the air to be made into
fertilizers and explosives. He found
that ordinary nitrogen changed into
thie new kind when ‘it was bom-
barded with neutrons moving at
tremendous speed. The néw nitro-

An authoritative source disclosed
today that laws to limit the
stature and might of giant hold-
ing companies in the power busi-
ness will be recommended to
President Roosevelt by his power
experts.

Regulation of holding companies
~corporations which hold the shares
of operating utilities and usually
control those utilities—is an objective
of the national power commission,

A commission sub-committee
studying this subject is headed by
Robert E. Hetly who directed most
of the federal trade commission’s
6-year inquiry into utilities and who
18 now on the securities apd ex-
* shange commission.

“ough a legislative program has
not been drafted and the president’s
attitude has not been disclosed, the
sub-committee was authoritatively
reported to be thinking along these
lines:

1. No more than one holding com-
pany should be supervised on a group
of operating companies. At present
some holding companies are in turn
held by other holding companies
The experts believe this pyramiding
is uneconomic,

2. The power resources which one
holding company may control should
be limited

3. Natural gas and electric com-

The federal trade commission,
which is preparing a utilities report
for congress, is seriously considering
recommending that holding com-
panies be licensed. Then they would
not be permitted to operaté in in-
terstate commerce without a federal
license. Such a plan might be used
to attain objectives like those out-
lined above.

Healy's associates represented him
as being convinced the trade com-
missjon has proved the uneconomic
nature of holding companies as now
constituted and the necessity of
government supervision.

panies, was prepared while Healy
was still directing the commission’s
study. This report found that the
United group represented 27 per
cent of the kilowatt-hour power out-
put of the nation; 25 per cent of the
installed generating capacity, and
30 per cent of the hydro-electric ca-
pacity.

Declaring such a group m&y have
influence on economic progress over
vast areas, the investigators said:

“Highly intelligent abilities must
be coordinated with even-handed
justice when such power is exercised
over the general public. Human his-
tory strongly implies that qualified
representatives of the public must
supervise such concentrated power
to prevent its abuse.”

Other examples which the com-
mission’s record includes are Cities
Service company, described as rep-
resenting « billlon dollar empire
controlled by Henry L. Doherty with
an investment of only $1,000 000,
Electric Bond and Share, Asso-
ciated Gas and others.

The effect of the three-point plan
would be to limit the influence of
holding concerns to so-called eco-
nomic areas. The plan also would
alm to prevent holding companies
from charging “excessive” manage-
ment fees, and curb the “pyramid-
ing” of security structure.

A permusnent commission would
be created at Geneva under the plan
advanced by Hugh R. Wilson, Ameri-
can minister to Switzerland, on be-
half of his government.

The commission would be given
automatic powers to investigate pri-
vate private or public manufacture
and sale of arms and to keep the
world regularly informed as to what
was going on behind the scenes.

All arms-—rifles, machine - guns,
grenades, bombs, torpedoes, mines,
warships, airplanes and ammuni-
tion—come within the scope of the
ammunition proposal.

Wilson also presented the draft
of a plan creating a permanent dis-
armament commission.

The treaty, Wilson declared,
“would tend to lessen betwet? st,atesl
that constantly increasing” fear of
the unknown-—a fear which is one
of the most profound causes of
anxiety and distrust between na-
tions.”

“lI will go even further,” Wilson
continued, “and state the adoption
of such a text would greatly facili-
tate the eventual adoption of a
general disarmament convention. An
agreement upon such a document
by the states of the world would
mean a lessening of anxiety and the
increase in confidence might even
be the turning point of the present
deplorable situition.”

Wilson emphasized that the United
States “firmly believes that without
disarmament there is no sound basis
for peace. It has never wavered
from that conviction and it will
work earnestly for the final success
of this conference.”
