On Cigaret To
Avoid Nicotine

WASHINGTON, Dec. 17 (#)—
With the aid of a robot cigaret
fiend, the government today pass-
ed along to tobacco smokgrs some
handy hints on how to puff.

If a cigaret smoker wishes to
get the minimum amout of nie-
otine, he should use moist ciga-
rets, puff weakly, and leave a

long stub.
Conversely, if he should want
the most nicotine, he should

smoke dry cigarets, smoke ’em
vigorously and completely.

It was made clear that the
vagrant who picks up a “snipe”
gets most of the nicotine. To
discard a butt of generous size
often means throwing away 60
per cent of the nicotine,

These findings were made by
the Pennsylvania experiment sta-
tion and published in a pamphlet
“by authority of the secretary of
agriculture.”

The experimenters used a form-
midable machine which smokes
cigarets in short puffs, long
puffs, easy puffs, or hard puffs
Then the smoke was passed thru

STRIVING TO
SPLIT DEMOS

GoP Appeula to Democrats
To Prevent F oundmg of
‘Socialistic State’.

- WASHINGTON, Dec. 17. (#)—Un-
folding part of their campaign plans
for 1936, republican leaders were
engaged today in a definite effort
to win support of anti-new deal
democrats in the drive to oust the
Roosevelt administration.

This plan to topple the new deal
by splitting away sizeable segments
of the democratic party became
plain in an unexpected resolution
announced by the republican na-
tional committee last night after
it had decided to hold the party's
1936 convention on June 9 at Cleve-
land.

Specificially, the announcement
appealed to the “millions of con-
stitutional Jeffersonian democrats”
to join hands with republicans to
prevent the establishment of what
was termed “socialistic state.”

Introduced by R. B. Creager,
Texas committeeman, and seconded
by Mark Requa, Californian who is
& close friend of Herbert Hoover,
the resolution said:

“The coming election will de-
termine whether we hold to the
American system of government or
whether we shall sit idly by and al-
low it to be replaced by a socialistic
state, honeycombed with waste and
extravangance and ruled by a dic-
tatorship that mocks at the rights
of states and the liberty of the citi-
zen.

“The crisis rises far above any
question of political parties but it
is only through political action that
the menace can be fought.”

Appealing to “Jeffersonian demo-
crats” for aid, the resolution con-
tinued:

“We ask this and cooperation not
only in the coming election and in
the campaign preceding {t, but
also after the victory is won and
during the trying times that will
follow when present conditions are
being corrected and the nation is
being brought back to government
under the constitution.”

In some quarters there was a dis-
position to regard this last sentence
as an inferential promise that dem-
ocratic aid in beating the new deal
would not be forgotten after the
election. For example, this was the
interpretation placed upon it by the
“‘Washington Post.

General David T. Wilentz, chief pro-
secutor of Hauptman, also were si-
lent.

Hauptmann made his request in
a letter penned in the death house
of state prison. Governor Hoffman
made it publlc esterday.

“I assure your excellence, had
any guilty feeling, in this terri
erime, I would not trouble your ex-
cellence with this request,” Haupt-
mann wrote. “But since it is my
deepest desire to proof to your ex-
cellence and the world that I have
/spoke the truth, I would he very
thankful for permitting any able
persons, whom are free of any opin-
fon in this case, to take a test with
a so-called lie detector, serum, or
whatever science may offer.”

He suggested also that Dr. John
F. Condon, the Jafsie of the ransom
negotiations, submit to a “similar
test.

Hoover P_b-(;lains' His
Plan of Relief
In St. Louis

ST. LOUIS, Dec. 17. (#)—Herbert
Hoover's lashing attack here on new
deal relief threw before the nation
today a Hoover plan of decentraliz-
ed relief based on “the voluntary
services of American men and wom-
en.”

The former republican president,

answering President Roosevelt’s re-

Points were
tallied on a 3-2-1 basis as sports
observers listed the three outstand-
ing performers in the order of
preference. Mrs. Moody headed 33
lists and Mrs. Vare 11.

In a close race for third place in
the poll, Ilittle Mary Hoerger of
Miami Beach, who had not yet
celebrated her twelfth birthday last
July when she won the nationaf
senior A. A. U. three-meter diving
championship, emerged the winner,
with 55 points.

Sports observers cited evidence to

With no rivals among her
own sex, Helene Mayer, the famous
German girl and Olympic fencing
champion, engaged leading men
fencers on the Pacific coast on
even terms.

' The healthy man has small use for the regimen of
the invalid; when he starts reaching for the black cigars-
ahd laying into the thick steaks again, it is a pretty
good sign that he is through with the sick bed.

And isn’t that, after all, exactly what all of .us have
been wanting?

What the people of this country want is, first and
foremost, recovery—the recovery that will mean jobs,
aud decent wages, and regular incomes, and some feel-
ing of security and hope once more.

Evidently industry is at last ready to provide these
things. The break-up of the Washington conference,

WASHINGTON—Anyone who covered the big NRA
doings of 1933 and 1934, with all their ballyhoo and |
fervor and commotion, is impressed almost avseqomelv‘
by the fact that times and the customs of the times do|
change. !

It seems almost incredible that Hugh Johnson and |
Donald Richberg could have lived the big moments of
their lives and passed from the scene to write their
memoirs and that so soon there could be so sorry a spec- |
tacle as was just observed in the attempt of Maj. George |
L. Berry to make a stew from the Blue Eagle’s 'bones.

The baffled administration still wishes something
could be done about unemployment. The great differ-
ence now is that big business, when asked to cooperate,
just thumbs its nose.

of summer, 1933, to launch the first code—cotton tex-|
tiles. General Johnson grimly banged the gavel and we
were off. ‘

Non-co-operaotrs were then estimated at about 1()‘
per cent. They were the ‘“chiselers,” the sweatshoppers, |

ment was going to help the honest 90 per cent police |

One remembers how Secretary Frances Perkins, at|
another big sescion, lectured the steel industry as to its|
duties to labor and the recovery cause, with a pile of
impressive statistics ,and how important it all seemed
to be at the time.

Meanwhile, the hotels here were jammed and every

accessible and insufferably arrogant.

Many “lousy” codes went through, but they could |
be operated on later. At this time you could still get a
mighty cheer just by mentioning Roosevelt.
