Z A M B (J A N (i A , 
Philippines (AP) — U.S.- 
trained commandos freed a 
Kansas missionary after more 
than a year m captivity Friday 
but her American husband 
and a Filipino nurse were 
killed during the shootout 
with their Muslim extremist 
kidnappers.

Four of the Abu Sayyaf 
kidnappers were killed and 
seven soldiers were wounded 
in the operation by Philippine 
commandos outfitted by the 
United States with silencers, 
night vision equipment and 
high-tech headsets.

Martin Burnham, 42, was 
killed by a gunshot, said Gen. 
Narciso Abaya, the Philippine 
deputy military chief of staff. 
It was unclear who shot him. 
Abu Sayyaf is believed to 
have links to Osama bin 
Laden’s al-Qaida terrorism 
network.

Abaya said Ediborah Yap, 
a Filipino nur.se kidnapped 
shortly after the Burnhams, 
also was shot in the re.scue 
operation and died of her 
wounds.

Burnham ’s wife, 43, 
underwent surgery in the 
southern city of Zamboanga, 
said Maj. Gen. Ernesto

Carolina, commander of 
Philippine forces in the .south. 
DiKlors said a bullet passed 
through her in the thigh.

“ I was so happy when I got 
out of the jungle,” Gracia 
Burnham, 43, told doctors as 
they treated her. She said she 
believed her husband’s death 
was part of God’s plan.

“ That is Gixi’s liking. That 
is probably his destiny,” she 
said.

Gracia Burnham was flown 
Friday night from Zamboanga 
to Manila, where the U.S. 
Embassy will take over 
arrangements to tly her to the 
United States, said Maj. 
Richard Sater, a spokesman 
for the U.S. forces in 
Zamboanga.

Yap and the Burnhams 
were the last remaining cap­
tives after the guerrillas kid­
napped dozens of people over 
the past year. Some were 
beheaded and some e.scaped 
or were released.

President Bush said he was 
assured by Philippine 
President Gloria Macapagal 
Arroyo that “justice would be 
done.”

Defense Secretary Angelo 
Reyes said the military cAild 
now pour reinforcements into
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the area and unleash its full 
arsenal “ to finish off” the 
Abu Sayyaf. The group’s 
numbers have dwindled to 
less than 100 from about 
1,000 a year ago.

Despite the deaths of two 
of three hostages, Reyes 
defended the mission, saying 
Philippine soldiers took 
“every precaution to secure 
the safe release of the 
hostages.”

The intense fighting 
Friday started early in the 
afternoon near the town of 
Siraway on the main island 
of Mindanao where the U.S.- 
trained Philippine troops 
have been searching for the 
hostages for weeks. The 
fighting was still going on 
after nightfall.

Helicopters piloted by 
U.S. troops helped evacuate 
the wounded but no U.S. 
troops took part in the raid, 
both Philippine and U.S. mil­
itary officials said.

U.S. troops also had no 
hand in planning the raid, 
said Gen. Richard Myers, 
chairman of the U.S. Joint 
Chiefs of Staff. Myers said 
the training given Filipino 
troops since mid-February 
was not aimed at freeing 
hostages.

“The training was more 
general. It was not pointed to 
hostage rescue,” Myers told 
reporters in Brussels, where 
he is attending a NATO 
meeting. ' ,

Some 1,200 Americans 
are in the Philippines as part 
of Bush’s global fight against 
terrorism. The U.S. presence 
is the largest outside 
Afghanistan, where an inter­
national coalition is pursuing ' 
bin Laden’s al-Qàida terrorist 
network.

Brig.' Gen. Emmanuel 
Teodosio said the Americans 
—  including Green Berets, 
pilots, m i l i t ^  engineers and 
support staff —  were crucial 
to the ihissidn.

Precinct 2 Constable 
Chris Lockridge works with 
Precinct 2 Justice of the 
Peace Kurt Curfman.

Lockridge said he has 
been in law enforcement for 
24 years.

He said prior to being 
appointed constable in May 
1990, he had worked for the 
Pampa Police Department 
and Sheriff Rufe Jordan in 
Gray County. A licensed law 
enforcement instructor, he 
said he has also completed 
tactical training.

