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Forest ranger held without bail in fires

DENVER (AP) — A U.S.
Forest Service technician
accused of starting the wild-
fire that has blackened nearly
103,000 acres and destroyed
22 homes appeared in court in
handcuffs Monday and was
ordered held without bail.

Prosecutors said Terry
Barton, 38, started the fire
June 8 while burning a letter
from her estranged husband,
then lied to investigators
about it. If convicted of all
charges she could be sen-
tenced to a total of up to 20
years in prison and be fined
$250,000.

Barton looked down as the
charges against her were read
in court. Her voice quavered
as she told U.S. Magistrate
Michael Watanabe that she
understood she could be sen-
tenced to prison.

U.S. Attorney John Suthers
asked Watanabe to keep
Barton held without bail
pending a preliminary hear-
ing.

“She would return to a
community in which there is
considerable hostility towards
her and she could be consid-
ered a flight risk,”” Suthers
said.

Barton was charged with
setting fire to timber in-a
national forest, damaging fed-
eral property and making
false statements to investiga-
tors, said Assistant U.S.
Attorney Bill Leone.

At the time the fire broke
out, Barton was assigned to
patrol the Pike National
Forest in central Colorado to
enforce a fire ban imposed
because of a drought.

Barton, an 18-year Forest

Service employee, said she
burned the letter within a des-
ignated campfire ring, where
fires normally would be
allowed.

““She attempted to sup-
press the fire but it grew,”
Leone said.

Wind drove the fire to

within 10 miles of Denver's

far southwestern suburbs last
week, or 40 miles from the
city limits. Calmer, cooler
weather and higher humidity
helped crews dig lines around
47 percent of the blaze
Sunday, but about 5,400 péo-
ple remained out of their
homes.

"The air was calm Monday
in Denver, where a faint,
smoky haze hung in the air.
Afternoon temperatures were
expected to jump into the 80s
and 90s.

Supreme Court affirms Texas redistricting

WASHINGTON (AP) —
The Supreme Court rejected
arguments Monday that Texas
congressional  redistricting
hurt Hispanics.

The justices, without hear-
ing arguments, affirmed con-
gressional  boundaries that
give Texas’ two new seats to
Republicans and leave intact
incumbents’ districts — most-
ly held by Democrats. The
court also upheld legislative

redistricting  that  favors
Republicans.
Hispanic groups unsuc-

cessfully argued that while
minorities accounted for the
most growth in Texas in the
1990s, district lines will not
dramatically change their
chances of winning offices.
“We are strongly. disap-
pointed and really frustrated
that the excitement over the
Census numbers and the enor-
mous growth over the decade
of the Latino community in
Texas has really been dimin-
ished by courts that are reluc-
tant to create new Latino dis-
tricts,” said Nina Perales,
attorney with the Mexican
American Legal Defense and
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Education Fund.

The once-a-decade redis-
tricting resulted in a stalemate
in the Legislature. As a result,
congressional  redistricting
went to a federal judicial
panel and legislative redis
tricting was passed on to a
GOP-dominated redistricting
board. The board’s legislative
redistricting proposals were
later challenged in federal
court.

A three-judge panel revised
the state House districts and
redrew a congressional map.
It did not change the state
Senate boundaries.

Groups* like the Mexican
American Legislative Caucus
sued. They argued that that
Hispanics. were hurt by“the
redistricting even though the
Hispanic population in Texas
increased by 2.3 million
between 1990. and 2000,

accounting for 60 percent of

the state’s growth.

They claimed that neigh-
borhoods with large Hispanic
populations were broken into
separate districts to ensure
that white Republicans could
win the seats. The plans
“smack strongly of bad faith
and arbitrariness and certainly
belie any notion of good faith
effort at population equality,”
the court was told in filings.

Texas Attorney General
John Cornyn, a member of the
state’s redistricting - board,
countered that the Supreme
Court should not “‘equate the
mere existence of political
considerations in the district-
ing process with purposeful or
invidious discrimination.”

“Such an approach would
plunge the court in the ‘politi-
cal thicket,” compelling the
type of judicial second-guess-
ing of state legislatures that
the court has steadfastly
rejected,” Cornyn told jus-
tices in a filing.

" The genuine slam “seems
downright inevitable after
Woods cruised to a three-stroke
victory Sunday in the U.S.

Open, making him the first’

player since Jack Nicklaus
three decades ago to win the
first two majors of the year.

" Woods still takes umbrage at
those who say he hasn’t ,won
the slam already. After all, he
became the first player to hold
all four major championships at
the same time, a streak that

began at the 2000 U.S. Open.

Before the year was over, he
captured the British Open and
PGA Championship. In April
2001, he finished off his vér-
sion of the slam-with-a-vietory
at Augusta National.

Now, after winning his sec-
ond straight Masters and con-
quering brutal Bethpage Black,
he's halfway home to an
accomplishment. no one can
dispute.

“I’ve won the slam before,”
Woods said. “You can call it
what you want. But when I was
at home, I had all four trophies
on my mantle, and no other per-
son can say that.

“So,” he added, ‘“‘this will
be a different type of slam, it
being the calendar year.”

Notice that Woods said
“will,” a telling twist of the
tongue. He, like everyone else,
is apparently convinced that no
one can derail him in the last
two majors of the year.
