McCormick said it was his 
opinion that the November 
2001 dissolution by the Pampa 
voters was to get out of debt 
and pay the bills, He said he 
wanted the PEEXT “to get on the 
same page, and communicate.

“I want to get involved with 
you all and know what’s going 
on, and to do that we have to 
communicate. I don’t see no 
communication,’’ he said. “You 
may communicate with the 
mayor, but you didn’t commu­
nicate with the rest of us.”

Lewis told M ctormick the 
PEDC board asked for an open 
meeting between the two enti­
ties to sit down and communi­
cate, but said they were turned 
down.

“Let’s make it happen,” said 
McCormick, adding he wanted 
the city commission to sit down 
in open session with the PEDC 
Board.

“Tliere are some issues that 
need to be discussed, and 
where we are going. We want 
to make this town grow and it’s 
not going to grow the way we 
are going. Let’s get honest. We 
can turn it-back around. It’s 
going to take the city leaders to- 
do it,” said McCormick.

McCormick said this morn­
ing in a telephone interview 
that he felt the PEDC had gone 
outside its boundaries as a 
board. “If (the City 
Commission) is going to be

accountable, we need to know 
what’s going on,” he said.

When asked whether time 
lines of providing information 
by the PEDC to the city com­
mission had been established 
when the PEDC board mem­
bers were appointed or since 
then, McCormick said no.

“We need to give some time 
lines to the PEDC, and under­
stand the functions,” Ik  said. 
“This is unfamiliar territory.” 

McCormick said he didn’t 
believe Pampa residents had 
any idea about what was 
involved when the vote was 
held to dissolve the PEDC in 
November 2001. Pampa is the 
first 4A EDC in Texas to vote 
for dissolution.

“What a mistake the people 
made. What a u^gedy!”, said 
McCormick of the vote to dis­
solve the PEEXT. “This will be a 
mistake we will live with for 
the next four or so years.” 

McCormick said no one in 
the community had contacted 
him about potential problems 
with the PEDC prior to thc peti­
tion drive in September to call 
an election to alx)lish the EE)C. 
“No one came to me,” he said. 
“We need to come together. 
The PEE)C and City 
Commission should be work- 

’ ing together.”
He said he would personally 

get with Mayor Robbins about 
setting a date and time for a 
joint meeting between both 
PEIXT and Pampa City 
Commission.

City CoiTunissioner Robert 
EMxon expressed concern to the 
PEEXT Board about a bill from 
the PEDC attorneys. He asked 
the amount of the bill.

Sutherland told Dixon the 
board had received a letter from 
their attorneys that the bill was 
attorney-client privileged.

“How are you going to pay it 
if it is attorney-client privi­
lege?” said Dixon.

Now is the 
time to join together for a common pur­
pose.
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A m oral basis for social security reform
SANTIAGO, Chile -  On one recent 

morning, Jose Pinera, the world’s leading 
Social Security reformer, wore a blue 
windbreaker and spoke energetically to 
an American visitor of growing up “one 
of six children, with a m other who 
believed in savings. She matched what 
we saved peso for peso, but we couldn’t 
touch the money until we were 18. She 
taught punctuality, discipline, honesty, 
saving.”

When Pinera grew up, he studied eco­
nomics at Harvard and learned about the 
19th century German origins of social 
security: “Otto von Bismarck had a big 
idea, that a worker with a pension 
depends on the state and so is a more 
docile worker. Bismarck invented a 
social security system with a moral flaw, 
that it destroys the link between effort 
and reward. It makes benefits the product 
of political pressure rather than what you 
contribute by your work.”

Pinera then explained that Bismarkian 
social security “has made workers depen­
dent on political demagogues, and that 
has spilled ove;- into other areas besides 
retirement. People say, ‘Offer me more, 
and I’ll vote for you.’ That corruption of 
both workers and politicians has fed a 
culture of irresponsibility.”

Chile’s former minister of labor and 
social security delivered that condemna­
tion with prophetic, intensity, but then 
smiled and explained how society could 
be saved: He held up what lck>ks like a 
standard bank p a s s t^ k  from the pre- 
computer age. “We call this here a 
Libretita, a deliverer of liberty. Our pri­
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vatization of social security was for ethi-. 
cal as well as economic reasons. It allows 
people to have their own funds and not 
depend on the government.”

Because of that reform, all working 
Chileans now own a piece of the country, 
and that has a political as well as an eco­
nomic effect. “Ownership changes the 
way a worker sees life,” Pinera said. “He 
is not at the mercy of a political boss or a 
union leader.”

The Libretita has boosted Chile’s 
economy by providing compatiies with 
new sources for capital, but Pinera with a 
grin emphasized the human dimensions: 
“My secretary will still bring me coffee ^  
she is Chilean, not American -  but she 
has 20 years of work and she now has 
$1(K),000 in her Libretita account. She 
sees herself as rich. Chilean workers 
often go around with their passbooks. 
Sometimes in the restaurants they recog­
nize me from television,'and say, ‘Pinera, 
do you know how much I have?’”

The popularity of social security 
reform in (Thile is striking, since refoml 
proposals in the ynited States have been 
known as the “third rail” of American 
politics, with candidates for office elec­
toral ly electrocuted if  they touch it;

George W. Bush touched it and barely 
survived the ire of elderly Floridians and 
others. But it is the privatized system that 
“is now the third rail of Chilean politics,” 
Pinera insisted. “Not even the left dares 
to touch the Libretita.”

