Dynegy sells former Enron pipeline
HOUSTON (AP) — 

Dynegy Inc. announced 
Monday it has sold its I6,6(X) 
mile natural gas pipeline, 
which was acquired from its 
failed merger with Enron 
Corp . to MidAmerican 
Energy Holdings Co. for $928 
million in cash.

The Houston-based energy 
trader had previously said it 
was trying to sell at least part 
of Its pipeline asset. Northern 
Natural Gas Co., as pan of a 
plan to raise $2 billion and 
shore up its finarKcs.

The company has posted 
losses m the last two quarters, 
ousted Its chief executive and 
chief financial officer, shut 
down Its online trading plat­
form and laid off 340 work­
ers.

Dynegy leads a pack of 
energy traders battered by 
questions of their own wob­
bly finances Also looming 
are federal investigations of 
the company’s accounting.- - 

“The closing of this sale 
will improve our liquidity 
position and help us serve our 
custom ers,” said Dan 
Dienstbier, interim chief 
executive officer of Dynegy 
Inc. “ We are committed to 
achieve a level of financial 
viability that will create a 
renewed sense of market and 
customer confidence in our 
company.”

In trading Monday morn­
ing, shares of Dynegy were 
up 42 cents, or nearly 62 per­
cent. to $1.10.

(AP) — A river bridge that was 
hit by a towboat and collapsed, 
plunging 14 people to their 
deaths, reopened Monday 
ahead of schedule as the victims 
were remembered with a 
moment of silence.

A color giurd loweted the 
U.S. and Oklahoma flags to 
half-stalT during the moment of 
silence, then raised them to full- 
staff as state officials and others 
looked on during a ceremony.

“We still think of them,”

said Gary Ridley, director of the 
state Department of 

'Transportation. “We think of 
them eveiy day.”

The opening of eastbound 
and westbound lanes restores 
some normalcy to the Jives of 
residents in Webbers Falls, the 
small town ' that suffered 
through the tragedy.

Ten cars and trucks plunged 
into the^jnuddy Arkansas River 
the morning of May 26 after a 
towboat pushing two barges 
slammed into the bridge along

Interstate 40, collapsing a 500- 
foot section.

Since then, as many as 
17,000 cars and trucks have 
been rerouted each day through 
Webbers Falls and othia' nearby 
towns as construction crews

worked around the clock to 
repair the collapsed span.

The roadway is reopening 10 
days ahead of the Aug. 8 dead­
line set by the project’s contrac­
tor, Fort Worth, Texas-based 
Gilbert Central Corp. Gilbert

will earn $1.5 million in bonus­
es for completing the project 
early.

The cost of the project is esti­
mated at $30 million, twice the 
original estimate.

The Oklahoma Department

of Transportation said the price 
rose becaus^^of the cost of
shoring up the damaged struc­
ture and maintaining detour 
routes. The agency said it has 
spent almost $10 million on 
repairs (b alternate routes.

The dig was shut down

Sirmon. Neal said witnesses 
will testify that Deputy 
Graham got out of his pickup

Neal said there would be 
testimony by witnesses that 
Britton grabbed something in 
his Blazer, that Graham tried 
to duck and that Graham was 
shot where he sttxxl.

Neal said Sirmon is 
expected to testify that she 
saw fire come from a sawed- 
off shotgun, something fly 
off of Deputy Graham's head 
and that she saw Graham fall 
to the ground.

Britton was arrest at the 
pond several hundred yards 
away from the cabin.

“This is not a who-dun- 
nit,” Neal told the jury.

Neal said he expected the 
evidence to prove beyond a 
reasonable doubt that 
Britton, using a sawed-off 
shotgun, blasted Deputy 
Graham and killed him.

Clark told the jury that the

Dr. Indeck instructed us.
A viulor’s deck adjacent to 

the pool site was erected 
Thursday. It has a protective 
fence around it and a constant 
stream of people from all over 
the Texas Parihandle are con­
stantly visiting the sue.

Visitón may look directly 
down to the area where the 
bones are located. The archae- 
olofists began covering the 
visible bones with plastic and

Stroud operated the back- 
hoe to scoop as much soil out 
of the pit as possible. He dug 
down about eight inches 
below where the bottom of the 
swinuning pool is supposed to 
be just in case there might be 
more bones.

Wes Phillips, a retired park 
ranger, joined the group. He’s 
been doing this more than 20 
years.

All of us were hoped 
human bones would not be 
found. The discovery of 
human bones would cause the 
swimming pool site to have to 
be abandoned, and the City of 
Stinnett would have to bear 
the financial burden.

As the sun began to get 
hotter, I quickly learned what 
others who had been on 
archaeological digs already 
knew— it’s 20 degrees hotter 
down in the hole. I left in the 
early afternoon after getting 
too much heat.

