AUSTIN (AP) — Cars, oft-road
equipment and many motorboats and
motorcycles would carry a $5 to $7
annual fee to raise money for air pollu-
tion-control programs under a propos-
al Wednesday by a Republican law-
maker.

Rep. Warren Chisum, the House
Environmental Regulation Committee
chairman, said he will file legislation
that would require an environmental
impact permit sticker on vehicles with
a 50-horsepower engine or larger.

“What we are saying is if you have
an impact on the environment, that you
are going to pay an impact (fee).”
Chisum, of Pampa, said after present-
ing the idea at a clean energy policy
forum. “Granted some of you have a
greater impact than others, but sull
everybody has an impact.”

He said he hoped the fee would

County, TxDOT considers
interchange at Price Road

A highway interchange at Price
Road and Highway 60 is a future pos-
sibility following a recent meeting
between Gray County Commissioners
Court and two representatives of the
Texas Department of Transportation
(TxDOT).

Jerry Raines and Larry Black with
TxDOT informed the commissioners
court the project is in the early plan-
ning stages.

Raines said this morning that the
project would be “mainly a grade sep-
aration for Price Road and the rail-
road.”

He said the project is probably a few
years in the future. TxDOT is current-
ly doing the preliminary planning to
bring the projeci to a reality

Raines described the interchange as
similar to the one constructed at Farm-
to-Market 1912 at the entrance to lowa
Beef Processing near Amarillo. He
said the department is also contemplat-
ing building a similar interchange at
the entrance to the Pantex Plant.

He said a consultant has been work-
ing on the project, adding that the

raise about $188 million annually
through 2007. Lawmakers are under
pressure to come up with the funding,
which is needed to help bring the
Houston and Dallas regions into com-
pliance with federal clean air laws.

The plans must meet Environmental
Protection Agency approval. If they
don’t, the state could lose hundreds of
millions of dollars in federal highway
money.

Lawmakers last year had approved
legislation, Senate Bill 5. that would
allow money to be raised through
increasing the out-of-state vehicle reg-
istration fee from $1 to $225, but the
fee was found to be unconstitutional.

Under Chisum’s proposal, which he
hopes would be tackled and signed
into law early in the legislative ses-
sion, the permit could be obtained at
the same time peoples pick up their
license plates or go for their safety
inspections.

Anyone not getting the permit could
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be fined $100 under his plan. The fee
would be in place thyough 2007, when
most of the areas of the state must be
in comphiance with federal clean air
standards.

Chisum’s plan could meet some
criticism  but money is tight.
Comptroller Carole Keeton Rylander
has projected the state could face a $5
billion shortfall.

Gov. Rick Perry, Lt. Gov.-elect
David Dewhurst and Rep. Tom
Craddick, the presumptive speaker of
the Texas House., have said they
believe they can balance the budget
without raising taxes.

“This i1s not a new tax,” Chisum
said. “Its a different mechanism for
funding the same issue.”

Perry spokesman Gene Acuna said
the governor is committed to finding
the funding for Senate Bill 5 because
he knows its significance. However,
Acuna would not comment further on
Chisum’s legislation.
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Dewhurst did not immediately com-
ment on the proposal. Craddick was
traveling  Wednesday  but  his
spokesman., Bill Miller, said he would
not comment on the legislation.

Tom “Smitty™ Smith, director of
the Texas chapter of Public Citizen,
said his group supports the bill.

“This is an equitable way to assure
that the diesel engine earthmovers and
the SUV-driving moms all pay some-
thing to clear the air,” Smith said. *“In
an ideal world, the fee would vary
according to the emissions produced
but at this time it may be too complex
to enact that kind of policy.™

Without the funding, Smith said, the
clean air plans would likely be disap-
proved and Texas would pay for that
with higher health care costs, poorer
air quality and potentially a loss of
highway money.

BAGHDAD, Iraq (AP) — President
Saddam Hussein urged the Iraqi people
on Thursday to support the new U.N
arms inspections as a welcome oppor
tunity to disprove American allega
tions that his government still harbors
weapons of mass destruction.

The White House quickly rejected
those claims, insisting they lack credi-
bility. President Bush, asked on
Thursday if the United States was
headed toward war, replied: ““That’s a
question you should ask to Saddam
Hussein.™

In a holiday greeting to Iraqi lead-
ers, Saddam said he agreed to the
inspections, in which one of his own
palaces was searched, “to keep our
people out of harm’s way™ in the face
of U.S. threats.

