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Suicíde bomber strikes U.S.-allied party in Iraq’s Kurdish north
KIRKUK, Iraq (AP)— Asui- 

cide truck bomb exploded at the 
office of a U.S.-allied Kurdish 
political party in this northern oil 
center Thursday, killing four 
bystanders and wounding about 
30.

It was the second car-bomb­
ing in as many days against Iraqis 
cooperating with the U.S.-ied 
occupation. Elsewhere, a pro- 
U.S. politician was assassinated 
in the southern city of Basra, his 
party said Thursday.

'Jalal Johar, an official of the 
Patriotic Union of Kurdistan, 
said the death toll rose to five 
Thursday night with the death of 
one of the injured, a boy about 7 
years old.

The powerful explosion at 
about 10:30 a.m. shattered win­
dows and damaged doors at the 
two-story yellow and green PUK 
building and blew out windows 
of the nearby radio and television 
station.

Such attacks in the Kurdish- 
controlled areas are less frequent 
than in Baghdad or other parts of

central and western Iraq domi­
nated by Sunni Muslim Arabs. 
On Sept. 10, a suicide bomber 
blew up his vehicle near a U.S. 
intelligence compound in the 
northern city of libil, killing three 
people and seriously wounding 
four American intelligence offi­
cers.

“We think that Islamic terror­
ist groups and remnants of the 
Saddam (Hussein) regime are 
behind the attack,” security guard 
Assad Ahmed said of Thursday’s 
blast. ‘They are coordinating 
between them.”

The PUK is a group that sup­
ports American efforts in Iraq. 
Party chief Jalal Talabani is the 
current head of the U.S.-installed 
Iraqi Governing Council.

No group claimed responsi­
bility for the attack, but suspicion 
fell on Ansar al-Isiam, a small, al- 
Qaida-linked Kurdish extremist 
group active in the northeastern 
area of Iraq that borders Iran. 
Kurdish officials also said other 
Islamic militants as well as 
Saddam Hussein loyalists may

have been behind the blast.
“We had information that ter­

rorist Islamic extremist move­
ments, remnants of the former 
regime, Ansar al-Islam and Arab 
fighteis have planned to attack 
the Patriotic Union of Kurdistan 
in Kirkuk,” Johar said. “Our 
information shows that there are 
terrorist Islamic movements in 
the region other than Ansar al- 
Islam.”

Late Wednesday, a car bomb 
exploded outside the home of 
Sheik Amer Ali Suleiman, a trib­
al leader in Ramadi, about 60 
miles west of Baghdad. Hospital 
workers said Thutsday thaj two 
people were killed.

Suleiman is a leader of the 
Duleim tribe, one of the largest 
Sunni Muslim tribes in Iraq. He 
is a member of the city council 
and close to the Americans.

Ramadi is part of the “Sunni 
Triangle,” where anti-U.S. 
attacks are concentrated.

Rebels repeatedly have 
attacked police stations and 
Iraqis perceived to be cooperati ' 
ing with the occupation.

In Basra, the Assyrian 
Democratic Movement said its 
representative on the municipal 
council, Sargoun Nanou 
Murado, was abducted Tuesday

on his way to work. His body 
was found Wednesday, a state­
ment said.

The Assyrian Democratic 
Movement, which represents 
Iraq’s Assyrian minority, is repre­
sented on the 2S-seat Govemifig 
Council. •

The as.sassination is the sec­
ond this week of people working 
with coalition authorities in 
southern Iraq.

classic flu symptoms," said Chris Kirkpatrick, Pampa 

Middle School nurse. Absences at the middle school totaled 82 
yesterday, or 10 percent of the total enrollment.

“We've had about 20 kids absent each day for the past two 
to three days," said Doug Rapstine, principal at Travis 
Elementary. “We usually run a 96 to 97 percent attendance.”

Brenda Dunn, school nurse for Travis and Lamar Elementary 
Schools, said she hasn’t seen flu or respiratory symptoms in 
students visiting her this week. She added that the 
Thanksgiving holiday next week, when students will be out of 
school, will help slow or stop the spread of the flu and other ill­
nesses in the schools.

“There’s no hard and fast rule” on when Pampa schools 
close due to attendance numbers, said Barry Haenisch, Pampa 
Independent School District superintendent.

“Basically, a district-wide decrease of 10 percent attendance 
across the district, or 300 to 350 in one day” would prompt 
sch(X)l officials to consider closing Pampa schools, he said.

Haenisch said that the current spread of illness in Pampa 
schools is running counter to the usual pattern, in that the older 
students are getting sick first. Usually, the youngest students 
become ill and the illness spreads upward to older students 
later, he said.

If schools are closed due to illness or any other reason except 
for a natural disaster or loss of utility service, students would 
have to make up a maximum of two of those days, Haenisch 
said. Two snow days would be used as the make-up days.

