Assessment of  Knowledge and S k i l ls " 
or TAKS. lAKS. a standards-based 
test, measures how well students are 
mastering the knowledge and skills

needed to complete Texas public 
schools. TAKS replaces the "Texas 
Assessment of  Academic .Skills" or 
TAAS tests.

The state's goal is that KM) percent 
of students pass the lA K S  at each 
grade level. Beginning with the Class 
ot 200.S. Students must pass the Exit 
TAKS in order to graduate from high 
school Students in the Class of 2(M)4 
will have to pass the previous test, the 
F’xii I A.‘\S .  in order to graduate.

known as A-Fujian. is not one 
ot them. Doctors are saying 
that could mean the state is in 
lor a particularly bad and 
longer-lasting tlu season than 
usual.

The A-Fujian strain first 
surfaced in Australia and New 
Zealand earlier this year. By 
the time it was identified as a 
potentially dominant strain, it 
was late in the vaccine manu­
facturing priK’ess. Dr. W. Paul 
Glezen of the Baylor College 
of Medicine Inlluenza 
Research ('enter told the .San 
Antonio Express-News for a 
story in Tuesday's editions.

"It will offer srtme cover­
age. but the question is how 
much coverage." said Roger

Sanchez, an epidemiologist at 
the Metropolitan Health 
District in San Antonio.

He said that would depend 
on people’s individual immune 
systems, but children may be 
at higher risk.

“They haven’t been on 
Earth long enough to get 
(exposed to) all the different 
influenza strains that circu­
late," Sanchez said.

Influenza kills 36,0(X) peo 
pic in the United States each 
year and hospitalizes II4,(XX) 
more. During a severe season, 
it can kill as many as 70,(XK) 
people.

Every year, the U.S. FexxJ 
and Drug Administration over­
sees a massive effort to deter­
mine which strains to include 
in the annual flu vaccine.

DPS urges responsible driving 
as traffic increases, tempers rise

As the roads swell with anxious 
drivers, Texas Department of Public 
Safety officials caution motorists to 
drive responsibly and avoid road rage 
this Thanksgiving holiday.

’’The increase of traffic congestion 
coupled with poor scheduling often 
triggers aggressive driving," said Col. 
Thomas A. Davis Jr., director of the 
DPS. "An aggressive driver may com­
mit several traffic violations to make 
up time. These violations place other 
travelers at risk and in the most severe 
cases can escalate into road rage."

When confronted with aggressive 
drivers, the DPS recommends that you: 

• Put your pride in the back seat 
and move aside.

• Do not speed up, block lanes, 
slam or tap on brakes.

• Report extreme cases of reck­
less driving to the appropriate authori­
ties. '

• Do not retaliate, gesture or 
make eye contact.

• Make sure everyone is buckled 
up.

Some actions that may contribute to 
road rage include not using turn sig­
nals, driving in the passing lane, tail- 
gating, flashing lights or using high 
beams in traffic, honking and not 
allowing adequate time for a given 
trip.

During the week of Thanksgiving, 
Highway Patrol troopers, along with

other law enforcement agencies across 
the state, will be out in force targeting 
speeders, drunk drivers, seat belt viola­
tors as well as aggressive driver's.'

Texas DPS is participating in the 
"Click It or Ticket Texas" campaign, 
running Nov. 18 to Dec. 1, which will 
focus on increasing and enforcing seat 
belt and child seat usage in the state. 
DPS has a zero tolerance policy toward 
seat belt violations and fines can range 
from $25 to $200.

Texas also participates in Operation 
CARE (Combined Accident Reduction 
Effort). Operation CARE is a nation­
wide effort by all state police agencies 
to reduce fatalities during holiday peri­
ods.

As you sit down to your Thanksgiving 
dinners Thursday, remember our soldiere 
- especially those who are in Iraq and 
Afghanistan.

1 know of'four young men from 
Pampa serving in the 101st Airborne in 
northern Iraq - Jerry Ryan Bruce, Eric 
Ritchey, Robbie Payne and my son, Dave 
Bridges.

