Judge denies class action suit

FORT WORTH. Texas (AP)

A North Texas judge has
refused to open medical and
psychological records tor 4.000
adoptions dating to 1975

A Fort Worth couple and
their adoptive daughter had
accused the Gladney Center tor
Adoption of violating state law
bv not releasing to adoptive par
ents hundreds of documents ot
medical information on theinr
children’s birth tamilies. A state
district judge said Tuesday that
doing <o would open a
“Pandora’s Box™ on matters
many families prefer to remain
closed

In response to the Tawsuit by
Lee and Carolvn Willhams ol
Fort. Worth and their adopuve
daughter Tammarah. Gladney s
attorney s argued that many ot
the birth mothers simply don’t
want the informaton released
because they were promised
confidentiality  vears ago. The
lawsuit asked tor records trom
1975 1o 1989

State District Judge Bonnie
Sudderth said the issues sur
rounding each adoption are “so
highly individuahzed. intensely
personal  and  emotionally
chareed™ that the cases could

not be handled as a group

“Cerutying this proposed
class would also carry with it a
significant risk of opening up a
Pandora’s  Box on matters
which at least some in the pro-
posed class would prefer to
remain closed.” Sudderth wrote
in the ruling

Oftficials of Fort Worth-
based Gladney, one of the
nation’s leading adoption agen-
cles, said in court that state laws

require them to maintain the

confidentiality of the records.
and that recent laws opening
some records don’t apply to
adoptions handled years ago

“They have a vault of infor-
mation that 1s available, and we
have sick babies, and were the
ones living with them.” Carolyn
Williams told the Fort Worth
Star-Telegram in Wednesday's
editions. “I'm really disappoint
ed in the justice system.”

She adopted her daughter in
1982, Now 21. Tammarah has
expenenced several psychologi
cal and medical problems.
including depression, attention
deficit disorder, rheumatoid
arthritis and lupus

An attorney representing
Gladney said Sudderth’s ruling
is not surprising under the

state’s laws regarding  class

action. which set up rigorous
prerequisites before individual
claims can be grouped together.

“Making a determination on
a class certification is a serious
undertaking.” attorney Susan
Schwartz said. “The plamutt
has not met those burdens.”

The Williams family doesn’t
plan to appeal Sudderth’s ruling.
said Lenny Vitullo. one of their
attorneys. However. he said he
and other lawyers expect to pur-
sue efforts by other adoptive
children and parents to open the
records

“We're going to keep after
them.” Vitullo said. “We're not
going to give up until they agree
to provide them.”

Attorneys for the
Wilhamses. by seeking  class-
action certitication, said they
were trying to prevent other
families from having to fight a
long legal battle to get certain
medical records tfrom Gladney

In 2000, the family also
filed an individual lawsuit
accusing the adoption agency
of negligence and fraudulent
concealment of the medical
history of Tammarah’s birth
mother. The daughter has
dropped her individual claim
against Gladney

Commissioner retires under cloud

AUSTIN (AP) — The commissioner of
the Texas Department of Family and
Protective Services is retiring. less than a
week after a report found serious deficien-
cies in the state’s elderly care program.

Thomas Chapmond, who oversees the
elderly care program, said Tuesday he will
retire when he becomes eligible on Oct. 31.

“It was a difficult decision for me to
make, but I feel the time is right.” he said.

A spokesman for the department would
not say if last week’s report influenced
Chapmond’s decision to retire.

In the preliminary report, the Texas
Health and Human Services Commission
found “serious deficiencies in virtually all
aspects” of the Adult Protective Services
program.

The agency investigates allegations of
abuse and neglect against children, the eld-
erly and people with disabilities; provides
foster care and adoption; and regulates
child care.

“If supervisors and caseworkers believe
the culture and philosophy of APS has
been appropriate, then I would think there
would not be a place for them in a reorgan-
ized and restructured APS.” said Terry
Hammond, an El Paso attorney who has
represented some of the elderly left by APS
to live in squalid and dangerous conditions.

“I think part of the investigation has to
be to determine who has been responsible
for the adoption of policies and procedures

and the training of personnel that would
allow this kind of system to exist.”

Gov. Rick Perry ordered the review of
200 El Paso cases and APS policies
statewide after El Paso County Probate
Judge Max Higgs sent him reports in April
on El Paso cases where APS did not
remove people from horrible living condi-
tions.

In one case, APS workers found a disori-
ented 84-year-old Fort Worth woman liv-
ing in a house lacking power and water but
filled with cat feces. In Harlingen, APS
declined to intervene after an 82-year-old
woman was found living in a filthy, rat-
infested home.

Conditions improved for both after rela-
tives intervened, but judges overseeing
APS  cases across Texas told The
Associated Press that such stories aren’t
isolated.

Final results of the review will be com-
piled before a Nov. | deadline mandated in
Perry’s executive order.

Jerry Boswell, president of the Citizens
Commission on Human Rights in Texas,
called the announcement “appropriate.”

“We’ve had zero- accountability for
patient safety and financial integrity,”
Boswell said. “As head of the agency, the
buck stops there.”

Boswell said the move will open the
door to new leadership and “some real
reforms within that agency.”

Jury deliberations start
in OKC bombing trial

MCcALESTER, Okla. (AP)
— Jurors began deliberating
Wednesday in the state mur-
der trial of Terry Nichols, who
could face the death penalty if
convicted of the Oklahoma
City bombing.

“The most important work
is beginning,” Judge Steven
Taylor told jury members
before they headed to a room
to begin their work. “The
work of actually deciding this
case is left with you ladies and
gentleman.”

