Iraqis fear they’ll be U.S. targets
BAGHDAD, Iraq (AP) — 

Baghdad print shop owner 
Abdel Hakim Loqman 
believes his country could 
again be the target of U.S. 
bombs, bill says his fears have 
nolhing to do with whether 
lrai| sponsors terronsts or is 
building a nerve gas ar.senal.

The (Iraqi) leadership is 
working on lilverating Palestine 
anil uniting the Arab nation 
and this is something the 
enemy does not want,” 
Loqman said after Friday 
prayers in the Sheik Abdel 
ejader al-Qeilam mosque, one 
of the biggest m Baghdad.

‘As long as Iraq continues 
these things, I expect an attack 
if not this month then the next 
month; if not this year then the 
coming one,” added Lixjman, 
jWho'd just heard a sermon that 
spoke of U.S. ‘‘.savageness” in 
Iraq and the Palestinian territo­
ries and chi led on Arabs to

unite against the enemies of 
Islam.

Few people in Iraq would 
express criticism of a regime 
known for bmtally punishing 
dissidents. But the .sentiments 
expressed by Iraqis Friday 
reflect those heard across the 
region since Sept. 11: Many 
view President Saddam 
Hussein as a hero and see the 
United States as an oppressive 
pre.sence.

In the West, it may be easy 
to make the case that Saddam 
is a threat that must be con­
tained. But at home — and 
elsewhere in the Mideast — 
many see him as a champion of 
Arabs and Muslims. If 
Washington wants to move 
against him. it will have to take 
into account whether Arab 
states it counts on as allies can 
afford to support the campaign 
in the face of popular support 
for Saddam.

Volcano erupts in Congo; 40 dead
GOMA, Congo (AP) — A river of lava 

Bowed through the center of Goma on Saturday 
and burned everything in its path, killing up to 
40. creating a five foot-high wall of cooling 
stone and Laving a half-million people home- 
le,ss.

The 130-foot-wide path of molten rock made 
a fishh(X)k pattern as it rolled down Mount 
Nyiragongo, 12 miles north of Goma, passed 
through the central business district and flowed 
into L,ake Kivu, sending sulfuric smoke and 
steam into the air.

L^ter Saturday lava began pouringitout of 
what appeared to be a new fissure, 6 miles east 
of Nyiragongo, authorities said.

Many of those left homeless fled east into 
neighboring Rwanda.

U N. officials reported at least 40 deaths. 
Hospital officials in Gisenyi, Rwanda, recorded 
16 deaths but said a definitive count was not pos­
sible because of the chaos.

Dr. Cedrique Abeli of Gisenyi Hospital said 
the 16 dead included two infants and two elder­
ly bum victims.

Abeli and four colleagues struggled to treat 
the injured as hospital wards filled with dozens 
of bum victims and women who suffered mis­
carriages from stress.

Dawn broke in Gisenyi with the sound of 
hundreds of crying, hungry children. Refugees 
bathed in the lake, the water putrid from the lava.

“There is no food, no water, no sanitation. We 
are here like animals,” said Richard Mwambo, a 
teacher who fled Goma and was preparing to 
board a dangerously overcrowded ferry to 
Bukavu, a four-hour trip down L,ake Kivu. ” (We 
are) afraid of dying. If we are to die, it is better 
to die in Congo, not Rwanda.”

Maj. Pierre Pinchart, the military attache at 
the Belgian embassy in Kigali, Rwanda, said the 
situation could become a major humanitarian 

' disaster, with two infants already dead from star­
vation and dehydration. He said Goma’s water 
purification system had been destroyed and 
refugees were drinking lake water, which could 
trigger a cholera epidemic.

“The lake water is poison, because every­
thing from the city is going in the lake,” Pinchart 
said,

A Belgian relief plane would bring water 
purification systems to Gisenyi on Sunday, he 
said.

British Foreign Secretary Jack Straw and 
French Foreign Minister Hubert Vedrine will 
visit refugees when they travel to Rwanda next 
week, part of a previously planned trip to central 
Africa. Earlier Britain pledged nearly $3 million 
in emergency funding for volcano victims.

More than a dozen earthquakes shook the 
region every hour, some of them severe enough 
to send people running into the street in panic. 
Hundreds of thousands of Goma residents, 
ordered to abandon their impoverished city as it 
burned, slept outdoors in Gisenyi, seeking shel­
ter under porches.

More than half of Goma was consumed by 
lava. A fire crackled at the art deco Black and 
White Dance Club and propane gas tanks 
exploded throughout the town. Only a handful of 
police patrolled the otherwise empty city.

The night sky glowed scarlet from the fires, 
and international aid workers withdrew 30 miles 
from the city out of fear that large quantities of 
methane gas existing naturally in the lake wpuld 
explode or bubble up, killing people close to 
shore.

C ity  B r i e f s
Washington hasn’t said 

what military options, if any, it 
has in mind for Iraq.

David Mack, a former Iraqi 
officer at the .State Department, 
said in a telephone interview 
from Washington that the next 
U.S. move in the war against 
terror will fiKus on diplomatic 
efforts and international coop­
eration to battle terrorists. 
“The United States does not 
want to go from country to 
country using military action,” 
Mack, now the vice president 
of the private Middle East 
Institute, said in a telephone 
interview from Washington.

But some iq the U.S. admin­
istration and in the Iraqi oppo­
sition have been pressing for 
U.S. military action to topple 
the Iraqi regime, saying it is as 
dangerous las the Taliban 
regime U.S. bombs helped 
push from power in 
Afghanistan la.st year.

Buy the company’s stock, 
Enron Chairman Kenneth Lay 
urged employees a month 
after he was warned that the 
energy-trading giant faced 
potential accounting scandals.

Lay, who touted Enron’s 
stock and future prospects 
with an evangelist’s fervor, 
assured employees that the 
energy company’s finances 
were sound and its books in 
good shape.

“The third quarter is look­
ing great,’’ Lay messaged an

said. One of them, Harris, is also being held on a parole viola­
tion stemming from a burglary conviction.

For that reason, those counties will have first crack at dis­
posing of their cases against the four before they are turned 
over to Gray County, the chief deputy said.

history on Dec. 2. Thousands 
of employees lost their jobs 
and many saw their retirement 
accounts — predominantly in 
Enron stock — essentially 
wiped out.

“ My [>ersonal belief is that 
Enron st(Kk is an incredible 
bargain at current prices and 
we will look back a couple of 
years from now and see the 
great opportunity that we cur­
rently have,” Lay messaged 
another employee.

