TV In Review

H O LLYW O O D  (U P l)  -  
There has never been a greater 
need for first-class consumer 
reporting on television, but. by 
and larger thenetworks' prime 
time hours offer relatively little 
in th is crucial area of public 
service

I mean, nature documen­
taries. scientific studies with a 
traditional academic slant, and 
other news-feature broadcasts 
certa in ly have a place in the 
o v e r a l l  s c h e m e  o f  
p r o g r a m m i n g  a t  th e  
com m erc ia l networks But 
because these video organi­
zations are so dependent on 
advertisers, one gets the feeling 
that, outside of the straight 
news shows. NBC-TV's morning 
"Today" series and some other 
non-prime time programs, we 
are not lik e ly  to see tough 
consumer affairs reporting on 
te levis ion any more than is 
absolutely necessary to ease a 
corporate conscience

And. in America's current 
day-to-day world, with working 
people facing unexpected new 
choices in the way they may 
have to spend their money and 
adjust the ir life  styles out of 
necessity, commercial video 
must step up its "everyman" 
documentkries or face a loss of 
honor

Can Recall Some
Offhand. I can recall prime 

time network documentaries on 
such everyman subjects as the 
cost of medical care and the job 
value of a college education, 
and these were good topics of 
the kind that touch viewers' 
bankbooks The programs may 
not have been as esoteric as. 
say. ABC -TV 's recent hour 
about primal man or the same 
network's latest Jacques Cous­
teau underwater documentary, 
bu t they su re ly  had more 
im m edia te  bearing on the

House Votes

matters like the Wall Street 
'Situation for small investors, 
naming companies and their 
trends, industries and their 
trends, and avoiding the once- 
o v e r - l i g h t l y  g l o s s y  
s u p e rf ic ia lity  that usually 
sidesteps the really important 
specifics

I mean prime time reports 
that deal, by name, with the 
necessities and luxuries, the 
goods and services, that may 
well be advertised on television 
Food, clothing, detergents, used 
cars as well as new. stereo 
equipment, video sets. toys, 
gadgets.' beer, soft drinks, 
soaps, cosmetics and on and on 

And why aren't there occa­
sional prime time programs 
that, like national classified 
ads. give an accurate rundown 
to viewers on the job situations 
in certain industries or profes­
s io n !,  nam ing  towns and 
companies where, say. help 
may be needed"* And giving 
specific details about such jobs 
and labor situations

But stars that pass within a 
few light years of the sun every 
couple of m illion  years must 
perturb or alter the orbits of 
a n c ie n t  c o m e ts  Such 
p e rtu rb a tio ns  could either 
retard the motion of comets and 
throw them toward the sun or 
tu rn  them  out of the solar 
sys tem  This is how Oort 
accounts fo r the continual 
arrival of comets mto the inner 
solar system

Comets that come in toward 
the sun subsequently develop 
orbits of high accentricity and. 
after several perihelion passes, 
are so perturbed by the planets 
th a t th e y  becoihe e ithe r 
periodic comets or are flung out 

“ irT th e  s o la r 'T y s te m  on ' 
hyperbolic orbits 

Oort believes that although 
the supply of comets in the 
cloud is diminishing, there are 
s till great numbers of comets 
remaining He has calculated 
tha t more than 100 b illion 
comets exist with a combined 
mass equdtto l-IOOto 1-10 of the 
massof the earth 

Although comets can dazzle 
th e  o b s e rv e r w ith  th e ir  
b r il l ia n c e  and size, many 

'  astronomers feel that a typical 
comet may be only one trillionth 
as massi ve as the earth 

As la rge  as they are in 
appearance, comets are. for the 
most part loosely distributed 
gases and-dust A ta il of a

iiid*frozenfTOuld ei^JJ^it*irtO" 
a small building But in space 
there is nothing to keep a 
c o m e t 's  m a te r ia l  from  
expanding, and so it grows to 
enormous size and in so doing 
re flec ts  sunlight extremely 
well

The tenuousness of comets 
has caused one astronomer to 
describe  a comet as " th e  
nearest thing to nothing that 
a n y th in g  can be and s t i l l  
something "

Astronomers have recorded 
about one thousand comets, 
some dozen or so new ones 

-  being discovered every year._ 
Most can be seen only with 
large telescopes — not visually 
but photographically on long 
exposure plates 

But every so often, as is the 
case this year, a comet appears 
that can seen with the naked 
eye And in only two or three 
instances during a century does 
a comet reach such spectacular 
proportions and brightness that 
it can be seen with the unaided 
eye in daylight

Ikeya-Seki was such a comet 
and appeared for a short time in 
1965 Kohoutek is expected to

deve lo p  in to  one of these 
remarkable daytighi comets 

Comets are probably remote 
members of the solar system

f lushing out tile Watergate 
doings

Ms Peck came back from 
that tour and wrote "The Baby 
T ra p "  She admits, now. that 
she probably overreacted The 
book is one long tu quoque " I  
took a ll the charges that had 
been used against me — of 
thoughtlessness, selfishness, 
hatred of life, lack of social 
responsibility — and showed 
they could be used equally 
aga in s t  people who have 
children."

