" BARCELONA, Spain, March 17
(/)—Insurgent airplanes, attacking
wave after wave, today claimed a
toll of deaths in this war shattered
capital that was expected to ex-
ceed 500.

STEP TOWARD SOLUTION

Ask the average American what he is look-
ing for in this life and chances are he will
answer “a parking space.” Traffic congestion
and parking are problems that concern the
small town just about as much as the large
city.

For that reason New York Oity’s decision to
make permanent the ban on parking on 10
midtown streets is of interest to many people.

The “express streets” had been on trial in
New York since Jan. 3. Police liked the idea.
80 did motorists. The parking ban will soon
be tried on 10 additional streets.

Other metropolitan centers can now be ex-
pected to follow New York's lead. In doing
80 they will finally give ear to advice which
traffic experts have been passing out for
some . time.

And that advice is that the only real solu-

Health?

The Stosy of Leprosy

The oldest writtep description of
leprosy is found in Ebet’s papyrus
which dates from the 16th cen-
tury B. €. The Old Testament and
the ancient written medical works
of India and Ohina centain refer-
ences to the disease.

But just where leprosy figst ap-
peared is unknown. HEgypt, Baby-
lenia, Pereia, India and China have
been variously credited with eradling
this.affliction.

At any rate. a briel review of the
story of this ancient 'glaluc is
timely, for the Internal nal Con-
preéd ‘on Leprosy is meeting next
week (March 21-27) in Caito.

Though known since the earliest
recorded periods, leprosy did not
become a world-wide plague until
abcut the 11th century. Dr. New-
ton E. Wayson, senior surgeon of the
U. 8. public health service, recently
wrote:

“There is ample testimony to
show that' leprosy was well estab-
lished and blooming in all West-
ern Burope from England to the
Mediterranean and from the At-
lantic to Russia long before.the sum-
mens to the first Crusade, but it
flourished during the period of the
Crusades and assumed the intensity
of an epidemic which lasted until
the beginning of the 14th century.”

Exactly what caused the later
decline in the prevalence of lep-
rosy is diffieult to estabilsh. But
it is interesting to speculate as to
how much that Black Death (bu-
bonic plague) which raged through
Europe about the middle of the
14th century contributed to the de-
struction by, ceath of the lepers and
te the consequent decline of the
disease.

It 1§ estimated that the - Black
Death destroyed 25,000,000 human
beings. ‘Together with other epi-
demic diseases that were raging at
that time (smallpox and
fever), the Black Death must
