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Water conservation measures considered by city

The City of Pampa is considering 

water conservation measures, 
although not as drastic as some com­
munities in.the Texas Panhandle and 
South Plains.

City Manager John Horst said this 
week that drought has hit the com­
munity’s major water supplier hard.

The Canadian River Municipal 
Water Authority is reporting record 
low levels at Lake Meredith, the pri-

mary water reservoir in the 
Panhandle.

Kent Satterwhite, general manag­
er of thé water authority, reported 
last week that the water level at the 
lake was 55.36 feet, or about eight 
percent of the lake’s conservation 
storage capacity.

“Inflows so far this year have been 
worse than our conservation projec­
tions from October, 2005,’’
Satterwhite said in a letter to 
CRMWA member cities.

In light of the lower lake levels, 
CRMWA is expected to revisit 2006 
allocations of water at their July 12 
meeting at their offices in Sanford.

CRMWA provides water to II 
member cities, including Pampa, 
through a pipeline that stretches 
more than 300 miles to cities south 
of Lubbock.

Pampa, Horst said, has never used 
its full allocation. It has in the past 
sold part of its allocation to 
Lubbock. «

For now, Satterwhite said, the 
90,000 acre-feet of allocated water 
to those member citic.s will not 
change, but the mixture of water 
from the lake and from the Roberts 
County wellfleld may.

Satterwhite said the C RM WA staff 
is recommending changing the 2006 
allocation from 50,000 acre-feet of 
lake water and 40,000 acre-feet of 
well water to an equal mix of 45,000

There were 24 injuries on 
Pampa Independent School 
District campuses during the 
past school year, according 
the district officials.

PISD School Supt. Barry 
Haenisch told the Pampa 
school board during a sp>e- 
cial meeting Thursday that 
that 19 students were 
injured on chstrict pmnmy 
during the past schot>I year. 
Five te a c h ^ , staff or cafe­
teria workers were also 
injured.

Many of the student 
injuries, according to 
Haenisch’s report, appeared 
to be playground scrapes 
and bruises.

The most dangerous time 
and place appeared to be 
March at Austin Elementary 
School.

Ihere were four play­
ground falls resulting in two 
students suffering cuts or 
scrapes, one with a head 
injury and one with a hand 
injury. Another student 
injured his arm after being 
hit with a door.

A former Amarillo television 

newsman is expected to talk about 
education, health care and stem 
cell research when he campaigJlK. 
for governor in the Texas 
Panhtuidle Saturday.

Chris Bell, who was a reporter 
for KVII-TV Channel 7 in the 
1980s, will spend Saturday cam­
paigning in Amarillo.

The Democratic nominee in the 
governor’s race faces incumbent 
Rick Perry, State Comptroller 
Carol Strayhom and Kinky 
Friedman.

Perry is the Republican candi­
date. Strayhom and Friedman are 
running independents.

A Dallas native, Bell, 46, left 
Amarillo in 1988 for Houston and 
law school. Since then, he’s 
served on the Houston City

Commission and as a U.S. 
Congressman representing part of 
the Houston area.

Speaking in suburban Fort 
Worth at a Democratic 
Independence Day picnic. Bell 
said people are crying out for 
change all across the country, par­
ticularly in Texas.

He said Texas today is iii first 
place for high school dropouts, 
teen pregnancies and kids without 
health insurance.

“On issue after issue,” Bell 
said, “on education, health care, 
stem cell research, Rick Perry is 
an absolute miserable failure, and 
we are falling further and further 
behind the rest of the country.”

Bell said he wants to take the 
state in a more positive direction.

NASA plans Independence Day 
launch despite crack in foam

CAPE CANAVERAL, Fla. (AP) — 
NASA officials decided a crack m 
Discovery’s fuel tank insulating foam 
wasn’t enough of a threat to stop the 
countdown today to their first 
Independence Day shuttle launch and “a 
nice fireworks display" for America.

Inspectors spotted the crack Monday. 
A 3-inch piece of foam also popped out 
of the area, which covers an expandable 
bracket holding a liquid oxygen feed line 
against the huge external fuel tank.

After several hours of inspections and 
meetings, officials decided to continue 
with the launch as planned. NASA 
administrator Michael 
Griffin said today that the 
crack wasn’t a major con­
cern and that cameras 
were trained on the area 
so if ice built up after the 
super-cold fuel was 
added, the launch could 
be delayed.

“We establish days, 
weeks, months in 
advance the criteria that 
we have to meet in order 
to be able to launch. If we 
don’t meet them, we 
stand down,’’ meaning 
the shuttle doesn’t 
launch, Griffin told s s s s s ss s s ss  
NBC’s “Today” show.

