Specialist Rafael A. “TJ” Carrillo Jr. was
born November 24, 1983 at Hill AFB, Utah,
and was killed in action by an apparent [ED
attack in Baghdad, Iraq June 28, 2005. He
proudly served with HHC 1-64 Battalion,
2nd Brigade Team, 3rd Infantry
Division, Mortar Platoon, as the
gunner on an M1114 armored
Humvee, and was conducting an
area security mission at a critically
important road junction. SPC
Carrillo was 21 years old.

TJ joined the Army out of
Austin, Texas, in August 2002. He
attended Basic Training and AIT at
Fort Benning,- Georgia, where he
successfully completed all training
including earning his “jump
wings” at Jump School. He was then
assigned to the 3rd lnfamry Division at Fort
Stewart, Georgia in January 2003, Upon
arrival at Fort Stewart, he was immediately
deployed to Kuwait and Iraq for Operation
Desert Spring and Operation Iraqi Freedom
- 1 until August 2003.

After earning his Combat Infantryman’s
Badge at the age of 19, he redeployed with
the rest of the Desert Rogues and went
directly into a year-long train-up, which took
him to the National Training Center in
California, and the Joint Readiness Training
Center in Louisiana, in a six-month period.

Captain Sherman Powell, of the 1-64
Armor Battalion, 3rd Infantry Division in
Iraq wrote the following in a memorial trib-

ute: “Specialist Rafael ‘TJ’ Carrillo was the
kind of guy who was always ready for any-
thing.

Virginia Sansom Walker

May 1912-July 2005

Virginia Sansom Walker departed what
she called her beloved Planet Earth on July
3, 2005, at the age of 93. She grew up in
Plainview, Texas, the first child of Mr. and
Mrs. E.F. Sansom.

These are things
that cannot be measured or
weighed or, with the excep-
tion of behavior, even
observed.

As for Ritalin, which in
my opinion is irresponsibly
prescribed for millions of
children, it is a stimulant in
the same family as cocaine.
L.ong-term studies show that
it has no permanent thera-
peutic value. Furthermore,
there 1s disagreement on
whether the so-called atten-
tion-deficit
disorder

Journalists don’t
like to be challenged, but
Lauer is the guy who
brought the subject up.
Cruise called him on it, and
Lauer was found lacking any
real knowledge of the sub-
ject — which, of course, is
normal for talk-show hosts.
