Human rights versus property rights

In the wake of the U.S.
Supreme Court’s recent 5-4
ruling in Kelo v. New
LLondon, statements have
been made about property
rights that are demonstrative
of the paucity of understand-
ing among some within the
legal profession. Carolyn
Lochhead’s recent San
Francisco Chronicle article,
“Foes Unite in Defense of
Property,” reports on the
coalition building in
Congress to deny federal
funds to cities that use laws
of eminent domain to take
private property. for the ben-

Web page building for beginners, part two

Last week, 1 discussed
HTML and how it is used to
create web pages. This
week, let’s jump into some
of the particulars of this
design process.

Location is everything.
You might have heard this
one before, but it bears
repeating: The Internet only
has two different kinds of
computers connected to it:
clients and servers. A client
computer is used to GET
information =~ from  the
Internet. Your computer at
your home or office is con-
sidered a client. Clients are
mainly used to receive infor-
mation. Every now and then,
you may SEND some infor-
mation (like e-mail), but for
the most part, you are using
it to RECEIVE.

Servers, on the other
hand, usually sit in a closet
somewhere. No one sits
down and types on them.
They are connected to the
Internet 24 hours a day, 7

days a week (usually \Imrl-
ened to the term, 24/7
Their sole duty is to dl\\)
out information whenever a
CLIENT

requests it.

must be stored on servers.
You can design your pages
on your client PC, but in
order for the rest of the
world to see them, they must
reside on a server.

While that may sound a
bit inconvenient, think about
it: “Would you really want
the rest of the world to have
access to your home com-
puter?” Trust me, it’s safer
this way.

So, how do we get those
pages to the server? Well,
they must be uploaded to the
server. What is “uploading,”

|

you ask? The best memory
trick for this term is to
always picture the server as
being “above you.” If you

need to
| transfer a
| file from a

client to a

server, you

UPLOAD
[ it. If you
| need to

transfer a
file from a server to client,
you DOWNLOAD it. Got
it?

Downloading can be done
with any browser (Internet
Explorer or Netscape.)
However, uploading is more
difficult. Ready for a new
term? FTP. File Transfer
Protocol is the method used
to transfer many computer
files around the Internet. It
can be used for uploading
and downloading, but most
people use it for uploading
Web pages to a server.

For those of you using an

HTML design program like
Front Page or Dreamweaver,
understand that when you hit
the “Publish” button, you
are, n effect, uploading (or
FTPing) your pages to a
server. The process is just
hidden from you.

Several great FTP pro-
grams exist. My two
favorites ar¢ WS-FTP LE
and CuteFTP. You can find
either at
http://download.com by
searching on their names.
But before you run out and
download one of those little
programs, know this: These
programs were designed by
computer geeks FOR com-
puter geeks. I have yet to
come across a user-friendly
FTP program. Needless to
say, read the included
instructions carefully before
pressing a button.

Have
you ever received an e-mail message that
just looked like a bunch of funky codes on
your screen? That was a corrupted binary
file. Text files just have letters of the
alphabet, numbers, and basic punctuation
in them. ALL computers understand and
can interpret text files

lo write web pages, you need a text
editor. Windows comes with one called
Notepad. You can see it by clicking on the
START button, PROGRAMS, ACCES-
SORIES, and then Notepad. All files
saved with Notepad are saved as text files.

DEAR ABBY: | am a licensed counselor
and adjunct faculty member in communi-
cations. | hope you will help me get a mes-
sage out to parents who are sending their
children off to college this fall. Every
semester, | see kids who have a miserable
college experience due to roommate con-
flicts. Some students become so distracted
that their grades suffer, and some actually
move back home.

A successful college experience requires
both academic and social skills. Parents
can prepare their children by teaching them
the vital social skill of settling differences
before they become overwhelming. This
will not only help them make their college
years successful, but also the rest of their
lives.

I offer five tips for parents:

(1) OFFER SUGGESTIONS, NOT
SOLUTIONS. Help your children become
critical thinkers by imagining scenarios,
considering possible outcomes and brain-
storming solutions. Conflict resolution is a
skill that needs to be practiced. Telling
your children what to do -- or worse, han-
dling the problem for them -- does more
harm than good because it creates depend-
ency.

(2) PREPARE FOR CONFLICT: Teach
your child that conflict does not have to be
negative; it can also be an opportunity to
Conflict is

think creatively inevitable

because people are different. Even best
friends can have differences in needs, liv-
ing habits, stress levels and communication
skills.

(3) SHARE EXPECTATIONS. The more
that's discussed beforehand, the better the
relationship. Roommate contracts are pop-
ular today, and many universities require
them as a way to get kids talking about
their expectations. Encourage your child to
discuss things like sleep and study habits,
bills, sharing items, cleaning, and the best
times to have visitors

(4) ENCOURAGE FACE-TO-FACE
CONVERSATIONS. More and more kids
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Flo & Friends

today would rather communicate through
e-mail, IM and text-messaging rather than
face-to-face. Without the benefit of facial
expressions, tone of voice and body lan-
guage, messages can be misunderstood.
Also, warn kids that gossiping to others
instead of talking directly to their room-
mate only escalates problems.

(5) ASK FOR HELP BEFORE THE
SITUATION BECOMES CRITICAL.
Residence life staff will help to mediate, as
long as the student has already tried prob-
lem-solving face-to-face. (Unfortunately,
too many students wait to mention that
there's a problem until they want to move
out, or, at the first sign of trouble, they
report it to their RA expecting that person
to solve it.) Campus counseling centers are
also available for help if a roommate is
exhibiting signs of mental illness such as
depression, substance abuse or cutting. In
addition, a counseling session can help
your child learn to deal with stress and find
better ways to manage the situation. --

DEAR SUSAN: From time to time over
the years, 1 have received mail from stu-
dents complaining about "the roommate
from hell."

BETHLEHEM, Pa. (AP) —
Terrell Owens has some unex-
pected time off to plot the next
twist in his colorful and contro-
versial career.

For the fifth time in six days,
Owens did not practice
Wednesday because of a groin
injury suffered last week.
Instead, he worked out with the
assistant trainer for about 20 min-
utes, . catching balls from a
machine ‘and ‘doing 'some’ light
running. He did not speak to
reporters or acknowledge the
fans who chanted his name.

Between sessions — the Eagles
had a special teams practice
Wednesday afternoon that Owens
was not required to attend —
Owens and Reid started arguing
during a meeting.
