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Pampa grows, faces housing shortage

It’s a seller’s market for 
homes and apartments in 
Pampa right now.

Realtors report fewer 
houses to sell and higher 
prices for those that are 
available. Apartment man­
agers have few vacant units 
to rent. New housing starts 
are next to nonexistent.

“We’re really, really short 
on listings, especially the 
nicer ones. We sold a whole 
lot the first six months of this 
year, and the listings haven’t 
come back up,’’ said Judi 
Edwards of Quentin 
Williams Realtors.

“Obviously, more people 
are coming to town than 
leaving,’’ she said.

“Houses are selling from 
15 to 25 percent higher in 
price than this time last year. 
We probably don’t have over 
40 percent of what we had 
listed last year,’’ said Jim 
Davidson of Century 21 - 
Pampa Realty Inc.

“I’d say the total MLS 
(Multiple Listing Service) is 
between 90 and 110 right

now. There’s not as many 
houses coming on the market 
right now, and when they do, 
they sell in just a few days,’’ 
he said.

The most popular and 
quickest-to-sell homes are in 
the $60,000 to $100,000 
price range, Davidson said.

“There’s a lot of demand. 
We don’t have enough list­
ings. It is really sparse at cer­
tain price levels,” said 
Sandra Schuneman of Keller 
Williams Realty.

“We have had a small 
increase in price. They are 
going over the appraisal 
price, but not that much,” 
she said.

“We haven’t had any new 
construction other than the 
owner having their own 
house built. Right now, we 
have more people coming in 
than going out,” Schuneman 
said.

Danny Winbome, Pampa 
building official, confirmed 
that there are few new hous­
es being built in Pampa. He 
said one is almost complet­
ed, and one other is in the

Vietnam ese refiigees find 
hope in evacuation to Texas

HOUSTON (AP) — 
Vietnam’s history is marked 
by two milestone evacua­
tions when millions were 
uprooted after wars in 1954 
and again in the 1970s.

For many like Quan Hong 
Huynh, who fled to the 
United States and settled in 
Louisiana along the Gulf 
Coast where the climate is 
similar to Vietnam, 
Hurricane Katrina will be a 
historic third forced migra­
tion.

“We have experience 
about escape, about evacua­
tion,” Huynh, 55, said out­
side a Houston Catholic 
church where several hun-

the storm and flooding dam­
aged or destroyed their 
homes 300 miles to the east.

Thanks to Katrina, some 
15,000 people, about 50 per­
cent of the Louisiana’s 
Vietnamese population, were 
in Houston, already the 
adopted home to one of the 
largest groups from that 
country.

Others could come to 
Texas soqp, from as far away 
as Mississippi and its devas­
tated shrimping community.

Texas has about 134,000 
Vietnamese, second most 
behind California, according 
to U.S. Census figures.

Most of the storm victims

ters in Houstoix, or with

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Hurricane: Consumers could see brief Lipstick used for rescue 
price increase on some food items

COLLEGE STATION — 
Consumers could see tempo­
rary price increases in some 
food items if the port of New 
Orleans is closed for an 
extended period, a Texas 
Cooperative Extension econ­
omist said.

“If we see a lot of backup 
or inability to move tropical 
products or fresh produce 
into the United States, cer­
tainly in the near term we 
could see some price 
spikes,” said Dr. Parr
Rosson, economist and
director of the Center for 
North American Studies at 
Texas A&M University.

“How long that would last 
is really difficult to say,” he 
said. “1 would think that in 
the matter of a few weeks, 
though, we would see things 
stabilize because there are 
alternative sources of supply, 
alternative ports for bringing 
in cargo, and alternative 
modes of transportation. It’s 
just a matter of getting the 
logistics and cargo moving 
through those alternative 
systems.”

Cold food products, such 
as fresh grapes and frozen 
broilers, can be shipped

beginning stages of con­
struction. Those two consti­
tute the total housing con­
struction for the city, he said.

Winbome has seen much 
more commercial building 
going on than residential 
construction.

“As far as my office is 
concerned, we had a record 
year last year as far as build­
ing evaluation Jobs. We have 
probably the second highest 
this year,” he said concerning 
non-residential buildings.

