The Pampa Independent School
District is moving to fix ventilation
problems in the football locker room
and perhaps other athletic locker
rooms in the district.

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xas unemployment rate rises to 5.1 percent, TWC says

§USJ'IN (AP) — Weakness in manufac-
turing jobs helped push the Texas unemploy-
ment rate up to 5.1 percent in August from 5
percent in July, the Texas Workforce
Commission said today.

The commission estimated that nonagri-
cultural employment increased by 6,900 jobs
in August, the 12th straight month of job
gains.

A year ago, the unemployment rate stood
at 6 percent.

Manufacturing lost about 1,000 jobs out
of 891,700 the previous month, its third
decline in the past four months. However,
that weakness was more than offset by small
gains in transportation and utilities, con-
struction, education and health care, and
government employment.

He is small
potatoes.

He
lacks the intestinal fortitude
of Roosevelt and the war
experience of Churchill.

You will note, I hope, that
Mr. Bush speaks only to con-
trolled audiences of the mili-
tary or of his political base.
