WASHINGTON April 18 (JPI— 
President Roosevelt's suggestion for 
legislation to remove tax exemptions 
on government securities and sal­
aries brought a proposal today from 
Senator Byrd (D-VAl to accomplish 
the same result through a con­
stitutional amendment.

Byrd, a frequent critic of the 
President's policies, said he would 
appear before the Senate Judiciary 
committee to urge approval of his 
amendment. Elimination of the 
present exemptions, he- said, would 
result in:

"A substantial increase in reve­
nue, a broadened revenue source 
base, a move in the direction of tax 
burden equalization, elimination of 
special privilege and tax evasion by 
those best able to pay. a greater in­
centive for productive investment 
. . . and a reduction in the incen­
tive for government extravagance.”

Mr. Roosevelt soon will send con­
gress a special message on the tax 
exemption question.

In the past, Supreme Court decis­
ions have been considered by many 
legal authorities to be a barrier to 
such legislation.

Senator Ashurst (D-Ariz) has 
predicted, however, that the court 
would “perform a flipflop” to ap­
prove the legislation.

Byrd, in a statement, said his 
amendment would remove Income 
tax exemptions from 800,000 federal 
workers who receive more than $1,-

Manager Frankie Frisch of the 
Cards maintained a moody silence 
on the loss of his crack right-hand­
er, refused to say how it would af­
fect his team’s chances. In  the past, 
Frisch on numerous occasions has 
said privately that he would love to 
struggle along without Dean’s eccen­
tric services. But Dean has been a 
much easier gent to get along with 
this spring and there was no doubt 
that Frisch and the Card players 
had high hopes "Ole Diz” was going 
to make a comeback and help pitch 
them to a pennant.

Charlie Grimm of the Cubs made 
no attempt to conceal his delight at 
acquiring such a pitcher as Dean. If 
Dizzy regains his olden form, the 
Chicago mound staff will be a pow­
erhouse.

How's Your 
Health?

SUICIDE SURVEY—I t

A psychiatrist recently advanced 
the theory that in any given com­
munity when the suicide rates go up, 
the mure'er rates drop, and vice 
versa . ,

Whether this theory is valid or not 
remains to be established. But be­
hind it is a sound concept—that 
murder and suicide are the acts of 
individuals mastered bv excessive 
and misdirected aggressiveness. In 
both instances the Individual kills 
a human being, hfmself or another. 
Both acts are properly considered 
anti-social.

Aggressiveness i s an essential ana 
normal component of personality. 
Without some measure of aggressive­
ness, the Individual would not be 
Impelled to meet and overcome the 
obstacles which Inevitably confront 
him in life.

However, not all obstacles can be 
overcome and not all challenges need 
co be accepted. The individual must 
learn to accept certain frustrations 
and certain denials. Of course he 
will resent these necesstles but the 
normal Individual soon develops 
psychologic mechanisms to compen­
sate for his frustrations.

As Elbert Hubbard put it. the wise 
man takes the lemons Ufe gives him 
and goes Into the lemonade business. 
But some men fail to acquire this 
wisdom. Among them art the indi­
viduals whose innate impulse to de­
stroy Is not converted into a con­
structive, creative function.

What impedes the normal psy­
chologic development of these Indi­
viduals Is difficult to define. Per- 
liaps they are constitutionally dif­
ferent from the average run of 
human being, as one school of psy­
chologic thought believes.

Most psychiatrists, however, charge 
the defect to the early experiences 
of the individuals. During infancy 
and youth, the first and keenest 
frustrations are met. In these pe­
riods of life, we learn how to meet 
disappointment. Evidently many of 
us do not learn the proper lesson, or 
learn it badly and inadequately.

Fortunately these essential lessons 
can be mastered in later life, at 
least by some. This is the basis of 
effective psychiatric treatment.

The earlier the required treatment 
is administered, the bettor t /he re­
sults are likely to prove. Ttrt pre­
vention of suicide should bdgln at 
the first signs of behaviour diffi­
culties.

HOLLYWOOD—There is going to 
tx?a scarcity this year of those ad­
mirable little pictures some produc­
ers delight in making for the "ar­
tistic prestige” they bring.

In any year no picture is made 
purely for art's sake, but sometimes 
that consideration weights about 
equally with the hope of commer­
cial returns. A producer figures he 
can get by with something “fine” 
and. if it flops badly, charge it up 
to “prestige.” But in times like 
these, the prestige-budgets are low. 
Some of the lots will shoot the 
works for a combination of pres- 
tlge-and-box-offlce, but the accent 
has to be on commerce. That the 
two can go hand in hand Is indi­
cated in last year’s “Zola” and "The 
Good Earth” and in many successful 
films of other years.