Lockridge has served the 
longest tenure of the three 
constables in the county. 
He’s been in office 12 years.

“W hatever needs to be 
done, we do it,” said 
Lockridge. “If everyone is 
tied up or needs help, I will 
respond.”

Lockridge cited an exam­
ple of a motor vehicle acci­
dent which wasn’t serious. 
“All ‘ the Department of 
Public Safety troopers were 
busy,” he said. “I responded, 
“filue forms were given to 
those involved and everyone 
was on their way. '

“We’re our own depart­
ment,” said Lockridge. He 
explained that those holding 
constable positions are the 
same as all other elected 
county officials -  they all 
answer to the voters.

Lockridge said each office 
has adopted their own duties. 
“I do warrants, civil citation, 
back up other officers and' 
agencies,” said Lockridge. “I 
also do drug interdiction.”

Lewis said the reason 
there has been controversy in 
some counties regarding the 
constable position is because 
the constables weren't doing 
their jobs.

“Some constables are not 
doing what they’re supposed 
to do,” he said. “They would­
n ’t get certified or go to 
school. We have to complete

about the whereabouts of the 
clothing because Heifer had 
told detectives she gave them 
to Conner.

Raymond said Conner told 
her that he had never had pos­
session of the clothing.

When told by The Pampa 
News what Raymond had 
said, Conner said, “I dpn’t 
recall ever having it ^he 
clothes).

According to Pampa Fire 
Chief Kiiti Powell, the bag of 
clothes and other items,

The items remained at the 
fire department until May 28 
when she said Col. Terry 
Young came to her office on 
another matter. When he start­
ed to leave, Powell said she 
remembered the items from 
the car were there and gave 
them to Young.

Told then by a reporter who 
the clothing had belonged to, 
Powell said, “Oh, no. We had 
no idea. We just gathered up 
all the stuff and threw it in a 
bag and put it in my office.”

Now that the clothes have 
surfaced, Morris said they 
will be sent today to a DPS 
lab for analysis. He confirmed

the fact that evidence degra­
dation may have occurred 
because wet clothing was left 
inside a plastic bag rather than 
dried and packaged in paper 
as it should have been. .

Heifer said she found out 
about the discovery when Det. 
Connie Lockridge called her 
and asked her to describe the 
clothing.

Young said he gave the bag 
to Lockridge on May 29.

“It came out of a CID car 
and from the looks of it, the 
clothing was bagged like 
you’d get from a hospital so I 
turned it over to investiga­
tors,” Young said this morn­
ing.

Asked what she thinks 
about the situation. Heifer 
said, “I think nobody is doing 
their job up there (police 
department). T hat’s what I 
think. But Connie (Lockridge) 
has been even with me. I’ll 
say that. But she’s trying to 
work on 200 other cases, too. 
Since she took over (from 
Conner) she told me she’s not 
going to lie to me.”

Heifer said she has given 
Lockridge a copy of the tape 
she made.

Heifer also complained that 
police did not initially make 
out a report on the incident.

“You had a healthy 15- 
year-old girl dead on the 
floor,” the mother said. “And 
there was no police report. 
That isn’t right, even if it was

40 hours of training every two 
years to keep certified.”

Boundaries of the consta­
ble precincts are determined 
by the county commissioners 
court in which the constables 
serve.

Constables in Texas are 
peace officers who are the 
first link in the county’s chain 
of law enforcement, dtcord- 
ing to the Texas Association 
of Counties.

A constable’s duties, 
according to the TAC, are to 
subpoena witnesses, act as 
bailiff, execute judgments and 

, service of process.
Lewis said the constables 

may serve papers in another 
constable’s precinct and per­
form the duties of the office in 
those precincts.

Also, he said the constables 
may go into any county which

borders Gray County to serve 
papers.

Roberts County to the 
north of Gray County abol­
ished the constable position 
through the legislative 

•process, said Roberts County 
Judge Vernon Cook.