Could social security privatization 
come to the United States? Only if it is 
explained to the American public as a 
moral, as well as an economic, issue. Karl 
Zinsmeister, the excellent editor in chief 
of The American Enterprise, notes in his 
July-August issue that unions represent­
ing government employees invest their 
pension funds in stocks, but then deem 
that move “too risky” for the personal 
investment accounts -  our libretitas -  that 
could become part of Social Security.

Zinsmeister explains that the reasons 
unions, Ai Gore and others fulminate 
against piersonal investment accounts 
“have nothing to do with economics. ... 
WhaL really scares these people is the 
likelihood that mass investing will 
change the politics of America.'” That’s 
because those who control their own 
investments are more likely to want lim­
ited government and an economic climate 
that fosters entrepreneurship and self- 
government: “They are, in short, lousy 
clients for politicians seeking captives 
-economically dependent on the state -  
who will habitually vote to keep the 
forces of big govemmeot in p>ower.”

As we celebrate Independence Day 
next week, 'we should keep in mind the 
Pinera way of providing not just a day of 
fireworks but decades of economic and 
moral independence. Libretita, anyone?

Bush’s oudine for Mideast 
peace, but for different rea­
sons; Israel heard a call to 
change the Palestinian lead­
ership and end terrorism 
while Palestinians focused 
on Bush’s support for a 
Palestinian state.

It remained unclear 
whether Monday’s speech 
would motivate the two sides 
to end their 21-month con­
flict and resume peace nego­
tiations — especially since 
Bush offered no mechanism 
for preventing future 
Palestinian attacks and 
Israeli military retaliations 
from derailing diplomatic 
efforts, as they’ve done to 
date.

Palestinian officials 
rejected Bush’s call for a new 
Palestinian leadership “not 
compromised by terror” —  a 
reference to the scores of sui­
cide bombings and shootings 
that Israel has blamed at least 
indirectly on Arafat, and 
which the United States has 
said Arafat should have done 
more to prevent.

Bush said that “ reform 
must be more than cosmetic 
changes or a veiled attempt 
to preserve the status quo” if 
the Palestinians are to fulfill 
their aspirations for a state 
alongside Israel. He called 
on Palestinians to create an 
accountable, democratic 
government — something 
rarely found in the Arab 
Middle East.

A statement issued by 
Sharon’s office shortly'after 
the speech said that “ when

the Palestinian Authority 
undergoes genuine reforms 
and a new leadership takes 
its place ... it will be possible 
to discuss ways of moving 
forward by diplomatic 
means.”

In his own statement, 
Arafat said the Palestinian 
leadership welcomes Bush’s 
ideas as a “serious effort to 
push the peace process for­
ward” and hopes “ the details 
will be discussed during the 
direct and bilateral meetings 
with the American adminis­
tration” and international 
mediators.

Arafat ignored the call for 
a leadership change, but his 
senior aides rejected it, not­
ing Arafat was elected head 
of the Palestinian Authority 
in a 1996 vote. Palestinian 
Cabinet minister Saeb Erekat 
said the call was “not accept­
able” and that he “ was elect­
ed in free and fair elections, 
and this must be respected.”

Israeli Foreign Minister 
Shimon Peres told Israel 
Radio that he was “ not dis­
appointed” by the speech but 
suggested that it had limita­
tions.

“One speech cannot bring 
redemption to the world. ... 
There are still problems left 
that need to be dealt with and 
dealt with seriously,” he 
said, without elaborating.

Raanan Gissin,
spokesman for Sharon, noted 
that Bush said progress 
depended on an end to 
attacks on Israelis — some­
thing that Sharon has blamed 
on Arafat and many Israelis 
associate with the Palestinian 
Authority.

UN: Radioactive materials 
not under enough security

LONDON (AP) — 
Radioactive materials that a tenor- 
ist woidd need to build a “ditty 
bomb” are available around the 
worid, and more tfian 100 coun­
tries may have inadequate prc> 
grams to prevent or even detect 
thefts, a U.N. agency said 
Tuesday.

(jovemments, including die 
United States, naist take urgent 
steps to raise security to prevent 
theft and to tecova- supplies that 
are missing, the International 
Atomic Energy Agency said.

“What is needed is cradle-to- 
grave contreJ of powerful radioac­
tive sources to protect them 
against terrorism or theft,” said 
Mohamed EJBaradei, the head of 
the IAEA.

Since the Sept. 11 terror 
attacks, the organization has 
stepped up efforts to prevent ter­
rorists ftom obtaining weapoas- 
grade nuclear materials or radioac­
tive sources for a “dirty bomb.”

Fears of radidogical terrorism 
grew when an alleged f^ot to deto­
nate such a weapon in 
Washington, D.C., failed with the 
May 8 arrest of Jose Padilla, . 
described by U5. dftcials as a 
protege of Abu Zubaydah, a'senior 
leader in the al-(^aida tentr oiga- 
nization.

Priority must be given to help 
states create and strengthen nation­
al regulatory infrastructures to 
ensure that radioactive sources are 
propoiy registered and secured, 
th e lA ^ s a id

The IAEA did not list the more 
than 100 countries that may have 
inadequate security programs. But 
it did identify one widely known 
problem area —  former Sovirt 
stales that have become a trafiick- 
ers’ marketplace for radioactive 
materials.