On Sunday morning I 
returned to the site.
Approximately 20 showed up 
to help. My second day I 
knew to wear a w ide-. 
brimmed hat. I had expen- 
ence - one day!

A canopy was brought in 
for the screerwrs to work 
under because the heat was 
beating down on us.

Sunday morning. Summers 
asked if I would take notes of 
the dig. “Yes.” I said. 'This is 
what I know best.” I’d already 
learned how these digs are 
done. It IS hot, duly work.

Armed with a pen and 
notebook I documented 
everyone’s activities through­
out the day. My notes were 
quite detailed becStise I have 
done so much research fur 
stones and historical activi­
ties. I know the .value of 
details when someoiw reads it 
50 or 100 years later.

Dave Bowser of The 
Pampa News took numerous 
photos. Monden. who is also a 
photographer, look piciures. 
loo. She even got some of 
Dave. Oiannel 10 arrived and 
interviewed some pniKipals 
in the dig.

Two archaeologists from 
Panhandle. r>rs Paul and 
Susana Katz, joined the 
group. Both are experienced

at these digs.
More ancient bones were 

discovered Sunday morning. 
What would be equivalent to 
a wrist bone on a human is 
what Paul Katz said was 
found above the skeleton of 
the bison. The first bones 
found Wednesday were about 
13 feet below the ground. 
This bone was several inches 
above that area and in the 
west wall when James 
scooped the dirt out.

Throughout the day several 
pieces of bones were found. 
Attempts were made to 
“pedestal" the exposed bones. 
That procedure is to dig all 
around the bones. Ihe ground 
was extremely hard, so it is 
difficult.

All dirt removed from the 
area was taken to the screen- 
ers to he screened. A former 
Pampa resident, Melissa 
Younger, was among tlie 
screcners. She has grown up 
learning about digs from her 
dad -  Wes Phillips.

As we had archaeolugists. 
anthropologists, and a geolo­
gist all on site, we decided 
that Stroud was the backhoe- 
ologist.

We didn’t gei the hones out 
of the ground belure we fin­
ished Sunday. Those who did­
n't have outside jobs were to 
return this morning I wanted 
to call in fur a vacation day. 
hut decided I'd hetier not

I fell like a pioneer— bow 
many times do you get to go 
on an archeological dig in a 
city park** I've found myself 
wondering today jusi what 
has been found

I'm ready for the next one 
although I used muscles I 
haven’t used in years ... I 
kiHiw where they are today 
My sunscreen didn’t quite 
cover a fool and shoulders, 
either.

PARIS (AP) — Before 
long, Lance Armstrong 
will begin training for No.

Holding a glass of 
cham pagne during the 
final stage, Armstrong 
wori his fourth straight 
Tour dc. France on 
Sunday. The commanding 
victory of more than 
seven minutes proved yet 
again he is the master of 
one of the most punishing 
tests in all sports.

The 30-year-old Texan 
finished in the main pack 
as the cyclists completed 
the 20th stage from 
Melun, outside Paris, to 
the sycam ore-lined
Champs-Elysees.

With many among the 
thousands of fans waving 
U.S. flags, Armstrong 
moved within one victory 
of the Tour record of five 
titles. He is the winningest 
American in the event, 
having passed Greg 
LeMond's three titles. Nd 
Tour de France rider who 
has won four titles has 
failed to win a fifth.

“ Of course. I’ll try to 
win by preparing," 
Armstrong said Sunday, 
speaking in French on TV. 
"B ut cycling is always 
com plicated, and it's  
always difficult to reach 
the highest level." <

Few prepare like 
Armstrong, and few have 
the grit that allowed him 
to rule this three-week 
ride of 2,032 miles.

When Armstrong was 
diagnosed with testicular 
cancer in 1996, doctors 
gave him a SO-50 chance 
o f survival. Today, he 
works out year-round, 
starting his training for 
the next Tour as early as 
six weeks after the last
one.

Over the rainbow: The Wizard follows the road to Cooperstown
COOPERSTOWN, N.Y. (AP) — This 

was even harder than getting around on 
Tom Niedenfuer’s fastball in the playoffs 
17 years ago.

“This is tough,” said Ozzie Smith, 
halting to brush away a tear after his son, 
Dustin, read the inscription on his plaque. 
“ I’ve faced many challenges in my 
career, and if I was to rank them by difti- 
culty, this moment in Cooperstown 
would rank at the top of the list."

Smith, a dazzling shortstop during a 
19-year career with St. Louis and San 
Diego, was inducted into the Baseball 
Hall of Fame on Sunday, the only player 
to enter the shrine this year.

Flanked by 46 Hall of Famers, includ 
ing former Cardinals greats Stan Musial. 
Bob Gibson, Lou Brock and Red 
Schoendienst, .the “ Wizard of Oz” 
accepted the honor with an eloquent 
speech.