The Iraqi president’s remarks con-
trasted sharply with a vice president’s

harsh words about the inspections late
Wednesday. Taha Yassin Ramadan had
accused the U.N. monitors of being
U.S. and Israeh spies and of staging
the presidential palace inspection as a
provocation

Saddam spoke at a gathering of the
leadership of his Baath Party and the
Iraqi military on the first morning of
the three-day Muslim holiday of Eid
al-Fitr.

He denounced an ““unjust, arrogant,
debased American tyranny.” Then,
turning to U.S. allegations that lraq
retains chemical and biological
weapons, he said Iraqis wanted to dis
prove those claims after a four-year
absence of U.N. weapons inspectors
from their country

“Some might claim that we didn't
give them a proper chance to resist,
with tangible evidence, the American

allegations.” Saddam said

“We shall provide them with such a
chance.” he said, referring to the round
of U.N. that
began last week

Washington threatens to go to war
against Irag if . in the U.S. view. it does
not cooperate in the disarmament
effort. Alluding to eventual
Saddam declared: **We shall take the
stand that befits our people. principles
and mission. Victory will be yours.™

In  Washington, White
spokesman Ari Fleischer said the
United States will provide intelligence

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Economy:
Retail sales
lackluster

NEW YORK (AP) — A
bigger-than-expected buy-
ing spree over
Thanksgiving  weekend,
fueled by a flurry of dis-

counts, brought some relief

to the nation’s major retail-
ers, but overall November
sales were modest.

Furthermore, Wall Street
analysts remain cautious
about whether consumers
will continue to splurge on
apparel and toys over the
next couple of weeks,
reversing what is expected
to be a lackluster holiday
season.

As the nation’s retailers
reported November salgs
Thursday, Wal-Mart, the
world’s largest retailer,
announced a slim gain that
met Wall Street’s expecta-
tions. Plenty of department
stores and mall-based
apparel chains, including
Saks, May Department
Stores and  AnnTaylor
Stores, posted high single
digit declines in sales at
stores open at least a year,
though results were in line
with analysts’ modest
expectations.

Among the few excep-
tuons was Gap, which is in
the midst of a tumaround
and recorded a high-single
digit gain in so-called same-
store sales, well exceeding
Wall Street projections.

Same-store sales are
considered the best indica-
tor of a retailer’s health.

“It was a nice finish to a
relatively soft month,” said
Michael P. Niemira, vice
president of Bank of Toyko-
Mitsubishi Ltd., whose pre-
liminary same-store tally
was down 0.01 percent for
the month, That was at the
low.end of Niemira's pro-
jected range.

Niemira estimates that
November sales were
depressed by 2 percent
overall, given that
Thanksgiving came six
days later than a year ago.
That meant there were
fewer post-Thanksgiving
shopping days recorded in
the month than in 2001.
The Thanksgiving weekend
is traditionally considered
the start of the shopping
season.

J.C. Penney Co.’s
November reporting period
didn’t include Thanksgiving
weekend, which came at the
very end of the month. The
company's reported sales
were slightly below ana-
lysts” projections.

Consequently, analysts
believe it is best to study
retailers’ performances for
November and December
combined to get the most
accurate measure of con-
sumer spending.

The Labor Department
announced Thursday that
new claims for unemploy-
ment benefits fell last week
to their lowest level in 21
months, offering good news
to workers as they head into
the holiday shopping sea-
son.

Retirees face increased health
premiums, survey concludes

WASHINGTON (AP)
Faced with escalating health costs,
more than half of employers planto
raise premiums and increase
copayments for retirees over the
next three years, and nearly a quar-
ter say they are likely to eliminate
health coverage for future retirees, a
new survey shows.

“This study is the latest bad
news for Amencan workers on the
health care front,” said Drew
Altman, president of the Kaiser
Family Foundation, which con-
ducted the survey along with the
consulting firm Hewitt Associates.
“Current retiees are being asked to
pay more for their health coverage
and current workers are less likely
to get health benefits from their
employer when they retire.”

The survey interviewed 435
large pnvate-sector firms — those
with 1,000 or more workers — that
currently offer health benefits to
retirees. Collectively, the surveyed
firms have 7.4 million employees
and 3.3 mullion retirees. The survey
was conducted online between July
2, 2002 and Sept. 9, 2002.

The survey offers a glimpse of
the dilemma companies face n
providing benefits for retirees, who
are likely to have more health
issues than younger people. For

instance, between 2001 and 2002,
the surveyed employers saw the
total cost of providing retiree bene-
fits increase by an average 16 per-
cent. The cost of providing health
benefits to active workers during
the same penod rose 13.7 percent.