LONDON (AP) — President 
Bush and Prime Minister Tony 
Blair stood united on the war on 
terror Thursday and the British 
leader said new bombings in 
Turkey demonstrate the need 
“not to flinch or give way or 
concede one inch” in Iraq.

Blair, who has seen his 
approval ratings sink amid 
broad opposition here to the 
war, said that the effort to create 
a stable, democratic Iraq is “an 
essential part in defeating this 
fanaticism and extremism” that 
is killing innocents in attacks 
around the world.

“Once again we’re reminded 
of the evil these terrorists pose 
to innocent people everywhere 
and to our way of life," he said, 
standing beside Bush. “Our

response is not to flinch or give 
way or concede one inch.”

He added: “We stand
absolutely firm until this job is 
done; done in Iraq, done else­
where in the world.”

Just hours before the two 
met, blasts shattered the British 
consulate and the London-based 
HSBC bank in downtown 
Istanbul, killing more than two 
dozen people.

With the attacks sure to refo­
cus attention on the continuing 
danger of terrorism. Bush and 
Blair warned against compla­
cency and used the bombings to 
justify their tr<x)ps’ continued 
presence in Iraq despite rising 
death tolls there.

Bush even hinted that 
American troop levels there

could rise. Many have speculat­
ed that an expected transfer of 
power to Iraqis next year will 
mean a significant drawdown of 
U.S. strength in the region.

Under a mxrp rotation plan 
announced last week, the overall 
number of American soldiers in 
Iraq will fall to 105.000 by May 
from the current 130,000.

“We could have less trixips in 
Iraq, we could have the same 
number of tr(x>ps in Iraq, we can 
have more troops in Iraq. 
Whatever is necessary to secure 
Iraq,” Bush said.

Like Blair, Bush expressed 
sympathy for the loss of life in 
Turkey.

“The nature of the terrorist 
enemy is evident once more,” 
he said. “We see their utter con­

tempt for inncK-ent life! ... They 
need to be stopped and we will 
stop them.”

With as many as 100,000 
anti-war protesters mobilizing 
for a massive march on 
Parliament as they spoke. Bush 
and Blair were seeking to turn 
the tide of opinion in Europe on 
the Iraq (Kcupation.

I It is very easy for Howard Dean to 
predicate his primary campaign on criti­
cizing U.S. involvement in Iraq. But it 
may be very hard in,the general election.

Right now, he can attack the decision 
to intervene since he, alone among the 
major Democrats, neither voted in favor 
of the war or said he would have had he 
been in Congress at the time.

But campaigns are about the present 
and the future, not the past. You can't 
wage them with nothing but historical 
issues.

Democratic opponents of the Iraq war 
are fond of comparing this engagement to 
the disastrous conflict in Vietnam. But 
the political situation for opponents of 
both wars are quite different.

None of the main critics of Vietnam, 
certainly none of the senators, called for 
outright U.S. withdrawal. They spoke of 
euphemistic, half-measures such as 
"negotiate now" or halt or pause the 
bombing of North Vietnam. With so 
many dead Americans, it was not po.ssi- 
ble to speak of unilateral withdrawal 
without being assailed for urging a solu­
tion of "cut and run."

In Iraq, there are no half measures. 
You can’t call for negotiations: The gov-

ernmenf with which one might once have 
parlayed, lies dead and destroyed.

vate property rights. You say, "Hold it. 
Williams, 1 agree that people have the 
right to smoke and harm themselves, but 
they don't have the right to harm others 
with those noxious tobacco fumes!" Let's 
look at it, because harm is a two way 
street.

If you're allergic to tobacco smoke or 
just find its odor unpleasant, and 1 smoke 
in your presence, I harm and annoy you. 
However, if I'm prohibited from smoking 
a cigarette in your presence. I'm harmed 
because of a denial of what I find a 
pleasurable experience. ^

There's an obvious conflict. One of us 
is harmed. How can it be resblved? 
There are several ways. You might con­
sider the harm I suffer trivial compared 
to yours. You could organize a sufficient­
ly large number of people and lobby law­
makers to enact smoking bans in bars, 
restaurants and workplaces. 
Alternatively, I might consider the harrq

Let's think about this for a moment. If 
you owned a restaurant, and did not 
allow smoking, wouldn't you find it 

- offensive if a law were enacted requiring 
you to permit smoking? I'm guessing

you'd deem such a law tyranny. After all. 
you'd probably conclude, it's your 
restaurant, and if you don't want smok­
ing it's your right. .Similarly. I'd deem it 
just as offensive if smoking were 
allowed in my restaurant and a law were 
enacted baaning smoking in restaurants.