They were among thé first to go into 
Iraq. They are the only ones that are still 
there. They’re so tired. Unless we have 
experienced this same type situation, we 
have no idea what it is like to live in a 
constant state of high alert. We don’t 
know what it’s like to be asleep and have 
a rocket propelled grenade shot into your 
sleeping area. We don’t know what it’s 
like to be surrounded by a crowd of peo­
ple with no idea if they’re friend or foe - 
smiling one second and exploding the 
next.

War is obscene. News reports of the 
two men from the 101st being shot in a 
Mosul street on Sunday, then taken from 
their vehicle and mutilated by the crowd 
sent a horror through me that I’ll never be 
able to express. They could have been 
any of our four Pampa soldiers. Watching 
the news footage and seeing the number 
on one of the Humvees there, I think my 
son may have been one of those guarding 
the scene after it happened. If so, he will 
have to live with that in his mind the rest 
of his life.

Despite the recent increase in attacks, 
the horrors that the media dwells upon.

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much progress has been made in Iraq. 
Even while reporting on the shooting in 
Mosul, one television reporter remarked 
that Baghdad seems to be bustling like it 
was in pre-war days.

Little has been said in the media, but 
our sons are telling us that they are work­
ing hard to improve the lives of the Iraqis 
- if the insurgents would quit blowing up 
their efforts as fast as they complete 
them.

Bruce’s group has “adopted” a village 
where they are building a small one-room 
school for the children of the 150 resi­
dents.

Dave’s group adopted an orphanage in 
a small town near Mosul He said they 
take supplies to the orphans and make 
repairs on the building.

One day, the soldiers escorted the 
orphans to a museum. Just as they were 
going in the door, a little four-year-old 
girl took Dave’s hand, looked up at him 
and smiled. She held his hand tightly all 
through the tour.

Afterwards, Dave called his girlfriend 
Amy and told her he had fallen in love 
with another girl • a little Iraqi child 
whose name he didn’t know.

I’ve supported the ousting of Saddam 
from the beginning. I still believe it is our 
best course of action to control terrorism. 
I don’t believe terrorists can be wiped 
out, but we cannot make it easy for them 
to invade our country like they did on 
Sept. 11, 2001.

When the bombing began in Baghdad, 
I prayed silently that we were doing the 
right thing and if we were not, would 
God please lef me know. Instantly, 1 
received a mental image of a woman 
dressed in a burka, but no veil covered 
her smile and behind her was a busy, 
prosperous city.

That’s why our soldiers are in the 
Mid-East, to protect us from terrorists 
before they come to the United States and 
to help the people there find their own 
freedom and prosperity.

In a news article last week, reporters 
interviewed some of the soldiers who had 
come home on leave. One soldier, who 
was on his way back, said coming home 
reminded him of why he had gone to Iraq 
in the first place.

“It sure makes you appreciate your 
freedom,” he said.

As you give thanks for all your bless­
ings, remember where the soldiers are 
and what they’re doing to preserve those 
blessings. They are giving up their own 
chance to be with their families this holi­
day so that another people - totally for­
eign to these young men raised in the 
Texas Panhandle - may have the opportu­
nity to enjoy these same advantages.

And so it begins. Again.
For months, pro-marriage activists 

have expected a negative decision by the 
Massachusetts Supreme Court. The 
closeness of the vote, 4 to 3. was the 
only real surprise. But more surprises are 
coming, for as Boston College political 
science professor Alan Wolfe told The 
New York Times, the decision "is exact­
ly the right kind of material for a back­
lash."

The New York Times should know. 
After the U.S. Supreme Courfs Roe vs. 
Wade decision 30 years ago, ihe Times 
stated that the decision provided "a 
sound foundation for final and reason­
able resolution" of the abortion debate. 
The Times even opined that the decision 
was "a major contribution to the preser­
vation of individual liberties." one that 
would end the "emotional and divisive 
public argument" concerning abortion.