Jurors are being asked to
consider two starkly different
versions of Terry Nichols’ role
in the Oklahoma City bomb-
ing. The defense says he was
manipulated, while prosecu-
tors describe a mastermind.

The start of deliberations

" capped a two-month state

murder trial that included tes-
timony from about 250 wit-
nesses. Jurors will be
sequestered for the duration of
their deliberations.

They can either find
Nichols guilty or not guilty of
first-degree murder. Taylor
ruled last week that the jury
cannot  consider  lesser
charges.

If Nichols is convicted, the
trial would move into a penal-
ty phase where jurors would
decide whether he should face
the death’ penalty or life in
prison.

Nichols, 49, already is
serving a federal life sentence
for involuntary manslaughter
and conspiracy in the deaths
of eight federal law enforce-
ment officials in the bombing.
He is accused of 161 counts of

first-degree murder in state
court for the deaths of the
other victims plus a fetus
whose mother was killed in
the blast.

In closing arguments
Tuesday, the defense poked at
holes in the bombing investi-
gation and argued that prose-
cutors haven’t proven Nichols
helped Timothy McVeigh
bomb the Alfred P. Murrah
Federal Building.

Defense attorney Barbara
Bergman said McVeigh was
aided by others who set up
Nichols to take the blame for
the deaths of 168 people killed
in the April 19, 1995, blast.

“This is a case about
manipulation, betrayal and
overreaching,” Bergman said.
“People who are still
unknown assisted Timothy
McVeigh.”

Prosecutor Lou Keel said
in his closing arguments that
Nichols did more to gather
bomb components and plan
the bombing than-McVeigh,
who was executed in June
2001. The government says
Nichols bought the explosive
ammonium nitrate fertilizer
used in the bomb and stole
detonation cord, blasting caps
and other explosives.

Bergman reminded jurors
of dozens of witnesses who
testified they saw McVeigh
with others, including a
stocky, dark-haired man
depicted in an FBI sketch and
known only as John Doe No.
2, in the weeks before the
bombing. Witnesses said the
others did not resemble
Nichols.

SHANGHAI, China (AP)
— In an apparent swipe at the
United States, African and
Latin American leaders meet-
ing in China on Wednesday
urged rich countries to fight
terrorism by sharing wealth,
not through military interven-
tion.

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U.S. top energy official
announces plan to ease
threat of ‘dirty bombs’

VIENNA, Austria (AP) —
U.S. Energy Secretary Spencer
Abraham announced a $450
million plan Wednesday to rid
the world of the “dirty bomb”
threat by keeping nuclear
materials out of terrorist hands.

Abraham said the Global
Threat Reduction Initiative
would remove and secure high-
risk nuclear materials that pose
a menace to the international
community.

Since the Sept. 11 attacks on
the United States,  concerns
have grown that terrorists
might be trying to acquire
material for a so-called “dirty
bomb.”

Abraham said the objective

~was to collect, secure and dis-

pose of dangerous radioactive

materials from around the
world.
“Where 100 years ago

authorities had to worry about
the anarchist placing a bomb in
the downtown square, now we
must worry about the terrorist
who places that bomb in the
square, but packed with radio-
logical material,” Abraham
told an International Atomic
Energy Agency conference on
nuclear safety.

Abraham said the new glob-
al program would reduce the
proliferation threat by cutting
off access to materials and
equipment by “whatever the
most appropriate circumstance
may be, as quickly and expedi-
tiously as possible.”

By handling problems that
require attention anywhere in
the world, he said, officials will
ensure that nuclear and radio-
logical materials and equip-
ment “will not fall into the
hands of those with evil inten-
tions.”

A dirty bomb uses conven-
tional explosives to spread
radiation over several city
blocks. It has no atomic chain
reaction and requires no highly
enriched uranium or plutoni-
um. Both materials are normal-
ly kept under tight security, so
they are difficult to obtain.

Instead, the radioactive
component is of lower-grade
isotopes, such as those used in
medicine or research. If a dirty
bomb were to be detonated. the

radiation release probably
would be small.
IAEA Director-General

Mohamed ElBaradei described
Abraham’s plan as
initiative to adjust the nonpro-
liferation regime” by strength-
ening the Nuclear
Nonproliferation Treaty.

"It the price of drugs keeps
going up faster than inflation,
it will become more and more
difficult for consumers. espe-
crally older consumers, to be
able to atford them,” said
John Rother.

not been encouraging, AARP
spokesman Steve Hahn said.

The average price increase
for the top 30 brand-name
drugs  used by older
Americans was 6.5 percent
last year, the Families USA
report said. AARP’s study
showed an average 6.9 per-
cent price increase for nearly
200 drugs. Inflation in general
was 1.9 percent.

Since 2000, the drug prices
have risen 27.6 percent, AARP
said. General inflation was 9.3
percent for the same period.

Prices increased between
6.9 percent and 9.9 percent
last year for the five leading
drugs in terms of sales — cho-
lesterol-reducing Lipitor, the
blood thinner Plavix,
Fosamax for osteoporosis, the
blood pressure drug Norvasc
and Celebrex, a pain reliever

— the Families USA study
said.

The Bureau of Labor
Statistics, which compiles the
Consumer Price Index. said
prescription prices rose by
only 2.5 percent last year, but
that measure includes
generic  drugs. Stephen
Schondelmeyer. a University
of Minnesota professor of
pharmaceutical = economics
and an author of the AARP
report, - said the index was
changed in the mid-1990s to
minimize drug price increases.

The reports issued Tuesday
excluded generic drugs, which
make up roughly half of all
prescriptions written in the
United States, but only about
10 percent of the dollar value,
said Schondelmeyer.