To get right to the core of the matter, my benefits were taken 
away from me, only after one year of having them. I was dis­
abled by the V.A. in 1998 for Crohn’s disease which is a dis- 
ea.se of the lower intestinal tract. This hinders my ability to hold 
down a steady job or do any physical work which I once was 
involved.

I have tried going through the V.A. system but to no avail. 
The V.A. representative in Amarillo told me I would never get 
them restored. At the present time I draw social security dis­
ability, but it does not allow me to have enough money to meet 
my monthly obligations. It .seems only service-connected vets 
get to keep their benefits.

I know other vets, such as myself, who have had their bene­
fits taken away after receiving them for a short time.

Hven our representatives do not take time to aid us in this 
matter. Mr. Thornberry who is our representative in this partic­
ular area should do more to help us retain our benefits.

If there are any of you out there having problems in this 
area, then let’s get together and show strength. Individually, I 
cannot get anything done, but by uniting in numbers, we may 
get better results.

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It’s about pigs, Pantex and all of Texas

The overriding issue is far 
bigger than just “pigs and 
Pampa.” It’s pigs and the 
Panhandle of Texas. It’s Pantex 
and the Panhandle of Texas. 
It’s pigs, Pantex, and all of 
Texas.

All of Texas? Surely Not! 
But then again, maybe so... As 
metroplex areas such as 
Dallas/Ft. Worth, austin, and 
Houston continue to explode 
with population growth, these 
cities are already scouting new 
resources for water. Ironically, 
it seems that the oft-forgotten 
“Crown of Texas - The 
Panhandle” might just be the 
most abundant water re.source 
in the state of Texas. Projects 
are already under way to figure 
out just how to pipe Panhandle 
of Texas water to cities in cen­
tral and south Texas.

Well, folks, when you kxik 
at it that way, the popular state 
and federal policy of approv­
ing potentially dangerous pro­
ject sites, and locating them in 
sparsely populated, low-voter 
density areas may just end up 
affecting everyone in the entire 
state of Texas. “Potentially 
dangerous"* will be defined in 
terms of health risks and envi­
ronmental pollution.

The danger is already being 
documented. An article in the 
Jan. 5 edition of the Amarillo 
Globe-News, titled ' “Sick 
Pahtex Worker gets $ 150,000” 
states that “seven current 
Pantex workers and one former 
haver been diagnosed with 
chronic beryllium disease.” 
This is only the tip of the ice­
berg. The bottbiTi 'layers of the 
nuclettr  ̂ weapons iceberg can, 
and do, include a nightiriare of 
toxic pollution messes ranging 
from contamination of persons 
to contamination of soil and 
water.

Article after article in The 
Denier Post hati reported the

full range of dealing with a 
nuclear weapons facility -  
Rocky Flats -  which is located 
16 miles northwest of central 
denver. All of these articles can 
be accessed via Internet. Go to 
www.denverpost.com. Then 
click on “Archives.” Type in 
“Rocky Rats” for the topic. 
Check out the articles from 
1995 to 2001. A warning: This 
is not bedtime reading.

But what does the Rocky 
Rats Nuclear Weapons Plant 
have to do with Pantex, 
Amarillo, and the Panhandle of 
Texas? I will briefly quote 
from one article: S o u r c e The 
Denver Post, Page B-04, April 
10, 1997.

“AMARILLO, Texas -  
'Transfers of weapons-grade 

plutonium have begun into the 
Pantex Plant, the U.S. Dept, of 
Energy said Wednesday. The 
first shipment of weapons 
components, called pits,
arrived last month from the 
R(x:ky Flats Environmental 
Technology Site in Colorado, 
Pantex spokesman Tom
Walton said. Walton refused to 
specify when the first shipment 
arrived, how large it was, how 
many more was planned, and 
when they’re scheduled.” .

So the bottom line is that we 
got what Rock Rats had and 
that is not good news.

Now, however, in addition 
to all of that, we are now 
threatened with pigs, thou­
sands of pigs, in pig factories 
which are being approved by 
the TNRCC (Texas Natural 
Resources Conservation 
Commission). In just 10 years, 
th'ei Panhandle of Texas has 

I gone from supporting eight 
percent of the pigs in Tbxas to 
85 percent of tne pigs in Te^as. 
Numerous studies in other 
states have confirmed soil, air, 
and water pollution from the 
pig factories. ' 1

We need to be asking some 
questions:

1. Why arc our protective

agencies, specifically, the fed­
eral level, EPA and the state 
level TNRCC not protecting 
citizens in the areas of health, 
water, air and soil purity? A 
partial answer is that their 
hands are tied. They can only 
carry out the wishes of the leg­
islators -  our elected officials.

2. Are local, state, and fed­
erally-elected officials “chas­
ing the buck” too hard at the 
expense of the safety of their 
constituents?

3. Is it discriminatory for 
state and federal officials to 
approve potentially dangerous 
projects and sites in primarily 
sparsely populated areas with 
low voter density?

4. Shouldn’t individual 
rights in America be main­
tained across the board, not 
dependent upon the physical 
location in which a particular 
person has chosen to live?

5. Shouldn’t the people who 
live in those affected areas get 
to vote on these issues rather 
than have small committees 
who live far from those areas 
make the decisions? Dream on, 
huh?

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Study: Vitamin E may counteract some prescription medications
BOSTON (AP) — 

Loading up on vitamin E and 
other antioxidants is proba­
bly worthless for" heart 
patients and may even inter­
fere with widely used choles­
terol-lowering drugs, a study 
found.

Antioxidant nutrients, 
especially vitamin E, were 
widely recommended a few 
years ago as a promising way 
of keeping the heart healthy. 
However, several recent 
large studies that tested the 
idea failed to show any bene­
fit, and how a new one raises 
the possibility that the pills 
might even be harmful for 
some.

.The latest study is rela­
tively small and leaves some 
questions unanswered. 
Nevertheless, it is one'more 
bit of discouraging news for 
what once seemed like a 
cheap, simple way of ward­
ing off heart trouble.

The study suggests that 
antioxidants may blunt the 
benefits of statins and niacin, 
which are used to lower 
LDL, the bad form of choles­
terol, and raise HDL, the 
good kind of cholesterol that 
keeps the arteries flowing 
smoothly.

Antioxidants are “ not 
proven to be of any value. In 
fact, they interfere,” said Dr. 
B. Greg Brown of thé 
University of Washington.

Statins — sold under such 
brand names as Zocor, 
Pravachol, Lipitor, Mevacor 
and Lescol — are taken by 
millions of Americans and 
are recommended for mil­
lions more.