Now. in the organization of 
which she is president. Ms 
Peck stresses the fact that she 
does not oppdSe parenthood 
"We have many parents in the 
o rgan iza tion" This includes 
Ms Peck's full - time assistant. 
Audrey Bertolet. a mother of 
two ( both of them infants) "W e 
are the Organization for Non - 
Parents, not of Non - Parents "  
The organization is meant to 
break down the prejudice 
against couples who have either 
no chi Idren or few children

This society has educated 
w o m e n  t o  s k i l l s  and 
expectat ions which it then 
frustrates, either by expecting 
t i t e m  t o  a b a n d o n  an 
independent career when they 
m arry, or by asking them to 
combine a career with full -
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t i m e  m o t h e r h o o d  and 
housekeeping The assumption 
is that childless women are 
somehow an exception or 
" u n n a t u r a l  "  The let ters 
received by NON are plaintive 
and eloquent on the psychic 
burden th i s  creates The 
childless fam ily is subtly or 
d irectly made to feel .second - 
best The proper response is not 
to c a l l  ch ild less fami l ies 
superior to those with children
— though there are many social 
presumptions, now. against 
population growth Instead. 
NON a rgues  that  having 
children is a career choice to be 
made by ind iv idua ls  and 
supported knowledgeably by all 
all people, parents and non - 
parents alike

Ms Bartolot specializes in 
addressing he. follow parents 
"Some m arried people feel 
threatened by childless families
— as if  this choice were an 
attack on their own actions But 
I point out how much childless 
families help them — make the 
h a v i n g  o f  ch i ld re n  less 
dangerous in terms of the 
environment, jobs and crowded 
schools"

The standard charge against 
organizations like NON or Zero 
Population Growth, or even the 
older establishment " Planned 
Parenthood, is that they affeef 
only the upper middle class,

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Inside The Truck Rebellion

WASHINGTON -  Of course 
the melodrama was in the 
owner  d r i v e r  t ruckers'  
highway blockades, here and 
there atotted by the police, in 
some SIX or seven states There 
still may be violence There 
may be scattered traffic and 
de l ivery chaos Even some 
meat, grocery or steel supply 
shortages for a day or so

Bill HtJI. leader of one of the 
blade • building truck drivers' 
bands, called Fraternal Assn of 
Steel Haulers iFASHl.a rebel 
faction inside the Teamsters 
union, is talking might tough 
FASH blockades and rebellions 
against the national Teamsters 
countracts have.been paralleled 
with grim  violence Blood has 
run on those picket lines

But a lte r the histrionics of 
other owner - driver truckers 
leaders, with citizen radio band 
call names like River Rat and 
Viking, are over, this nation 
may face a quieter, more basic 
labor upheaval

Actually this is one of the 
most significant early moments 
of truth in the energy crunch 
Teamsters union president 
Frank Fitzsimmoas tells me he 
and his colleagues, who have 
disowned the owner ■ driver 
blockades, rea lly do mean to 
reopen the national master 
f r e i g h t  agreement signed 
earlier this year with Trucking 
Employers. Inc This covers 
some 425.000 union drivers 
Simple reason at a 50 - mile an 
• hour speed, wi th drivers 
earning some 16 cents a mile, 
the teamsters would lose some 
20 per cent of their wages At 55 
miles, loss would be some 10 per 
cent Even at a SÔ mile lim it 
there would be a cut A big van 
needs "free wheeling" to make 
a good run'of some 500 miles in 
10 hours And they say they 
c a n ' t  g e a r  up to "free 
whe e l ing "  until they hit 58 
m p h

The re  are al l  sor ts of  
Department of Transportation 
regulations which keep a driver 
off the road after 10 hours of 
pushing These will keep wages 
down unless there is this "free 
wheeling "  So Fitzsays. "Take 
uS seriously, we just will have to 
reopen'those contracts if the 
new law. now being debated in 
Sen Bentsen's subcommittee 
on roads cuts us below 60 miles 
an hour."

In re ce n t  years,  other 
massive unions have watched 
the Teamsters As the dirvers 
go on wages an^percentage 
increases, so have the others 
gone Back  in  1970 the 
Teamsters set the pace for 
construction and the auto union 
Now iH t reopens, they’ll set the 
pace for next year’s steel union 
negotiations and for reopeners 
in other industries, contracts or 
no fonlrarts Thts-c are always, 
strategic "wildcat" strikes as 
weapons.