“If we get through the list without a 
problem, we’ll see a nice fireworks dis­
play,” he said.

Photographs taken Monday night by a 
micro inspection team, using a tiny cam­
era that can be manipulated into tight 
spaces, showed no further foam damage 
in the area.

“The piece that fell off took the debris 
with it,” team leader Jeff Rowell said. 
“The area looked pretty clean.”

Another technical problem sprung up 
Tuesday morning when inspectors dis­
covered they lost backup circuit breakers 
that control heaters at the joints on both 
solid rocket boosters. NASA considered 
sending crews out to repair the problem, 
but determined to go without the fix 
because the shuttle remained fully func­
tional and the backups weren’t expected 
to be needed.

it would be the first manned launch by 
the United States on the nation’s birthday, 
the first launch in almost a year, and only 
the second launch since the Columbia 
disaster killed seven astronauts in 2003.

Columbia’s wing had been hit by a 
chunk of flyaway foam during liftoff. 
That damage caused the shuttle to break 
apart over Texas on re-entry Feb. 1,2003.

NASA managers decided to go ahead 
with the attempt Tuesday because of 
three criteria: They were confident that 
enough foam was still on the bracket to 
pr^yent a large piece of ice from forming; 
tiiey didn’t believe the area would be 

exposed to extreme heat 
during ascent; and the 
area of foam where the 
piece dropped was still 
intact.

“They fully have 
shown that the foam is 
acceptable and ready to 
fly,” said Bill 
Gerstenmaier, a NASA 
associate administrator. 
“There were no dissenters 
when we went around the 
room ... no concerns 
raised.”

Early inspections 
Tuesday were promising,

----- with no ice buildup
overnight in the area 

where the piece fell off. Fueling was 
completed in just.under three hours, and 
the forecast improved to an 80 percent 
chance weather would be favorable for 
launch — the best odds so far. NASA had 
scrubbed launch plans Saturday and 
Sunday as electrically charged clouds 
loomed over the area.

The 3-inch triangular piece of foam 
that dropped from the tank is far smaller 
than the 1-pound foam chunk that 
brought down Columbia. Gerstenmaier 
showed repoiters the piece of foam, 
which looked like a wedge of toast.

NASA has spent millions of dollars 
trying to prevent foam from breaking off 
at liftoff. Engineers were startled when it 
broke off Discovery during last year’s 
mission — the first shuttle flight after the 
Columbia disaster — but it didn’t harm 
the shuttle.

a child in Samoria’s case.

Samoria’s condition wors­
ened on Saturday, said 

'Patricia McMaryion, the 
child’s aunt.

“She started having her 
seizures and had to be moved 
back” to intensive care, 
Patricia McMaryion said. 
“Right now, she’s not able to 
move her left side at all.”

Jacquelyn McMaryion, 22, 
left her children with 
Williams at the couple’s 
apartment last Tuesday when 
she went to work, police said. 
Later that day, Williams 
asked a neighbor to watch the 
children while he ran an 
errand.

Neighbor Curtis Vaughn, 
17, said he noticed something 
was wrong with Roderic’s 
hips and that he had cracked 
ribs. Samoria’s eyes kept 
rolling back into her head, he 
said.

Neighbors confronted 
Williams when he returned, 
but he claimed the children’s 
grandparents had harmed

them, Vaughn said. A neigh­
bor took the mother and her 
children to the hospital that 
evening.

Child Protective Services 
officials said the children 
were taken into state custody 
that night. They said neither 
Williams nor Jacquelyn 
McMaryion had a record 
with the agency.

Neither Williams nor the 
mother could be reached for 
comment Monday.

Neighbors and family 
members said they warned 
Jacquelyn McMaryion about 
the abusive relationship.

“I told her that somebody’s 
going to end up hurt in this 
relationship, you or the kids 
or both,” Vaughn said.

Detectives arrested 
Williams when they found 
him hiding in a trash bin not 
far from the apartment where 
the alleged abuse took place. 
He was being held on suspi­
cion of aggravated assault 
with a deadly weapon, evad­
ing arrest, capital murder and, 
injury to a child. His bond 
totaled $826,000.

British Prime Minister 

Tony Blair, along with other 
G-8 leaders, have called for 
the doubling of foreign aid 
to African nations by 2010. 
The idea that foreign aid is a 
route out o f poverty and 
political instability is not 
only bankrupted but a cruel 
and evil hoax as well.