“It’s the busiest I’ve ever 
seen as far as building per­
mits goes. If business keeps 
coming to Pampa, we’re 
going to have to build some­
thing (residential),’’
Winbome said.

The surrounding area just 
outside city limits has five 
houses currently in various 
stages of completion, said 
Gray County Precinct 2 
Commissioner Gary
Willoughby. All are already 
“spoken for” and are being 
built by or for the property 
owners.

“As of January to now, 
there have been several, two 
or three of which are half-a- 
million-dollar homes,”
Willoughby said.

Apartments are as scarce 
as new homes, according to 
some apartment managers in 
Pampa.

“Right now, 1 am 95 per­
cent. occupied. I have four 
one-bedroom units vacant, 
two with furniture, out of 
148 total rental units,” said 
Janice Bellah, manager of 
Caprock Apartments.

“I’ve been here 15 years 
and I have never been so full. 
1 have no two-bedroom or 
three-bedroom units avail­
able.

“We’ve been this way 
since May or June. I have 
people renting apartments 
sight unseen.

through Houston and Corpus 
Christi, Rosson said.

Com, soybean and some 
wheat is exported out of 
New Orleans. Japan and 
China were the biggest 
recipients of com and soy­
bean exports from New 
Orleans ports in 2003 and 
2004, Rosson said. Last 
year, Japan received 1.9 mil­
lion tons of com and 1.6 mil­
lion in 2003. China received 
2.3 million tons of U.S. soy­
beans in 2004,

“There is not any one 
thing I can attribute it to,” 
Bellah said.

Three tenants were due to 
move out over the weekend, 
freeing up three more units, 
but they may not la.st long, 
she said.

“1 anticipate that by the 
second Friday in September, 
I won’t have anything 
vacant,” she said.

Jason Bagwell of Pampa 
owns 15 rent houses and 34 
duplex rentals in town, and 
said his occupancy is at 100 
percent.

“I’ve been full for at least 
the last three months. 1 have 
a waiting list,” Bagwell said.

He has eight one-bedroom 
duplexes, 14 two-bedrooms, 
and 12 three-bedroom 
duplexes. His rental houses, 
with the exception of one 
two-bedroom, are all three- 
and four-bedroom homes.

"When I took them over 
two and one-half years ago, 
we were 85 percent full,” he 
said.

“There's not much there to 
pick from, whether you want 
to rent or whether you want 
to buy. The pickings are pret­
ty slim," Bagwell said.

Some of Pampa’s newest 
residents are associated with 
the oil field, including a 
number of Halliburton 
Energy Services employees, 
said several of the real estate 
agents and landlords. Some 
of the others work for con­
struction companies and 
Pampa Independent School 
District, which currently has 
the highest enrollment since 
2001, according to 
Superintendent Barry
Haenisch.

On Aug. 31, PISD had 62 
more students enrolled than 
on the same day in 2004, 
Haenisch said. Current 
enrollment is 3,325, and if 
this school year follows the 
trend of past years, that num­
ber may go up between now 
and Christmas.

(AP) — Seven children who 
were separated from their 
families during a rooftop 
rescue in New Orleans were 
reunited Sunday night with 
their mothers, who found 
them using a national hotline 
and Web site.

The children, ranging in 
age from 5 months to 6 
years, had been taken to a 
special shelter in Baton 
Rouge after being plucked 
from apartment rooftops. 
Their parents were later air­
lifted and taken to a San

Some rice is also shipped 
from New Orleans to both 
Asian and Latin markets.

The extent of hurricane 
damage at the New Orleans 
ports will dictate if there will 
be a backlog of products 
coming in and going out, he 
said.

"The real critical issue is 
how much damage there is 
to the grain elevators, (and)

loading and unloading facili­
ties,” he said. “You’ve also 
got to factor how much 
debris is blocking the 
Mississippi River, and how 
much cargo is waiting up 
river waiting to come 
down.”

The other question is how 
much product is up river on 
the barges waiting to come 
down, he said.