Sometimes Creates Stars
Pandro S. Berman, newly in 

charge of RKUs production plant, 
has undertaken in his time such 
choice bits as “Of Human Bond­
age” and “Winterset,” both In the 
nature of artistic gambles. They’re 
the type of thing that as a pro­
ducer he would prefer to do. Neith­
er lost money, but neither was a big- 
money picture. But now, in consider­
ation of,the times and of the stock­
holders, he plans to concentrate on 
the more obviously sure-fire box- 
office materials. (Having done the 
Astaire-Rogers things, and other 
money-grossers. he knows how).

In defense of the “artistic” pic­
ture—regardless of how it fares at 
the public purse—Berman points 
out the commercial values that fre­
quently ensue. “Of Human Bondage,” 
for instance, while it returned a 
profit and enhanced RKO prestige, 
actually made a star of Bette Davis. 
Unfortunately, from the RKO point 
of view, the star was created for 
Warner Bros, from wrich studio she 
was borrowed.

Shakespeare Prestige
“The Informer,” an artistic tri­

umph if ever there was ne, built 
Itself slowly into a money-maker, 
and In the process revived the stel­
lar career of Victor McLaglen, 
whose services thereafter became 
more valuable. "They won’t  For- 
more valuable. “They Won’t  For- 
yet—because Claude Rains had a 
vivid and forceful role—he was dis­
covered anew for parts in subse­
quent money-makers. The same 
film* unearthed fair film prospects 
in Gloria Dickson and Lane Tur­
ner. And there was "Night Must 
Fall,” without doubt Bob Mont­
gomery's best film and far from his 
most commercial one.

Shakespeare was responsible for 
Hollywood’s most costly ventures 
Into the “prestige” field. Warner 
Bros, spent a million and a quarter 
on "A Midsummer Night's Dream’ 
Just hoping to get back. While as a 
prestige-builder It was a failure, It 
finally paid out and made profit. 
But aside from that it unearthed 
the talents of Olivia de Havllland.

“Romeo and Juliet” from Metro 
may not have been a box-office 
wonder, but it restored to the movie 
industry, as a source of future pro­
fits, the comedy of John Barrymore.

The Capital
Jigsaw

AUSTIN, April 18 (/P)—Revision 

of the gasoline tax to stop evasions.. 
estimated to be costing the state 
huge sums, may be asked of the next 
legislature.

In the last year tax refunds made 
by (he state on claims authorized by 
law Increased 18 percent, or about 
$1,000.000, and attaches of the comp­
troller's department attribute the 
Jump to evasions.

Total collections of the tax were 
$40,485,000 of which 11 per cent, or 
5,113,350, wis refunded, compared 
with a refund in the previous year 
of nine per cent.

The law permits refunds of the 
tax paid on gasoline used for any 
other purpose ether than in motor 
vehicles. About 60 per cent of the 
refunds is for gasoline used in farm 
machinery.

The chief evasions are using gas­
oline for purposes other than shown 
lit reports or trucks or. reporting it 
as used in farm machinery, and 
fraud In actual sales. ,

The comptroller’s department ex­
perts suggest licensing the dealers 
who may dispense the gasoline on 
which refunds will be asked and sup­
plying forms for reports by the de­
partment would prove an effective- 
curb to illegal practices.

Oklahoma and Mississippi are said 
to have adopted dealer licensing 
and supply of forms by the state 
and thereby greatly improved en­
forcement of their tax laws.

The department wSS prepared to 
recommend the legislation at the 
last session of the legislature, but 
decided not to urge it because the 
time was not deemed suitable.

There has been no revision of this 
phase of the law since it was enact­
ed in 1929 while other sections have 
been remodeled from time to time.

There will be no vegetable garden 
at the governor's mansion this sea­
son.

But when the United States govern-, 
ment is supporting the silver market 
by buying from Mexico at 3)4 cents 
above the world price and, at the 
same time, buying all local silver at 
80 cents In order to pacify the voters 
in the silver states, we get a little 
( oncep .lon of the loose way the poli­
ticians are handling the wages of 
the workers to special interests.

Policies like this has beeh, is just 
a gift to Mexico and every time we 
give Mexico something, every worker 
in the United States must of neces­
sity have a little lower wages; and 
every time we pay 65 cent* for silver, 
every citizen in the United States 
who is not intrested in the silver 
mines, must have his standard of 
living reduced because of this arbi­
trary action of the United States 
treasury.

(hat we 'do not need a constitution to 
protect people from their own short­
sightedness.

MAN LEA iP S Ti DEATH 
FROM SPEEDING TRAIN

SAN ANTONIO, April 18 (JPh~
George B. Glauberg, 47, employe of 
a railway express agency, leaped to 
a suicide death from a fast mov­
ing train yesterday, a coroner's in­
quest verdict held.