‘•We got into a mess about 
eight or 10 years ago,” said 
Cook. “The offite had been 
vacant since the 1920s or pos­
sibly even the teens. Then this 
guy... decided to run for it.

Cook explained the statutes 
require that the county pay a 
fair wage.

“I don’t know what else to 
do. I’ve called the FBI, I’ve 
called ‘Am erica’» Most 
Wanted’,” she said. “I’ve tried 
everything I can.”

Bush admits power 
struggles inevitable

WASHINGTON (AP) — President Bush on Friday 
warned Congress against sparking a “ turf battle” over his 
plan to create a Department of Homeland Security, and said 
he was. sending top adviser Tom Ridge to Capitol Hill to pro­
mote the terrorist-fighting plan.

“ We’ve got a lot of work to do to get this department 
implemented. There’s going to be a lot of turf protection in 
the Congress. But I’m convinced that, by working together, 
that we can do what’s right for America,” Bush said after a 
meeting with nearly a dozen Democratic and Republican 
lawmakers.

The morning after outlining his agency-shuffling plan in a 
televised address, Bush convened a strategy session in the 
White House Cabinet Rt)om to survey the opinions of law­
makers. They already had drafted legislation doing essential­
ly what the president has proposed: gathering all the domes­
tic security functions, currently spread among more than 100 
federal entities,-into a single Cabinet agency.

Because 88 congressional committees and subcommittees 
havi a piece of the domestic-security puzzle, power struggles 
are inevitable.

“There is nothing wrong with a good tilrf battle fight and 
one way to win that argument is calling upon the good ser­
vices of the affected members of the House and the Senate,” 
Bush said, surveying the room. “That’s what this meeting is 
all about. It’s about the beginning of winning the turf battle.”

Sen. Joseph Lieberman, co-sponsor of domestic security 
legislation, agreed with Bush that passage won’t be easy.

“ We’re not kidding ourselves,” he said after the White 
House meeting. “There’s going to be some opposition and it 
probably will be bureaucratic turf prptection. There will be a 
lot of arguments about why we ought not to do this.”

Ridge, the president’s domestic security adviser, has 
avoided formal congressional testimony by insisting that 
precedent shields presidential advisers from the microscope 
of congressional inquiry.

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Controversy over faith statement may spread to Baptist missionaries

Aftershocks from past gatherings of the 
Southern Baptist Convention — where splits 
opened between conservatives and moderates 

—  will likely reverberate next week in St. 
Louis when the denomination hôlds its annual 
meeting- -

Two years ago, the convention revised the 
Baptist Faith and Message, the group’s doctri­
nal statement, to forbid women to serve as pas­
tors and assert that the Bible teaches wives 
should “ submit graciously” to their husbands. 
The denomination’s 5,000 foreign missionaries 
were told to affirm the statement in writing.

Although the vast majority of those mis­
sionaries have signed the affirmation, as many 
as 150 have resisted. And there is talk that a 
motion will be made at the convention to force 
the stragglers to sign on —  or move on.

“They have every right not to sign it,” says 
the Rev. Jack Graham, pastor of the 
Prestonwood Baptist Church in suburban 
Dallas and a nominee for convention president. 
“ But Southern Baptists also have the right ... 
not to include them in the task force of world 
missions. I mean, not everybody’s a Southern ’ 
Baptist; we understand that. There are many 
other wonderful mission organizations that are 
sharing the gospel.”

The issue has special significance because 
commitment to missions is widely perceived as 
the glue that holds the network of 42,000

autonomous Southern Baptist churches togeth­
er.

“ I will always believe that missions, as 
much as anything else, is what really distin­
guishes us from so many other denomina­
tions,” outgoing SBC President James Merritt* 
recently told the Baptist Press.
'  To fire up conventioneers’ missionary fer­

vor, Tuesday’s session will feature an address 
by aid workers Dayna Curry and Heather 
Mercer, who were imprisoned by the Taliban 
last year for allegedly proselytizing in 
Afghanistan. Resolutions inspired by such 
timely topics as the Roman Catholic sex abuse 
scandal and the Israeli-Palestinian conflict also 
are likely to hit the floor.