The U.N. agency said “uncon­
trolled radioactive sources are a 
widespread phenomenon” in 
states, such as Kazakhstan, 
Turkmenistan, Uzbekistan, 
Tajikistan and Kyrgyzstan.

Even the U.S. Nuclear 
Regulatory Commission has 
reported that American companies 
have lost track of radioactive 
materials within the country since 
1996, much of which was never 
recovoed, the IAEA said.

A European Union study esti­
mated that evejy year up to 70 
sources are lost ftxxn regulatoty 
control in the EU, and that a recent 
European C!ommission report esti­
mated that 30,(XX) unused sources 
held in storage in the EU are at risk 
of being lost finm r^ulatory con­
trol, the IAEA said

Afghan radio station pushes women’s rights
JABAL SERAI, Afghanistan 

(AP) — The signal only reaches 
a little way down the valley — 
and only for four hours a day — 
but the women at a tiny radio 
station in this mountain town 
hope to spread their message of 
women’s rights and democracy 
far and wide.

Radio M)ice of Peace, which 
broadcasts ftom Jabal Seraj, a 
northern town watered by a 
river flowing down from the 
Hindu Kush mountains, is 
Afghanistan’s only independent 
radio station. It’s also the only 
station run by women, accord­
ing to the staff.

“We get 25 or 30 letters a day 
from women, men, children. 
They are happy to ha've our pro­
grams,” Zakiya Zaki, the sta­
tion’s director said Monday.

The station started in October 
on the day the United States 
launched its bombing campaign 
against Afghanistan’s Taliban 
rulers.

As northern alliance troops 
— based in and around Jabal 
Seraj — pushed the Taliban 
back with U.S. help, the tiny sta­
tion kept its small pocket of lis-

Iran pummeled by fresh earthquake
ABEGARM, Iran (AP)— A morterate earth­

quake and several powerful aftershocks jolted 
remote regions of northwestern Iran eariy 
Tuesday, days after a magnitude-6 temUor flat­
tened villages and killed 245 people.

The official Islamic Republic News Agency 
said a magnitude-4 earthquake hit at two min­
utes past midnight Ttiesday. It said thqre were 
no new reports of deaths or injuries. Residents 
reported at least three aftershocks.

In Abegarm, a town of sevoal ftiousand peo­
ple about 125 miles frcrni die Iranian ca]rital of 
Tehran, residents were terrified by Tuesday’s- 
earthquake. Undamaged by Saturday’s quaire, 
Abegarm is surrounded by poor, remote vil­
lages where houses built of brick and mud were 
flattened, burying victims. .

State-run TV put die death toll from 
Saturday’s quake at was 245. The quake stnrek 
at about 7 :^ .a ,m . in the provinces of Gilan, 
Kurdestan, (^azvin, Zanjan and Hamedan. State 
radio estimated4,3(X) injuries, based on reports 
from rescue teams. Thousands more are home­
less.

In towns and villages in and around Qazvin, 
the province hardest hit Saturday, terrified resi­
dents slept outside, fearing their homes would 
collapse.

“No one wants to take a chance,” said Hajj 
Ebrahim N a s^ .

In Changooreh, about 150 m iles west of 
T^uan, about 140 people were killed and only 
two of die village’s 100 houses remained intact. 
The village was virtually deserted Tuesday, as 
electricians sent by the government tried to 
restore power.

Energy Ministry officials said electricity, out 
since Saturday in most quake ravaged places,, 
had been restored to all areas. **

In nearby Abdareh, rescue efftnts ended 
Monday, with the Ir^  of about 20 bodies 
retrieved from the deM s. About 40 homes were 
d em o lis te  and the village mosque was t c ^  
pled. SurvivMs sought shelter in tents. Cirief- 
stricken residents, many covered in dust, hud­
dled together in Abdareh’s hilltop cemetery on * 
Tuesday, wailing for loved ones.

Iranian President Mohammad KhMàmi was 
expected to visit thè region Tuesday.

Major earthquakes are not uncommon as 
Iran lies on a major seismic line. Moderate 
tremors are repotted in parts of the country 
almost daily.

Since 1990, more than 41,000 people have ' 
been killed in three major quakes. In the ( ^ v i n  
àrea, a 1963 quake killed 12,225 people.

International AIDS study reveals lack of fear, recklessness
UNITED NATIONS (AP) 

— The first major study of the 
AIDS epidemic in developing 
countries found very high 
awareness of the disease, but 
few people who believe they 
are at risk of catching the HIV 
virus.

The study of 24 countries

in Africa, seven in Asia and 
eight in Latin America and the 
Caribbean found that even in 
places where, there is a high 
prevalence of HIV, the virus 
which causes AIDS, most 
people feel the risk of con­
tracting AIDS is low.

“ We need to inform people

about the risks — that their 
risks are not insignificant — 
and in addition there have to 
be clear messages on what 
can be done and where to, 
go,” said Joseph Chamie, 
director of the U.N. 
Population Division, which 
compiled the study.
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Minority hiring 
sets media execs 
at loggertieads

WASHINGTON (AP) — 
broadcasting and cable TV 
executives agreed that their 
industry needs to hire more 
minority and female employ­
ees, but differed on just how 
to go about it.