Comparing his baseball odyssey to 
Dorothy’s journey down the Yellow 
Brick Road in “The Wizard of Oz” and

holding a copy of the famed children’s 
book in his hands. Smith recounted his 
rise to stardom. He even orchestrated the 
ending, with a tape of "Somewhere Over 
the Rainbow” playing in the background 
as he spoke.

Smith said his recipe for success was 
simple: He had the mind to dream that the 
Scarecrow cherished, a heart to believe 
that the Tin Man ached for and the c-c-c 
c courage of the Lion to persevere.

“Ozzie Smith was a boy who decided 
to look within, a boy who discovered that 
absolutely nothing is gtxKl enough if it 
can be made better, a boy who discovered 
an old-fashioned formula that would take 
him beyond the rainbow, beyond even his 
wildest dreams,” he said.

The 47-year-old Smith, who retired 
after the 1996 season, thanked everyone 
from his mother. Marvella, to his high 
school coach, to the man who brought 
him to St. Louis in 1982, former manag­
er Whitey Herzog.

Smith had said he didn’t know how he 
would act at his induction. There was no

trademark back. flip, but when Smith wa.s 
intrcxJuced. he came on stage wi^img an 
Afro wig w ith a Padres cap. He vs anted to 
break the tension because he was ner­
vous.

In a summer that has been hard on St 
Louis fans following the deaths of long­
time Cardinals broadcaster. Jack Buck 
and pitcher Darryl Kile, Smith gave them 
and the audience of 19,000 a reason to 
smile.

“ I sincerely believe that there is noth­
ing truly great in any man or woman, 
except their character, their vvillingness 
to move beyond the realm of self and into 
a greater realm of selflessness." Smith 
said before reading a poem he dedicated 
to Buck, a lover of poetry w hose memo­
rable call of Smith’s game-winning home 
run against Niedenfuer and the IXxlgers 
in the 1985 playoffs urged tans to 'Cu> 
crazy.’

“Giving back is the ultimate talent in 
life,” Smith said, calling it the pot of gold 
at the end of the rainbow. " I hat is the 
greatest trophy on my mantel.”

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Pope to canonize Latih^Akiierican M i n i s

SAN CRISTOBALvDE LAS CASAS, 
Mexico (AP) —  For five ceqturies, the 
Indians of Latin America produced 
some of the world's most f ^ o i t  Roman 

, Catholics — but not a single saint
Pope John Paul U plans to cljange that 

Wednesday with the canonization of Juan 
Diego, the  ̂Indian to whom the Viigin of 
Guadalupe' is said to have appeared in 
1S31. Then on Thursday he is to beatify 
two Indian martyrs of 1700, placing them 
a step from sainthood.

The cerennonies underline “ the recog­
nition of Indians as peoples," Mexico’s 
bishops said in a pastoral letter this month. 
They added that the newly honored fig­
ures “can help us recapture the Indian ori­
gins and roots of our people.”

Not incidentally, the pope is reaching 
out to a sector of Mexican society in which 
Protestants are making rapid advances.

Catholics are now a minority in some 
heavily Indian districts of Chiapas. 
Mexico's southernmost state, where the 
overwhelmingly Indian Zapatista National 
Liberation Army rebelled in 1994.

Fervent Catiwlics in San Cristobal, a 
tourist center in Chiapas’ Indian high 
lands, are oveijoyed by the canonization.
'  “Now that he is being canonized by the 
pope, he will be our protector, because 
God will give him strength," said Jesus 
O istino Gomez, a Tzotzil Indian attend­
ing services at the city's cathedral.

The local bishop. Felipe Arizmendi, 
said the canonizauon of Juan Diego “ is a 
recognition of the dignity of the Induns."

But he said it will take more duui a new 
saint to halt the church’s erosion in Indian 
communities. He said Indians must be 
“sufayects of the evangelization" —  
preaching and working in the church 
themselves rather than merely being 
preached to by odiers.

Yet die Vadcan itself stepped in to limit 
Arizmendi’s aggressive program for train­
ing Indian deacons, a project he inherited 
from his more-radical predecessor. Bishop 
Samuel Ruiz.

Church leaders, unhappy with Ruiz’s 
left-leaning theology, were apparendy 
concerned that the deacons were not 
supervised closely enough by priests and 
that married deacons were almost taking 
on the functions of priests.

Elio Masfeirer, an anthropologist and 
historian of religion in Mexico, noted that 
none of the Mexican church’s 132 bishops 
are Indians. Priests are spread thin and , 
tend to be outsiders in Indian areas, he 
added.