Among those surveyed, 82 per-
cent of employers said they plan to
Increase retiree premiums over the
next three years. Eighty-five per-
cent of those plan to increase pre-
scnption drug copayments.

‘The majonty of employers, 95
percent, said they will continue
offenng health insurance to ¢urrent
retrees in the next three years. But
future retirees may face an uncer-
tanty.

Twenty-two percent of employ-
ens surveyed said they are likely to
eliminate health coverage for future
retirees within the next three years.
Thirteen percent said they had
already terminated benefits for
future retirees in the last two years.

“Working men and women
cannot count on retinng with the
same employer health benefits
offered to many in their parents’
generation,” said Tricia Neuman,
vice president and director of the
Kaiser Family Foundation’s
Medicare Policy Project. *“And
finding comparable insurance on
their own won't be easy.”

A recent Institute of Medicine
report wamed that the nation was
on the verge of a cnsis as pnvate
health insurance costs are increas-
ing at a rate of more than 12 percent
a year. Individuals are paying more
of out pocket and receiving fewer
benefits, the report noted. It also
pointed out that already one in
seven Amencans are without
health insurance, with the number
of uninsured nising.

Bad weather continuing to plague shuttle Endeavour

SPACE CENTER, Houston
(AP) — The possibility of rain,
clouds and high wind over space
shuttle Endeavour’s landing site
could delay its homecoming for
a second day in a row.

Cloud cover over the
Kennedy Space Center in
Flonda forced NASA to cancel
the shuttle’s two landing oppor-
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tunities on Wednesday, post-
poning the return of the interna-
tional space station’s former
crew.

Thursday’s forecast was
expected to be far worse, with a
storm system from the Gulf
Coast and southeast descending
on Florida.

Flight controllers were to
assess the weather Thursday
moming and decide if any land-
ing attempts should be tried in
the aftemoon or put off until
Fniday, when the forecast was to
improve.

“It is looking fairly pes-
simistic for” Thursday, Mission
Control told the shuttle crew.

Endeavour can stay in orbit
until Sunday, but the shuttle has
enough rocket fuel for only four
more landing attempts. Flight

controllers were looking -at
ways to save fuel to add a fifth
try.
The shuttle, which launched
on Nov. 23, is the ride back to
Earth for U.S. astronaut Peggy
Whitson and Russian cosmo-
nauts Valery Korzun and Sergei
Treschev, who made up the fifth
resident crew on space station
Alpha. '

They spent the past six
months aboard the orbiting out-
post. Wednesday was their
183rd day in orbit.

The shuttle left the space sta-
tion on Monday, after installing
a new girder and dropping off
Alpha’s new crew of Americans
Kenneth Bowersox and Donald
Pettit and Russian Nikolai
Budarin, who will remain
aboard until March.

I can’t resist sharing some of the
extraordinary examples of liberal press
bias tossed my way. Masochism to read

with you some of the pain.

Let’s look first at press paranoia.
CNN'’s Judy Woodruff on May 16 talked
of purported “news from the White
House that President Bush knew that Al
Qaeda was planning to hijack a U.S. air-
liner and he knew it before September
the 11th.” The next day on ABC’s “Good
Morning America,” Charles Gibson
.asked, “Was the president really sur-
prised” by news of the 9-11 attacks?

Dan Rather, also without significant
evidence, blurted out his suspicions
about a broad conspiracy to Don Imus on
May 22: “The attorney general of the
United States, just before September
11th, started inexplicably taking private
aircraft to places where normally the
attorney general wouldn’t take private
aircraft.” Seymour Hersh, formerly of
The New York Times and now writing
for the New Yorker, called John Ashcroft
“demented,” but folks who think
TeamBush planned or anticipated the
destruction that occurred on Sept. 11 are
conspiracy nuts.

Hatred of big corporations, particulat-
ly in the oil industry, has once again been
a press theme. New York Times colum-
nist Thomas Friedman wrote about “Mr.

Bush and his oil-industry paymasters”
and amplified that sneer in an Oct. 17
interview with Rolling Stone: “These
guys are bought and paid by Big Oil in
America.” Time magazine on Nov. 4
stretched far to bring in other guilt by
association: “the military-style gun used
in the sniper attacks - named, unfortu-
nately for the White House, Bushmaster
XM15 - was manufactured by a compa-
ny owned by Richard Dyke, a Bush
fund-raiser.”