The totalitarian method to resolve the 
conflict is through political power and 
guns. In other words, the group with the 
greatest power to organize government's 
brute force decides whether there'll be 
smoking or no smoking in restaurants. 
Totalitarians.might justify their actions 
by claiming that bars, restaurants and 
workplaces deal with the public, and 
thus the public should decide how they'll 
be used. That's nonsense. Just because an 
establishment deals with the public does­
n’t make it public property.

The liberty-oriented method td 
resolve conflict is through the institution 
of private property. In fact, conflict reso­
lution IS one of the primary'functions of 
private property, namely it decides who 
gets to decide how what property is used 
in what way. Put another way; Who may 
harm whom in what ways? In a nutshell,.

two elements of not-so-ancient history - 
the recession and the deaths in Iraq. If 
Bush can keep the economy growing and 
creating jobs even as he pulls troops out 
of Iraq and secures tho.se that remain by 
limiting their mission, he can achieve 
political immunity the likes of which 
incumbent presidents can only dream.

It is always the right of the incumbent 
to remove his' vulnerability by solving the 
nation's problems in time for his re-elec­
tion.

Property rights bulwark of liberty
private property rights have to do with 
rights held by an owner to keep, acquire 
umi nMs-pi'up6i't» iH wiiyii im lung in  ha
doesn't interfere with similar rights held 
by another. Private property rights also 
include the right to exclude others from 
use of property.

Under the liberty-oriented method of 
private property, as a means to conflict 
resolution, we'd ask the question of own­
ership. If the owner wishes his restaurant 
to be smoke-free, it is his right. Whether 
a smoker is harmed or inconvenienced 
by not being allowed to smoke in his 
restaurant is irrelevant. Similarly, if a 
restaurant owner wishes to permit smok­
ing. it is his right, and whether a non- 
smoker is harmed or annoyed is also 
irrelevant. In the interest of minimizing 
possible harm Cither way. it might be 
appropriate for restaurant owners, by 
way of a sign or other notice, to inform 
prospective customers of their respective 
smoking policy. That way, customers can 
decide whether to enter upon the premis­
es.

In today’s America, the successful 
anti-tobacco campaign has become a 
template for conflict resolution through 
the forceful imposition of wills through 
the political system. It's part of a contin­
uing trend of attacks on private property 
rights. Private property rights are the 
bulwark for liberty, and should be jeal­
ously guarded and not be sacrificed for 
the sake of expediency.

Panel supports 
com puterized  
health records

WASHINGTON (AP) — 
Computerized health records 
could significantly cut danger­
ous medical mistakes, but gov­
ernment-created standards are 
needed to spur a seamless net­
work accessible nationwide, a 
scientific group that advises the 
government said Thursday.

Some doctors, hospitals and 
pharmacies already use elec­
tronic health records, such as 
paperless prescriptions and soft­
ware that links a patient’s med­
ical history to guidelines on 
how his or her disease is best 
treated.

But electronic medicine still 
isn’t widely used, and most of 
tixlay's computerized medical 
records are hospital- or pharma­
cy-specific. That's far from the 
goal of allowing instant access 
to. say, medical records of a 
patient lying unconscious'in an 
emergency room far from 
home.

Yet routine use of electronic 
health records could help reduce 
the tens of thou.sands of deaths 
and injuries caused by medical 
mistakes every year, said the 
Institute of Medicine, an arm of 
<he National Academy of

VIENNA, Austria (AP) — 

The International Atomic 
Energy Agency has identified 
Russia, China and Pakistan as 
probable suppliers of some of 
the technology Iran used to 
enrich uranium in its suspect 
nuclear programs, diplomats 
told The Associated Press on 
Thursday.

The diplomats spoke on 
condition of anonymity us a 
key IAEA board meeting dis­
cussed how to react to Iran's 
nuclear activities. While Iran 
has acknowledged nearly two 
decades of concealment, it has 
recently begun cooperating 
with the agency in response to 
international pressure.

As part of that cooperatjiin. 
it has suspended uranium 
enrichment — an activity that 
the United States had linked to 
what it says was Iran's nuclear 
weapons agenda. Iran insi.sts it

enriched uranium only to pro­
duce power.

While acknowledging that 
some of its enrichment equip­
ment had traces of weapons- 
grade highly enriched uranium, 
it insists those traces'were inad­
vertently imported on material 
it purchased abroad.

Iran has said it cannot iden­
tify the countries of origin 
because it bought the cen­
trifuges and laser enrichment 
equipment through third par­
ties.

The Vienna-based IAEA 
needs to establish where the 
equipment came from, howev­
er. to be able to compare iso­
tope traces in its eftbrts to veri­
fy whether Iran is telling the 
truth about the source of the 
traces or whether it enriched 
uranium to nuclear weapons 
levels domestically.

The diplomats declined to

say how the agency established 
the probable origin of the 
equipment. Reacting to earlier 
reports linking it to Iran's 
enrichment program, Pakistan 
has denied all involvement.