Oh really? It soon became apparent 
that Roe vs. Wade ended nothing but 
lives. The decision touched off a major 
culture war fought on many fronts. It's in 
that context that we should view The 
New York Times headline: "Marriage by 
Gays Gains Big Victory in 
Massachusetts." Really?

Here’s ipeculation, but I've written 
two hooks on the history of abortion and 
so what follows is at least an informe'd 
guess: We would have more abortions in 
the United States now than we do, if the 
Supreme Court had not legalized it 
nationwide in 1973. Abortion was on the 
march in the United States during the 
1960s and the early 1970s. With legal­
ization of the practice' in New York,

California and uher states, the number 
of killed unboms was leaping and resist­
ance to it seemed too little, too late.

The Roe vs. Wade ruling, though, 
stirred Christians to form a national pro­
life movement that stopped the growth 
of the abortion empire during the 1980s 
and began to roll it back during the 
1990s. The butcher's bill is still high — 
1.2 million babies each year, by one 
count — but that's down from the 1.6 mil­
lion peak and far below the 4 million that 
some abortionists in the early 1970s 
anticipated.

The decision 'in Goodridge vs. 
Massachusetts Dept, of Public Health 
will also spur a backlash. Chief Justice 
Margaret H. Marshall's majority opinion 
says, in essence, GAY MARRIAGE IS 
GOOD AND YOU'RE NUTS IF YOU 
DONT THINK SO. (To be precise, here 
are her words; "The marriage ban works 
a deep and scarring hardship on a very 
real segment of the community for no 
rational reason." Note, by the way, that 
that the definition of marriage as a pact 
between a man and a woman has turned 
into a "marriage ban.")

The 4-to-3 vote itself is one sign of 
gay rights overreach: Judicial attempts to 
change fundamental law are more likely 
to stick if a decision is unanimous. But to

build a strong resistance, leaders of the 
pro-marriage movement need to come to 
quick agreement and then push very 
hard. They'll have some support from 
President Bush, who said following the 
Massachusetts decision that he "will 
work with congressional leaders and oth­
ers to do what is, legally necessary to 
defend the sanctity of marriage."

Given judicial arrogance, a constitu­
tional amendment is necessary, but the 
president has not committed himself to 
that. Christians who generally support 
but are not tied to the Bush administra­
tion need to push hard for that commit­
ment. Some Republican politicians will 
look for a way to satisfy social conserva­
tives without alienating gay rights fiscal 
conservatives, but on this issue they 
won't find it. '

Many Democratic politicians, mean­
while, will dance a minuet, expressing 
support not for "gay marriage" but for 
domestic partner.arrangements. A coura­
geous and clever Democratic presiden­
tial candidate could separate himself 
from the pack by supporting a pro-mar­
riage constitutional amendment, but he 
would also separate himself from most 
Democratic activists and funding 
sources.

So where are we? Despite what thè 
Times says, gays may not have gained a 
big victory in Massachusetts. The over­
reach will lead to a big defeat, if pro­
marriage forces are courageous and 
determined.

BROKEN ARROW, Okla. 

(AP) — Wanen Spahn stood up 
to Casey Stengel when he was 
21 and fought against Germany 
a year later. Then, he returned 
to the major leagues and won 
363 games after his 25th birth­
day.

The man was tough, pitch­
ing professionally for 24 sea­
sons in an era when pitchers 
routinely completed games on 
three daysiiest.

Spahn, the winningest left­
hander in baseball history and a

leader of the dominant 
Milwaukee Braves teams of the 
late 1950s, died at his Broken 
Arrow home Monday, family 
members said. He was 82.

“He was a hard-headed, 
hard-nosed, loving man,” said 
Niki Spahn, his granddaughter. 
“He was the strongest man I 
ever met.”

The Hall of Famer baffled 
batters with his high leg kick 
and teamed with Johnny Sain in 
the famous “Spahn and Sain 
and pray for rain” tandem.

DALLAS (AP) — Their regular seasons 
are over, but Kansas coach Mark Mangino 
and Oklahoma State’s Les Miles will be 
watching games Friday with real interest.