Antioxidants theoretically 
protect the heart’s arteries by 
blocking the damaging 
effects of oxygen. The 
approach works in animals,

- and studies show that healthy 
people who eat vitamin-rich 
food as well as take some 
antioxidant supplements 
seem to have less heart dis­
ease.

However, only one major 
study set up to rigorously test 
the theory in people._\vho 
already have heart disea.se 
has shown a benefit. Several 
others — including a British 
study of 20,000 patients 
released earlier this month
— have found no effect at 
all.

Brown’s research was 
conducted on 160 people 
with heart disease whose 
LDL levels were normal but 
HDL was low — under 35 in 
mep and 40 in women. This 
is a common situation, 
affecting about 40 percent of 
people with heart disease.

Doctors tested the effects 
of a combination of Zocor 
and niacin, which is vitamin 
B3 but not an antioxidant. 
Some also got large doses of 
four antioxidants — vitamins 
E and C, beta carotene and 
the trace element selenium.

The latest results of the 
study, funded by the National 
Institutes of Health, were 
published in Thursday’s New 
England Journal of 
Medicine. The report adds 
detail to an earlier version 
carried in the August issue of 
Atherosclerosis, Thrombosis 
and Vascular Biology.

After three years. Just 3 
percent of the people getting 
Zocor plus niacin suffered 
new heart attacks or strokes, 
had died, or needed bypass 
surgery or angioplasty. In

comparison, 14 percent of 
those who added antioxidants 
to their drugs had these bad 
outcomes.

Buildups in the patients’ 
arteries actually shrank slight­
ly in the patients on Zocor and 
niacin, while they increased 
minimally in those who also 
took antioxidants.

Brown attributed the poorer 
outcome in those on antioxi­
dants to a smaller rise in their 
HDL-2, a fraction of the HDL

cholesterol that appears to be 
especially protective.

Dr. Eric Rimm of the 
Harvard School of Public 
Health, who found an apparent 
benefit of vitamin E on healthy 
people in a study eight years 
ago, noted the latest study’s 
small size and the fact that it 
didn’t sort out the effects of 
various antioxidants, which 
may differ.

“ I don’t think it is so com- 
|x;lling that people should be

scared to take vitamin E,” he 
said, although “ the weight of 
the evidence suggests there 
probably is not a benefit in 
people with existing coronary 
disease.”

Dr. Norman Krinsky of 
Tufts University, who headed 
an Institute of Medicine panel 
on antioxidants, said the study 
“ raises a real question” about 
the pt)ssible interference of the 
nutrients with cholesterol 
drugs. But he said “a^blanket

condemnation of antioxidants 
for prevention may be prema­
ture.”

A second study in the jour­
nal, conducted by Dr. Guido 
Schnyder of the University of 
California at San Diego, 
found that another vitamin 
ccK'ktail is good for people 
undergoing balloon angio­
plasty. The combination of 
folic acid’, vitamin B12 and 
pyridoxine reduced the risk 
that arteries will clog up

again from 22 (rercent to 11 
percent.

I'he treatment apparently 
works by lowering levels of 
homocysteine, an amino acid 
long implicated m heart 
attacks.

Cholesterol drugs may look better on paper than in practice

ANAHEIM, Calif. (AP) — Two-thirds of people 
taking widely prescribed cholesteroM owering 
medicines drugs do not get as much benefit as drug 
company statements suggest they should, a study 
found .,

Although the reasons for this are not entirely 
clear, researchers suspect a simple answer: 
Patients do not take their pills as diligently as they 
should. ,

“I t ’s extremely difficult to get people to do 
anything on a routine basis,” said lead investiga­
tor Dr. Dennis L. Sprecher, whether it’s taking 
pills, eating healthier food or getting more exer­
cise.

All of these things can help people bring down 
dangerously high cholesterol levels. However, 
over the past decade, cholesterol-lowering drugs 
have become an increasingly important part of this 
combination as research demonstrates how they 
ward off heart attacks and death.

These benefits of the pills, known collectively 
as statins, have been proven in carefully conducted 
large studies. Sprecher and colleagues at the 
Cleveland Clinic set out to learn whether they 
work as well in ordinary practice as they do in 
those formal experiments.

He presented his results at the opening of the 
American Heart Association’s annual scientificA
meeting in Anaheim. They were based on a follow

up of 375 patients who began statin treatment at 
the Cleveland Clinic.

The doctors checked whether the prescriptions 
had lowered the patients’ levels of LDL, the bad kind 
of cholesterol that increases the risk of heart trouble.

After at least one follow-up visit, they found 
that 66 percent of them benefitted less than would 
be predicted by the so-called “ package insert,” the 
instructions for doctors that are written by drug 
makers and approved and edited by the Food and 
Drug Administration. Parts of these instructions 
are included in drug advertising.

Eighteen percent of patients showed no change 
in their LDL levels or had even worse readings 
than when they started.

Dr. Valentin Fuster of Mt. Sinai Medicitl Center 
in New York City said the new research “ says that 
those inserts have nothing to do with reality.”

Predictions in the package inserts are based on 
the findings of studies in which patients are care­
fully chosen and frequently reminded to take their 
pills as instructed. In ordinary life, however, peo­
ple are typically told once by doctors why they 
need the medicines and then sent home with their 
prescriptions.

Sprecher said his research shows that occasion­
al prompting can be helpful. Compliance improved 
25 percent when high school students were hired to 
call patients once a month and remind them to take 
their statins.

He said there is no biological reason to inspect 
that the drugs fail to lower cholesterol as well in

ordinary life as they do in formal studies if they are 
taken properly.

In May, the federal governm ent’s National 
Cholesterol Education Program issued new guide­
lines for who should take statins. At the meeting 
Sunday, Dr. Gilbert J. L'ltaline of the University of 
M aryland said this mcreases the number of 
Americans who would benefit from the drugs from 
about 15 million to 36 million. Sixty percent are 
meh and 40 percent are women.

Dr. Robert Corti of Mt. Sinai also presented new 
evidence of how statins protect the heart. His 
group u.sed magnetic imaging scans to look at the 
same buildups in patients’ hearts over two years 
while on the drugs.

He found that these lumps, called plaque, began 
to shrink after one year and were about one-quar­
ter smaller after two years. Perhaps even more 
important, however, was evidence that they had 
grown harder and less likely to break.

Experts believe that plaque rupture is the main 
underlying cause of heart attacks, since this trig­
gers the formation of bhuHl clots that choke of the 
heart’s internal blood supply. Firm lumps are con­
sidered much less dangerous than soft, squishy 
ones.