The rash of trucklilockades is 
but a symptom of the industrial 
un res t  beg inn ing  to seep 
through the land as supplies of 
diesel and other fuels thin out 
Toughes t  ac t ion ,  for the 
m om en t ,  sp r ings  f rom a 
network of men who own their 
bi¿ vans, sometimes earn as 
much as $40.000 annually as 
individual contractors, and are 
cut up in several factions

American owner drivers are 
in a tough mood They pay their

And other more 
local issues haven't vanished 
by any means.

People s t ill are fu rious 
about the way that -rowdy 
New Y o rk  base ba ll fans 
roughed up vis iting  Cincinna-

tians at the Reds-Mets p lay­
o ffs  in  Shea S tadium . A 
school board election cam­
paign is replebe w ith  such 
emotion-laden themes as bus­
ing , neighborhood schools 
and “ the pregnant adoles­
cent."

Yet R ichard Nfxon was, 
and doubtless fo r Iqany s till 
is, something spccialNHe said 
a ll the rig h t things; hw stood 
fo r so lid  and beleaguered 
virtues. One ppignahT reac 
tion reveals the paia

“ 1 don't know who or what 
to believe anymore," house­
w ife Sylvia Busken told the 
C incinnati Post. " I like  him 
and voted for him. but now

A t w hich po in t a truck  
d rive r insisted that America 
couTcf “ stick It uut - if  there 
aren’t any more surprises." 
W ith citizens in many walks 
o f life  he insisted that,rem ov­
ing the President from  office 
would fu rthe r erode the na­
tion ’s w orld  standing.’

B u t th a t w as s e v e ra l 
surprises ago. It was before 
V ic e  P re s id e n t.A g n e w ’s 
d e p a rtu re , b e fo re  C ox's 
ouster, before the resignation 
o f E llio t Richardson and the 
f i r i n g  o f  W i l l i a m  
Ruckelshaus.

Since these developments 
not even the specter ol war in 
the M iddle East has kept 
"im peachm ent" from  becom­
ing a t least a household word „ 
in C incinnati, Ohio. It simply 
couldn't happen here — un til 
it happenea _

Vegas Salaries Hit New York

This column of questions and answers on federal 
tax matters is provided by the local office of the U.S. 
Internal Revenue Service and is published as a public 
service to taxpayers. The column answers questions 
most frequently asked by taxpayer^.,.

Q. I'm in the Armed Forres. I've 
suthorixed in sllotment for my 
dependent mother. She uses the 
allotment to support herself and 
my siater. Can I claim a de­
pendency exemption for both of 
them?

A. Yes. If the allotment pro  ̂
vides more than half of their 
support and they otherwise 
qualify, you may claim exemp­
tions for both of them, even 
though the allotment was au­
thorized only for your mother.

Q. Each year I pay $26 for my 
automobile license plates. Can 
I deduct this amount on my 
Federal income tax return?
.A. No. Such feea are generally 
not deductible. However, if 
your state bases part of the 
tag fee on the value of the 
auto, that portion is deductible 
as a personal property tax.
Q. I was chosen by the con­
gregation to represent them as 
s delegate to a church conven­
tion. Can I deduct my travel

expenses to the convention as 
a charitable contribution?

A. Yes. An uncompensated duly 
elected delegate attending a 
convention of any qualified 
charitable organization, such 
as a church, may deduct his 
actual unreimbursed enpensoa 
for travel and transportation, 
and a reasonable amount for 
meals and lodging while away 
from home overnight in con­
nection with the convention. 
However, the delegate may not 
deduct personal expenses for 
sightseeing, fishing parties, 
theater tickets, night clubs, 
otc. The travel, meals and lodg­
ing and any other expenses for 
the delegate's spouse and chil­
dren are also nondeductible 
personal expenses.

North American Man
DALLAS (UFI) — Scientists 

reporting hard-to refute geolog­
ic evidence have .suggested man 
live on North America 250.000 
years ago, a finding they agreed 
se em ed  a r c h e o lo g i c a l l y

Dr Ronald Fryxell of Wash­
ington State University. Dr 
Harold K Malde and Virginia 
Steen McIntyre, both of the U.S. 
Oologic Survey in Denver, say 
they have found relatively 
sophisticated stone tools in an 
ancient Mexican stream bed 
which they dated by several 
techniques as about 250.000 
years old

They said the mam problem 
with their finding was that the 
tools are considerably more 
advanced than those used in 
Europe and Asia 250.000 years 
ago

Mariner 10 Excites Scientists
PASADENA. Calif ( U P l i -  

M ariner 10, a tiny unmanned 
spacecraft launched 39 days 
ago. has not reached its 
des t ina t iz in  of Venus and 
Mercury yet. but it has already 
excited scientists by picking up 
unexpected transmissions from 
a ste lla r body deep in outer 
space

The transmissions Mariner 
picked up were ultravio let 
emissions and they came from a 
nebular cloud—an enormous 
mass of glowing gas—128 light 
years from Earth, scientists 
reported. The emissions showed 
h y d r o g e n  and  h e l i u m  
originating in the nebula, known

as the Gum Nebula, never