Nearly every sub-Saharan 
African nation is poorer now 
than when they became 
independent during the ‘60s 
and ‘70s.

Professor Richardson

put this into perspective, in 
1995, one U.S. dollar 
exchanged for eight 
Zimbabwe dollars; today, 
one U.S. dollar exchanges 
for 100,000 Zimbabwe dol­
lars. Unemployment hovers 
around 80 percent. Its finan­
cial institutions are collaps­
ing. The specter of mass 
starvation hangs over a 
country that once exported 
food.

What’s the cause? 
President Robert Mugabe 
blames domestic and foreign 
enemies, particularly 
England and the United 
States for trying to bring 
about his downfall. Of 
course, according to 
Mugabe, and some of the 
world’s academic elite, 
there’s that old standby 
excuse, the legacy of colo­
nialism and multi-national 
firms exploiting the Third 
World. The drought is used 
to  ̂“explain” the precipitous 
drop in agricultural output. 
Then there’s AIDS.

Let’s look at drought and v  
AIDS. Zimbabwe’s next- 
door neighbor is Botswana. 
Botswana has the world’s 
second-highest rate of AIDS 
infection, and if  there’s 
drought in Zimbabwe, 
there’s likely a drought in 
Botswana, whose major geo-

Houston Chronicle on a federal 

review of Texas’ voting laws:
Jolting the leadership of their own 

party, Texas Republicans in the U.S. 
House helped block a vote on renewing 
a key section of the Voting Rights Act. 
Though the White House, leaders of 
both parties and a Republican-led com­
mittee all supported the bill, the Texans 
claimed it wrongly singled out this 
state and was, in any case, unneeded. 

The Texans were half right.
The 1965 Voting Rights Act, much 

of which is permanent, choked off the 
Jim Crow laws” that kept minorities

from voting.
Section 5, which is up for renewal, 

made states with histories of voter dis­
crimination get federal “preclearance” 
for any changes in their voting law. 
Texas is one of those states.

There was good reason to subject 
Texas to federal review. Civil rights 
lawyers would wrestle down one 
assault on rights a poll tax, or a literacy 
rule, or a morals test only to see 
Dixiecrats dream up a new one. ^

Section S switched the burden of 
^defending voter rights from civil rights 
workers to the federal government. 
Today, the rule is especially useful at 
the local level, where council members 
and others might not be sensitive to a 
law or procedure that would have an 
adverse impact on racial minorities.

When the Voting Rights Act was 
passed, it was easy to spot attempts to 
disenfranchise minority voters. Most 
took place in the South. In recent years, 
though, attacks on voter rights and 
access to polling places have erupted 
all over the ma|). In the last presidential 
election, some of the most egregious 
violations occurred in Florida and Ohio 
states largely exempt from Section 5.

In an ideal world, the proposal of 
some Texas Republicans would indeed 
be law. The preclearance rule would 
apply to everyone. In reality, as the 
Texas delegation well knows, any .such 
amendment to the Voting Rights Act 
would be a poison pill and prevent 
renewal. States now exempt from

Canseco returns, promises 
‘devestating’ steroids info

CHICO, Calif. (AP) - Jose 
Canseco’s most entertaining stuff 
came hours before he stepped back 
onto the field, when he criticized 
Major League Baseball and promised 
more significant steroids information.

His on-field performance left a lot 
to be desired.

Canseco returned to professional 
baseball with a three-strikeout show­
ing as the designated hitter for the San 
Diego Surf Dawgs in their 4-3 Golden 
Baseball League win over the Chico 
Outlaws on Monday night.

On the steroids front, he got every­
body’s attention again - calling for a 
“cleanup” in Major League Baseball 
and suggesting baseball officials 
might play favorites when it comes to 
penalties.

“The policy sounds great, but that’s 
not the problem,” he said in a news 
conference five hours before first 
pitch. “There are major problems not 
with the policies but the individuals 
who are instituting this policy. F6r 
example, and this is theoretical, if 
Roger Clemens gets tested and he gets 
tested positive and it comes back, what 
do these individuals do with this poli­
cy? I think it’s going to depend on a 
case-to-case, player-to-player basis.” 

Canseco, who wrote a book that 
helped persuade baseball to toughen 
its steroids policy, received a smatter­
ing of boos and cheers before the 
game when he was announced, then 
again when he stepped into the batter’s 
box leading off the second inning.

Sharapova, Henin-Hardeime reach semis
WIMBLEDON, England (AP) - 

Former champion Maria Sharapova 
and five-time major winner Justine 
Henin-Hardenne reached the 
Wimbledon semifinals today with 
straight-set victories.