“If it appears that delays 
and disruptions will extend 
for weeks, then alternative 
modes of moving cargo off 
of the barge onto truck or rail 
come into play,” Rosson 
said.

Cargo could be transferred 
to alternative ports, such as 
Houston or Galveston, 
“depending on how much 
product they can handle.”

“Some of it could go to 
Jacksonville or Brunswick,” 
Rosson said. “Beyond that, 
we don’t know the extent of 
the damage in Mobile and 
some of the Mississippi 
ports.”

Until that is evaluated, 
there is uncertainty, he said.

“But I think contingencies 
are in place and we’ll begin 
to see things pick up and 
move in a few days to a 
week.”

Evacuees not told 
their destinations

SALT LAKE CITY (AP) 
— It wasn’t confusion that 
prevented Hurricane Katrina 
evacuees from learning they 
were headed to Utah — it 
was intentional.

“1 knew where Utah was, 
but nobody told me that’s 
where we were going. 
Nothing personal. It’s nice. 
But 1 don’t know anybody 
here,” said Jervis Bergeron, 
among the first batch of 152 
evacuees to arrive at the 
National Guard’s Camp 
Williams training site 30 
miles south of Salt Lake 
City. The number rose to 
about 600 by late Sunday.

Like others who arrived in 
smaller military planes, 
Bergeron wasn’t told where 
he was headed when he 
boarded the JetBlue airliner 
Saturday at the Louis 
Armstrong New Orleans 
International Airport.

National Guard olTicials 
asked a reporter and photog­
rapher aboard two separate 
military planes not to identi­
fy their news organizations 
or tell the refugees where the 
planes were going.

They said some refugees 
on earlier flights complained 
or refused evacuation when 
told where they were going.

Federal emergency offi­
cials said pilots had their 
passengers’ safety in mind. 
Few evacuees are holding a 
grudge.

But some argue that as a 
matter of respect and simple 
courtesy, they should have 
been told where they were 
landing.

“1 asked four or five peo­
ple, but they .said they didn’t 
know,” Bergeron, 54, told

Antonio shelter.
State Department of 

Social Services employees 
photographed the children 
once they arrived in Baton 
Rouge. One, a 2-year-old 
girl, saw her picture and 
said, “Gabby.” That infor­
mation was included with 
her photo and posted on the 
Web site. At that time, a 
mother reported her child 
“Gabby” was missing. A 
Texas child protection serv­
ices worker who relayed the 
information.

DALLAS (AP) — A 
mother, who used lipstick to 
script her call for help on an 
old bed sheet that she held 
on her rooftop, has been 
reunited with her children 
thanks to a shelter phone 
bank.

Lahoma Beal Hudson, 
who suffers from asthma, 
was separated from her four 
children, ages 11 to 21, when 
high waters prevented her 
evacuation from New 
Orleans, said Larry Meyer, 
spokesman for SBC 
Communications.

The children were at a 
house a few blocks away 
when the family decided on 
an evacuation route.

Hudson was following the 
route, some minutes behind 
her family, when police 
stopped her, saying the path 
was not safe.

She walked back seven 
blocks to her house, where 
high water forced her to her 
rooftop.

“She fashioned this sign,” 
Meyer said.

A helicopter team lifted 
her to safety about 2 a.m. 
Friday, he said.

Hudson was flown to San 
Antonio, where she used the 
SBC phone bank at Kelly 
USA. Hudson’s daughter 
had managed to keep her cell 
phone charged.

The Salt Lake Tribune. “It 
wasn’t until the airplane 
doors were shut and the 
engines started that they told 
us, Utah.”

Michael Widomski, 
spokesman for the Federal 
Emergency Management 
Agency, said keeping desti­
nations a secret wasn't an 
official policy decision, but 
more likely a last-minute 
response to trying circum­
stances.

He did know if the prac­
tice were unique to Utah- 
bound flights.

“This is not a relocation 
effort. It wo^ld be great to 
provide air service to wher­
ever they want. But that’s 
not logistically possible,” 
said Widomski.

He said 13 slates were 
sheltering refugees, with 
Utah and Arizona the far­
thest West.