The incident occurred near Lake 
McQueeney, about three miles west 
of Seguln, as the train headed for 
San Antonio.

The body was sent to Cureo for 
funeral services and burial.

REHABILITATION LOINS 
AVAILABLE IN ARE I

Pural rehabilitation loans are avail­
able to farmers in this region whose 
crops were damaged or totally de­
stroyed by the recent freeze, L. H. 
Hauter, regional director of the 
Farm Security Administration, has 
announced.

Rehabilitation loans are made by 
this agency to finance the nurchase 
of necessary farm supplies, livestock, 
seed, fertilizer, feed, tools, house­
hold equipment, and temperary food 
and clothing requirements.

Prospective borrowers must first 
meet requirements established by 
the loan section. Borrowers must 
give a note and mortgage on his 
personal property,, cn the gooJs he 
buys with the loan, and on his com­
ing crop. A loan will not be made 
unless the borrower’s farm plan 
shows that he can expect to produce 
-nough cash income to pay off the 
debt. The loans bear five per cent 
interest a year.

Farmers interested in obtaining a 
full information about rehabilitation 
loans are requested to contact the 
county rehabilitation supervisor fer 
his county. Information may also 
be obtained from the county agri­
cultural agent.

Spring Planting 
Challenges Bugs, 
Weeds in Gardens

Almost everyone can be a preti7 
good 'gardener in April and May, 
when spring Is in the blood. The 
real test comes during summer, 
when weeds shoot up to smother 
plants, and bugs fly In to eat them.

How your garden grows depends 
upon how It is afflicted with these 
pests and what you do about them.

Cultivating with a hoe—or a 
trowel if your garden is sm all- 
after every rainfall is a big help. 
It helps get rid of the weeds (though 
you may have to hand-pick some) 
fed saves moisture. Do this work 
when the soil is moist but not 
sticky.

The Two Bug Groups
As for Insect pests, there are two 

general groups, from the stand­
point of control methods—sucking 
Insects, like aphids and leafhop- 
pers, which suck the sap, and chew 
lng Insects, like beetles and cater­
pillars. which eat part of the plant, 
explains Montague Free In “Gard­
ening’’ (Harcourt. Brace).

The suckers must be actually hit 
by the Insecticide used to fight 
them: the chewers are fought by 
applying a poison evenly on the 
plant parts they attack.

For each type there are many 
commercial sprays and powders, or 
you can mix your own. For sucking 
Insects, here Is one solution Mr. 
Free offers: one teaspoonful of 40 
per cent nicotine sulphate, a scant 
ounce of flaked or powdered soap, 
and a gallon of water. For chewing 
insects you can try a mixture of 
one and a half pounds of dry lead 
arsenate to 50 gallons of water. (But 
don't use this at the same time as 
a spray containing soap, or foliage 
will be Injured.)

A compressed air sprayer holding 
a quart should be large enough for 
backyard gardeners. Handle under 
lock and key. and chase children 
and pets from the areas sprayed.

Hand-Picking Pests
A good way to fight some of the 

pests Is to hand-pick them, drop­
ping them into a can of kerosene. 
(If cats and dogs are too fond of the 
garden, Mr. Free reports that two 
teaspoonfuls of 40 per cent nicotine 
sulphate in one gallon of water, 
sprayed on plants and shrubs, may 
keep them away).

When you water the garden, use 
enough to we,(,the soli to a depth 
of a t least a root Evening is the 
best time, for there is less.evapo­
ration then.

Most ornamental trees and 
shrubs do not require much annual 
pruning, and unless you know all 
about the process, better do noth­
ing but remove dead and diseased 
branches. But if you transplant a 
tree or a bush, prune the top to 
compensate for the loss of roots.

And keep in mind that a plant's 
one aim in life is to produce seeds. 
When that’s accomplished, the 
plant is ready to die. So if you snip 
off faded blooms, thus preventing 
seeding, you’ll get more flowers.

TUBEBCULIN TESTS IN 
SCHOOLS SOON TO END
Only three school districts, Alan- 

reed, McLean, and Farrington re­
main on the list of schools in Gray 
county in which tuberculin tests 
of pupils have not been made.

County Superintendent W. B. 
Weatherred said that tests would 
be made at these schools as soon 
as arrangements could be made.

Tests were made of 80 pupils of 
the Schaffer and Grandview schools, 
at Grandview last week, and the 
week prior. 115 pupils of Holy Souls 
school were tested.

Sponsored by the Gray County 
Tuberculosis association, the tests 
were begun two months ago. Mem­
bers of the Gray-Wheeler Medical 
society are cooperating In making 
the tests.

the United States’ gasoline resources 
was pushed back 20 per cent or 
mere today by a report to the Amer­
ican Chemical society on the new­
est ways of changing natural gas 
Into liquir gasoline.