But missions are expected to be the big 
focus. And nothing has highlighted the grow­
ing rift within the nation’s largest Protestant 
denomination more lately than what’some per­
ceive as an attempt by the controlling “ funda­
mentalists” to force a creed on missionaries.

“This puts the rnissionaries into an awk­
ward, a very difficult dilemma,” says Phil 
Strickland, an official with the Baptist General 
Convention of Texas, which has established a 
$2 million “ transition fund” for missionaries 
who refuse to sign the affirmation. “They are 
placed between refusing to sign ... or signing a 
document that they do not really believe in 
order to stay where they believe God has called 
them to minister.”

In February, the Rev. Jerry Rankin, presi­
dent of the SBC’s International Mission Board,

wrote an open letter in which he warned mis­
sionaries that this issue would likely come up 
at the annual meeting. He said the te s t way to 
repel accusations of “ heresy” was to sign.

“Our board of trustees continues to have 
confidence in you,” Rankin wrote. “ However, 
others have voiced suspicions and questions.... 
It is time to put this matter behind us and get on 
with the task of leading Southern Baptists to be 
on the mission with God.”

R. Keith Parks, former head of Southern 
Baptist foreign missions, responded that the. 
heresy was forcing the missionaries to sign, 

“Their beliefs have not changed —- the rules 
have!” he wrote. “ It has never been clearer that 
the Fundamentalist leaders have changed the 
very nature of the Southern Baptist 
Convention.”

Strickland says his Texas group has teen 
contacted by 150 missionaries who have not 
signed, and has received direct requests for 
help from 13. But the Rev. William Merrell, 
vice president for convention relations and a 
member of the SBC executive committee, says 
critics are tiding to treat something rouUne “ as 
though it were some great inquisitorial issue.” 

“My understanding is that, ultimately, the 
people who say, ‘Look, I don’t believe that this 
represents what I believe,’ then I suspect that 
they — the mission board —  will work with 
them and+ielp them understand the importance 
of relocating,” Merrell says. ’

The fact that this year’s convention is being 
held in a siate where a breakaway Baptist con-

vention recently formed doesn’t do much to 
paint a picture of denominational unity.

In late April, Richard Lionterger, a former 
board member of the defunct Mainstream 
Missouri Baptists, was elected president of the 
new Baptist General Convention of Missouri. 
Lionterger says the group wants to cooperate 
with the SBC, although the head of the execu­
tive committee has indicated he will recom­
mend against sharing funds with the new con­
vention.

“The focus has gotten to our differences ... 
and it really has nothing to do with the business 
of the kingdom of God in our world,” says 
Lionterger, pastor of Savannah First Baptist 
Church. “ It has everything to do with politics, 
power and influence. And that’s sad. It’s 
extremely sad.”

The significance of Graham’s nomination 
for SBC president and those of two other 
Texans to top convention posts — including 
former federi judge Paul Pressler, an arciiitect 
of the conservative takeover of the SBC, who 
has teen  mentioned for first vice president — 
was not lost on Lionberger and others. Some 
see it as a response to the 2000 takeover of the 
Texas convention by more moderate forces, 
which prompted the formation of the alternate 
Southern Baptists of Texas Convention.

“ I think it’s more than just a coincidence,” 
says Randy Fullerton, pastor of the Fee Fee 
Baptist Church near St. Louis, where the new 
Missouri convention was launched. “ It looks 
like an in-your-face thing.”

I ’ve been  very  carefu l to  be fa ir  w ith liiy 
ch ild ren  an d  give them  no reason  to  resent 
one ano th er. N evertheless, they con tinue  to 
fight. W h at can I do?

A The p roblem  m ay rest in your lack o f 
disciplinary control at home. Sibling rivalry is 
at its w orst when there is an inadequate 
system of justice among children — where the 
“ law breakers” do not g e t caugh t, or if 
apprehended are set free w ithout standing 

trial. It is important to understand that laws in a society are 
established and enforced for the purpose o f protecting 
people from  each other. Likewise, a fam ily is a mini 
society with the same requirem ents for the protection o f 
human rights.