Charles Warfield Jr., pres­
ident of the second largest 
black-owned radio company 
in the country, told a hearing 
of the Federal
C o m m u n i c a t i o n s  
Commission that he favors 
reinstating FCC equal- 
opportunity hiring rules.

“ When a young minority 
person considering whether 
to pursue radio or some other 
career looks at the top of our 
profession, he doesn’t see a 
lot of people who look like 
him or her, except at minori­
ty-owned stations,” said 
Warfield, president of ICBC 
Broadcast Holdings Inc.

Having federal rules on 
the books would “ go a long 
way toward reassuring our 
young people that the broad­
casting industry offers them 
real opportunity,” he said.

But Ann Arnold, execu­
tive director of the Texas 
Association of Broadcasters,, 
said there can be opportuni­
ties for minorities without 
the need for the FCC “ to 
take a heavy-handed role and 
attempt to dictate specific 
requirements for how radio 
and television stations .seek 
employees.”

Arnold maintained that 
before the FCC’s previous 
rules were struck down by a 
federal appeals court as 
unconstitutional, these regu­
lations buried bivbdcasters 
in paperwork and made them 
reluctant to complain about 
the rules for “ fear they 
would be branded-racist.”

In December, the FCC 
proposed a new set of regula­
tions that would require 
media companies to make 
information about job oppor­
tunities widely available. 
Companies could publicize 
openings by sending job

US-bound cargo containers to be screened in Netherlands
WASHINGTON (AP) — 

U.S. inspectors will screen 
U.S.-bound cargo containers 
before they leave Rotterdam’s 
.seaport, part of an effort to pre­
vent terrorists from smuggling 
nuclear and other weapons into 
this country, the Customs 
Service said Tue.sday.

The agreement with the 
Netherlands government allows 
U.S. customs inspectors to be 
stationed for the first time at that 
port, one of the .busiest in the 
world.

It marks the third agreement 
of its kind and the first in

Europe that customs has entered 
into with the hope of improving 
cargo security at the world’s 
seaports. That took on height­
ened importance after the Sept. 
II attacks in New York and 
Washington.

The agreement will “provide 
a significant measure of securi­
ty for the Netherlands, the 
United States and the global 
trading system as a whole,” said 
Customs Commissioner Robert 
Bonner.

Bonner has negotiated simi­
lar deals with Canada and 
Singapore and is working on

others. A customs official 
expressed optimism that deals 
could be announced later this 
week involving the seaports in 
Antwerp, Belgium, and Le 
Havre, France.

Since Sept. 11, customs has 
shifted its primary mission 
from detecting smuggled nar­
cotics to stopping teiTorists and 
weapons from getting into the 
country.

President. Bush went 
Monday to New York Harbor 
where he called attention to the 
need to prevent dangerous 
cargo from slipping through the 
nation’s ports. He said his pro­
posed Cabinet-level
Department of • Homeland
Security would unite several 
federal agencies now responsi­
ble for that.

With roughly 6 million 
cargo containers entering U.S. 
seaports each year, Bonner 
says it is critically important to 
ensure that terrorists don’t use 
containers to smuggle them­
selves or their weapons into the 
country.

Last year, roughly 291,000 
cargo containers entered the 
United States from Rotterdam’s 
port.

sale under scrutiny
WASHINGTON (AP) —  

Seemingly contradictory 
accounts of Martha Stewart’s 
sale of ImClone stock and 
actions by a widening circle of 
her acquaintances are drawing 
the attention of congres.sional 
investigators.

The latest is a doctor who also 
sold shares of the biotech com­
pany shortly before the govern­
ment announced it had rejected 
ImClone’s approval application 
for the cancer drug Erbitux.

Stewart, who commands a 
multimedia empire and a prof­
itable corporation, increasingly 
is under the glare of government 
scrutiny and tabloid attention. 
Shares of her company, Martha 
Stev*7art Living Omnimedia, 
plunged 21.4 percent to finish at 
$I2.SS Monday as questions 
about her ImClqne stock sale 
continued to swirl. Omnimedia 
stock is traded on the New York 
 ̂Stock Exchange, of which 
Stewart recently became a direc­
tor.

Shares of Stewart’s company 
have been battered since June 6 
— they were trading at around 
$19 then — when reports sur­
faced of the congressional inves­
tigation of her ItnGone stock 
sale.

Stewart, in her weekly 
appearance on CBS’ “The Early 
Stow,” said Tuesday: “I think 
this will all be resolved in the 
very near future and I will be 
exonerated.”

Chopping cabbage for a 
poduck salad, she declined to 
discuss specifics, noting, “I’m 
involved in an investigation that 
has veiy serious implications.”

What Stewait, herself a for­
mer stock broker, and her now-

Waksal invoked the 
Fifth Amendment the next day 
at a House hearing and refused 
to answer lawmakers’ questions.

—On Friday, Peter 
Bacanovic, the Merrill LyiKh 
broker shared by Stewart, 
Waksal and Waksal’s two 
daughters, and Bacanovic’s 
assistant were suspended with 
pay by the brokerage firm for 
what it called “factual issues 
regarding a client transaction.”

Investigators with the House 
Energy and Commerce 
Committee are examining 
whether Stewart had inside 
information when she sold near­
ly 4,000 shares of ImClone on 
Dec. 27, a day before the 
announcement that the Food and 
Drug Administration had decid­
ed not to consider Erbitux, an 
experimental drug for combat­
ing colorectal cancer.