Each priest in Mexico “has to attend to 
about 8.000 worshippers," he said. “A 
Protestant pastor has 40Ql"

While relatively few priests speak 
Indian languages. Protestant groups.speni 
decades translating the Bible into even 
obscure Indian languages.

“The Evangelicals spent dozens and 
dozens of y e a n ... working with these peo­
ple and mastenng their language, and the 
Catht>lic Church has not had that kind of 
personal contact in rural areas between 
priests and parish." said Rodcnc Camp, a 
professor at Claremont McKenna College 
in Califbnua who wrote a book about the 
C'atholic Church in Mexico.

“There h a t ^ ’t been enough priests to 
h |v e a  local fiihbtioning parish.” he added, 
slaying tome churches see a priest only 

’ ofoe  or twice a year. 
fCuItuial problems also can hurt 

Q)tf)olic effoils to win over Indians.
/Masfeirer said many Indians “find it 

d ^ c u l t  to understand a religious special- 
isi^who is celR>ate." Celibate people are 
o f |^  seen “as incomplete” in Indian cul- 
tults. he said. “ It is alnoost as if they have 
a defect.^’

In addition, Protestants preachers gen-' 
era|Iy avoid alcohol, which has con- 
tribiaed to poverty and domestic abuse in 
many Indian communities.

“O f all the pragmatic issues, I think 
alcoholism and its consequences is by far 
the most important,” Camp said. “That’s 
been a very pragmatic benefit to those 
families that have converted."

^ d ra s  Alonso Gonzalcz,^pastor of the 
Wings of the Eagle Church in San 
Cristobal, questioned the sincerity of the 
pope in creating an Indian saint at the 
same time as he is restricting the naming 
of Indian deacons.

Other Protestant leaders shrug over the 
papal visit and say there's linie chance 
conversions will be slowed by sainthood 
for Juan Diego, for whom they, and even 
some Catholics, say there is a lack of doc- 
umenlaiiiNi that he existed.

“ I think that having an Indian among 
the taints it an excellent strategy, but 
they would have had to find another 
Indiaa with a more solid biography to  
they could prove hu  existetKe,” said 
Abner Ixipez Perez, president of the 
Bible Siicieiy of Mexico.

Health Benefits
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Toyota optimistic about future sales
TOKYO iAP) — Japan's 

top automaker. Toyota Motor 
Corp., expects its global 
sales to grow 5 percent this 
year as Japanese and 
American economies recover 
m the latter half and new 
models roll into showrooms.

Despite some emerging 
worries about a slowdown in 
the pace of the recovery on 
both sides of the F^acific, 
Toyota President Fujio Cho 
said Toyota was confident 
because of the strong perfor­
mance of its recent models.

“ Although global compe­
tition is increasing, Toyota 
remains determined to win in 
this competition,” Cho said 
Monday.

Toyota’s worldwide sales 
will total 5.5 million vehicles 
in 2002, up from 5.26 mil­
lion, he said. Sales in Japan 
will total 1.75 million, up 2 
percent from last year, while 
3.75 million will be overseas, 
up 6 percent.

Toyota said it expects the 
U S. auto market to stay rela­
tively strong at about 16 mil­
lion vehicles a year. Tpe 
company declined lo give a 
regional breakdown in over­
seas sales.

Toyota’s worldwide pro­
duction for this year will 
total 5.55 million, up 8 per­
cent from 5.14 million last 
year. Domestic production 
will rise 3 percent to 3.45 
million, while overseas pro­
duction will surge 18 percent 
to 2.10 million, it said.

Toyota has been raising 
production in North 
America, aiming for 1.45

million by 2(X).̂  PrixJuction in 
North America reached 1.09 
million in 2001.

Toyota said Monday the 
number of vehicles it has pro­
duced over the years in North 
America had topped 10 mil­
lion. Toyota began pnxiucing 
cars in North America in 1986 
at 14.000 vehicles a year.

"There is nothing bad to 
say so far about Toyota’s abil­
ity to produce profits,” said 
.Shotaro Noguchi, auto analyst 
at JMikko .Salomon Smith 
Barney in Tokyo.

For the latest fiscal year 
ended in March, profits at 
Toyota surged more than 30 
percent to $5 billion. Sales 
totaled $126 billion, the best 
ever for the company, up 12

percent from the previous 
year.

Cho stressed that raising 
local production is critical to 
avoiding the kind of trade fric­
tion that erupted in the 1980s 
and 1990s.

“Our cars are being favor­
ably received in North 
America,” he said at a news 
conference in Tokyo. “ We 
don’t foresee political friction 
arising anytime soon.”

Toyota is also sending a 
strong message of technologi­
cal leadership by promising 
fuel-cell vehicles for commer­
cial sale although in limited 
numbers before the end of this 
year. Fuel cell cars use hydro­
gen as fuel and produce 
almost no pollution.