Juggling of cause and effect has been
common. The New York Times reported
on Jan. 21, “Since the early 1970s, the
number of state prisoners has increased
500 percent, growing each year in the
1990s even as crime fell.” It seems more
likely that crime has fallen because crim-
inals have been locked up. CBS on July
16 offered investment advice based on
two pieces of evidence: “Last week the
President spoke, the market went down.
Yesterday, the President spoke, the mar-
ket went down. Should he be quiet-for a
while?”

The liberal defensé against charges of
bias often show how deep the bias goes.

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NBC’s Tom Brokaw said he didn’t see “a
liberal agenda. It happens that journalism
will always be spending more time on
issues that seem to be liberal to some
people: the problem of civil rights and
human rights, the problem of those peo-
ple who don’t have a place at the table
with the powerful.” Liberals do not own
those issues - liberals have kept the poor
on the government plantations, and com-
passionate conservatives are trying to
free them.

CNN on Sept. 3 nar-
rowed down for worried viewers the pos-
sibilities concerning Osama bin Laden:

The Washington Post offered good news
in its Oct. 4 front-page headline concern-
ing the people of different races and eth-
nicities killed by the sniper in
Montgomery County, Md.: “County’s
Growing Diversity Reflected in Those
Gunned Down.”

I have to conclude, though, that some
reporters are really weird. Time maga-
zine’s Joel Stein reported on July 29 his
experience at a fund-raising dance party
for former Attorney General Janet Reno,
who was trying to become governor of
Florida. He wrote, “I leave my friends
behind and rush the stage to try to dance
with Reno, only to find myself in a small
group of men living the same fantasy.”

Last time I moved, I gave away tons of
books, and so unfortunately I cannot
remember the name of a form of Japanese
psychotherapy that is built around grati-
tude.

Every time we put a forkful of
turkey into our mouths, we are the bene-
ficiaries of the labor and capital jnvest-
ment of hundreds of people - not to men-
tion the turkey’s own contribution of its
flesh.

There is no point in making ourselves
miserable with our own thoughts.

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HUNTSVILLE (AP) —
After losing one sibling at the
hand of another in 1994, Kent
Rojas’ watched Wednesday
night as his brother Leonard
Rojas was executed in the
Texas death chamber.

Leonard Rojas, 52, had no
final statement before he was
administered a'lethal injection
for the slayings of his com-
mon-law wife, Jo Ann Reed,
34, and his younger brother,
David Rojas, 43.

During an interview prior to
his execution, Leonard Rojas
said he suspected his wife and
brother of having an affair. He
also thought the two were
attempting to dgug him to
death.

“They wanted me dead, out
of the way,” Leonard Rojas
said.

He said he had no regrets
about shooting Reed between

hoping to provoke the Iragis

— something he said would
be interpreted as a ‘‘material
breach” of the U.N. resolu-
tion that mandated the
inspections, and a cause for
war.

The inspections resumed
last week after a four-year
suspension, under a new U.N.
Security Council resolution
requiring Iraq to surrender
any remaining weapons of
mass destruction and shut
down any programs to make
them.

After a week of searches,
the inspectors took a break
Thursday and Friday, the first
days of the three-day holiday
marking the end of the
Muslim holy month of
Ramadan.

The Iraqi government
maintains it no longer holds
such weapons, and will say
so in the declaration.

The inspectors’ new man-
date toughens their powers to
search anywhere, anytime in

fight all the time. It was prejty
serious but I never knew it
would escalate.”

Rojas, who had spent time

in prison in Califonia and
Nevada for drug convictions,
said he “snapped™ after a
night of doing drugs and play-
ing dominos with his wife and
brother. He said he awoke the
next morning to see Reed
coming out of his brother’s
bedroom.

“I just said no more abuse
from these people,” Rojas
said. ““The alternative I came
out with was to get even with
them.”

Under an order issued
Tuesday by U.S. District
Judge Ortrie Smith, priority
for the 108 seats in the court-
room was given o
Courtney’s victims, his sup-
porters, a handful of reporters
and sketch artists. Plans called
for overflow spectators to
watch via closed-circuit tele-
vision in a 250-seat jury
assembly room.

Defense lawyers, citing
Courtney’s “sincere
remorse” and acceptance of
responsibility, have urged the
Judge to impose the lightest
possible sentence under the
terms of Courtney’s plea
agreement — 17 1/2 years
without parole.