In recent interviews, IAEA 
Director-General Mohamed 
EllJaradei has said that five 
countries and companies in 
Asia and Europe are the 
source of the enrichment 
equipment.

D em ocratic  L eader Tom 
Daschle o f South Dakota said 
W ednesday he was ready to 
support the broad energy leg is­
lation and will oppose attem pts 
block it over the issue o f 
M TBE, a g aso lin e  add itive  
found to contam inate drinking 
water supplies.

The bill w ould double  
ethanol use, an im portant issue 
in D a sc h le 's  sta te  w here he 
faces re-election  next year.

A D aschle spokesm an, Dan 
Pfeiffer, said the senator will 
vote for ending debate on the

bill, overcom ing any im pend­
ing f il ib u s te r  by senato rs  
opposed to the M TBE provi.- 
sion, as long as senators are 
given adequate tim e |to  debate 
the legislation.

"There is a lot o f legitim ate 
concern  about the bill on both 
sides o f the aisle ... (bu t) he 
w ill support it because p f 
ethanol and o ther provisions in 
the bill on energy efficiency," 
said Pfeiffer. ,

Pfeiffer said D aschle had not 
d e te rm in ed  how m uch tim e 
would be sufficient.

On W ednesday night. Senate 
M ajority Leader Bill F rist, R- 
Tenn.,' and o ther R epublicans 
set a parliam entary  vote for 
Friday for ending the debate. 
That would force a final up-or- 
dow n decision on the 1,100- 
page b ill, w hich breezed  
through the House on Tuesday,

Pfeiffer sa-id D aschle hasn ’t 
decide yet w hether he would

suppo rt co n c lu d in g  d eba te  
F riday or let it go on a bit 
longer. D em ocrats have com ­
plained they had little  say in 
putting  together the bill during 
2 1/2 m onths o f m ostly c losed- 
do o r n eg o tia tio n s  betw een  
H ouse and Senate R epublicans. 
, D aschle told a South D akota 
radio  s ta tio n 'th a t while he has 
some concerns about the bill —
including the M TBE provisions

—  it was good news for renew ­
able fuels such as ethanol.

South D akota is a m ajor p ro ­
ducer o f co rn -based  ethano l. 
The bill ca lls  for doub ling  
ethanol production to S billion 
gallons a year by 2012.

Sen. Pete D om enici, R-N .M ., 
said that he’s confident the leg­
is la tio n , w hich p rov ides $23 
billion in tax breaks and con ­
ta ins hundreds o f p rov isions 
beneficial to a broad range o f 
energy industries, will get a 
substan tial m ajority.

It would be the first tim e 
C ongress has agreed on a b lue­
prin t for the nation ’s energy 
agenda since 1992.

But^some D em ocrats as well 
as R epublicans have; m ade clear 
their d istaste  for the bill, espe­
cia lly  a provision that would 
give m akers o f M TBE liability  
p ro tec tio n  from  law suits.. 
M TBE, put in g aso lin e  to 
reduce air po llu tion , has been 
found to contam inate drinking 
w ater supplies in at least 28 
states. '

S upporters  o f the liab ility  
shield argue that the con tam i­
nation  stem s from  sp ills  o f 
gasoline contain ing  M TBE or 
leaks from underground tanks 
at gasoline stations and that the 
p roduct i tse lf  should  not be 
view ed as the villain.

The issue brought some heat­
ed exchanges on the Senate  
floor W ednesday.

W hen Sen. Je ff  Sessions, R-

A la., a supporter o f  the bill, 
suggested  that M TB E 'w as not a 
health  hazard  even though it 
fou ls  w a te r so  th a t i t ’s not 
d rinkab le . Sen. Judd G regg, R- 
N.H. shot back, “ If a person 
canno t live in th e ir  hom e 
(because they c a n ’t drink the 
w ater), is that not a health haz­
ard?’’

New H am psh ire  recen tly  
filed a law su it against 22 oil 
and re f in in g  co m p an ies , 
dem anding that they help pay 
for w ater c leanup  from  M TBE 
pollu tion. But the provision in 
the energy bill would bar the 
sta te  from  going a fte r these 
com panies on the basis o f prod­
uct liability .

Sen. D ick D urb in , D -IIL , 
w ho opposes the energy bill 
because o f  the M TBE w aiver 
and o th e r issues sa id , ‘T v e  
been for e thanol for 21 years, 
and I ju s t c a n 't  do this. T h a t’s a 
bargain with the dev il."

Jackson is charged by the 
state with lewd or lascivious 
acts with a child under age 14, 
punishable by three to eight 
years in prison, law enforce­
ment officials said.

-Similar allegations surfaced 
against Jackson a decade ago. 
but they never led to the filing

of criminal charges and in 
1994 the probe became inac­
tive.