Kansas had lost four straight games before 
Saturday, which marked the return of senior 
quarterback Bill Whittemore from a collar- 
lx)nc injury.

In addition to the one guaranteed BCS 
spot, the Big 12 will have teams in the 
Cotton.

‘Radio’ unfolds true story of genuine 
goodness and kindness in small town

We all love a good story, 
and this one is a true one. The 
recently released "Radio" is 
about a mentally challenged 
young boy who gets his nick­
name from his intrigue with 
transistor radios.

.Set in 1970s in Anderson. 
S.C., local football coach 
Harold Jones (played b\ l:d 
Harris), befriends ‘ Radio" 
(played by Cuba Ciooding. Jr.) 
after the boy is mercilessly 
bullied by the football hoys.

It IS through the Coach's  
exceptional actions that Radio 
eventually becomes a partici­
pant of the team, the school, 
and the larger community.

Although critics have 
called the film “sappy" and 
“sefTtimental." it is a store 
worth telling and certainly 
worth seeing. Ultimately, it is 
about taking the high road. 
As the tale untblds. so do the 
life lessons about genuine 
goodness.

As the coach introduces 
himself to Radio s mother, tt 
becomes clear that she doesn't 
know what exactle makes her 
son (whose real name is 
James Robert Kennedy) dif­
ferent.

■She shares, “ihe doctor just 
said he's slower than most."

Radio's mother, apprehen­
sive of someone who might 
actually take tune to get to 
know her son. responds to the 
coach in' a way that speaks 
volumes to all of us. ' 'There's 
a lot of good out th e re . ' she 
says, "we Just don't do it."

The film 
reminds 
us that 

goodness, the 
real thing that 
is, looks so dif­
ferent from the 
norm.

Coach Jones choo.ses the 
high road, though, and pro­
ceeds because “I figure it's the 
right thing to do." And the 
Coach practically adopts and 
lo \es  Radio as Ins own son.

The lilm reminds us that 
goodness, the real thing that 
is. looks so different from the 
norm. W ho would have 
thought of truly befriending 
someone like Radio'.' Oh. 
sure, most decent people 
w ould offer some cordiality or 
civility, hut who would take 
him into one's  own home, into 
one's ow n life'.’ Not many. 

And a good many of the
fowTispeopfc in Anderson do 
not quite care for the Coach at 
r.l,. Hanna High School tak­
ing Radio in either.

The viewers are reminded 
that people do not know how 
to react to authentic good­
ness. It startles people, shakes 
them up a bit. Not only some 
of the team members, but the 

. ttiwnsfolk as well, are aghast 
at the "distraction" the' pres­
ence of Radio causes.

Because goodness looks so 
very dilferent from what most 
ol us actually do. it is accom­

panied by adversity. Goodness 
is not a popular road. The 
town banker decides that it is 
his duty to restore things to the 
way they were before, as 
“This is not the way we do 
things here in Anderson.” So 
intriguing it is to watch the 
town stir as the villain banker 
spreads his poison.

Finally. gotxJness changes 
people. So many people are 
moved by the Coach’s 
actions; so many learn some­
thing. And some even make 
life-altering changes.

Yellow Jackets star football 
player Johnny Clay (played by, 
Riley Smith) learns about true 
acceptance and love. Even the 
coach grows to a different 
level, eventually resigning 
from the only thing he’s ever 
known so as to spend more 
time with his wife Linda 
(played by Debra Winger) and 
his daughter Mary Helen 
(played by Sarah Drew)... and 
to take care of Radio.

The Coach sums it up in 
the town meeting, “We’re not 
the ones been teaching Radio. 
Rarfrrr's been teadvinpiisr’-----

Radio is truly a story that 
teaches. Anderson, S.C., like 
Pampa, Texas, is a place 
where community is changed 
by the leading lives of certain 
heroes who dare take the high 
road.

Viewers of this film learn a 
lot about what goodness real­
ly looks like. Such acts of 
goodness, because they are 
out of the ordinary, threaten 
people terribly, but...more 
importantly ...touch people 
eternally.