Treating anemia attributed with saving lives after heart attacks
BOSION (AP) Doctors 

can save the lives of many elder­
ly heart attack victims by quickly 
giving blcKxl transfusions to 
those who have even mild ane­
mia, a study found.

Reseaahers said this advice, if 
widely adopted, could save thou­
sands of people in the United 
States each year. Taking care of 
anemia is probably as important 
as giving aspirin, beta bkxkers or 
clot-dis.solving dmgs, which are 
already standard care for heart 
attacks.

The size of the benefit 
depends on how anemic people 
are. But even those with mild

cases lower their risk of death by 
one-quarter during the first ' 
month of recovery if they get 
transfusions. The risk falls by 
twtvthirds among the severely 
anemic.

Anemia is common among 
the elderly, and drxtors routinely 
check for it. 'Fhere is no con.sen- 
sus ab(>ut how to u.se the infor­
mation, and willingness to give 
transfusions after heart attacks 
vanes widely among dixtors.

“There is very little evidence 
about the role of anemia in 
[xitienls having heart attacks*or 
when you should give them 
blood transfusions.” said Dr.

Harlan Krumholz of Yale 
University.

His study confirmed the link 
between anemia ueatment and 
survival in a review of 78,974 
Medicare patients treated for 
heart attacks in 1994 and 1995. 
The results were published in the 
New England Journal of 
Medicine.

Doctors test foe anemia by 
measuring the percentage of oxy­
gen-carrying red cells in the 
bltxxi. Typically, patients are 
considered to have anemia if red 
cells make up less than 39 per- 

.cent of their total blood.
The latest study found dex'tors

should give'transfusions if heart- 
attack victims’ readings are 
below 33|Percent. In their study, 
10 percent of patients had per­
centages this low.

In general, they found that the 
greater patients’ anemia, the 
more likely they are to get trans­
fusions, but many doctors tieat 
only relatively severe cases. 
Overall, about one-quarter of 
those with readings under 33 
percent got extra bkxxl.

DiK'tors need to be careful

not to administer bkxxl need­
lessly. I he study raised the pos­
sibility that going transfusions 
to those w ith levels over .36 per­
cent might actually be harmful.

■'A substantial number of 
lives may be saved when trans­
fusions are administered to 
patients" with heart attacks who 
ha\e ic'd cell levels below 33 
IXTcent. concluded an editonal 
by Drs. Diwrencc Gixxlnough 
and Kichaid Bach of 
Wash mgton Uni \ ersity.

Menopause hormones linked to dry eye syndrome
CHICAGO (AP) — 

Hormones taken by millions 
of women at menopause can 
increase the risk of dry eye 
syndrome, which in .severe 
cases can affect vision, a 
study found.

In the study of 25,389 
women 49 and older, those 
taking estrogen alone were 
about 70 percent more likely 
to have the syndrome than 
women not using the supple­
ments. Women taking both 
estrogen and progesterone 
faced a 30 percent increa.sed 
risk.

The findings appear in a 
recent i.ssue of Journal of the 
American Medical
Association.

It is among the first studies 
linking hormone supplements 
to dry eye syndrome, said 
researcher, Debra Schaumberg 
of Harvard University’s

Brigham and Women’s 
Hospital. ”

Hormone supplements 
relieve symptoms such as hot 
flashes and night sweats that 
happen when women’s bodies 
stop making natural estrogen 
and progesterone. In addition, 
they can protect against osteo­
porosis. But they have also

been linked to an increased 
risk of breast cancer.

While the new findings 
may complicate the already 
complex decision about 
whether to take hormones at 
menopause, Schaumberg said 
health decisions should not be 
made “ on the basis of a single 
study.”

Parcells turns down offer to coach Bucs

TAMPA, Fla. (AP) —  Ten 
years later. Bill Parcells’ 
response to the Tampa Bay 
Buccaneers was the same.

Thanks, but no thanks.
The two-time Super Bowl 

champion coach on Friday 
night turned down offer to 
return to the sideline with the 
Buccaneers, saying he wasn’t 
committed to doing what is nec­
essary to lead the team to a 
championship.

The move left owner 
Malcolm Glazer and his sttns 
scrambling to come up with an 
alternative to the only candidate 
under consideration to replace 
Tony Dungy.

"Bill Parcells, early this 
evening, told us that he would 
not be returning to coaching,” 
Bucs executive vice president 
Joel Glazer said in a one-para­
graph statement. <

“In our continued pursuit of 
a championship, we remain 
confident that our new coach

will utilize the solid foundation 
that we have built t6 achieve our 
goals.”

It’s not the first time Parcells 
has rejected the Bucs. He also 
did it after the 1991 season, 
when Tampa Bay thought it had 
an agreement only to be disap­
pointed at the last minute.

'Irie 60-year-old Parcells 
called the current Tampa Bay 
job one of the most appealing 
he’s ever been offered. But he 
.said the opportunity just didn’t 
feel right.

“I didn’t want to go down 
there for one or two years, and 
then not be able to follow 
through with what I know to be 
the type of effort that has to be 
in place in order to succeed in 
this competitive industry,” 
Parcells said on Sporting News 
Radio, which carries his weekly 
show.

“ I’m finished coaching. 
There aren’t going to be any 
more mmors about me coach­
ing. 1 just feel like I couldn’t 
make the commitment to do it. 
... You just can’t kid yourself, 
you got to know that.”

The Bucs fired Dungy, the

most successful coach in the 
team’s 26-year history, Monday 
night — two days after a 31-9 
loss to Philadelphia in the first 
round of the playoffs.

Dungy was 54-42 in six sea­
sons, and Tampa Bay is one of 
just three teams to make the 
playoffs each of the past three 
seasons. But two years removed 
front an appearance in the NFC 
Championship game, Glazer 
felt a change was necessary to 
get to the team to the Super 
Bowl.

There were rumors all sea­
son that Parcells was preparing 
to come out of retirement with 
Tampa Bay, which overcame a 
slow start to make the playoffs 
for the fourth time in five years.

When Parcells spumed the 
Bucs 10 years ago, then-owner 
Hugh Culverhouse said he felt 
like “we’ve been jilted at the 
altar.” This time, the news 
stmck some as poetic justice 
because of the messy way the 
team handled Dungy’s firing.

The first sign that the plan to 
hire Parcells was falling apart 
came when the Jets announced 
Friday that Mike Tannepbaum,

thought to be Parcells’ hand­
picked choice to be Tampa 
Bay’s new general manager, 
was remaining in New York.