Sharapova, the winner in 2004, out­
played fellow Russian Elena 
Dementieva 6-1, 6-4 and is now in the 
semis at the All England Club for the 
third time and sixth time at a Grand 
Slam event.

Henin-Hardenne, hoping to com­
plete a collection of all four Grand 
Slams by winning Wimbledon, beat
French qualifier Severine Bremond 6- 
4, 6-4.

The fourth-seeded Sharapova will 
next face the winner of the quarterfinal 
between top-seeded Amelie 
Mauresmo and former Frfcnch Open 
champion Anastasia Myskina.

No. 3 Henin-Hardenne, who hasn’t 
dropped a set in five matches, will 
play No. 2 Kim Clijsters or Li Na, the 
first Chinese player to get this far at a 
Grand Slam.

Sharapova’s match was briefly 
interrupted by a male streaker who got 
onto the court as she prepared to serve 
at 3-0 in the second set. She turned her 
back as the man did a cartwheel and a 
dance about 10 yards fiem her.
: Two security ^ r d s  wrapped a red 
blanket around the man and led him 
away. Sharapova showed no reaction 
while Dementieva gave a slight smile.

Sharapova beat Dementieva for the 
fifth time in six career matches. After 
saving a break point in the first game, 
she took control, winning seven 
straight games at one stretch to go up 
4-0 in tfie second set.

Dementieva came back to 4-3 and 
had a chance to break for 4-4. But she 
failed to c^italize on two second 
serves, missing forehand returns both 
times. Sharapova held and served out 
the match two games later.

“I got off to a really good start, she 
said.^I put a lot of prewure on her 
serve. I played really solid but had a 
little bit of a letdown in the second set. 
I had a point for 5-p on her serve, but 
played a sloppy point and she gained 
confidence.’̂

Henin-Hardenne had a tougher- 
than-expected time before subduing 
the 26-year-old Bremond, the first 
qualifier to reach the Wimbledon quar­
ters since 1999. The I29th-ranked 
Bremond won three qualifying-round 
matches and four main-draw matches.

Henin-Hardenne actually fell 
behind 3-2 in the first set, before 
breaking back to seize control. She 
hadn’t lost more than three games in a 
set in her previous matches, but 
Bremond kept close by taking chances 
and going to the net.

“She played unbelievable tennis the 
last two weeks,” Henin-Hardenne 
said. “I was ready to fight but I wasn’t 
feeling very well in the bemnning of 
the match. It took me a while to get a 
ihythm because she was coming to the 
net so much.”

Henin-Hardenne reached her first 
Grand Slam final at Wimbledon in 
2001, losing to Venus Wiliams. Since 
then, she has wem the French Open 
three times and the U.S. Open an 
Australian Open once each.

“It’s great to be back almost at the 
end of uie tournament, and I hope to 
go to the final one more time,^ she 
said.

The men’s quarterfinals are set for 
Wednesday, with three-time defiending 
champion Roger Federer facing the 
player \ ^ o  last beat him on grass four 

ears and 45 matches ago: Croatia’s 
ario Ancic.
The winner will face Sweden’s 

Jonas Bjorkman or Radek Stepanek of 
the Czech Republic. In the bottom 
half, the matchups are: 2002 chanmion 
Lleyton Hewitt vs. Australian Open 
runner-up Marcos Bac^datis, and 
French Open champ Rafael Nadal vs. 
Jarkko Nieminen.

Stepanek, Baghdatis, Nadal and 
Nieminen reached the final eight at 
Wimbledon for the first time.

Astros, Rangers both win
Astros 7, Cubs 2
HOUSTON (AP) - Roger Clemens finally got 

some run support and won for the first time in his 
latest comeback.

“All in all, it was a good game,” Clemens said. 
“The guys hit the ball, and that was a lot of fun 
to see.”

The seven-time Cy Young Award winner 
allowed two runs and four hits and struck out 
five in five innings Monday night, leading the 
Houston Astros to a 7-2 win over the Chicago 
Cubs.

The 43-year-old earned his 342nd career vic­
tory, his. first since beating the Cubs 3-1 in the 
second-to-last game of the 2005 regular season.

Lance Berkman homered twice and Preston 
Wilson had an RBI double as the Astros scored 
more than three runs for just the 13th time in 
Clemens’ 35 starts since the beginning of last 
season.

The Astros still can't pinpoint why they strug­
gle to score when Clemens pitches.