“It isn’t good or bad poli­
cy,” said Widomski. “The 
priority is getting people into 
a safe, clean environment as 
fast as we can.”

Not everyone was dis­
mayed to find themselves 
thousands of miles from 
home in foreign surround­
ings.

“I was just happy to get 
out of there,” said Antoinette 
LaFrance, 61, for whom it 
was her first airplane trip 
and first visit to Utah.

“People applauded when 
they heard it was Utah,” said 
Adolph Dennis, who arrived 
on a Sunday morning flight. 
“We heard it was getting 
awful crowded in Houston. 
Everyone has been so hos­
pitable here.”

Natural beauty of Texas offers much

Garden Banks, a series of 
pristine reefs south of 
Galveston Island.

On the way down to the 
Valley, Laguna Madre offers 
an opportunity to check out 
the lagoons and enjoy fly­
fishing. In the Valley, the 
abundant wildlife provides 
both excellent bird-watching 
and great game hunting with 
everything from hares to 
javelinas. And no one should 
miss the quiet beauty of the 
desert around the Rio 
Grande.

In Central Texas, there are 
refreshing hikes in the Hill 
Country that showcase its 
greenery, rivers and natural 
rock formations. During hot 
summer days, you can rest in 
the shade of the numerous

Politically correct NCAA going overboard
The National Collegiate 

Athletic Association has 
adopted a new policy pro­
hibiting member institutions 
from exhibiting what it 
deems to be hostile or abu­
sive mascots in the NCAA’s 
championship competitions.

Perry wants other states to take refugees
AUSTIN (AP ) — With 

Texas shelters reaching their 
limit of refugees from 
Hurricane Katrina, Gov. 
Rick Perry launched plans to 
fly some of them to other 
states that have offered help.

With nearly a quarter mil­
lion refugees already in 
Texas and more still pouring 
in, Perry said Sunday that 
Texas needs other states to 
help manage the growing 
crisis. Officials at Texas 
relief centers say they are 
simply running out of room.

“We want to make certain 
every evacuee has a safe 
haven where they can 
receive medical care, water, 
food and other assistance,” 
Perry said. “There are shel­
ters set up in other states that 
are sitting empty while thou­
sands arrive in Texas by the 
day, if not the hour. We are

doing everything we can to 
address the needs of evac­
uees as they arrive, but in 
order to meet this enormous 
need, we need help from 
other states.”

Under the plan set up 
Sunday, aid centers will be 
established at airports in 
Houston and Dallas where 
incoming refugees can be 
given food, water and med­
ical care before they are 
flown out.

The Texas National Guard 
will coordinate the air opera­
tion and the governor’s 
office said that people 
should not just show up at an 
airport expecting to be trans­
ported. Perry said that 
American, Continental and 
Southwest Airlines, all of 
which are based in Texas, 
have agreed to lend their 
help.

Since Thursday, Perry’s 
office has been in contact 
with several states, including 
the governors of Utah, 
Oklahoma, Michigan, Iowa, 
New York, West Virginia and 
Pennsylvania about provid­
ing shelter for Louisiana 
evacuees.

Perry’s office said 
arrangements also were 
being made to bring cruise 
ships to Galveston to help 
house Louisiana residents 
left homeless by the storm 
and that Perry had told fed­
eral officials that more ships 
could be stationed in 
Beaumont and Corpus 
Christi.

Meanwhile, Hashing traf­
fic signs on Interstate 45 
around Houston carried mes­
sages ordering evacuee 
buses to divert to Fort 
Chaffee, Ark.

Perry spokeswoman 
Kathy Walt said she she did­
n’t know how many refugees 
might ultimately end up in 
other states.

“Governor Perry has been 
heartened by the number of 
governors who have called 
him,” Walt said.

Texas has been taking in 
refugees from New Orleans 
since Wednesday. By 
Saturday, Perry warned the 
state was nearing its limit. 
The storm and its aftermath 
has displaced some 1.5 mil­
lion people.

Texas officials estimate 
about 100,000 Louisiana 
residents are staying in 
hotels and motels across the 
state and another 139,000 
are being temporarily 
housed in 137 shelters 
throughout the state.