"Re-forming," s-reHed with a hy­
phen. Is the technical name for 
this “conversion." The process. In 
Its present “Infancy" stage, is cap­
able of adding twenty per cent to 
the country's gasoline supply. Amer­
ican gasoline production last year 
was twenty billion gallons.

The 20 per cant estimate is ultra- 
conservative. Dr. Per K. Frolich, 
who made the report, refused to 
estimate. But enthusiastic petro­
leum chemists have claimed that 
an immediate 50 per cent addition 
to gasoline • could be made from 
natural gas. Dr. Frolich Is direct­
or of the chemical laboratories of 
the Standard Oil Development com­
pany. Elizabeth. N. Y.

Under the latest discoveries about 
extracting gasoline,. Dr. BTolich 
said, natural gas and petroleum 
rate the same as resources. Gas 
can be “re-formed ’ Into liquid fuel 
by the same cracking processes 
which In the recent past have more 
than doubled the amount of gaso­
line from oil.

How long the gas-reinforced gas­
oline resources Will last chemists re­
fused to predict. The outside esti­
mates, without using the natural 
gas, have ranged around ioo years.

The present ability to change gas 
into liquid fuel is limited. One big 
obstacle is methane, or marsh gas. 
which exists in large quatities in 
natural gas. »It cannot now be 
changed into gasoline.

“But," Dr. Frolich pointed out. 
“no one dare say greater conversion 
is impossible. For 10 years ago we 
did not know any way to change 
into gasoline the fractions of natu-

SHARECROPPER PLAN SEEN AS 
ANSWER TO PROBLEM OF POOR

NEW MADRID, Mo.. April 18 OP) 
—Rich land, poor people.

Hans B. Baasch, manager of the 
Farm Security Administration’s La­
farge farms project, expects definite 
answers to this broad problem to 
come from the three-quarter mil­
lion dollar sharecropper rehabilita­
tion venture.

The project comprises 100 run-of- 
the-mill sharecropper families — 00 
white and 40 negro—the same people 
who worked the land last year and 
seme for many years under the 
plantation system before that. They 
have been set up on farm units 
of between 56 and 70 acres on the 
6,100-acre tract In southeastern 
Missouri.

At the rate of two a day, new five- 
room white cottages and barns, pre­
fabricated, are being erected on each 
farm unit, replacing ramshackle 
cabins. Each farmer has a team of 
muitf, implements, a cow, a hog and 
pigs and chickens, all purchased 
through a cooperative store with 
funds loaned by the government 
Houswives now are ordering simple 
home furnishings through the store.

From the Laforge project Baasch 
said he hoped to find answers to the 
following questions:

“Why should the delta* lands of 
the south, among the most produc­
tive In the nation, support the lowest 
rural standard of living In the coun­
try?

“Can these lands be made to sup­
port rural families in comfort and 
what Is the minimum requirement 
of land for the purpose?

"How can sharecropper and tenant 
families become land owners—thru 
outright Immediate purchase of land 
on a government loan or through 
working ln’.o ownership under gov­
ernment assistance and supervision?

“What per cent of non-selected 
sharecroppers can be made self-sus­
taining with government help?”

WASHINGTON, April 18 OP)—The 
house appropriations committee asked 
congress today to appropriate $220.- 
634.725 for non-military activities of 
the war department ter the fiscal 
year, beglnlng July 1.

This total, which includes $37.- 
000.000 President Roosevelt suggested 
In a relief message last week for 
flood control, is $23.618,838 above 
the estimate* prepared four months 
ago by the budget bureau and $25,- 
098,662 more than for the current 
year.

The bill carries $94300,000 for 
general river and harbor work, com­
pared with $128,000.000 this year; 
$113,000.000 for flood control proj­
ects. compared with $105.000,000 this 
year, and $10,250,185 for the Pan­
ama canal, $323,636 less than ter 
this year.

Although the $220,034,725 total is 
more than $25,000,000 above the 1938 
appropriation, the war department 
this year was given $52,500,000 In re­
lief funds, making the funds avail­
able for 1938 actually $26.401,338 
more than the bin proposes Jar the 
next year.

The committee recommended that 
$31,000.000 of the flood control ap­
propriation be spent on the Missis­
sippi river and Its tributaries. The 
aimy engineers were given $45,000,- 
300 for that purpose this year, but 
the total included $22,500,000 of re­
lief money.

The bill also carrlea $176.400 for 
the office of Paul McNutt. Philip­
pines high commissioner, $20,200 
more than for this year; $1386,693 
for cemeterlal expenses of the quar­
termaster corps, $107,000 for the 
signal corps Alaska communica­
tions system, and $801,672 for the 
United States soldiers’ home here.