Individual families are Similar to societies in their need 
for law and order. In the absence o f justice, “neighboring” 
siblings begin to assault one another. The older child is 
bigger and tougher, which allows him to oppress his 
younger brothers and sisters. But the junior m em ber o f the 
family is not without weapons o f his own. He strikes back 
by breaking the toys and prized possessions o f the older 
sibling and interferes when friends are visiting. M utual 
hatred then erupts in angry volcano, spewing its destructive 
contents on everyone in its path.

Suppose that I live in a frontier com m unity where 
there is no established law. Policem en do not exist and 
there are no courts o f  appeal for disagreem ents. Under 
those circum stances, my neighbor and 1 can abuse each 
other with impunity. He can steal my horses and throw 
rocks through my , w indows, while I can raid the apples 
from  his favorite tree and take his plow late at night. This 
kind o f mutual antagonism  has a way o f  escalating day by 
day, becoming ever moré violent with the passage of time. 

'W hen perm itted to run its natural course, as in early 
Am erican history, the end result can be feudal hatred and 
murder. '

, In many hom es, the parents do not have sufficient 
disciplinary control to enforce their judgm ents. In others, 
they are so exasperated with constant bickering among 

-siblings that they refuse to get involved. In still others, 
parents require an o lder child to live with an adm itted 
injustice “because your brother is smaller than you.” Thus, 
they tie his hands and render him  utterly defenseless 
against the m ischief o f  his bratty little brother o r sister. 
Even more com m on today, mothers and fathers are both 
w ork ing  w h ile  th e ir  c h ild ren  are  hom e busily 
disassembling each-other.

rule with no exceptions.
2. Each child’s room was his or her private territory. 

There were locks on both doors, and perm ission to enter 
was a revocable privilege. (Families with m ore than one 
child in each bedroom  can allocate available living space 
for each youngster.)

3. The older child was not perm itted to tease the 
younger child.

4. The younger child was forbidden to harass the older 
child.

5. The children were not required to play with each 
other when they preferred to be alone or with other friends.

6. We m ediated any genuine conflict as quickly as 
possible, being careful to show im partiality and extreme 
fairness.

As w ith any plan o f ju stice , th is p lan  requires: 
children’s respect for leadership o f the parent, willingness 
by the parent to mediate and the occasional enforcement of 
punishm ent. W hen this approach is accom plished with 
love, the emotional tone o f the home can be changed from 
one o f hatred to (at least) tolerance.

I will say it again to parents: One o f your most 
im portant responsib ilities is to establish  an equitable 
system of justice  and a balance o f power at home. There 
should be reasonable “ laws” that are enforced fairly for 
each member o f the family. Let me list the boundaries and 
rules that evolved through the years in my own home.

COLORADO SPRINGS, 
Colo. (AP) — The Big 12 
expects to distribute a record 
$82.2 million to member 
schools this year. 
Commissioner Ktvin Weiberg 
said Thursday.

Member schools shared 
$75.5 million last year.

Weiberg made the 
announcement at the Big 12 
spring meeting of coaches, ath­
letic directors and faculty repre­
sentatives.

The faculty representatives 
voted to support NCAA acade­
mic reform proposals that 
would change academic eligi­
bility standards, reporting meth­
ods and incentives.

Weiberg said television 
viewership of Big 12 football 
likely will rise next season 
because games carried on Fox 
Sports Net’s Southwest regional 
channel will also be offered to 
other Fox regions.

Fox said the other regional 
channels reach 25 million to 45 
million households.

TBS will join three other 
networks carrying Big 12 foot­
ball this year. TBS is expected 
to carry six Big 12 games. ABC 
and ESPN also carry Big" 12 
games.

Weiberg said ratings for Big 
12 men’s basketball on ESPN 
increased last season. Football 
ratings on ABC were down 
slightly in the Big 12’s overall 
region but ’ up in the confer­
ence’s primary region.

Big 12 representatives 
decided to put the conference 
office in charge of hiring and 
training clock operators for 
football games.