Investigators say Stewart’s 
teTephone log shows Bacanovic 
called her on Dec. 27 and told 
her, acoHtling to her secretary’s 
entry, that he “thinks ImQone is 
going to start trading down­
ward.”

Ken Johnson, a spokesman 
f(^ the House panel, said the 
stock had been declining for sev­
eral weeks. “Why did Mr. 
Bacanovic call her on that par­
ticular day?” he asked.

Investigators want to know 
whether the call occurred before 
t»- after ImGone stock hit $60, 
the level at which Stewart has 
said she had a statxling order 
with Bacanovic to sell her 
shares. Stewart also tried to 
reach Waksal that day.

The investigators also want to 
look at Bacanovic’s client list to 
see whether others dumped 
ImClone $tock before the FDA 
rejection became publicly 
known.

Bush still dominates political 
landscape, according to poll

WASHINGTON (AP) —  
Democrats say they see 
encouraging signs for the 
November congressional elec­
tions in a new poll, although 
President Bush still dominates 
the political landscape and the 
war on terrorism is near the 
top of voter concerns.

The bipartisan Battleground 
Poll released Tuesday sug­
gests the president’s populari­
ty continues to soar along in 
the mid-70s — both his per­
sonal rating and his job 
approval.

GOP pollster Ed Goeas, 
who conducted the poll along 
with Democratic pollster 
Celinda Lake, suggests the 
high popularity of the presi­
dent helps give Republicans a 
slight edge in intensity of sup­
port that could help wipe out 
the historic advantage of the 
party out of the White House 
usually has in midterm elec­
tions.

Democrats gained ground 
among men since January so 
they were essentially even in 
the congressional preference 
question, and they had an 8- 
point , advantage among
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women —  including the most 
competitive groups of moth­
ers, married women and col­
lege educated women. 
Democrats also have found 
growing support among inde­
pendent voters.

Two other recent polls — 
CNN-USA Today-Gallup 
and Ipsos-Reid — suggested 
that Democrats are faring 
better among women — 
regaining an advantage 
Democrats need to do well in 
elections.

The new poll showed a 
congressional preference of 
44 percent Democrats and 40 
percent Republicans — a 
slight advantage for 
DeniKKrats. The CNN-USA 
Today-Gallup poll out 
Monday suggested
Democrats were up 48-40, 
largely on the strength of a 
20-point lead among women.

Lake and her Democratic 
associates acknowledged in 
their analysis that the presi­
dent is generally viewed as 
having done a good'’job in 
Afghanistan. But a m ^ority 
in the poll said they feel the 
president is getting too 
involved in other countries 
without a clearly defined 
goal.

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Mineta advocates changes to avoid shutdown of railway
WASHINGTON (AP) — As Congress and 

the Bush'administration look for money to 
keep Amtrak ' running. Transportation 
Secretary Norman Y. Mineta is moving ahead 
on efforts to overhaul the nation’s passenger 
rail system.

Mineta was meeting Tuesday with repre­
sentatives of transportation unions to discuss 
the administration’s Amtrak proposals. Mineta 
last week proposed ending federal operating 
subsidies, allowing competition for passenger 
rail, making states more responsible for pay­
ing for train service, and replacing Amtrak as 
owner of the Boston to Washington Northeast 
Corridor.

At the same timfe, the transportation secre­

tary expressed confidence Monday that 
Amtrak would not shut down for lack of oper­
ating funds.

“I am confident that we will be able to 
avoid a shutdown of services,” Mineta said, 
breaking away from an emeigency meeting of 
Amtrak’s board of directors.

Arritrak President David Gunn and board 
Chairman John Robert Sihith said Mineta’s 
pledge wpuld delay Wednesday’s threatened 
shutdown, the first in the railroad’s 31-year 
history, but would not prevent it.

Shuttle launch 
date postponed

CAPE CANAVERAL, Fla. 
(AP) — Tiny cracks were found 
in the propulsion systems of two 
space shuttles, prompting NASA 
'to delay next month’s planned 
flight of shuttle Columbia.

The launch was previously 
planned for July 19 and no new 
date was set. In annrxincing the 
delay Monday, NASA said it 
should be only a few weeks. 
Columbia was scheduled to carry 
llan Ramon, Israel’s first astnv 
naut, and six Americaas on a 16- 
day mission to cxxiduct .scientific 
leseateh.

The cracks, one- 10th to thiee- 
lOths of an inch long, were ftxtnd 
inside the main propulsion sys­
tem’s propellant lines on space 
shuttles Atlantis and Discoveiy. 
Some weren’t visible to the 
naked eye.

The lines feed liquid oxygen 
and liquid hydrogen to the shut­
tle’s engines.

“These cracks may pose a 
safety concern and we have 
teams at work investigating all 
aspects of the situation,” program 
manager Ron Dittemore said. 
“This is a very complex i.s.sue 
and it is early in the analysis. 
Right now there are more ques­
tions than answer».”

The cracks were first frxind 
on Atlantis last week. A weekend 
check of Discovery found similar 
cracks. The inspection of 
Columbia will require its engines ■ 
to be removed, said James 
Hartsfield, a spokesman for the' 
Johnson Space Center in 
HousUxi.