Federal prosecutors have
requested the maximum of
30 years for a “cold-blood-
ed” crime, motivated by
greed, that they say hastened
at least one patient’s death.

Courtney, 50, pleaded
guilty in February to 20
counts of adulterating, mis-
branding and tampering with
the cancer drugs Taxol and
Gemzar. Those counts stem
from his dilution of 158
chemotherapy doses he pre-
pared at his Research
Medical Tower Pharmacy for
34 patients of a Kansas City
doctor from March to June
2001.

New A&M athletic director
Bill Byme, who was hired from
Nebraska on Tuesday, was
believed to have met Wednesday
with Craig Kelly, Franchione’s
legal representative, to talk about
a proposed deal.

An Aggie source close to
discussions, who also spoke on
condition of anonymity, told
The Morning News that
Franchione wants to leave
Alabama for A&M and that uni-
versity officials are firm that
Franchione is the preferred
choice to replace Slocum, who
was fired Monday by A&M
president Robert Gates.

NFL players look at
career after football

BEAUMONT, Texas —
Steve McKinney acquired a
taste for the monster barbecue
chicken burritos served at
Freebirds when he was a stu-
dent at Texas A&M in College
Station.

When the Texans’ center
heard a branch of the funky,
popular burrito eatery had
opened in Houston, his mouth
started watering. Not just for
the food, but for the business
opportunity it presented.

“I called them as soon as |
got down here and said, “‘Hey, |
want in,”” said McKinney, who
signed with the Texans in
March. “They sent me out a
packet, and I bought a limited
partnership with them. We're
opening up some new stores in
Houston, Austin and Dallas.”

Whether it is in the area of
food, music, real estate, or fash-
ion, McKinney is one of many
players on the Texans who
already run their own compa-
nies. While players may see
their business as a sideline to
their primary occupation, it is
also important preparation for
their post-football lives.

With the average NFL career
lasting just three years, a player
who hasn’t planned on what to
do with his life after he hangs
up his helmet is at a great disad-
vantage when he enters the job
market. The earlier a player rec-
ognizes his career isn’t going to
last forever and the more ready
he is for life after football, the
easier that transition will be.

The NFL's Player
Development office was creat-
ed in 1991 to help facilitate
players’ re-entry to the real
world where they’re no longer
professional athletes but just
guys looking for jobs.

Every team in the NFL is
required to follow a career tran-
sition program set by the league
that includes continuing educa-
tion, financial education and
internship components. The
focus is on getting players to

recognize they are better off

acquiring skills, developing
business relationships and fin-
ishing their educations while
they are active because these
resources might not be avail-
able to them when their careers

are over.

According to Guy Troupe,
director of the NFL Player
Development Program, many
players don’t realize the skills
they developed as athletes are
as valuable in the business
world as they are on the football
field.

“Teamwork, hard work,
dedication, goal setting, dealing
with adversity, motivation,
these are important skills wher-
ever you are,” said Troupe.

McKinney, who also owns a
number of Hawaiian shaved ice
booths, recognized he needed
something that would help him
segue into his life after football.

“I’ve been thinking about it
(a post-football career) for the
past couple of years,” said
McKinney. “I've been aware
that NFL careers don’t last for-
ever, so ever since | got in the
league I've been looking for
things to do after I got out.”

The Texans appear to contra-
dict the cliche that all ex-ath-
letes want to go into broadcast-
ing because their businesses are
as varied as the players them-
selves.

Running back James Allen,
who is passionate about music,
has already decided he would
like to be a music producer,
while  linebacker  Jamie
Sharper, who loves to surf the
Web, runs an Internet compa-
ny Sharpersports.net.
Linebacker Keith Mitchell, the
sharpest dresser on the team,
owns his own clothing compa-
ny.

The busiest entrepreneur on
the Texans is cornerback
Aaron Glenn. His company,
which he owns with his wife
and a partner, owns three
Cingular Wireless stores in
Houston and will open its first
retail strip mall in Katy in
January. The nine-year veteran
is a source of business knowl-
edge to other players who have
seen his success and would
like to emulate it.

“You’d be amazed how the
guys come to talk to me trying
to pick my brain about a lot of
stuff,”” said Glenn. “But I like
that because you have guys
who want to learn. That’s one
of the reasons I'm here is to
teach the younger guys. This
is my hometown; I'm trying
to get into the community;
I’m trying to provide jobs in
the community,”

Franchione coached at TCU
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before taking the Alabama job
three years ago and remains
under contract at Alabama
through 2007 at $1.1 million
per season plus incentives. He
led Alabama to a 17-8 record
the past two seasons, finishing
10-3 this season.