Tannenbaum, who inter­
viewed with the Bucs on 
Wednesday and Thursday, 
would have replaced Rich 
McKay as Tampa Bay’s prima­
ry' player contract negotiator 
and salary cap expert.

McKay was offered the posj,- 
tion of team president, but' 
wanted to wait until after' 
Parcells was hired to decide 
whether to stay with the organi­
zation.

“ It’s hard for me to believe 
that he’s not going to be the 
coach after everything that has 
been said and done in the past 
few days,” Pro Bowl linebacker 
Derrick Brooks said.

Earlier Friday, the Bucs con­
firmed receiving a letter from 
the NFL warning Parcells and 
the team that they could be pun­
ished for attempting to assem­
ble a staff that included people 
still under contract to other 
teams.

Parcells won two Super 
Bowls with the New York

Giants and rebuilt New England 
and the Jets into title contenders 
before walking out on each of 
those teams.

Uncertainty about his desire 
to coach again has had an 
impact on the Pro Football Hall 
of Fame ballot the past two 
years.

He was a finalist for election 
last January and is among the 
15 finalists again this year. But 
because a coach isn’t eligible 
while he is still working, he 
would be removed from the bal­
lot if he came out of retirement.

After failing to be elected a 
year ago, Parcells suggested 
one reason was the voters 
thought he might return to 
coaching. The ballot was 
released later than usual this 
year because Hall of Fame offi­
cials were concerned that he 
might take the Tampa Bay job.

Parcells said the issue did not 
affect Friday’s decision. He also 
was adamant that will not 
change his mind.

“Absolutely not. I’m done,” 
he told CNNSI.com. “This was 
the last job I will ever consider. 
I’m just not doing it any more.”

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Wo C a ir lists in Texas 
effective as of January

On Jan. 1, Texans were given a way to reduce unwanted 
telemarketing calls. The Public Utility Commission of 
Texas (PUC) produced two “no call” lists for consumers. 
The first list is a general “do not call” list. Every telemar­
keting business in Texas is given a list of customers who do 
not wish to be solicited; however, non-profit an<J charity 
organizations, telemarketers who already have a business 
relationship with a customer, or companies attempting to 
collect a debt are exempt from the system.

By paying a $2.25 fee, consumers will be eliminated 
from receiving the calls from unwanted Texas telemar­
keters for three years. The second list, called the “electric 
no call” list applies only to retail electric providers and the 
consumer’s electric service. A $2.55 fee is placed on this 
fcrvice.

Consumers can sign-up at www.TexasNoCall.com. 
Utilize the Internet for an easy, automated method that pro­
vides instant registration. The site is available 24-hours a 
day, seven days a week, 365 days a year. To register by 
mail, use the printable registration form , at 
www.TexasNoCall.com, or request a registration form by 
calling 1-866-896-6225 or writing: Texas No Call, P.O. 
Qox 313, E. Walpole, MA 02032. To register by phone, call 
toll-free 1-866-896-6225.

On-line and telephone registrations must be paid by cred­
it card. Mailed applications may be paid by credit card or 
by check made payable to Texas No Call. Residential cus­
tomers may register for both “No Call Lists” at a cost of 
$4.80.

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Texas Bass brothers to sell cattle feeding operation
KANSAS C ITY, Mo. (AP) 

— One of the nation's largest 
cattle feeders. National Harms, 
plans to sell its seven feedlots 
after memtx;rs of the owning 
family decided they want out 
of the beef business.

National f-'arms, based in 
Kansas City, has six feedlots 
in the Kansas Mint Hills and 
one in Greeley, Colo. The lots 
combined can hold 270.()(K) 
head, making National F-arms 
the country’s sixth largest 
feeder by capacity.

The company, owned by 
the Bass brothers of Fort 
Worth, Texas, is also consider­
ing .selling its 40-acre develop­
ment m Kansas City’s West 
Bottoms warehouse district-.

National •Harms chief exec­
utive officer Bill Haw’ said 
plunging cattle prices had

nothing to do with the family’s 
decision. Two of the four'Bass 
brothers had decided they no 
longer liked dealing in cattle, 
he said.

“ Wc have always really 
made more money selling 
businesses than operating 
them." Haw said "I’roduction 
agriculture is a tough business. 
It was a strategic decision 
within the Bass family that it 
IS time to do something differ­
ent.”

Haw said it had not been 
decided whether the Kan.sas 
City development would be 
sold or rolled into another 
Bass brothers entity. The 
development is home to a 
recently completed a $26 mil 
I ion. 160,000-squaie-foot 
headquarters building for 
Butler Manufacturing.

The decision to sell the 
feedlots, whose fixed assets 
alone are worth $50 million, 
was made Jan. 9, Haw said, 
and already there is interest in 
them. He said he recently 

'showed the Greeley feedlot to 
four sets of potential buyers.

After a couple of good 
years, cattle prices tanked dur­
ing the summer, when a glut of 
cattle hit the market. The situ­
ation worsened after the reces­
sion and the Sept. 11 attacks 
depres.sed the travel and 
restaurant busine.sses.

“ I e.stimate the cattle feed­
ing industry may have lost 
about $3 billion in equity 
.sense then,” said Steve Kay, 
publisher of Cattle Buyers 
Weekly. "The average loss 
could be as high as $75 to 
$100 a head, which is very

I would venture 
losses will continue for anoth­
er few months.”

Kay said there will be big 
interest within the industry in 
buying National Farms’ feed- 
lots.

“The climate for building

new feedlots is extremely neg­
ative, extremely challenging,” 
Kay said. “ It is a rare opportu­
nity for a major, multiyard 
operation to come onto the 
market, the chance for opera­
tors to buy new feedlots. I . 
imagine they will be snapped

up.
Haw said that the company 

had sold its hog raising opera­
tions in the past few years and 
that he was not sure whether 
there is a next step for 
National Farms once the cattle 
feedlots are sold.

Report: State ends year 
with mixed crop yields

AUSTIN — The end-of-year crop estimates 
for 2001 released by the Texas Agricultural 
Statistics Service show that yields fof many 
crops improved yields from 2000, but variable 
conditions throughout the state resulted in 
lower yields and large abandonment in many 
areas due to poor growing conditions.

The 2001 Texas Upland cotton crop totaled 
4.15 million bales, 5 percent above 2000. An 
estimated 4.2 million acres were harvested, 5 
percent fewer than in 2000. Planted cotton 
acreage totaled 6.0 million acres, 6 percent 
fewer than in 2000. Harvested acreage pro­
duced a yield of 474 pounds per acre, com­
pared with 430 pounds last year.