“It’s not like we’re trying to get shut out,” 
Berkman said. “I guarantee you, if you take a 
poll of all the players in here, we don’t care 
who’s on the mound. We want to score runs 
every night.”

Clemens (1-2) was hardly perfect - he walked 
three, threw a wild pitch and gave up a home run 
to Jacque Jones - but he still allowed two runs or 
fewer for the 19th time in his last 23 starts. He 
left after throwing 115 pitches.

“1 know I’m on the fkst track,” Clemens said, 
“but 1 still expect certain results. 1 think that’s the 
hardest thing I’ve goj going right now.”

Rangers 6, Blue Jays I
ARLINGTON, Texas (AP) Rookie John

Rheinecker pitched seven strong innings and 
Mark DeRosa had three hits and three RBls to 
lead the Texas Rangers to a ^  1 victory over the 
Toronto Blue Jays on Monday night.

Rheinecker (4-2) gave up one run and five 
hits, struck out three and walked one for the 
Rangers, who had lost seven of eight.

Ted Lilly (8-8) nearly matched Rheinecker, 
allowing two runs and five hits in six innings. He 
struck out six and walked three.

DeRosa, inserted into the starting lineup to 
give regular third baseman Hank Blalock a night 
off, led off the sixth with his fourth homer to give 
the Rangers a 2-1 lead.

Texas, which had scored 14 runs in its previ­
ous seven games, pushed across a run in the sec­
ond on Jason Botts' sacrifice fly.

Rheinecker, who allowed 37 hits in his four 
previous starts, shut out the Blue Jays over the 
first five innings, allowing one hit.

Toronto started the day leading the majors in 
batting average (.297), slugging percentage 
(.488), hits and total bases.

Rheinecker retired six straight hitters before 
the Blue Jays opened the sixth by loading the 
bases on consecutive singles by Reed Johnson, 
Aaron Hill and Vernon Wells.

After Troy Glaus was retired on a pop-up, 
Johnson scored the tying run on Shea 
Hillenbrand's fielder’s choice.

acre-feet from each 
source.

The wellfield was origi­
nally brought on in an efl'ort 
to improve water quality 
and increase water quantity.

Horst said the cities’ allo­
cations, including Pampa’s, 
will remain the same this
year.

But those allocations

could be cut as the water 
authority meets in October 
to decide water allocations 
for next year.

Those steps could be 
taken based on computer 
models that show the lake 
could reach a pt>int as early 
as next year if levels contin­
ue to drop where there 
would nt) longer be useable 
water storage. Satterwhite 
said, however, that those 
figures áre preliminary. .: '

If drought planning is 
instituted by CRMWA, the

allocations for next year 
could drop to 70,000 acre- 
feet for the next few years. 
Well water could make up 
as much as 50.000 to 70,00() 
acre-feet as lake water allo­
cations drop to as little as 
6,000 acre-feet.

Kalahari Desert, which 
covers 70 percent of its land 
mass. However, Botswana 
has one of the world’s high­
est per capita (JDP growth 
rates. Moody’s and 
Standard & Poor gives 
Botswana an ‘‘A’’ credit rat­
ing, the be.st credit risk on 
the continent, a risk com­
petitive with countries in 
central Europe and East 
Asia.

Botswana compared to 
her other African neighbors 
prospers not because of for­
eign aid. fhere’s rule of 
law, sanctity ol contracts, 
and in 2004, Iransparency 
International ranked
Botswana as Africa’s least 
corrupt country, ahead of 
many European and Asian 
countries. The World 
Forum rates Botswana as 
one of Africa’s two most

economically competitive 
nations and one of the best 
investment opportunities in 
the developing world.

Botswana shares a her­
itage with Zimbabwe, for it, 
too, was a British colony. 
What it doesn’t share with 
Zimbabwe explains its suc­
cess: the rule of law, mini­
mal corruption and, most of 
all, respect for private prop­
erty rights. No amount of 
western foreign aid can 
bring about the political and 
socioeconomic climate nec­
essary for economic 
growth.

Instead, foreign aid 
allows vicious dictators to 
remain in power. It enables 
them to buy the allegiance 
of cronies and the military 
equipment to oppress their 
own people, not to mention 
being able to .set up “retire­
ment” accounts in Swiss 
banks. The best thing west­
erners can do for Africa is 
to keep their money and 
their economic develop­
ment “experts.”

dollars a gallon for gaso­
line while the Legislature is 
robbing utility subsidies for 
poor people and Perry iŝ  
bragging about a tax plan 
that gives oil companies and 
utilities a $400 billion tax 
holiday.