R oyals avoid sw eep, rout R angers, 17-8

KANSAS CITY, Mo. (AP) — Angel 
Berroa hit a three-run homer and drove in 
five runs, matching his career high, and the 
Kansas City Royals beat the Texas Rangers 
17-8 Sunday to avoid a four-game sweep.

The victory was only the sixth in 34 
games for the Royals, who own the worst 
record (44-91) in the majors. Kansas City 
had 18 hits in its highest-scoring game of 
the season.

Berroa homered in the second with Matt 
Stairs and Mark Teahen aboard. It was 
Berroa’s first extra-base hit in 23 games, a 
span of 82 at-bats.

Berroa added a two-run single in the 
sixth. He also had five RBls on Aug. 9, 
2004, at Detroit.

Aaron Guiel had three hits, including his 
first home run since Aug. 23, 2004, and 
scored three runs. Emil Brown drove in a 
career-high four runs with a two-run homer 
in the eighth and a two-double in the third.

The Royals batted around in a five-run 
third and chased Rangers right-hander

Edison Volquez, who was making his sec­
ond big league start.

Teahen and Brown each contributed two- 
run doubles in the third. Stairs drove in the 
first run of the inning with a bases-loaded 
walk.

Teahen had a sacrifice fly to score 
Terrence Long in the Royals’ three-run 
fourth. Guiel led off the inning with a home 
run. Stairs’ single to center scored Denny 
Hocking for the other run in the fourth.

Volquez (0-1) faced 15 batters and eight 
scored. He retired none of the six batters he 
faced in the third inning and four of the six 
hits he yielded were for extra bases.

Left-hander Jimmy Gobble, who was 
making his first start of the season after 22 
relief appearances, held the Rangers to one 
run and five hits over 4 1-3 innings. He left 
with the Royals up 11-1, but was on a 
restrictive pitch count. He threw 61 pitches 
before being replaced by rookie right-han­
der Leo Nunez (3-2), who was credited with 
the win.

Dallas practice squad has seven returnees, new kicker
IRVING, Texas (AP) — The Dallas 

Cowboys on Sunday brought back seven 
recently released players to be on their prac­
tice squad and added a kicker to keep up the 
pressure on new starter Jose Cortez.

What they didn’t do was announce the 
addition of receiver Peerless Price, whose 
agent said he picked Dallas on Saturday. 
The move likely is awaiting his signature, 
which probably will happen in time for 
practice Monday. Veteran receiver Quincy 
Morgan is expected to be released to opien a 
spot on the 53-man roster.

The returnees include receiver Tom 
Crowder, tight end Tony'Curtis, running 
back Keylon Kincade, tight end Sean Ryan 
and offensive lineman Matt Tarullo, all of 
whom were part of the final preseason cuts 
Saturday. Previously released defensive 
tackle Chris Van Hoy and receiver Jamaica 
Rector also were signed.

The new kicking candidate is Shaun 
Suisham, a rookie out of Bowling Green 
who was among four players given a work­
out Friday.

Jerry Rice could have played his last 

down in the NFL.
The NFL's all-time leading receiver 

was mulling retirement Sunday, after 
Broncos coach Mike Shanahan told 
him that he would not be the team’s 
No. 3 wideout.

His agent, Jim Steiner, said Rice 
wanted to close out his career no lower 
than a third receiver.

“That’s what his goal was,” Steiner 
said. “That’s what he wanted.”

Rice was checked out of his hotel in 
Denver. Steiner said Rice was in San 
Francisco, and a decision on the future 
most likely would come Monday.

The 42-year-old Rice signed with 
the Broncos this summer in hopes of 
playing a 21st season with a winner. 
Hampered by a nagging foot injury. 
Rice caught only four passes for 24 
yards in the preseason and had trouble 
getting open.

Denver kept six receivers on its final 
roster, including Rice, Darius Watts, 
Charlie Adams and Todd Devoe.