HORSE RACING

AMARILLO, Texas (AP) 
— Quarter horse breeder Dan 
Churchill testified Thursday 
that there are substantial price 
and value disparities between 
American Quarter Horse 
Association registered cutting 
horses and those that aren’t 
registered.

Churchill said horses with 
registration papers bring four 
or five times more at sale than 
horses with similar breeding 
that are not registered. He said 
unregistered horses also don’t 
bring in as much in breeding 
and stud fees.

“You can’t compete in the 
AHQA world or the buyer and 
seller world without regist^a- 
tion papers,’’ he said.

Churchill testified in the 
third day of a civil trial 
brought against the AQHA by 
several horse breeders, who 
say that many superiorly bred, 
cmbryo-transffer horses, the 
offspring of AQHA-registered 
stallions and marcs, could not 
be registered under AQHA 
rules, the Amarillo Globe- 
News reported.

The plaintiffs arc seeking, 
betwecji S8 million and 59 
million in damages. '

a needs basis,’’ Knight said.
Last year, Knight’s first at 

Tech, he guided the Red 
Raiders to their first NCAA 
playoff berth in six years. 
Knight hopes to get his team 
deeper into the playoffs the 
coming season.

“We’ve had 14 prospects 
visit and 12 wanted to come to , 
Tech. We can be selective about 
who we can bring in and who 
can play for us,” he noted.

We’re going to look 
at the reasons why we lost those 
games and see what we can do 
to keep those mistakes from 
happening again,” he said.

During a question and 
answer session, Knight says 
what he looks for in a player is 
attentiveness and athletic abili­
ty-

“1 want a player who listens 
and pays attention to what I’m 
telling him. Nobody is going to 
know more about basketball 
than I do, and so the player has 
to do what he’s told,” he said. “I 
look for athletic ability. The best 
athletes play pro basketball.”

» Knight says just because a 
player is a great athlete in one

sport, it doesn’t make him a 
great overall athlete, pointing 
out that Tiger Woods is a great 
golfer, but not a great athlete.

K-night doesn’t figure on 
changing his highly-disci­
plined, firm-handed approach 
when dealing with athletes, 
even though it’s brought heat­
ed controversy during his 
career.

“Coaching is the same as 
teaching. If you think back to 
your own schooldays, you’ll 
find tiie most effective teacher 
was the one who was the most 
demanding,” Knight said. 
“You knew there would be no 
fooling around in the class­
room.”

Before the dinner, Knight 
spent some time at a book 
signing for his new autobiog­
raphy; “Knight” My Story." 
The book was co-written by ' 
Bob Hammel, Knight’s long­
time friend and former sports 
editor at the dlerald-Tiines in 
Bloomington, Ind.
“That book was really some­

thing 1 enjoyed doing,” Knight 
said. “It was on the New York 
Times best seller list some­
thing like seven weeks. To see 
the book come together and do 
that well was rfeally a neat 
thing.”

Knight goes into next sea­
son as the second winningest 
coach in Division I men’s col­
lege basketball history. Only 
North Carolina’s Dean Smith 
ranks ahead of him.

Knight won three NCAA 
championships at Indiana with 
his 1976 team going undefeat­
ed.

Nets can do math, and 0-2 would not be a pretty thing
• LOS ANGELES (AP) — 
The arithmetic is all too clear 
to Nets coach Byron Scott.

“ If we go back to Jersey 0- 
2, there’s a lot of pressure on 
us to win all three games at 
home,” he said Thursday. 
“ Against a team like that, this 
is going to be very tough.”

The Nets are intent on 
avoiding such a scenario. 
They showed they could stay 
w'ith the two-time defending 
champion Los Angeles Lakers 
in Game L although it took 
about 17 minutes for them to 
get a handle on the NBA 
Finals.

Now comes Game 2 on 
Friday night at Staples Center. 
The best-of-seven series then 
moves East for. Games 3 and 4 
and, if necessary. Game 5.

The Lakers, coming off a 
draining Western Conference 
finals agaihst Sacramento, 
beat the Nets 99-94 on 
Wednesday night. They bolted 
to a 42-19 lead before New 
Jersey responded. The Nets 
outscored them 75-57 after 
that — not enough to win but 
perhaps a psychological boost 
for a team in its first NBA 
Finals.