“The analysis of this situation 
is really in its infancy,” Hartsfield 
said. “There’s a kx we don’t 
know yet”

No decision has been mtidc 
yet on whether to inspect 
NASA’s fourth shuttle. 
Endeavour, Hartsfield said. Bad 
weather in Florida forced 
Endeavour to land in California 
last Wednesday after a two-week 
mi.ssion to bring supplies and a 
new crew to the intematitxial 
space .station.

Ramon is a paykxjd specialist 
NASA’s label for a non-career 
astronaut. The main scientific 
experiment on the Columbia 
flight from Israel, is to use a 
camera to study dast and other 
contaminants in Earth’s atmos­
phere to see how they affect 
weather.

Still no arrests in Salt 
Lake kidnapping case

SALT LAKE CITY (AP) — Police investigating the 
apparent abduction of Elizabeth Smart say a convict who 
once worked as a handyman in the girl’s home could be a 
potential suspect, but the case remained stalled without 
any arrests.

Richard Albert Ricci was questioned by police the day 
after the 14-year-old girl’s June 5 disappearance and was 
among tho.se re-interviewed because he did painting and 
yard work at the home more than a year ago.

Ricci’s initial alibi “ became more suspicious” when he 
was questioned again. Salt Lake City Police Chief Rick 
Dinse said Monday. The chief wouldn’t elaborate.

“ At this point in titne, he is not a charged suspect, but 
he is very interesting,” Dinse said.

Ricci, who has a 29-year criminal record, has denied 
any involvement in the kidnapping to police, Dinse said. 
Authorities said he hasn’t obtained an attorney yet.

Chris Thomas, who has been acting as a spokesman for 
the Smart family, said Ricci left the handyman job on good 
terms and received a 1990 Jeep Cherokee from Ed Smart 
as compensation for his labor.

Ricci (pronounced REES-ee) was arre.sted on an unre­
lated parole violation June 14, nine days after Elizabeth 
was reported taken at gunpoint from her bedroom in an 
affluent Salt Lake City neighborhood. '

Despite having had Ricci in custody for days, police 
haven’t been able to confirm his whereabouts on the morn­
ing of the abduction, Dinse said.

Dinse said investigators have not shown a photo of 
Ricci to the sole witness to the abduction — Elizabeth’s 9- 
year-bld sister, Mary Katherine Smart. Considering the sis­
ter’s description, police said they think the abductor is 30- 
40 years old, nicely dressed^and soft-spoken. A jail mug 
shot of Ricci shows him wearing a thick mustache and 
long hair.

Ricci, 48, has a criminal history in Utah that began with 
a burglary conviction in 1973. He was convicted of 
attempted homicide for the 1983 shotgun wounding of a 
Salt Lake City police officer. He has been in and out of 
prison for the past three décades, and was most recently 
freed on parole in 2000.

Thomas said the Smart children were familiar with 
Ricci during his two-month employment at the house, and 
the family didn’t know about his criminal history.

Golf course project gets loan from casino
HAMMOND, Ind. (AP) — 

In an effort to fund a golf course 
project, the city has turned to a 
.source known for having plenty 
of cash: a casino.

The Hammond
Redevelopment Commission 
voted 3-2 last week to borrow 
nearly $3 million from the 
Horseshoe Casino over the 
strong objection of opponents 
who believe the casino is gain­
ing too much leverage over the 
city.

“ It bothers me that 
Horseshtie is acting as a bank 
for the city,” .said Carlotta King,

a member of the Hammond 
Redevelopment Commission.

Fellow opponent Louis 
Karubas, also a commissioner, 
said he fears the debt will give 
the cfLsino enough leverage to 
“be the boss of the whole lake- 
front.”

A clause in the city’s contract 
with Horseshoe Casino enables 
the commission to borrow up to 
$3 million at a time for eco­
nomic development projects. 
The city had previously bor­
rowed $6 million, some of it at 
zero interest, said commission 
attorney Carol Green.

Gas plant explosion forces evacuation in Pennsylvania
RENO, Pa. (AP) — 

Explosions risked a propane 
supply company, setting off a 
fire that severely burned three 
employees and forced about 
200 people to evacuate.

More than 20 fire depart- 
. ments sent crews Monday to 
the Goss Gas facility, about 70 
miles north of Pittsburgh. The 
plant was still smoldering 
Tuesday and firefighters

remained at the scene.
“There are two laigc stor­

age tanks at the plant and any 
explosion could take out four 
blocks,” said Sugar Creek 
police Lt. Mark Whitman.

However, residents were 
were allowed to return home 
Tuesday morning.

The injured victims — two 
men and a woman, all in their 
20s — suffered bums over 30

to 35 percent of their bixlies. 
They were listed in critical 
condition Tuesday, police said.

The initial explosions on 
Monday were in a large^corru- 
gated metal building that con­
tains a storage area for gas and 
oxygen and also company 
offices. Whitman said.

The cause of the initial 
explosions was not immediate­
ly known.

Doctors say Kile’s fatal condition is common, preventable
CHICAGO (AP) — The 

heart condition linked to the 
death of St. Louis Cardinals 
pitcher Darryl Kile is common 
and treatable, and should have 
been suspected, given his family 
history, doctors said Monday.

An autopsy showed the 33- 
 ̂year-old pitcher found dead 
Saturday had 80 percent to 90 
percent narrowing of two of 
three main arteries to his heart.