But Alabama, on NCAA
probation . for recruiting viola-
tions that, occurred before
Franchione. took the job, isn’t
eligible for a bowl game this
year or next. Franchione hasn't
signed a contract extension with
Alabama reportedly worth $15
million over 10 years.

Franchione met for about
three hours Wednesday after-
noon with Moore and members
of the Alabama board of
trustees, then left without com-
menting.

*“That sounds reliable.”

Gates declined to discuss
plans for replacing the 14-year
head coach but said he had
offered Slocum the position of
special adviser to the president.

Kingsbury, Newman earn top Big 12 honors

KANSAS CITY, Mo. (AP)
— Nailing jelly to a tree? Trout
fishing by hand?

It’s easy to imagine a bunch
of wide receivers from the Big
12 sitting around the campfire
trying to describe just how
tough it was to play this season
against Kansas State’s Terence
Newman.

With blinding speed, the Big
12’s 60- and 100-meter sprint
champion pretty much shut
down Southern Cal’s Kareem
Kelly and Texas’ Roy Williams.

Justin Gage, the Big 12’s all-
time receptions leader who tow-
ers over the 5-foot-11 comer-
back, didn’t have a single catch
until the last play of the third
quarter in the Tigers’ 38-0 loss
to the Wildcats.

He didn’t have another until
the Tigers finally got Newman
to bite on a flea-flicker during
the game, which wrapped up
the Wildcats™ 10-2 regular sea-
son.

There's probably not a
receiver in the conference who
would argue with the media
panel that made Newman the
overwhelming choice = for
Associated Press defensive

player of the year.

“Somebody always talks
about his speed and that’s cer-
tainly a facet of it, though I tend
to play that down a bit,” said
Kansas State coach Bill Snyder.
“Terence couldn’t do some of
the things he does without the
ability to run well. But what has
really made him the quality,
quality defensive secondary
player he is has been the devel-
opment and understanding of
how to play the position, the
fundamentals of the position.”

The same panel also made
Texas Tech senior quarterback
Kliff Kingsbury the runaway
winner for Big 12 offensive
player of the year.

The league’s newcomers of
the year were Missouri redshirt
freshman quarterback Brad
Smith and Oklahoma junior
linebacker Lance Mitchell.

Newman had five intercep-
tions and 14 passes broken up.
He also scored three touch-
downs on returns, ranking
fourth nationally with a 16.3-
yard average on his 22 punt
returns.

His 32.4-yard average on 10
kickoff retums would rank first

in the nation if he had the 1.2
returns per game needed to
qualify. :

Against Louisiana-Monroe
on Sept. 7, he had one of the
most remarkable sequences of
plays of the season.

First, making a rare appear-
ance on offense, he easily out-
ran his defender for a 51-yard
touchdown catch. Then he took
a punt and sped 40 yards for
another touchdown.

A few minutes later, he inter-
cepted a pass on the 17 yard line
and headed for the end zone,
about to pull off the rare feat of
scoring on offense, defense and
special teams in a span of a few
minutes. But he dropped the
ball.

Kingsbury was the nation’s
leading passer — 447-0f-669
(67 percent) for 4,642 yards and
42 touchdowns.

Kingsbury, whose talent at
reading defenses meshes well
with Texas Tech coach Mike
Leach’s aerial offense, predom-
inantly used short, quick-hitting
routes in passing to 15
receivers. He is No. 4 all-time
in Division I-A with 12,054

career yards. g

DALLAS (AP) — The
Dallas Stars were dragging
after playing seven games
in 11 days, capped by a tie
and a loss.

After three days off, the
refreshed Stars beat the
Montreal Canadiens 5-1 on
Wednesday night to remain
unbeaten at home in regula-
tion this season.

“I thought we responded
well,”” Stars coach Dave
Tippett said.. *“The time off
really gave us a lift.

Jason Arnott scored three
goals, two on setups by
Pierre Turgeon, for his
fourth career hat trick and
the first by a Dallas player
since Brett Hull scored four
goals on March 21, 2001.

“We’'re really clicking
right gow,” Arnott said.
“We had chances before,
but we were getting some
bad bounces. Tonight we
were chipping in our oppor-
tunities: Getting the hat
trick was an added bonus
and a great feeling.”