Corn production was estimated at 167.6 
million bushels, down 29 percent from 2000. 
Statewide yield was estimated at 118 bushels 
per acre, 6 bushels fewer than in 2000. 
Harvested acreage was estimated at 1.42 mil­
lion acres, down 25 percent from 2000.

Texas peanut production was estimated at 
855 million pounds, up 22 percent from last 
year. Statewide yield, at 2,850 pounds per 
acre, was 310 pounds above 2000.

Sorghum production was estimated at 72.8 
million hundredweight (cwt), 9 percent below 
2000. Harvested acreage was estimated at 
2.60 million acres, up 11 percent from 2000.• 
Yield, at 2,800 pounds per acre, was 616

pounds lower than the previous year.
Rice production totaled 14.5 million cwt, 1 

percent more than the previous year. 
Statewide yield averaged 6,700 pounds per 
acre, tying the record set a year ago.

The 2001 Texas soybean crop was estimat­
ed at 5.67 milliqn bushels, down 19 percent 
from the previous year’s production. 
Harvested acreage was estimated at 210,00b 
acres, down. 19 percent; yield was estimated 
at 27 bushels per acre, the same as in 2000.

Production of all hay was estimated at 10.8 
million tons, 22 percent more than in 2000. 
Harvested acreage was up 27 percent, and 
yield was estimated at 2.07 tons, compared 
with 2.16 tons last year.

United States corn production, at 9.51 bil­
lion bushels, was down 4 percent from 2000. 
Yield was estimated at 138.2 bushels per acre, 
1.3 bushels from a year earlier. The U.S. 
sorghum crop was estimated at 288.1 million 
cwt, up 9 percent from 2000. The U.S. Upland 
cotton crop totaled 19.4 million bales, up 16 
percent from 2000. Soybean production was 
estimated at 2.89 billion bushels, up 5 percent 
from 2000. The U.S. peanut crop was estimat­
ed at 4.24 billion pounds, up 30 ptercent from 
a year ago. U.S. rice production was estimat­
ed at 213 million cwt, up 12 percent from 
2000.

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Prolific writer says he’s inspired by angels

AUSTIN -— At 8 o ’clock on a 
December night 14 years ago, Austin 
author Bud Shrake wrote the last 
word of a book on a yellow legal 
pad, stood and stepped outside his 
house. He walked down a short flight 
of wooden stairs and stopped on the 
landing, breathing in the cool air of 
the navy-blue night.

While he looked at the lights of 
town, a rush of pleasure hit him as he 
realfzed that “ Willie,” a biography 
of local singer Willie Nelson, was 
done.

Then, whoosh! Something Hew 
over his shoulder, something big 
enough and fast enough to spook 
him and make his heart race.

“ I was standing on the landing to 
the staircase,” Shrake remembers, 
“ and then something went THUP, 
THUP, THUP. I thought I saw some­
thing go like this,” and he flaps his 
mammoth hands like wings. “ I 
swear I felt it,” he says. “ It was like 
an explosion on my right shoulder.”

It could have been a real bird, 
Shrake says, maybe a nighthawk.

But he believes it was an angel. 
Or two.

Little did Shrake know that the 
angels would return to help him fin­
ish his newest novel, “ Billy Boy.”

In Shrake’s feel-good tale pub­
lished in October, an angel named
John Bredemus — based on the real 
man who designed Fort Worth’s 
Colonial Country Club in the 1930s
—  befriends 16-year-old Billy Boy 
in the cowboy-tough world of 1951 
Fort Worth.

Shrake knew of Bredemus, the 
eccentric golf-course designer who 
traveled alone with a sack of books 
and a checkerboard.

“ It’s amazing that Bredemus did 
, everything that he did, in so many 

areas,” says Shrake, a novelist, 
screenwriter, playwright and former 
Sptorts Illustrated writer. “ You can’t 
find one person in a million who’s 
heard of him. I thought, ‘My I^rd , 
why hasn’t anybody written a book 
about this guy?’ ”

Starting his new book, Shrake 
decided Bredemus would be Billy 
Boy’s mentor. There was only one 
problem: Well into the book, Shrake 
learned that Bredemus died in 1946
— and Shrake’s story was set in 
1951.

“ I thought, ‘How can he be 
dead?’ ” Shrake says. “ 1 see him so 
clearly in this story. Then, lik’e Billy 
Boy, I realized Bredemus must be an 
angel.”

In many ways, “ Billy Boy” mir­
rors Shrake’s life. It’s a story of 
redemption, of integrity, of finding 
the courage to quiet the demons of 
doubt that cruelly whisper, “ You 
can’t be true to yourself.”

And like Billy Boy, Shrake found 
redemption in angels.

In 1985, after 30 years of hard 
drinking, Shrake’s kidneys and liver 
were failing and he had been diag­
nosed with diabetes. An Austin doc­
tor told Shrake he would be dead in 
six months if he didn’t stop drinking 
and smoking. He quit both that sum­
mer day.

Although his health improved, 
Shrake feared his creativity had died.

“ I was fairly sure my writing life 
was over,” he says. “ I couldn’t imag­
ine writing without a cigarette burn­
ing in the ashtray and another one in 
my mouth and without booze to look 
forward to.”

Shrake gave himself a tough task: 
Write a novel, on an old, beat-up 
Smith Corona Skywriter typewriter, 
without drinking or smoking. He 
produced “ Night Never Falls,” about 
the French Wars in Indochina and 
Algeria. The book, which got good 
reviews but was largely ignored by 
the public, looked at what Shrake 
describes as the future of war —  ter­
rorism. Shrake’s self-doubts resur­
faced two years later when Nelson 
asked Shrake to write his biography. 
Shrake had never written a long, 
nonfiction book.

“ It occurred to me that I know 
how to do this,” he said, recalling his 
magazine exjjerience with long, first- 
person profiles. Shrake said, “ I went 
to a psychic, and she said, ‘Your 
guardian angels are . . .’ and she 
named them for me and said they’re 
going to guide you through this.”

His confidence renewed, Shrake 
resumed work, this time writing on 
yellow legal pads. He finished 
“ Willie” that December night in 
1987, then walked outside. “ It didn’t 
scare me. but it .startled me,” he said 
of the creature — or creatures — that 
flew over his shoulder. After a few 
moments, he felt calm.

“ It dawned on me, those are the 
angels taking flight,” he said. 
“They’ve finished their work.”