Walking off the field after Denver’s 
final preseason game Friday, Rice told 
the Denver Post: “Those guys deserve

to be on the field. They worked real 
hard. The thing is. I’m going to hold 
my head high if it doesn’t work out.”

At this point, it looks as if Watts is 
the third receiver and the other three 
are competing for the final two spots. 
If Denver stays with six receivers, 
Rice could be put in the position of 
being inactive for some of the team’s 
games.

The Philadelphia Eagles filled their 
need for a big running back, claiming 
Lamar Gordon off waivers from the 
Miami Dolphins. Second-year pro 
Bruce Perry was released to make 
room for Gordon.

A third-round pick by St. Louis in 
2002, the 6-foot-1, 223-pound Gordon 
spent two years with the Rams and was 
traded to Miami two days before the 
season opener last year. He is sched­
uled to practice with the Eagles 
Monday.

Philadelphia had been looking for a 
back with size since Correll 
Buckhalter went down with a season­
ending knee injury for the third time in 
four years. Pro Bowl running back 
Brian Westbrook, rookie Ryan Moats 
and third-year pro Reno Mahe each are

listed at 5-10 or shorter and under 212 
pounds.

Gordon played in three games for 
the Dolphins last year before being 
sidelined for the remainder of the sea­
son with a dislocated shoulder.

In other moves:
—The Jaguars placed linebacker 

Jorge Cordova on injured reserve with 
a knee injury.

Cordova, a third-round draft pick in 
2004, is still recovering from left knee 
surgery after tearing a ligament during 
training camp last season. The pass 
rushing linebacker/defensive end also 
spent last year on injured reserve. To 
replace him, the Jaguars claimed line­
backer Tracy White off waivers from 
the Seattle Seahawks.

—The New York Jets acquired 
offensive lineman Steve Morley from 
the Green Bay Packers for an undis­
closed draft choice. The Jets also cut 
first-year guard Jason Nerys, and 
claimed wide receiver Dante 
Ridgeway off waivers from the 
Cincinnati Bengals and comerback 
Lamont Reid off waivers from the 
Arizona Cardinals.

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Bush picks Roberts for chief justice position
WASHINGTON (AP) — 

President Bush today nomi­
nated John Roberts to suc­
ceed William H. Rehnquist 
as chief justice and called on 
the Senate to confirm him 
before the Supreme Court 
opens its fall term on Oct. 3. 
Just 50 years old, Roberts 
could shape the court for 
decades to come.

The swift move would 
promote to the Supreme 
Court’s top job a newcomer 
who currently is being con­

sidered as one of eight asso­
ciate justices. It would also 
ensure a full 9-member 
court, because retiring 
Justice Sandra Day 
O’Connor has said she will 
remain on the job until her 
replacement is confirmed.

“1 am honored and hum­
bled by the confidence the 
president has shown in me,” 
Roberts said, standing along­
side Bush in the Oval Office. 
“1 am very much aware that 
if I am confirmed I would

succeed a man I deeply 
respect and admire, a man 
who has been very kind to 
me for 25 years.”

“He’s a man of integrity 
and fairness and throughout 
his life he’s inspired the 
respect and loyalty of oth­
ers,” Bush said. “John 
Roberts built a record of 
excellence and achievement 
and reputation for goodwill 
and decency toward others in 
his extraordinary career.”

The selection of Roberts

helps Bush avoid new politi­
cal problems when he 
already is under fire for the 
government’s sluggish 
response to Hurricane 
Katrina and his approval rat­
ings in the polls are at the 
lowest point of his presiden­
cy.

A brief delay in confirma­
tion hearings for Roberts, 
which had been set to start 
Tuesday, was likely in light 
of his new nomination and 
Rehnquist’s funeral this

week.
Senate Majority Leader 

Bill Frist, R-Tenn., said he 
still expects Roberts to be 
confirmed before the. new 
court session begins on 
October 3.

“The president has made 
an excellent choice,” Frist 
said today. “Mr. Roberts is 
one of the most well quali­
fied candidates to come 
before the Senate. He will be 
an excellent chief.”

Democrats said Roberts

will now be held to a higher 
standard, although they had 
found little in his record to 
suggest they would thwart 
his nomination as associate 
justice.