“ I know we’re going to 
play a much better game,” 
said New Jersey’s Keith Van 
Horn, who typified his team’s 
effort, shooting l-of-6 for two 
points in the first half before 
scoring 10 in the second half.

“ I wouldn’t say we were 
necessarily in awe,” Van Horn 
said. “ I think that collectively 
as a team, we tried to calm 
ourselves down and tried to 
get off that high. 1 think we 
calmed ourselves down a little 
too much and sometimes that 
happens.

“ But I thought we respond­
ed well after the first quarter, 
and we’re going to respond 
well the rest of the series.”

The Nets are in the playoffs 
for the first time in four years, 
and in the NBA Finals after 
going 26-56 last season — 
Scott’s first as their coach.

The turnaround was keyed 
by the addition of Jason Kidd, 
who became the first player to 
get a triple-double in his first 
Finals game with 23 points, 10 
rebounds and 10 assists.

“ All the pressure’s on LA 
to sweep or, you know, win 
this series,” Kidd said.

The Lakers are playing in 
the Finals for the 26th time 
and shooting for their 14th 
championship. They’re also 
trying to become the fifth 
team in league history to win 
three or more consecutive 
titles.

If all that isn’t enough, the 
Lakers have Shaquille 
O’Neal, one of the most dom­
inant players in NBA history.

“ Shaq is like a modem Wilt 
Chamberlain. What he does, 
you don’t see anybody else 
doing in the history of the

gam e,” teammate Kobe. 
Bryant said. “ It’s ridiculous.”

O ’Neal had 36 points, 16 
rebounds and four blcKks in 
Game 1. With the Nets apply­
ing pressure in the fourth 
quarter, O ’Neal had 14 points 
— all but two on 12-of-21 free 
throws — and nine rebounds.

For the most part, the Nets 
defended him with single cov­
erage, using Todd 
MacCulloch, Aaron Williams 
and rookie Jasqn Collins.

All were outmanned, 
although Scott liked the work 
of Collins, who played eight 
minutes in the fourth quarter 
after sitting out the first three.

“ You just have to try to be 
physical with him, give him 
different looks,” Collins said. 
“ The first time I played 
against him, I wasn’t happy 
with my performance. 1 felt I 
did a better job against him, 
but you know he’s going to 
score his points. You just don’t 

want him to get dunks.”
Scott said he planned to use 

Collins more in Game 2.
“Shaq and Kobe, if they 

get their 50 to 55 points, close 
to 60 points, I can live with 
that,” the Nets’ coach said. 
“ My main objective is to 
make sure the other guys don’t 
hurt us. Rick Fox had 14 
(points) and eight (rebounds), 
that hurt us.

“ Shaq is going to score, 
Kobe is going to score. We’ve 
got to make sure we keep their

role players to a minimum;”
O ’Neal has been at his best 

in the NBA Finals. Two years 
ago, he went from scoring 
25.9 points in the conference 
finals against Portland to 38.0 
against Indiana. And he went 
from 27.0 against the Spurs to 
33.0 against Philadelphia last 
year.

This year, O’Neal averaged 
30.3 against the Kings in the 
seven-game conference finals 
— but picked it up when the 
Lakers really needed it, scor­
ing 41 points in Game 6 and 
35 points in Game 7-

“One thing that’s magni­
fied in this team is the effec­
tiveness of Shaquille

O ’Neal,” I.,akers coach Phil 
Jackson said. “ Incredible abil­
ity to overmatch and overplay 
and overdominate the other 
team’s centers.”

Jackson knows all about 
domination, having coached a 
guy named Jordan in Chicago, 
where the Bulls won_ six 
championships in the 1990s.

Now, Jackson is on the 
verge of equaling Red 
Auerbach’s record of coaching 
nine championship teams. He 
akso is three wins short of Pat 
Riley’s record 155 playoff vic­
tories as a coach.

And three more wins are 
precisely what the Uikers need 
for a third .straight title.