While such extensive block­
age in someone so young is 
unusual, the disease process that 
leads tg it — atherosclerosis, or 
hardening of the arteries ^  is 
common and can begin as early 
as childhood, said Dr. Robert 
Bonow, president of the Dallas- 
based American Heart 
Association and a Northwestern 
University cardiologist.

Atherosclerosis contributes 
to nearly three-fourths of all 
U.S. deaths from cardiovascular 
disease, the nation’s leading 
killer, according to the heart 
association. Atherosclerosis 
kills more than 15,000
Americans each year.

While most Americans who 
die of heart disease are 65 or 
older, research shows that 80 
percent of heart disease deaths 
in younger people occur during 
the first attack. In 50 percent of 
men who die suddenly of heart 
disease, there were no previous

symptoms.
“A very substantial propor­

tion of patients with heart dis­
ease never have a clue, and he 
might have been one of thtm,” 
said cardiologist Dr. Eric Topol, 
chairman of cardiova.scular med­
icine at the Cleveland Clinic.

Kile’s heart showed no sign 
of scarring or heart attacks, but it 
was abnormally enlarged, 
weighing 552 grams, while 
about 450 grains would be nor­
mal, said Cook County’s chief 

’medical examiner. Dr. Edmund 
Donoghue. He said that also can 
be caused by atherosclerosis.

Donoghue said the artery 
blockage likely triggered a fatal 
irregular heartbeat, but that a 
final finding could take 4-to-6 
weeks, pending the results of 
toxicology tests. He said the 
tests are routine in such cases.

He said he would not com­
ment on whether they were test­
ing for steroid use and that the 
autopsy results were consistent 
with a family history of cardio­
vascular disease.

Kile’s narrowed heart arter­
ies, probably caused by a 
buildup of fatty plaque deposits, 
could have been symptomless — 

^ r  could have triggered vague 
signs he might have blamed on 
the strain of pitching, Topol said.

Kile did comjjlain of shoulder 
pain and weakness the night 
before be died — symptoms that

could have been caused by his 
heart or by his sport.

Kile’s father’s death from 
cardiovascular disease in his 40s 
should have been a red flag sig­
naling that the pitcher had. an 
increased risk of the same fate, 
doctors said.

Cardiovascular disease that 
shows up at a young age is often 
hereditary; a gene variation is 
thought to have cau.sed the heart 
attack that killed 28-year-old 
Olympic skater Sergei Grinkov 
in 1995.

With or without symptoms, 
patients with a strong family his­
tory should get rigorous routine 
checkups including tests such as 
cholesterol screenings, blood 
work-ups, exercise stress tests or 
heart imaging tests, Topol said.

Such tests probably would 
have detected Kile’s narrowed 
arteries, which could have been 

•treated with an angioplasty and 
stent procedure, in which a bal­
loon-tip catheter unclogs the 
arteries and a tiny mesh coil in 
inserted to keep them propped 
open, Topol said.

The heart association esti­
mates that more than a million 
angioplasties are done each year 
nationwide.

Kile also may have been a 
good candidate for daily aspirin 
and drugs called statins to keep 
his cholesterol down , and his 
arteries clear, Topol said.

Published reports say Kile 
,had an electrocardiogram during 
spring training that showed 
nothing abnormal. But such tests 
can be normal in someone with­
out previous heart damage, 
Topol said.

“This is happening every 
day, but it’s just that people are 
not as visible as Mr. Kile,” Topol 
said. “We have a lot of work to

do to get the medical communi­
ty and the patients to heighten 
awareness and to get the appro­
priate diagnostic work-up — and 
not ju.st once” for people with 
strong risk factors.

Kile was found dead in the 
team hotel a day before he was 
scheduled to pitch. Police said 
there were no signs of forced 
entry or foul play.

Germany defeats S. Korea 
to advance to World Cup final

SEOUL, South Korea (AP) 
— Germany’s cool determi­
nation overcame the will of 
South Korea’s team and the 
passion of its people.

Michael Ballack scored on 
the rebound of his own shot 
in the 75th minute to give 
Germany a 1-0 victory 
Tuesday night, ending South 
Korea’s dream of becoming 
the first Asian team in a 
World Cup final.

The three-time champions, 
in the final for a record sev­
enth time and first since 
1990, will play Brazil or 
Turkey on Sunday night in 
Yokohama, Japan.

“ It’s a great achievement. 
I’m happy for the team, for 
the entire nation,” defender 
Christoph Metzelder said. “ It

just has to sink in first.”
The Germans have never 

trailed in the tournament. 
They weren’t about to give up 
that streak again.st the South 

' Koreans.
Ballack’s goal, his third of 

the tournament, stunned the 
cheering, chanting, singing 
crowd of about 65,(X)0. The 
red-clad “ Red Devils” fans 
then resumed singing for the 
home team, hoping they 
could will South Korea to yet 
another upset of a European 
power.

D eath penalty ru ling 
takes states by storm

JACKSONVILLE, Fla. 
(AP) — A Supreme Couri deci­
sion that juries, rather than 
judges, must decide whether 
defendants should be sentenced 
to death has officials in nine 
states scrambling to determine 
the future of their .sentencing 
laws ■— and of their death row 
inmates.

The 7-2 ruling Monday 
overturns death penalty laws in 
five states, calling into question 
whether 168 death row inmates 
in those states will be put to 
death. The ruling could also 
affect some or all death .sen­
tences in four other states, 
including Florida, where 370 
inmates await execution.