Tippett started the season
with Turgeon centering a
line that included Young,
and both players struggled
with a variety of left wings.
Tippett then moved
Turgeon to left wing and
put Arnott in the middle
with Young on the right side
of the second line. Arnott
missed nine games early

with an ankle injury, then
suffered a broken finger
when he returned, but the
trio continues to thrive.

In the last five games,
Turgeon has 10 assists,
Arnott has five goals and an
assist, and Young has four
goals and an assist.

“I was rolling the dice
and it worked ‘out,”” Tippett
said. ““Give the players
credit for making it work.
Jason’s really starting to
come around. He has that
look in his eye.”

Jere Lehtinen and Mike
Modano added third-period
goals for Dallas, 10-0-0-1 at
home this season.

The Stars went back in
front 2-1 at 12:10 of the
second on Arnott’s close-in
backhander off a feed from
Turgeon.

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Supreme Court case tests interrogation boundaries

WASHINGTON (AP) — The case of a
grievously wounded farmworker who was
shot five times by police and then questioned
by them while awaiting medical treatment
prompted Supreme Court justices to ponder
what limits should be placed on interroga-
tions.

How coercive could questioning be if
someone had information that would thwart a
terrorist attack or solve a kidnapping?

Such hypotheticals seem far from the cir-
cumstances of a November 1997 police
shooting in Oxnard, Calif., but justices
seemed interested in them as they considered
the case Wednesday.

The decision could have implications for
counterterrorism interrogations, when build-
ing a criminal case may take a back seat to
gathering intelligence.

In the case, California farmworker
Oliverio Martinez was shot repeatedly by
police and then subjected to a lengthy inter-
rogation as he awaited medical treatment. He
was never told of his Miranda right to remain
silent, and he says Oxnard police Sgt. Ben
Chavez kept questioning him even after he
said twice that he did not want to answer.

Martinez, who was never charged with a
crime, was left blind and paralyzed.

He filed a civil rights lawsuit against the
City of Oxnard, which includes Chavez as a
defendant.

The specific matter to be decided is

whether Chavez can be sued. A federal dis-
trict judge and the 9th Circuit U.S. Court of
Appeals said he could be. The Supreme
Court is considering Chavez’s appeal of that
decision. Martinez’s lawsuit has been
delayed pending the Supreme Court appeal.

During oral arguments, Justice Antonin
Scalia questioned whether police could use
extraordinary means to get information about
a plot to blow up the World Trade Center.

Attorney R. Samuel Paz, representing
Martinez, tried to steer the discussion toward
his client’s tragic circumstances.

“The terrorist situation is a difficult one,”
Paz said. *‘It’s not our case.” ;

Lawrence S. Robbins, Chavez’s lawyer,
and Deputy Solicitor General Paul D.
Clement told justices that the failure to give
a Miranda warning should not be an issue
since Martinez was never prosecuted.

‘““Miranda concerns in this case are an utter
red herring,”” Robbins said.

The Bush administration, police organiza-
tions, the state of California and more than
50 California cities are siding with Chavez.

At one point Justice Stephen Breyer
seemed to agree with Robbins. “No one is
talking about weakening or overturning
Miranda,” Breyer said.

The Miranda warning takes its name from
the U.S. Supreme Court’s ruling in a 1966
case involving the use of a confession in the
rape prosecution of Ernesto Miranda.

But Paz argued the case is very much
about the viability of the Miranda warning.
Chavez’s purpose in questioning Martinez

may figure

was to build a case against him, he said. .

Ben Wizner, an American Civil Liberties
Union lawyer in Los Angeles who supports
Martinez, said police will increasingly fail to
advise people of their rights if the court rules
against Martinez. “That’s why we have been
saying that the court has to somehow make

clear that at least deliberate violations of

Miranda are not constitutional,”” Wizner said.

The other aspect of Martinez’s plight that
drew the justices’ interest was whether the
questioning was reasonable.

Paz said it was not. “‘No reasonable police
officer can believe the questioning was rea-
sonable,” he said.

Breyer pressed Chavez’s lawyer on the
same point.

With Martinez lying in agony, asking for

help and believing he would die, why did

Chavez continue to ask questions, even
telling Martinez*he would receive medical
aid after talking, Breyer asked.

“Why isn’t that the equivalent of beating
someone up?” the justice asked.

Robbins said the officer was trying to elic-
it critical information because he believed
the man would die..

“I acknowledge there is coercion in this
case. We don’t blanch on that,”” Robbins
said. “'But the reality is this: This officer was
there to find out an extraordinarily important
piece of information under exigent circum-
stances.”