To believe in angels
Like the fictional Billy Boy, 

Shrake was raised by an alcoholic 
father. Edwin was a handsome, 
genial and successful cattleman who 
taught Bud’s younger brother, Bruce, 
how to play golf. He bought Bud his 
first horse, “ Pet,” which Bud rode to 
sch(X)l when he missed the bus.

But Edwin Shrtke turned mean 
and abusive when he drank, and Bud 
and Bruce u.sed to lie awake at night 
listening to their parents fight. As 
Bud grew older, he fought with his 
father, getting smacked in the mouth 
and responding with a crixjuet mallet 
or ba.seball bat.

Edwin Shrake’s drinking eventu­
ally left his family penniless, and at 
the age of 11, Bud started working at 
a grocery store.

Like Billy Boy. Shrake also grew 
up working on ranches — he'spent 
summers on the Rathgeber Ranch 
near Waco and the Lake Ranch in 
Pecos — digging post holes, testing 
wild horses and learning the com­
plexities of golf swings and beautiful 
girls. And Jike Billy Boy, Shrake 
learned to believe in angels. In Fort 
Worth, Shrake’s mother dragged him 
to the Baptist church .services he 
despised, but he was greatly affected 
by her deep spiritual beliefs.

“ It never would have occurred to 
her to question the presence of 
angels,” he says. “ They talked to 
her, and she talked to them.”

Shrake emulated his mother. 
“ I’ve had conversations with angels 
from time to time in my life,” he 
says. “As a little boy, I was a loner 
and spent as much time talking to
angels as anybtxiy else. I couldn’t 
talk to my mother. She was so 
devout, I might slip and say some­

thing like ‘damn.’ I couldn’t talk to 
my father because he wouldn’t lis­
ten.”

Yet Shrake was not unhappy, say­
ing his childhood seemed very ordi­
nary. “ It was pretty rough, but I did­
n’t know it,” he says. “ I was a disas­
sociated little boy. I’ve never in my 
life felt lonely because I entertained 
myself. Imagination rules the world. 
It’s always been my best friend.”

On a recent sunny Sunday morn­
ing at a West Lake Hills cpffee shop, 
the 70-year-old Shrake ponders a 
question. Has his creative well ever 
run dry?

“ Not yet,” he says, rapping his 
’ big knuckles twice on the table and 

flashing a broad smile. More than an 
hour into the conversation, he’s taken 
only a couple of bites of his raisin 
muffin, and his cup of decaffeinated 
coffee has grown cold.

“ I’ve got so many things I want to 
do,” he says. “ I thought when I 
reached this age I’d be certified to be 
a mummy, but it’s just the opposite.”

Shrake wears his age as comfort­
ably as he does his loafers without 
socks. The reddish-brown hair of his 
youth now is grayish-white, as thick 
as ever, and it gently curls around his 
ears. His wild, bushy eyebrows 
sprout over his burning greenish- 
blue eyes, and the lines under his 
eyes crinkle when he smiles.

He is tall — 6 feet 6 inches —  and 
when he stands, it seems he never 
will stop rising.

Since 1989, he has “kept compa­
ny” with former Texas Gov. Ann 
Richards, whose charisma and wit 
are a perfect match for his energy 
and charm. They travel together, cat 
out, go to plays and — their favorite 
activity — go to movies and eat pop­
corn {but no butter, please).

“This is the only relationship I’ve 
ever had in my life that was com­
pletely guilt-free,” says the 68-year- 
old Richards. “ Each of us is totally 
free to live our lives and do the 
things we want to do without the 
other feeling that it intrudes or takes 
up space.”

For Shrake, life is one delightful 
day after another.

“ I’m very happy,” he says. “ I’m 
alive. I’m healthy, I’m functioning. I 
love my house and‘thy dog and my 
cat, and I love my friends. I’ve been 
very lucky. I’m a lot happier now 
than 1 was in my 20s, 30s and 40s.” 

Talking with angels
“ Billy Boy” balances sweetness 

with meanness, mysticism with cyn­
icism and heavenly golf shots with 
shanks.

“ He didn’t make it seem goofy or 
New Age,” says Bill Wittliff, screen­
writer of the movie “The Perfect 
Storm” and Shrake’s friend for more 
than 30 years. “ It’s just matter of 
fact. It doesn’t put on airs.”

As a result, conversations with 
angels flow naturally. Billy Boy talks 
to Bredemus. Renowned Texas 
golfer Ben Hogan, who also takes 
Billy Boy under his wing, converses 
with an angel named Hennie Bogan. 
And late in the book, Bredemus 
helps Billy Boy make peace with his 
father, who has been killed. Jody 
Gent, Shrake’s assistant for 16 years,
says the first draft of “ Billy Boy” 
was close to being the finished ver­
sion because of Shrake’s familiarity

with the Fort Worth of the 1950s. 
“ He just wrote it like that. It was 
already that precise,” she says. “This 
bqpk just came out perfect. It came 
out complete.”

Years ago, as a young sportswriter 
and police reporter at the Fort Worth 
Press, Shrake learned to write fast, to 
stay ahead of the assignments stack­
ing up on the spike on his editor’s 
desk. He also learned to drink, fast; 
he and Gary Cartwright, his police 
beat competitor at the Fort Worth 
Star-Telegram, drank beer at the 
Office Lounge, the bar across the 
street from the police station. The 
copy boy would sufnmon them when 
a big story was breaking.

From the Press, Shrake went to 
the Dallas Times Herald and then 
The Dallas Morning News. As the 
sports columnist there, Shrake 
learned to write even faster, churning 
out six columns a week and outrac- 
ing the terror that asked, “ What am I 
going to write about tomorrow?”

“ He’s going to write, no matter 
what,” Gent says. “ It’s becauije he 
was a newspaper reporter. He’s never 
missed a deadline, since I’ve known 
him,.of any kind.” Shrake became a 
novelist during his newspaper days, 
getting up at 2 or 3 a.m. to work on 
his first book, published in 1962, 
“ Blood Reckoning.”

By 1992, he was a successful 
writer — relatively well-known and 
comfortable. He became famous by 
writing “ Harvey Penick’s Little Red 
Book,” still the best-selling sports 
book of all time.

Shrake’s discipline is evident not 
only in his writing habits. He lifts 
weights.three days a week at a local 
gym. He gets up at 7:30 a.m., reads 
the paper and eats breakfast. He 
takes Feeney and Merlin — his black 
Labrador retriever and Norwegian 
Forest cat — for daily walks. After 
lunch, he works until the evening 
news comes on TV. Work might be 
writing, taking notes, perfecting a 
piece of dialogue or staring out the 
window and daydreaming.