“Now that the president 
has said he will nominate 
Judge Roberts as chief jus­
tice, the stakes are higher 
and the Senate’s advice and 
consent responsibility is 
even more important,” 
Democratic leader Harry 
Reid said today.

President to visit Gulf Coast
again to view storm aftermath

WASHINGTON (AP) — 
Since two days after 
Hurricane Katrina lashed 
much of the Gulf Coast into 
oblivion. President Bush 
hasn’t gone a day without a 
public event devoted to the 
storm.

Today was no different, as 
he planned a return to the 
storm-ravaged region for a 
third look at Katrina’s effect 
with visits to Baton Rouge, 
La., and Poplarville, Miss.

But none of it — includ­
ing a stream of Cabinet sec­
retaries and other high-level 
federal officials to the area 
and on the airwaves Sunday 
— has quieted the com­
plaints that Washington 
moved too slowly in the 
storm’s aftermath.

Aaron Broussard, presi­
dent of Jefferson Parish, juit 
south of New Orleans, broke 
down on NBC’s “Meet the 
Press” when he talked about 
people who waited for help.

“They were told like me, 
every single day, the caval­
ry’s coming, on a federal 
level. The cavalry’s coming, 
the cavalry’s coming, the 
cavalry’s coming. I have just 
begun to hear the hoofs of 
the cavalry ...,” Broussard 
said.

“They’ve had press con­
ferences — I’m sick of the 
press conferences. For God’s 
sakes, shut up and send us 
somebody.”

Bush’s itinerary today, 
which replaces a planned 
Labor Day speech in 
Maryland, was taring him a 
little farther afield of the 
center of the storm’s fury 
than hi< trip on Friday. Then, 
Bush walked a neighbor­
hood in decimated Biloxi on 
Mississippi’s coast and 
stopped at the airport and a

breached levee in New 
Orleans. The president also 
saw hurricane damage last

Wednesday during a flyover 
of the coast from aboard Air 
Force One.

By contrast. Baton Rouge, 
about 80 miles northwest of 
New Orleans, largely 
escaped damage. Its popula­
tion, however, has swelled 
dramatically with refugees 
and is experiencing clogged 
roads and supply shortages.

Poplarville, where Bush 
was to meet with state and 
local officials at the Pearl 
River Community College, 
is about 45 miles inland. But 
the area was in the path of 
Katrina’s eye and devasta­
tion in the town and sur­
rounding rural areas was 
enormous.

“The world saw this tidal 
wave of disaster descend 
upon the Gulf Coast,” Bush 
said Sunday during a visit to 
the Red Cross disaster oper­
ations center in Washington, 
where he urged Americans 
to donate money, time and 
blood to the relief effort. 
“Now they’re going to see a 
tidal wave of compassion.”

The president has come 
under fire for waiting until 
two days after Katrina hit — 
and a day after levee breaks 
drowned New Orleans and 
turned it into a place of law­
less misery — to return to 
Washington from his August 
break in Texas to oversee the 
federal response.

It ended up taking several 
days for food and water to 
reach the tens of thousands 
of desperate New Orleans 
residents who took shelter in 
the squalid and deadly 
Superdome and city conven­
tion center. Outlying areas, 
though receiving less nation­
wide attention, suffered 
some of the same problems.

Homeland Security 
Secretary Michael Chertoff 
took up the administration’s 
cause Sunday, dispatched to 
appear on all five network 
interview shows after dam­
age-control efforts by the 
head of the Federal 
Emergency Management 
Agency, Michael Brown, 
met with little success last 
week.

Chertoff echoed the White 
House line — saying the 
time to place blame will 
come later. But he also hint­
ed at an emerging line of 
defense, saying federal offi­
cials had problems getting 
information from local offi­
cials and were surprised they 
hadn’t been told by 
Thursday of the violence and 
horrible conditions at the 
New Orleans convention 
center.

“I got to tell you that hear­
ing reports on TV and then 
calling the field and hearing 
something different is not 
what the secretary of 
Homeland Security wants to 
s«e happening,” he said.