“These cases have 20 years 
of appeals, and all of a sudden, 
ifter this practice has been in 
place for years, they decide the 
world is different,” Nebraska 
Gov. Mike Johans said. 
Nebraska had its death penalty 
law thrown out, and its lawyers 
were trying to determine the 
consequences for its .seven con 
demned inmates.

The high court’s decision 
applies in Arizona, Idaho and 
Montana, where a judge 
decides the sentence, and in 
Colorado and Nebraska, where 
a panel of judges makes the 
decision.

It was not immediately clear 
what will happen to the death 
row inmates in those states.

Some lawyers said the 
inmates’ sentences could be 
commuted to life in prison, as 
was done when the Supreme 
Court put a temporary halt to ' 
the death penalty in the 1970s. 
Or they predicted the inmates 
could be resentenced by juries, 
with some possibly being con­
demned to death again. Some 
officials, however, argued that 
the ruling is not retroactive and 
does not automatically apply to 
all death row inmates in their

states.
The reaction to the case 

among prosecutors and defense 
attorneys in Idaho offers some 
sign of how the ruling may be 
up for interpretation.

The state Attorney General’s 
Office says only six of the 22 
people on death row come 
close to qualifying for the rul­
ing. And Deputy Attorney 
General Michael Henderson 
said many of the six won’t win 
appeals based on the Supreme 
Court decision because they 
were found guilty of aggravat­
ing factors when convicted.

Public defenders say the rul­
ing may lead all the death sen­
tences in the state to be over­
turned.

In Colorado, where death 
sentences are imposed by three- 
judge panels, officials were 
reviewing the ca.ses of three 
death row inmates. Peter Weir, 
executive director of the 
Colorado District Attorney’s 
Council, said it may take weeks 
to sort out the impact of the rul­
ing.

The three men sentenced to 
death could end up with life 
.sentences, he said.

“We’re not conceding that 
at this point. These three 
involved very heinous crimes,” 
Weir said.

In Montana, Attorney 
General Mike McGrath said the 
decision won’t apply to the six 
inmates on death row in his 
state because they have 
exhausted all their appeals.

. “As I read this opinion, it 
applies only to cases pending 
now,” he said. “The court did 
not make this ruling retroactive 
and, therefore, it applies to only 
pending or future cases.”

Michael Donahoe and Ed 
Sheehy, two Montana defense 
attorneys experienced in han­
dling death penalty cases, ^aid 
some of the six may be able to 
convince judges that the deci­
sion should be applied to their 
cases.

American to switch to electronic ticketing
FORT WORTH (AP) — American Airlines 

says it is getting rid of paper tickets over the 
next 18 months to cut costs and reduce airport 
waiting times.

The world’s biggest airline will push cus­
tomers to switch to electronic tickets even 
sooner —  Monday, it started charging $20 for 
a paper ticket to customers who qualify for an 
e-ticket.

The fee applies only to customers who buy 
their tickets directly from American Airlines, 
said company spokesman John HotarxJ.

The airline said it would stop issuing paper 
tickets for domestic flights by March and get

rid of them on other flights by December 2003.
Mike Gunn, American’s executive vice 

president for marketing and planning, said the 
airline would also improve self-service ticket­
ing devices in airports and install more of 
them.

American said it would link electronic-tick­
eting systems with other carriers that meet 
technical standards and eliminate so-called 
interline agreements with laggard carriers. 
Interline agreements allow passengers and 
their baggage to move more easily from one 
carrier to another, such as in the case of can­
celed flights on one airline.

Enron workers 
to receive more 
severance pay

NEW YORK (AP) — 
Workers laid off by Enron Corp. 
will get additional severance 
money after a bankri!7*cy judge 
ruled they were eligible for more 
money.

The 4,200 woikere stand gain 
an additional $29 million because 
of the ruling.

The former emf^oyees are eli­
gible to receive «ven nrxjre, 
according to the terms (ff the lul- 
ing made Monday by Judge 
Arthur J. (jonzalez. Lawyers for 
the laid-off workers hope to 
recover tens of millions of ddlars 
in bonuses that Enron paid to top 
employees to prevent them from 
leaving the cmmbling energy 
company in the 90 days preced­
ing its Chapter 11 bankruptcy fil­
ing.

The ruling comes after several 
months of negotiations between 
Houston-based .Enron’s lawyers 
and those representing the laid-off 
workers. The former employees 
originally had been seeking an 
addition^ $68 million, or a maxi­
mum of $30,0(X) per emf^oyee, 
while lawyers for Enron claimed 
the company’s severance policy 
legally terminated on the day it 
filed for bankmptcy. Had the sev­
erance policy b ^  paid in full to 
the 4,200 workers, lawyers esti­
mate it would have anxxinted to 
nearly $150 million. The final 
hearing is scheduled for Aug. 12.

The severance agreement is 
voluntary and give former 
employees the option of opting 
out arid suing the company on 
their own.

A lawyer fdr the .former 
employees discouraged them 
from opting out. “There’s a sub­
stantial amount of money here,” 
said Lowell Peterson, who was 
involved in the negotiations.

The former workers have 
already received severance pay­
ments totaling $29 million, or 
$5,678 each. Under the terms of 
Monday’s agreement, tfiey will 
be paid up to $13,500 each, 
depending on their salary, years of 
cniployment and other factors.