WASHINGTON (AP) —
President Bush was greeting the
leaders of Kenya and Ethiopia on
Thursday amid fresh concems
about security in the Hom of
Africa, an area U.S. officials have
described as a possible haven for
terronists.

The session with President
Daniel arap Moi of Kenya and
Prime Minister Meles Zenawi of
Ethiopia was planned before last
week’s twin attacks on Kenya's
Indian Ocean coast that killed 10
Kenyans, three Israelis and three
bombers. The attacks were cer-
tain to be addressed by the three
leaders.

Bush said Wednesday he
believed Osama bin Laden’s al-
Qaida network was involved in
the attacks.

“I am concemed about al-
Qaida anywhere,” the president
said. “I believe that al-Qaida was
involved in the African bomb-
ings in Kenya. I believe al-Qaida
hates freedom.”

Evidence continues to mount
that al-Qaida was behind the
Kenya attacks — a bombing at a
hotel frequented by Israelis and
the fining of missiles at an Israeli
charter flight.

Experts said the missiles had
serial numbers similar to those on
one involved in an attempted hit
on a U.S. military plane in May,
and al-Qaida has claimed respon-
sibility for the Kenya attack.

White House spokesman Ari
Fleischer said later than Bush
was not making a definitjve state-
ment about al-Qaida’s link to the
Kenya attacks. “He's sharing
with you suspicions you've
heard from previous quarters,”
Fleischer said.

Kenya police say they have
few leads and have not ruled out
involvement by al-Qaida and
Itihaad al-Islamiya, an Islamic
fundamentalist group from
neighboring Somalia. Kenyan
officials said their country has

been targeted by al-Qaida before,
recalling the deadly attack on the
U.S. embassy in Nairobi on Aug.
7, 1998. That blast killed 219
people — including 12
Americans — and wounded
5,000. A nearly simultaneous
attack on the U.S. Embassy in
neighboring Tanzania killed 12
people and injured more than 80.

A senior Bush administration
official said Kenya has helped
fight terrorism to the best of its
ability, but noted the country does
not have the resources for a more
aggressive effort. i

Kenya is a possible destination
for Bush when he travels to
Africa next month, a stop that
could include a visit to the newly
reconstructed embassy that was
the bombing target.

As Bush met the two African
leaders, U.S. Marines and
Kenyan troops were carrying out
joint exercises off Kenya's coast.
“Operation Edged Mallet™ was
planned long before last week'’s
attacks just north of Mombasa,
the largest port on the east coast
of Africa, and was not changed
because of them, U.S. officials
said...

Kenya is regarded as a key
US. ally in an unstable region. It
shares a long, porous border with
Somalia, which has not had an
effective govemment in more
than a decade. It also abuts
Sudan, which is in the midst of a
19-year civil war.

Besides Somalia, the Hom of
Africa includes Enitrea, Djibouti
and Ethiopia. Last August, 800
U.S. Special Forces and com-
mandos set up shop in Djibouti, a
former French colony, as part of
the U.S. led war on terronsm.

For the Kenyan president, the
trip to Washington will be his last
in office. Presidential elections
are set for Dec. 27. Moi, 77, has
ruled Kenya since 1978 but is
barred by the constitution from
running again.

in United’s
near future

CHICAGO (AP) —
Trading in United Airlines’
stock was halted after it
plunged 59 percent
Thursday, a day after the
world’s second-largest car-
rier lost its request for gov-
ernment loan backing it said
was needed to keep it out of
bankruptcy.

The New York Stock
Exchange said trading was
stopped because of “‘pend-
ing news’’ regarding United.
A spokesman for the airline
said it had no plans for an
immediate announcement,
however, and said the
exchange’s wording was
mistaken.

Before trading was
stopped, shares in United
parent UAL Corp. opened
down $1.84, or 59 percent,
to $1.28 — their lowest
level in more than 40 years.

Analysts said the Air
Transportation Stabilization
Board’s rejection of
United’s request for $1.8
billion in federal loan guar-
antees Wednesday all but
ensures a Chapter 11 bank-
ruptcy filing. It would be the
largest bankruptcy in airline
industry history.

Chief executive Glenn
Tilton tried to reassure pas-
sengers and United’s 83,000
employees, saying,
“Whatever course we chart,
it should be emphatically
clear that United will con-
tinue to fly.”

Barring a dramatic turn
of events, that course will
almost certainly take it to
federal bankruptcy court as
soon as this week.