“ Every day, I try to do something 
that furthers the process,” he says.

Now, Shrake is deep into his next 
project, a play titled “ Benchmark” 
that he co-wrote with London theater 
director Mlchaei R u d t r i a n . * “

“ We joke that Bud is a hermit,” 
Richards said. “ He sits out there on 
that hill with an owl on his shoulder 
and is wise. In truth, he’s working. 
He’s like a little writing factory. He 
keeps churning it out, either a play or 
new book or relooking at a screen­
play. I’ll be gone on a trip and come 
back and say, ‘How are things. Bud? 
What happened while 1 was gone?’ 
He’ll say, ‘A lot has happened, but 
nothing has changed.’ ”

Expansive wings
So much has changed in Shrake's 

life, and so much has stayed the 
same for the man who calls himself a 
Christian Rosecrucian Buddhist 
Unitarian. He says he believes in one 
God, and that’s good enough for 
him.

Shrake calls himself a retired rev­
erend: Decades ago, he became a 
certified minister by mail-ordering a 
license from the Universal Life 
Church and performed five wedding 
ceremonies.

Shrake’s life is much quieter now.

Fort Worth rodeo embraces Mexican heritage

FORT WORTH (AP) — Rosie

which riders use two hands to hold 
onto biKking broncos and boistcr- 

; ous bulla as a mariachi band plays.
Í Tobar’s family saw that and more 
Í at “Exhibición Cotarra Mexicana Y 
í Concierto,” a show performed twice 
; last week at the 106th Southwestern 
^Exposition and Livestock Show, 
which runs through Fteb. 3.

“ Sometimes you get so involved 
‘in your own life that you forget your 
heritage, especially the kids,’'  Tobar 
said. ‘T think this is great to see 
events celebrating the Hispanic cul­
ture in a new way.”

: But aomè My the culture has faded

from modern-day rodeo events, 
where American cowboys seem to 
be motivated more by prize money 
than carrying on the riding tradition 
as an art form.

“A lot of people have lost the 
foundation of it and don’t know how 
much Mexico was part of rodeo,” 
*said acclaimed trick rider Gerardo 
“ Jerry” Diaz, who produced ttie 
Mexican rodeo exhibition in Fort 
Worth. “ I do this to show beautiful, 
intricate moves with horsemanship 
and bring a little bit of heritage with 
it.”

Through the years the Hispaiiic 
culture has had a growing influence 
on the Fort Worth stock show and 
rodeo, rich in its own traditions 
since it started in 1896 on a ‘creek 
bank.

Delbert Bailey, who has been in 
charge of publicity for the event 

' since the late 1960s, said a Hispanic 
group approached him about 20 
years ago and asked'to be included 
in special events.

'This year marks the 19th annual 
‘‘Fiesta Nite at the Rodeo,” spon­
sored by the Feurt Worth Hispanic 
Chamber of Commerce, which usu­
ally sells all its 800 tickets ftu one

tegular rodeo perfotmance, dinner 
and dance. -

*Tt’s all . about ‘who ,;we are, 
because Latinos are here to stay,” 
said Denise Botello, ibb group’s 
economic development manager. 
“ It’s a wonderful way that people 
can learn more about the Mexican 
culture.”

Rodeo officials wanted to keep 
fiesta night, held the first night of 
Professional Rodeo Cowboys 
Association-sanctioned rddeo com­
petition, but add events to attract, 
more Hispanic visittus.

This year’s stock show and rodeo 
started a week earii«r tban usual to 
accommodate addHional livestock^ 
show entries and exhibit, so mga- 
nizers decided to have two nights 
for entertainment by Diaz of New 
Braunfels. ■

“This was great, and it teaches 
those'not in this nationality about 
M exican' rikleos,’’ said Dee Ann 
Torres, who attended one of the 
Ibowa.

but it’s hard to leave his company. 
His speech is smtxiih and pleasant, 
like the gurgling of a mountain 
stream, and his constant eye contact 
lets you know he’s really listening.

“ Somehow^you think that Bud 
knows the answer, whatever that 
might be,” Richards says. “And if 
you could just be with him long 
enough and be around him long 
enough, you’d know what the answer 
is, too. He has a certain inner securi­
ty and a sort of aura that attracts peo­
ple to him. In the old political days 
we called that charisma, but with 
Bud it’s more mystical.”

Shrake says the best way to con­
tact angels is to be quiet and listen.. 
At the colTee shop, he weighs anoth­
er question. Are your angels with 
you today?

“ Yes,” he immediately answers.
How do you know?
“ I just know.”
The angels, he says, help him over 

the humps. “ I think they change 
places with me,” he says. “ There’s 
not one that stays with me. Different 
angels seem to come for different 
things I’m working on.”

But for the humble writer, nothing 
is ever perfect.

On a sheet of white paper next to 
the computer in his office is this 
Mark Twain quote: “The difference 
between the right word and almost 
the right word is the difference 
between lightning and a lightning 
bug.’’

“ I’m not a fan of* mine,” Shrake 
says. “ When I read something I 
write, the first things I see are ways it 
could have been a lot better.”

Yet Shrake has many fans, includ­
ing the writers who have taken 
refuge under his expansive wings 
and then soared into their own suc­
cessful careers.

In 1958, Shrake helped 
Cartwright land a sportswriting job 
at the Fort Worth Press.

“ Bud knew he was going to be a 
writer, and ! didn’t,” says 
Cartwright, tlow a novelist apd long­
time Texas Monthly writer. “ But 
through his friendship and encour­
agement, I dared try it.”

St. Louis author Michael 
MacCambridge says Shrake is “ sort 
of this'quiet patron saint of writers.”

In 1988, Shrake gave 
MacCambridge a gentle nudge, 
encouraging him to write a book 
about Sports Illustrated and intro­
ducing him to an agent.

“ H« does a lot of quiet things that 
you figure out later were very impor­
tant,” MacCambridge says. “ It’s just 
something he does, not to show off, 
but because he truly likes gtxxl writ­
ing.”

Shrake is puzzled by the praise. “ I 
was just doing what comes natural­
ly.” he says.

There's just a dollop of self-dep- 
recation in Shrake’s words, refresh­
ing perspective from a respected 
author who says if he works real 
hard, someday he’ll be a good 
writer.

“ Bud is a very deep well,” his 
friend Wittliff says. “ There’s gotxl 
water down there.”
